Only s small number of the Catholle
clergy were able to remsio at their posts
after the “Reformation’ was established.
Theee few epread themselves over ‘he
country, comforting their brethren and
administering to them the sacramenta.
Between 1580 and 1600, Jesuits, Benedic-
tines, Franciicans, Lozarists and Augue-
tinians established themseives In varlous
districts, to which many of the refugee
clergy had retired. The Jesulta had etations
in Bremar, G.encairn, Strathglas and
Buchan. As may be supposed, there was
but slender means of educating Catholics
in Scotland. To educate ecclesiastics was
utterly impossible. Pupe Clement VIII,
in view or this evll, founded the Scotch
College at Rome, where, ever since, a cer-
tain number of clergy for Scoiiaud kave
received suitable training. There is much
valuable information in tather Blackhal's
patrative. This soalous priest returned
from Patls to Scotland in 1637 and acted
as cbaplain tu the Countess of Aboyne, at
Aboyne Castle, at the same time dolng
duty s a misionsry, in the counties of
Aberdeen and Banff There is no record
of Fatber Blackhal’s final careor. He was
at Paris when he wrote his “narrative;”
but how long he survived ls unknown.

On the death of Bishop Watson of Lin.
coln, in 1584, an Archpriest was appointed
to preside over the clergd of Eogland, with
eplacopal jurisdiction, also, over the Catho-
lics of Scotland. This arrangement was
exceedingly distasteful to the native
Socotch, They had an invincible dislike to
any forelgn aathority, especially If it were
English, The Scotch priest, Rev. G.
Biackwell, wes nominated in the year
1598 and was succeeded by a Vicar Apos-
tolic who enjoyed the title and dignity of
Bishop of Chbalcedon. He also professed
jurlsdiction over Scotlaud. Bat, in con-
sequence of repeated representations made
by the clergy to the Court of Rome, Pope
Gregory XV, ordered the Right Revereud
Bishop to cease exerclelng ecclesiastical
authority in Scot!and.

It was not till 1629, that proposals were
made for constitutiug & missionary body
fa Scotland under the jurlsdiction of a
native superfor, In that year Father
William O'Gilvy received faculties from
Pope Urban VILL, as Prefect of the Mission
In 1653, the Scotch eecular clergy, freed
from the jurlediction of Eoglish
Trelates, and tbe euthority of the
Order of Jesuits, were incorporated asa
missionary body, by a decree of Propa.

in, and in it what they term & bed—the
bedstead being simply & few old sticks
with an old quilt thrown over it, but
peither blanket nor pillow, nor any com-
fort of any kind that I could see—noth-
ing but the old quilt to hide their poverty
—the man sitling there almost naked,
his wife almost terror-stricken at her
condition, and three or four little chil.
dren running about dressed in rags, and
hunger pictured on every face. In other
cases the family have got two ‘bays’ of
a house, These families generally bave
six or seven children—the eldest of them
pass the day winding for their father
and mother—all of them in rags, dirt,
and poverty, growing up in onmplete
ignorance, kept from school or from
being educated iu any way by the hands
of those who, instead of letting the
parents of these poor children earn &
fair living, go on in their unjust dealings
heaping up their thousands and thou.
sands of pounds sterling, and building
for themselves splendid mansionp.”

But the sad ocondition of the psople is
notall told when their starvation; naked-
ness, and ditt are recorded. The parents,
depraved by their abject poverty and
wsnt, are often guilty of shocking
cruelty. The investigators say: “We
went into a house where we found a
poor ltttle boy of eleven years of age,
chained to the loom by the ankles, with
a hanging lock worn at each ankle, the
keys of the locks in his father’s pockets,
sitting there at the wheel with no shirt
of any kind on him. In this same house
there were three more children burrow-
ing through the floor, the mother out
looking for something for them to eat,
and one sick girl lying in a state of con-
sumption, and all thess are buddled
together in one bay of a house, along
with the loom and what they call & bed.”
Can the Ulster people who cheered Mr.
Caamberlain, and who uphold Balfour’s
policy of preventing meetings of the
people for a redress of their grievancer,
be aware that such things exist in their
midst i fureiy Uister siands in no less
need of bettering the oondition of the
poor than the other provinces, and if the
population of Ulster put obstacles in the
way of having these scandals remedied
by the only means in which they ever
will be remedied, Home Rule, they de.
serve to bave them perpetuated, even
when the rest of Irelaud shall be free,
which muet soon b: the case, with or
without Ulster’s co.operation in attain-
ing this end.

The Jesuits in Cannda Under English
Rules

CONTINUED,

Notwithstanding renewed entreaties
from Amherst in 1771 aud in 1779 and in
spite of the efforts of Marriott, the sffair
was put off so long that it was not until
the 18th Auguet, 1786, that the king
despatched to Lord Dorchester orders to
appoint a Commission to draw up the
deed.
The minority of the Commission (four
out of nine) made their report turrep-
titlouely and declared King proprietor and
even possessor of the Jesults' estates.
Notwithstanding this report which the
Parliament of Paris, consulted sa to the
matter, had the cowardliness to approve,
the cause of justice did mot yet fall,
(Ribaud, p. 339)
In & report made to Lord Dorchester
the Committee of the Legislative Conncil
(31 October, 1788) said that the Jesuits hav.
ing retained their possessions under the eyes of,
and therefore with the sanction of the Orown,
a law was required by which the king should
confirm the Pope's suppression of the Ovder,
and should declare their property reverted to
the crown.
Mgr. Habert, on his side, foreseeing that
sooner or later these possessions would
{nevitably#be lost to the Jesults, in his
letter of 15:h November, 1789, to the Hon-
orable W. Smith, the Chief Justice,
demanded that they might be employed
in the service of education.
Here are the words of Mzr, Hubert :
“ , . . . We bhave in the centre
of Quebec a large and beautiful college,
the greater part of which s occupled by
the soldiers of the garrison; could not this
house be reetored to its original uee {
“Might not this collegs, in the course of
time, be erected into a upiversity, and
partly sustained by the 1 of the funds
actually belonging to the Jesusts? o .+ .

This lotter Erovod fruitless, but Lord
Dorcheste: who had slready in 1774
(when he was only Sir Guy Carleton) bad
succeeded, with the connivance of Mgr.
Brland, (as we shall see later) in preserv-
Ing their property for the Jesults, t! warted
again the plans of Lord Amberst, and the
Jesults were not dispossessed.,
This was in 1790. The following year
a new effort was mede by Lord Amherst,
resulting in suother fallure.
At length, in 1798, bis helrs renewed the
same demand, and with a ltke result ; but
this time, to put an end to these annoying
demands which bad Iasted for thirty years,
the English government allowed a pension
to the Amherst tamily, in place of the
Jonuit eatates.
In any case Father Casot remained up
to the time of his death, in 1800, the pos
sessor of aimost all the Jesuits' property.
Those, however, who pretend that the
Jesuits were the only viciime of similar
aunoysnces, would elther gromly decelve
themselves or wish to decelve others.

It was insured for $30,000. Last summer

the fire would not extend their length,
This opinion was but of short duration,
and all at once busy hands were at work
removing pianos, trunks, books, etc., but
so fast did the fire spread, taking only a
few minutes to lay in ruins the wooden
structures that came in its way, that not
a tithe of the valuables in the convent
were removed, Two pianos, broken in
transit, along with a tew books, several
trunks and some clothing were carried
to the woods and saved, but a large num-
ber of the pupils lost their ail, and they
migat be seen at a late hour wandering
around, not knowing where to tako shel-
ter for the night. The majority of them,
along with the nuns, came to Oltawa,
where they were housed at the Sussex
street convent,

interfere with politics in this country.”

49, Even this very day we have had
from our Holy Father the Pope direct
snd unequivocal aseurances of his deep
and paternal interest in the temporal
welfare of our country, and that, o far
from intending by this decree to injure
our national movement, it was the hope
and purpose of His Holiness to remove
those things which he judged might in
the long run be obstacles to its ady ‘nce.
ment and ultimate success,

“With these facts thus clearly before
us, apart altogetber from his numerous

“While expressing our deep and last
