Heretofore
prejudice has been excited against it among
woney-loving ehristians, so called, in consequence
of the Missionary being placed in the undesirable
position of having to act as gollector of funds for

the Methodist order of ocburch mansgement.
The converts have built their own places of wor-
thip; they bave supported their own schools,
and the traii ing-colleges for sehodlmasters and
Catechists. Chiefe and common people, in their
classes snd in public congregational collections,
have cheerfully contributed sufficient funds for
the support of their pastors and preachers, both
Eurcpean and native, from year to year; and
have gladly paid a fair price for the copies of the
New Testament, or of the whole volume of the
Holy Seriptures; wbich, in the translations
made by the Missionaries, have been printed in
successive editions by the British and Foreign
Bible Society. .

- Government, diverted the sttention of the peo-
ple from their Missionary pastors, and bad the
recommendtion of being sustained, not by pri-
vate contributions, but by the publie resourees
of the islands,

MODERN MISSIONS SUCCESSITL.

From the brief survey now taken it may be
sssumed, once for all, thet modern Missions
bave not bcen conficed to small communities,
and in them bave only been successful, as is
sometimes asserted. But bad the sucoess been
that of experiments on a small scale, it would
bave sufficed to encourage their further exten-
sion.

Here the future ** leades” gives proof
of bis character and qualifications. It is to its
Class Mestings thet Methodism owes the fluency
and fervour so characteristic of those who lead
its sssemblies in prayer or who habitually ad-
dress its eongregations. It is to the same insti-
tution, pot Jess, thas the brotherly free-mssonry
is owing which makes the Methodists one people
all the world over, which makes the Mettodist
stranger who brings with bim his * note of re-
moval” feel himself to be at once ‘st bome” in
a Metbodist Class Meeting.

It is Do matter of surprise that the Class Meet-
ing should have become the subjcot of discussion
sod eriticism. We are now ia the second cen-
tury of Methodistio history. The stege of al-
most unoonscious sesl and energy is past, and
the age of self-consaiousness bas arrived. The

Some details are given of the attempt of the
Confederate flotilla to pass Federal batteries on
James River. Three ironciads mounting two
guns each, and four wooden vessels two guns
eech made an attempt during. the storm and
darkness ou Thursday night. The Fredericks-
burg, with full steam, succeeded in breaking
through the obstructions nddr Dutch Gap Canal,
and that Bickmond in sttempting to follow, got
aground.

The Ezaminer suggests that all the ootton at
Wilmington be burned, as the port being closed
the place is no longer of any coneequence and
may fallinto the enemy’s bands.

The Ezaminer in acknowledging the port clos-
ed, says : * Now for the first time we are thrown
on our own resources. Butler could have taken
it on Christmas day, but he did not because be
was afraid. It wouid be affectation and folly to
pretend that the port of Wilmington was not of
great yalue to our casuse, but that it did us much
harm is equally clear.

Tre ExprLosioN AT FurT FISHER.—A cor-
respondent of the Philadelphia Enquirer gives
some particulars of the accidental explosion of
the magasine at Fort Fisher. .He says : —

« Some of our soldiers were exploring s ma-
gasine with lighted candles. There was corn
meal in this magasine as well as powder. The
meal it was that the soldiers were after ; not ex-
ercising sufficient care probably, they ignited the
powder and blew up the magazine. There must
have been a 'arge quantity of powder stowed in
it, as the explosion threw an immense body of
earth high up into the air. We lost two hun-
dred officers and men by this sad mishap. Most
of the men bel d to the Becond and Th
New Hamushire Regiments, though groups of
naval officers and sailors were seen in vicinity of
the Magszine before the explosion occurred. %vo
of the officers of the Gettysburg are known to
have been blown to pieces, as they were seen
standing directly ovér the magagine just previ-
ous to the explosion.

The Augusta, Ga. Constitutionalist (Rebel)
says that the city is fllled with fugitives from
Scuth Carolina. It would appear that a penic
bad seiged upon the people of that State on the
approach of the Union army, and that they are
ready to leave everything to save their lives.

The U. 8. Consul at Havana writes to the Col-
lector of New York under date of the 9:h inst.,
that the steamer Coquett sailed from Havana on
the 5th inst., and the Consul * believes she has
gone to one of the keys called ‘ Cayo de 8al,’
about fifty miles northeasterly of Cardenas, to
be fited up as s piratical cruiser.

or Suspension Bridge, the teiegraph announces
that they are coming, United’ Srulu deteotives
are on the traics, and conduoctors tell them how
far a rebel’s ticket will carry him, and when he
gets off the train, &c. An officer of the C. 8. A.
telle me that a Federal detective often pasees him
six times j he does it with as littie annoyance as
possible. United States detectives bave paid
men among the prisoners at Elmira, Johnson’s
Island, &o., and occasionally they allow prison-
ers (in their cotfidence) to escape, and mix them-
selves up in plots, in order to lead to their de-
tection, Women are paid to become witnesses
of the rsiders and betray them. Thus between
the Canadian police, their own treacherous
friends, women, whiskey, aod United States de-
tectives, the raider ia beset on every side, and
wust be & very smart man in order to accomplish
& successful plot.”

INvASION OF CaNADa PROPOSED A8 A MEANS
OF SETTLING THE WaR.—The Albany Atlas sod
Argus propounds a new plan of putting s stop
to the war. The scheme proposes to unite the
Union and Confederate forces for the purpose of
seiging Canada, and drivicg the French out of
Mexico. Here is what it says:

« Point out the vision of a Federation embrac-
ing all of North America and the West Indies,
and the Southern leaders will gladly drop their
suicidal straggle, which is now without h?c or
bonor, and take their share in the contest for so
glorious a prise. We need pot treat with the
rebel President or his Congress; but with the
Confederate Genls. Lee and Besuregard hold
the destinies of the South in their hands. Accept
their allegiance, accept their armies, put in their
hands the banners of Stars and Stripes,(of which
they have not forgotten), and bid them march
forward to the conquest of a continent. Let
them prove their loyalty at Quebec and Montre-
al. Let Grant and Sherman march on Mexico,
and expel the Austrisn pretender !”

The Steamer America, from Liverpool 18th,
arrived at New York oo Saturday. She brings
intelligence of the foundering of the blockade
running steamer Selia, of 1,100 tons, near Liver-
pool. Eighteen lives were lost. The Federal
steamer Eclipse, exploded her boilers in the

To Make Cattle Eat Straw.
1 take this method of informiog the mapy
farmers that have stock to feed that if they“try
the way suggested below, I venture to say it will
give better satisfaction than any other.
In the firat place, we never thresh our grain
until the corn fodder is all fed. The fresher
straw Is fed after threshing the better cattle will
eat it.  When threshing, all the straw that can
be is crowded beck into the barn before it gets
wet ; besides & good share need not go out st all,
as it ean be thrown on the mow from the sepa-
rator. I separate all the cheff from the straw
that we possibly can, as chaff is considered ae

the barn floor you have room for the chaff, which
we feed the first thing after stalks.

Now comes the feeding of straw, by mixing
it thoroughly with hay, say about one-hslf of
each. It may be thought a great deal of work,
but after trying it you will flad it easy enough,
eapecially when you see bow nicely your cattie
will devour it.

The way I doit is this: I throw down upon
the bara floor, at night feeding, as much hay as
will feed the stock night and morning. I then
spread the bay first on the floor, shakiog it well,
0 that it will readily mix when you come to ap-
ply the straw. Now spread the straw as evenly
as possible over the hay ; then commence at one
end with a fork and shake the whole until it is
thoroughly mixed. The best way is to go over
it twice. When it is thus prepared feed it cut.
The balance is all ready to feed in the morning.
Another benefit is derived from shaking the
hay —the dust is all removed, which is known to
be injurious to all domestic animals. The grase
seed that can be collected, by sweeping the floor
once a week and running through the fanning
mill, is quite an item. We always bhave grass
seed enough for our own use and to sell, by
managing in the above mauner.
