CharlesiParker Tells About the Swan-
sea Development.

IT:IS RICH IN COPPER ORE

Volcanic Brown has a Clear Title to His Fa-
mous Properties and Will Seon Begin the

All went. on well until Sacra-
mento was reached, and tuen on his ar-
rival there Barlow left the car for the
purpose of getting some refreshments,
and that was the last that was seen of
him by Mrs. Tennant until she ran him
dewn. this week at Duncan city.

As he had checked Mrs. Barlow’s trunk
containing most of her valuables before
he left Salt Lake he caused it to be taken
ofi the train at Sacramento. He also took
with him her satchels containing the jew-
elry. It was subsequenly lefned that be-
{cre he left Los Angeles he had consigned
a large packing case containing Mrs. Ten-
nant’s most valuable bric-a-brac and
clothing to Walla Walla.

Among the stolen articles were the fol-
lowing. i‘iamond earrings, $250; dia-
mond pin, $200; a cluster diamond ring”of
six or seven stones, $150; two open-faced
guld watches (ladies’), $/0; one open-faced

THE ENTOMOLOGIST

Collecting and Pressing Butterflies
and Moths in the Seascn.

THE BEST METHODS TO FOLLOW

Setting or Spreading Specimens—The Net to Use
—A Handy Killing Bottle—A Collector’soq-
fit Described in Detail—Interesting and In=
structive Advice to the Beginner.

The apparatus necessary to fully equip
the entomologist for the field is simple
and inexpensive, the chief expense being
caused by having to provide proper store
boxes or cabinets in which to keep the
specimens safely when spread, it being im-
perative that care be taken to exclude
light, and have all boxes and drawers per-
fectly air-tight. We will suppose that an
afternoon’s outing is contemplated; in
that case all that one requires is to have
a good serviceable net to capture speci-
mens on the wing; a poison or. killing bot-
tle; a pocket, or hip collecting box; prop-
er entomological: pins that are manufac-
tured solely for this purpose; or in lieu
of the box and pins, paper envelopes can
be used, in which case a flat tin box is
useful to save them from probable damage,
and lastly a small pair of forceps; a note
book and pencil are handy, as often it
happens that memoranda made on .he
spot of observation are of great value at
some future date. The net must not tge
too large and unwieldly—twelve inches in
diameter and about 20 inches deep is a
good ‘useful size; it should be attached to
the ring by means of a strip of some
stronger material than the net itself, such
as lining about two inches deep, to which
it is sewn. This'saves the net being worn
out quickly. Thes%es‘t/stuﬁ' for the net is
tarletan; but as that material cannot be
had in Rossland, muslin or veiling can be
substituted. Mosquito netting will do if
nothing better can be got; but it wears
badly and is easily torn if caught on a
shrub or branch. Green is the best color
for the net, though grey will do almost
as well; but on no account should white
be used, it is far too conspicuous and lia-
ble to scare an insect away. The ring of
the net can be made of metal wire, cane,
or even a willow wand. It must be firmly
fived to the stick or handle, which may be
three to five feet in length for ordinary
use. This part may be of bamboo, or any
light and strong wood. If a greater length
!is needed to reach insects at a height, it
is usual to add another jomnt by meaus
of a ferrule, in the same manner as a fish-
ing rod is lengthened; in fact the first
joint of a fishing rod makes a fine _hand]e,
and can be bought cheaply. In using the
net to capture specimens at rest, it 1s ad-
visable to strike downwards, and not w1.th
a side or horizontal stroke, as many in-
sects are apt to fly upwards when startle@,
in which case if struck at sideways, it
happens more often than not, that the
collector fails to secure the prize he was
so certain of capturing. Continued practice
however; will soon compel attention to
this fact. Having caught a specimen (let
us suppose it is a Melitaea Anecia, the
lovely checked bt;tterﬁ); that is now on

In making the Lilling bottle, use a wide
n:outhed bottle or jar, the' mouth of whmh
is about three inches in diameter. This is
large enough for ordinary use. Place
some bruised cyanide at the bottom and
cover with a disk of stout plotting paper,
perforated with plenty of holes by means
of a needle or wire, ta};lng care qt coursei
that the disk of blotting paper 18 larger
than the inside of tne bottle or jar, 8O
that when pushed down with a stick 'or‘
rnler it will be tightly ﬁxedvln the jar
without chance of shifting. Next have a
cork ‘that fits well and snug 1nto ths
mouth of the jar and the poison bo.ttle 18
ready for use. As, however, cyanide oj
potash is a deadly poison, children shoul'
not be allowed to use a jar so arranged ;
but for young folks the cyanide sh(_)uld be
placed in the jar and plaster of paris pour-
ed over it until well covered. A ‘httle tar-
taric acid placed in the water with which
the plaster is made Wx}l render 1t, Whex;
set, more porous than it otherwise would
pe. In this-way the poison 18 firmy held
in place and the danger is remove'd. i :ﬁ
is well, if possible, to cover the cork wll;i
some air-tight material, such as the skin
of a bladder, moistened for the pl‘lrpoee,
or chamois skin, stretched on tightly and
Leld together above the top of @he corl;

| knob or handle. This saves leakage of 'ghe
[gas or fumes generated by thg cyanide

| As it often happens that more specimens
!are taken by the collector in a short time
{than he can conveniently kill by means
| of the jar, it is necessary to use some oth-
| er method, and pinching them W!.t,h the
| thumb and first finger, from outside the
i net will be found effective. Care must be
|taken in doing this; otherwise the insect
| will be spoilt. It is as well when pinch-
ling a specimen thraugh the net to press
or draw towards one’s body, thus pre-
i venting the back or horax of tl}e insect
| being split, which often happens_lf care is
{not taken. A little practice will ensure
| success. A drop or two of gasoline will
| quiet most insects and kill also as 2 rule;
! but it requires a special bottle for its use.
| It is very handy, as the gasoline can be
‘applied through the meshes of the net.
| The box for pinning specimens m,.shoulfl
{be carried at the left hip and held in posi-
'tion by straps over right shoulder and
laround the waist. The best material for
!this box is zinc or galvanized irom, and it
| should be made with a curve so as o rest
|enugly on the hip. It must be air-tight
{and should be lined with cork held in
position by metal tongues. In one corner
|should be placed some cyanide of potash,
kept in place by a piece of muslin. This
is a handy box and ensures death to the
specimens pinned in it. To fill this box
requires dexterous handling of the net,
which is only acquired by practice; but
with practice perfection in its use W
|soon reached. In transferrng specimens
from the net to the box the fingers should
not be allowed to touch them, and care
taken to avoid handling as far as possible,
as one marred specimen spoils the appear-
ance of.a whole row in the store box or
cabinet drawer. It is a great mistake to

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have more than one specimen at a fime f

|in the poison bottle, as they are liable to
get rubbed and spoilt if allowed to fly
around and knock  against  each
|other. As soon as specimens are quiet
from the effect of the poison they shouid
be removed to the collecting box, the
cvanide in the box preventing their re-
covery. Should the collector prefer to
“paper” his captures he requires to pro-
vide himself before starting out, with a
stock of envelopes, in two or three sizes;
they are easily made, being merely an ob-
long piece of paper folded transversely,
and then folding the two overlapping
edges, and finally the small angular piece
at the two ends. ‘the writer finds if
a help in inserting a specimen to have one
of the ends gummed down, as the edge of
the opening is useful at times for fixing
the wings in the proper way, when the in-
sect has died with wings set over its legs.
Butterflies and moths should never be
placed in envelopes with wings turned
down, but should always have wings erect.
This saves possible harm from sliding
about in the enveldpe. The best paper
to use is that used for newspapers; but
it should be clean and not printed on if
possible. ~ Stiff paper, like note paper,
must never be used for this purpose.
On arriving home with the day’s capture,
and desiring to spread or set the speci-
m:ens, -

for setting the smaller species, and' are
merely stripsof wood made in different
widths, with a groove down the center
for receiving the body of the insect. The
cheaper way is to have a carpenter supply
steh sticks in lengths of five or six feet,
and then cutting them up oneself into
blocks of the necessary length. The blocks
should -be at least one, inch thick and the
grooves exactly three-quarters of an inch
deep. This provides uniform height of
specimens on the pin and makes a drawer
full of butterflies have a symmetrical ap-
pearance as regards height from bottom
of box or drawer. About the center of
the groove of the block a strip of cork is
glued to receive the point of the pin, thus
steadying the insect whilst being set. The
block should have near each corner of the
underside, a small slit made with a pocket
krife, for the purpose of holding the
thread that holds down the wings. Tie &
knot in the thread at one end, which pre-
vents the thread slipping through the
glit, then wind the thread eight times
around the block, and fasten other end
in the slit at corner transversely opposite
to where it commenced. The block is
now ready for use. To sct a specimen un-
wind the thread, place your insect in pos-
ition, with its body along the' groove,
withh the pin inserted through its thorax
(or part immediately behind the head),
taking care that the pin is at a true right
angle with the body, then pass the thread
once around the two left wings, bringing
it up on the opposite side of the block so
that the thread can now be brought once
around the two right hand wings; when
this is done fasten the thread in the slit,
and allow the thread to hang down while
the insect is being set. Ta set an insect
properly the base of the top wings must
be at right angles with the body, which
are raised to that position by means of

fixed to a small piece of wood for the han-
dle. With this setting needle it is an
easy matter to push the wings into posi-
tion. This must be done very carefully,
g0 as to not damage the wings. The needle
sheuld be placed behind the strong rib
or neroure on the costal or anterior mar-
in of the wing; otherwise the wing is
liable to be damaged. A setting needle,
which is also very useful, is made with the
point turned up at an angle of 90 degrees.
This can be used for raising the wings
from the underside. The front wings be-
ing "in position the hinds wings are
brought forward so that their anterior
edges just lie beneath the margin of the
front wings. All the wings are now as
required, and the thread can be brought
around the block three times on each side
and finally fastened in the slit of the
block. The thread must be Irish flax
taread, as any other cuts into the feathers
of the wings and is apt to leave a mark
when too tightly drawn. Some collectors
prefer using slips of tracing-cloth or paper
which are placed across the wings and pin-
ned securely to the block; care must be
tzken not to allow a pin to penetrate the
wings. The feelers or antennae mast be
brought forward, and it is advisable in
setting moths to allow the two front legs
to be also brought into sight and pinned
in position till dry. The best pins to use
for setting, when such slips are used, are
the steel pins with glass heads, which can
be bought at almost any dry goods store.
Should the body of the insect be limp and
hang down, pins placed underneath will
hold it up. The specimens when set
should be put where mites or other in-
sects cannot find them, and allowed to
thoroughly dry. This takes time, varying
from six days.to two weeks, according to
the substance of the body. It will be
found handy to have a box to place the
blocks in while drying. It should have a
door at the front corner with wire mos-
quito gauze and the back also open; but
ccvered with the wire gauze. Ths permits
the air to circulate through it.

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PASSING OF THE NARROW GAUGE.

The first broad gauge train that has
ever traveled over the broadened track
of the Columbia & Western railway, came
into this city yesterday. It was an event
of no small importance, as it will prevent
in the future tiresome waits in the trans-
ferring of freight and passengers at Trail.
It will have the effect, too, of cutting
down the time consumed in the transcon-
tinental and coast trips. It was three
years since that the first~train came in
over the Columbia &' Western after the
completion of the line by Mr. F. Aug.
Heinze. Then the event was of much more
importance than the one which took place
yesterday. Previous to that time what
little ore was shipped out of the camp had
to be hauled in wagons, and the mining
outlook here was discouraging. The smelt-
er at Trail was built, and the means of
transportation was furnished by the little
Columbia & Western railway. It was a
narrow gauge road, but from the time of
its completion the mining men of the
camp took new heart. They then began
to realize the great possibilities that were
in the ore deposits about here, and from
that time since the camp has never had a
serious backset. The commencement of
the prosperity dated from the finishing of
this narrow gauge line, and it has, indeed,
played a most important part in local
history. With the enlargement of the
mining industry and the consequent in-
crease in the freight and passenger busi-
ness, it grew too small for current re-
quirements. Then, too, there was the
trouble of breaking bulk and the trans-
fer of passengers : from the differently
gauged cars at Trail, and 'so has come the
passing into the things that have been of
the narrow gauge railway. Its rails will
doubtless be moved to some other point,
and there they will reenact the role that
they have so well played here, and will
be used till the community which they
have helped to build up, grows to a broad
gauge basis, and then, unless they are
worn out, they will be taken on to some
other point to do more pioneer railway
service. ;

Though the narrow gauge has passed
away, it will not soon be forgotten by the
pioneers of this city, who, in after years,
will tell how much it had done for Ross-
land, and at a time when the Canadian
Pacific was inclined to sneer at the idea
of there ever being an important mining
camp here. The camp grew and thrived
despite the studied neglect of the big
railway. Finally it was discovered by the
C. P. R. that there was an important
place growing in the Trail Greek division,
and it put forth its strongest efforts,
crowded out all the competition that it
could, and in time acquired the little
road, which it has just replaced by a
wider one.

THE NORTHWEST CENTRAL.

Mr. Shaughnessy as president of the C.
P. R. company may be depended on to
pursue the vigorous policy in pursuit of
subsidies which distinguished his illus
trious predecessor. He has already inti-
mated that the construction of the North-
west Central road depends upon a sub-
stantial government grant and incidental-
ly he mentions the crying need of the set-
tlers for this railway. There is little
doubt that the upshot will be that the
money of the people will build this line
as it has built every other portion of this
system, and that the C. P. R. will then
own and operate it to their own advan-
tage and regardless of the rights or inter-

The shipments are published at the
close of every week and the tonnage ‘s
calculated on the basis of so many tons
of cre to the car. The cars hauling to the
Northport staelter carry on an average 32
tons, and the cars which, until last week,
hauled to ‘the Trail smelter overthe nar-
row gauge line carried 18 1-2 tons. The
Led Momtain railway officials and the
Uolumbia & Western officials state that
from their experience extending over a
long period these averages are as nearly
correct as it 1s possible to get them, and
that the multiplicand of the number of
cars ana the average of tons on the re-
spective lines gives the output of the
comp with sufficient accuracy for all
practical purposes. The actual output
from the weights furnished by the smelt-
ers can be obtained on the Wednesday fol-
lowing, and these will be found hereafter
in the weekly edition of The Miner.

The calculations which are made on
Saturday are sometimes a little in excess
of the actual tonnage and; occasionally
slightly under it, but never %o far either
way as to give any wrong impression as
to the output of the mines. The best evi-
dence of this is that our figures are un-
hesitatingly accepted by all who have in
any way anything to do with the ship-
ments.

An illustration or two will fully explain
the matter. The number of cars of ore
shipped over the Red Mountain railway
to the Northport smelter during the week
of June 4th to June 10th, inclusive, was
70; made up as follows: Sunday, 9;
Monday, 12; Tuesday, 11; Wednesday, 9;
Thursday, 10; Friday, 9; Saturday, 10.
On the basis of 32 tons to the car this
gave 2,240 tons shipped. ~When on
Wednesday following the returns came
from the smelter it was found that the
actual tonmage for the week' was 2,228.
The calculation of The Miner was accord-
ingly 12 tons in excess of the actual out-
put or about one-seventh of a ton
astray for each car. ¢

For the week May 28 to June
3rd inclusive, our estimate was 1,920 tons,
while the actual shipments amounted to
1,930 tons. We. were, therefore, 10 tons
under the actual output. For the week
May 21 to 27, our computation was 1,824,
and the returns from the smelter as re-
ceived the Wednesday ' following, were
1,822 1-2. Here we were again one and a
half tons in excess.

It will be seen, therefore, that while
the shipments as given in Sunday morn-
ing’s paper cannot be absolutely accurate,
as we are obliged to calculate and cannot
weigh, they are as nearly right as it is
possible for them to be, and in the total
returns for the .year they would not be 100
tons astray one way or the other.

From time to time, too, the sums total
are checked up from actual weights, and
the corrections always appear in The
Miner. - There could, therefore, be no pos-
sible intention on the part of this paper
to'mislead the public, as these papers, in a
somewhat cowardly way, try to imply, be-
cause the figures ultimately are based on
the actual weights by pounds. The coast
papers which are rather hasty to condemn
others, should wunderstand the circum-
stances before speaking.

ASSIZE COURT FOR ROSSLAND.
P el

Now that the attorney-genmeral of the
Province is in the district and will be in
the city again before returning to the
coast, it would be as well that he should be
properly impressed with the inconvenience
to which the people here are subjected
owing to the irregular manner in which
the sittings of the supreme court are held
in Rossland. It will probably be a matter
of surprise even to old rcoilcats of Ross-
land to learn that there has never been a
criminal assize held here and that Ross-
land is not an assize town although it is
the third city in the Province in point of
population. All criminal cases which should
come before such a court have now to be
taken to Nelson, entailing great loss of
time and unnecessary expense to all those
who have to attend thexn

In the matter of tne holding of the
civil assize, or as they are termed, sit-
tings, we in Rossland are also very little
better off. There is a'solutely no system
about the sittings, Lut it would seem as if
the judges condescended when it suited

slightest regard is paid to any loss or
trouble to which the ordinary people are
put by this spasmodic and unbusiness-like
manner of doing things. The acting sher-
iff never obtains such due notice of the
holding of court as will enable him to sub-
poena witnesses and summon a jury panel.
The result is that’when the judge does
eventually come the cases are, as likely as
not, in such shape that His Lordship be-
comes impatient and enlarges them to the
next court. This is simply owing to the
vicious system at presens in vogue which
might be remedied without any expense
to the government and with a great deal
of satisfaction and increased convenience
to the people here. ;

Where the fault at present lies we are
not in a position to say. It seems that
the government does not hold itself re-
sponsible and casts the blame on the
judges, but it is scarcely right that they
should thus be permitted to rid themselves
of responsibility. The' judges. may, of
course, prefer the ease and comfort which
they enjoy amid the beautiful surround-
ings of the coast cities to the bleak hills
of the interior, and may delay as long as
possible and hurry as rapidly'as they can
over the performance of an imperative
duty,  but if the administration were to
insist on court being held at regular in-
tervals and cases properly disposed of,
the members of the judiciary would not
be likely to demur.

It was expected when the present gov-
ernment came into power with such a
flourish of trumpets that many crying
evils would be promptly remedied, and no
doubt the government has done its best
in some cases to serve the interests of the
people, but we have waited in vain for
any change for the better in the direction
indicated. The attorney-general should be
made fully aware of the need of appoint-
ing a resident judge of the supreme eourt
in West Kootenay, and the imperative
necessity of making Rossland an assize
town without delay. Once he becomes
fully seized of the urgency of the case
he will act, no doubt, with: his well recog-
nized promptness.

THE “IMPERIAL FLYER.”

With a great blare of trumpets the an-
nouncement was made a short time ago
by the C. P. R. company that a 100-hour
service across the continent had been de-
cided on. The telegraphic wires owned by
the company were kept hot sending the
glad tidings all over the Dominion, and the
impression was sought to be produced, and
indeed was produced 'very generally that
the big Canadian railway had decided to
strike a pace which its rivals south of the
boundary could never hope to equal.
These boastful American roads would” at
last be taught that they must take a. po-
sition second to Sir Wm. Van Horne's
company ‘in the matter of real Tentgrprjse.
From Halifax to Vancouver the C. P."R.
press has been singing mn louder strains
even than heard heretofore the praises of
the great corporation.

All this fuss will seem very funny and
very ridiculous to our cousins across the
border, who, for a considerable time, have
been in the enjoyment of a service fastel;
than this of the C. P. R. and just twice
as good inasmuch as they run two through
trains daily, whereas the C. P. R. will only
run one.

The new service will place passengers
by the C. P. R. in Vancouver 100 hours
after they have left. Montreal. This
means that the trains will run at the rate
of 29 miles an hour. Twenty-nine miles an
hour! Why, in the Old country they run
hog trains faster than this and never
think of raising a fuss about it.

On its old schedule the Northern Pa-
cific railway has been covering the distance
from Montreal to Vancouver 2 distance
over its lines of 3,415 in 106 hours, which
hitherto for 2,906 miles by way of the C.
P. R., the time consumed has veen 121
hours. Is it imaginable for a moment
lead as they have all along, when to so
they have simply to increase the speed at
which they have been running without
any idea of racing.

If the C. P. R. company had adopted
their new schedule without any bluster
they would have deserved some credit for
doing their best, even if this best was
comianhat S fariar hut to creafe’a great
ado and attempi to get a subsidy out of
the people for running a transcontinental

THE FIRE AT GREENWOOD CITY

LOSS IS ESTIMATED AT BETWEEN
$15,000 AND $20,000.

Greenwood, June 19.—[Special.]—Yes-
terday morning between 2 and 3 o’clock,
a fire, which might have proved very dis-
astrous, broke out, and soon the whole
town was aroused by the clanging of the
fire alarm and the shouts of “fire.” Those
who saw the fire at first came to the con-
clusion that the town was doomed, and
suggestions were made of blowing up
bulidings here and there. Fortunately,
however, there was no wind, and a gap
existed between the burning buildings and
the next building, the Arlington hotel. By

| Clarendon restaurant, kept by Mr. Esca-
| let, recently of Rossland, who loses every-
, thing. The flames spread so rapidly that
there was no chance of saving“the adjoin-
{ ing buildings, and in fact, the inmates had
{ barely time to escape with a few effects.
iSome of them lost all their belongings,
! and nearly all of them one or more ar-
ticles. The proprietor of the Clarendon
| had just received a carload of liquors the
| previous day, and these were lost. The
International hotel was a leading hotel
and well known to all travelers.

Very fortunately the city had just com-
pleted the water pipes,- which gave an
effective water supply, the single hose
throwing a very strong stream that did
admirable execution. The corporation
possesses a second line of hose, but it was
too short to reach the fire. Doubtless the
first step to be taken by the council will
be to lengthen this, when the firemen will
be in a position to fight fires suceessfully.
A sécond fire occurred:the same day in
the afternoon in one of the houses of the
demi monde, but was extinguished with-
out the aid of the fire department. The
loss by the first fire is estimated at be-
tween $15,000 and $20,000, partially in-
sured.

News has arrived of the death of Mr.
W. T. Thompson, a prominent man of
this district, which took place suddenly
at Beaverton from -heart failure. Mr.
Thompson was thé proprietor of the new
townsite on the West Fork, and had gone
up there to look after his interests. It is
understood owing to the difficulties of
conveying te remains over the trail that
the body will be interred at Beaverton.
The deceased was well known throughout
Southern British Columbia and on the
Coast. He was an Englishman and about
45 years of age. He had done business in
a number of places throughout the south-
ern country.

Germany’s Attitude in the Pacific
Ocean is Explained.

WHAT BARON VON BULOW SAID

The Acquisition of the Islands, he Declares, is
Not for the Purpose of Placing the Coun-
try in Opposition to Neighbering Nations,

Berlin, June 21.—In the reichstag there
was a debate on the matter of the acquisi-
tion of the islands in the Pacific by Ger-
many, in which several of the members
took . part.

During the course of his remarks, Baron
Von Bulow said: “We hol& it to be our
first duty to see that our relations with
the other powers are undisturbed by the
new acquisition, and hope that our rela-
tions with the immediate neighbors of
the islands, namely, the Americans and
Jgpa.nese, will only become more intimate.
We have not thought of placing ourselves
in opposition to the Americans in the
South Pacific, and we as little wish to
prejudice American interests as America
contemplates injuring us without cause or
reason. We shall meet the active and tal-
ented Japanese with sincere sympathy.
There is no reason why, on the basis of
mutual fairness and respect, the powers
interested in these regions should not, side
b_y side, forward the works of peace and
civilization. We hope, through the treaty
which harmoniously endst he pelitical and
economic differences, that the relations
between the Germans and Spaniards will
become of the friendliest deseription. The
busifiess concluded with Spain was an hon-
orable transaction, in which neither has
bested the othér. For Spain the islands
were only the remnants of a ruined build-
ing; to us they are the pillars of the arch
of a new fabric with a great future.”

During the course of the debate, Herr
Liebknecht, socialist, was called to order
for declaring the government would be
better employed in ‘‘removing the terrible
evil existing at home,” and declaring that
the colonial policy of the ministers was
ridiculous and despicable.

PEACE CONFERENCE.

The Arbitration Committee Again in Ses-
sion—Proposals Submitted.

The Hague, June 21.—Well-informed cir-
cles here do not share the views of the
Suropean press regarding the peace con-
fenence. After a week’s adjournment,
the arbitration committee met for .. short
time today, Dr. Zorn of the German dele-
gation and Frederick Holles of tne United
States delegation attending. Mr. Holles
expressed himself as satisfied with the re-
sults of the trip he took to Berlin in com-
pany with Lr. Zorn, and the German de-
legates have been instructed to take part
in" the deliberations of the arbitration
committee, which will now continue
brisk work pending definite decision of
Germany. The disarmament committee,
to which was submitted the circular of
Count Muravieff, has considered . the sec-
ond, third and fourth paragraphs in sub-
committee, the result being a nerative
vote upon all three, on the ground that it
would 'be impossible to decide upon a sat-
isfactory plan for checking the continued
improvements in explosive ordnances.
This decision will be submitted to the
committee tomorrow. The first paragraph
of the circular, which proposes to arrest
hthe increase ip land and.sea forces and
war budgets gs been touched. The Rus-
sians, it is said, intended to introduce
fresh proposals and it is not doubted that
the conference will reach important con-
clusions on the last four paragraphs of
fhe circular, supplementing the Geneva
convention and the Brussels conference,
and providing for mediation and aibitra-
tion.

about this state of affairs.

In strawberries the season is fully two
weeks later than last year, and the crop
not more than one-half, with some excep-
tions in specially favored locations. Warm
weather now will ripen this fruit very
rapidly, and it will come in with a rush,
but the season will be shorter than usual.
Raspberries promise fairly well, except
where injured by winter killing, and will
overlap the strawberry crop in ripening,
not being much later than in a normal
season.

Plums and cherries are very irregular,
and on the whole will not give more than
95 per cent of a full yield, some districts
losing heavily through late frosts, while
prunes are a failure almost without ex-
ception. On the other hand, most vari-
eties of apples promise well, and the crop
will be good, except where trees overbore
last year, and in very frosty locations.
Pears will be very light, especially Bart-
letts, which bore profusely last year, and
would scarcely have borme a crop under
favorable conditions, and in some dis-
tricts fungus diseases are already affecting
the fruit. On the whole it may be classed
as an offi-year for fruits, with the excep-
tion of applés, and prices will probably
rule higher than usual. .

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L. H. WEBBER HAS RETURNED

LONDON INTEREST IN OUR MINES
IS GROW ING RAPIDLY.

The Best Method of Reducing the Low
Grade Ores of the Camp Has Been
Found by the B. C. B. E. Company.

Mr. Lionel H. Webber of the British
Columbia Bullion Extracting company, re-

turned Monday from an eight weeks’
trip to England. When seen by a Miner
reporter he had the following to say in re-
lation to his trip: “I found that unere
were very encouraging prospects for the
future interest which would be taken in
the mines-of British Columbia on the part
of English investors. A much healtmer
tone now prevails towards our mining in-
dustry and I think that this has been
chiefly brought about by the successful
flotations and generally encouraging re-
ports of the British America corporation.
It is generally thought that in the coming

. autumn the time will be ripe for a

further endeavor to interest the British
public in our mines. At last it has been
realized on the other side that we are
really able to pay them dividends, and I
think that we may congratulate ourselves
that the mines of Rossland dre the first
in British Columbia which have ever paid
any dividend to the British investor, and
as far as we are concerned here locally we
are aware that this has been largely due
to the energy of one particular man and
his able assistants.”

In regard to the British Columbia Bul-
lion Extracting company, Mr. Webber
said: “We have had a hard fight of it.
I mean we had difficulty in trying to flnd
out the cheapest method of treating the
low grade ores of this camp, but we are
now pleased to infrom you publicly that
our manager, Mr. Gerald Hopkins, has
finally completed to his entire satisfaction
his extensive experiments on the best and
cheapest method of treatment. This re-
sult has not been reached without some
anxiety and, as you know, with a great
deal of uphill work on our part, but as we
believe thoroughly in the future of the
Rossland mines and expect a,large and
steady output for many years to come,
we look forward with confidence to a
large increase of business at our works.
With this end in view we are making the
alterations in our plant, which have be-
come necessary from the experience which
we have gained.

He left there in August and got one letter
from the men working the claims in Sep-
tember. Since then he has not heard
from them. He expects to hear from the
spring clean-up soon, and hopes that they
have made something.

As to matters other than mining Lbe
settlement of Keremeous consists of the
valley of the Similkameeen, some 10 mi'es
in length between Keremeous creek and
the international boundary line, and irow
one to three miles wide. The land -is=gi-
vided into bench and bottom. The bench
land grows grass, alfalfa, clover and excel-
lent fruits, such as apples of the bést var-
ieties, cherries, peaches, apricots, grapes,
currents, gooseberries, etc, -while {yeget-
ables grow in rank profusion. The bot-
toms are used for hay and meadow Ppas-
ture, where the grass is rank and luscicus.

BRANCH OF THE EASTERN TOWN-
SHIPS BANK OPENED.

General Mining News in the Boundary—
Properties Shut Down in Consequence
of the New Law.

Grand Forks, B. C., June 15.—[Special.]

—The local agency of the Eastern Town-

ships bank was opened on Thursday morn- l

ing and is already doing an extensive busi-
ness. Handsome quarters have been fit-
ted up in Commodore Biden’s new block,
on Winnipeg avenue and First street.
I'he fixtures and office furniture are of ar-
tistic design, and were supplied by Jones,
MeCutcheon & Co., of this city.

J. W. MecLaughlin, formerly manager

of the Huntingdon, Que., agency .is the !

local manager. At the recent annual meet-
ing of the bank, the president, R. W. Hen-
eker, said in part: “The directors have
the pleasure at the close of another—the
40th—year of their business, to meet the
shareholders and render an account of
their stewardship. Although the annual
returns may be classed as satisfactory, the
net earnings of the year have not been as
large as they anticipated a year ago; but
this is accounted for by the active compe-
tition which is now taking place in every
branch of busipess, banking not excepted.

“PThe profit and loss statement shows
that not . only has provision been made
for the msual dividend of 7 per cent per
annum, of which $52,500 was paid in Jan-
vary last, and a like sum will be paid on
the 3rd of July next, but that $15,00
has been transferred to the reserve fund,
which now amounts to $850,000, represent-
ing over 56 per cent of the capital, leaving
to be carried forward,a credit balance of
$41,094.72, as compared with $22,226.50 in
the previous year.

“The shareholders cannot but be aware
of the fact that the gold bearing region
of British Columbia is being very largely
developed, and after careful consideration
the directors have come to the conclusion
that it would be wise to open a branch at
Grand Forks, B. C., a town on the direct
line of railway leading into the heart of
the mining region. Smelting works will
be established at this point and a profit-
able business is looked for, which it is
intended shall be conducted upon strictly
business prineciples, as at other points.”

Following the recent purchase of Sprag-
get’s ranch for $10,000 by Jay P. Graves,
comes the announcement that he has also
acquired two adjacent properties, Me-
Laren Bros.” ranch, situated on the boun-
dary line and consisting of 125 ‘dcres, as
well as the ranch of Maughan and Me-
Innis, comprising 100 acres.  This gives
him a block situated on both sides of the
Kettle river of nearly 600 acres.

The recent deal displays the foresight
of Mr. Graves, who has many projects and
“enterprises in view in the near future.
He has intimated that the recent pur-
chases have no relation to the construc-
tion of the big smelter on the north fork
of Kettle river, one mile from Grand
Forks. The purchase would seem to in-
dicate that he has acquired possibly for
speculative purposes the only other avail-
able smelter location in this entire region.
His wisdom is apparent when considered
in conjunction with future railway con-
struction and the enormous posibilities of
the smelting industry in the Boundary
country in the near future. The valley
fromr here to the boundary line, four miles
distant, and the approaches to it from
the American side of the line, forms the
entire international key to the railway
problem in all this portion of Southern
British Columbia. It is also significent
that C."P. R. engineers, who have al-
ready *surveyed two lines from. Grand
Forks to the boundary line, are now en-
gaged in laying out a routeé from Grand
Forks to Camp Republic. Whey are sur-
veying up the Kettle river and thence
along Curlew creek to the great American
camp. There is a race between this out-
fit and a rival survey party in the employ
of the Great Northern to get the best lo-
cation between the two -points. The
Great Northern engineering party are
working up from Republic, and were re-
ported to have reached Curlew on Wed-
nesday.

A surprisingly rich strike has been made
on the Sunset and the Peter Mascot frac-
tion, adjoining claims on Hardy mountain,
about five miles from this city. Although
only two shafts, 13 feet and 10 feet in
depth respectively, have been sunk at a
considerable distance apart on the same
ledge, the entire bottom of both is in
ore. Assays give a value of 34.30 in gold
per ton. No attempt was made to select
picked specimens. Development work
will be pushed extensively. The claims,
which were located last year by Robert
Clark, are owned by J. A. Keough and
Peter A. Z. Pare of this ciiy. Rich claims
in the same vicinity now under bond to
Porter Bros, of the Kansas City Smelting
company, are the Tennessee, Betts and
Iron Chief.

It is expected that copper will also be
struck when further depth on the Sunset
and its mate is attained.

The recent good results obtained from
assays and from trial shipments sent to
outside smelters, is tending to remove the
erroneous and widespread impression that
the copper-gold ores of the Boundary
country are low grade in character. Cum-
ulative evidence has_ tended to prove
that the majority of the mines in this
region are in reality high grade proposi-
tions. This is apparent when contrasted
with the showings and values of big div-
idend earning properties in the copper belt
of Lake Superior. From figures prepared
by Prof. Sutton, of the Houghton, Mich.,
school of mines, it is learned that the
famous Calumet & Hecla mines, with a
vein that does not average 11 feet in width
and which varies from two feet to 20 feet
in width, has paid $62,000,000 in dividends.
The ore, moreover, does not average over
four per cent in copper; contains little
silver, and carries no gold values. This
mine and its smelter and refinery employs
15,000 men and supports a city exceeding a
population of 40,000. Then, according to
the same authority, the Atlantic, with
values of only three-quarters of one per
cent in copper, has paid dividends aggre-
gating $730,000. These propositions, until
developed by means of large capital, were
classed as failures. The same conditions
apply to other big dividend-payers, includ-
ing the Cliff, Central, National and Frank-
lin mines.

All this ought to serve as an object les-
son to the people of Southern British Col-
umbia, demonstrating that they have an
heritage of incalculable wealth. Not only
are the ore deposits in the Boundary enor-
mously larger, and of greater permanency,
but they eontain much higher values than
those of the much vaunted Lake Superior

district, which gives employment to 100;-
000 men.

S. F. Ralston, superintendent of the
Mammoth and Diamond Hitch proper-
ties on the north fork of the Kettle river,
was in town today. He reports that the
development work on both properties con-
tinues to be carried on on an extensive
scale. In addition to the existing tunnel
and two shafts a double compartment
shaft is now being sunk on the ledge upon
the Mammoth.

In Many Instances Railway Contractors |

Have Opened Up Ledges.

Grand' Forks, June 18.—[Special.]—The
wide sp_read diffusion of the ore bodies of
the Boundary country have been demon-
strated without design by the construction
of the Columbia & Western railway (C.
P. R.) In many instances various railway
outfits engaged in rock cuts or tunneling
have opened uyp large quantities of ore.
The most notable instance was the open-
ing of a six-inch vein on the line four
miles from Grand Forks, on the north fork
of Kettle river. At a depth of 50 feet
the ledge has increased to a width of 10
eet. It contains 21 per cent in copper,
some silver and a trace of gold. A tunnel
will be run to tap the lead at a depth of
200 feet. The claim has been located by
Colin Campbell of this city.

International Mining Congress.

It will be remembered that the Inter-
national Mining Congress, which met for
the first time in Denver in 1897, and again_
in Salt Lake City in 1898, resolved to hold
its next meeting in Milwaukee this sum-
mer. The announced object was to inter-
est eastern people in the mines of the west
and .to establish the congress on a broader
footing. Advices from Milwaukee are to
the effect that no interest is taken there
in the meeting, and the secretary, who
went there from Salt Lalke, has given up
the attempt and closed his office. =~From
present appearances there will be no meet-
ing held this year; and certainly no local
interest has been aroused. The Salt Lake
meeting last summer was not a success,
the number of delegates being compara-
tively small and the attenaance of men
really interested quite limited. The fact
is that the whole organization was rather
loose and indefinite in its objects, and had
not sufficient reason for existence to wnold
it together. Apparently it has come to
an end, and the Milwaukee meeting will
not be held.—Engineering and Mining
Journal.
