BIG OBSTACLES TO OVER­
COME.

The Russians, however, have had 
lots of time to prepare a series of 
positions, and it is believed that they 
will make every effort to hold them 
until, if it become necesskry, their 
army is able to retire from Warsaw,
To the south of Warsaw, in front of 

‘the fortress of Ivangorod, the Rus­
sians have retired to the Vistula 
River, which With its forts and a 
lack of bridges, it is believed, must 
form a barrier which the Austrians 
and Germans will find it difficult to 
overcome. >

The northern German army, under 
Field Marshal von Hindenburg, also 
is reported to have , made progress; 
but it is stated that he has not yet 
been able to cross the Narew River 
another natural defence of the Rus­
sian triangle behind the Polish capit­
al. In fact, all along this front the 
Russians have resumed their counter­
attacks from the fortress of Novo 
Georgievsk, but these, according to 
the German accounts, failed in their 
purpose. Before Rozan, another of 
the river fortresses, the Germans de­
clare they have stormed and taken 
two fortified villages and captured a 
number of prisoners.

The Secretary of State to Ambas­
sador Gerard:

You are instructed to deliver text- 
ually the following note to the Minis­
ter qf Foreign Affairs.

The note of the Imperial German 
Government, dated 8th of July, 1915, 
has received the careful consideration 
of the Government of the United 
States, and it regrets to be obliged to 
say that it has found it very unsat­
isfactory, because it fails to meet the 
real differences between the two 
Governments, and indicates no way in 
which the accepted principles of law 
and humanity may be applied in the 
grave matter in controversy, but pro­
poses, on the contrary, arrangements 
for a partial suspension of those 
principles which virtually set them 
aside.

Washington, July 23—The text of 
the American note on submarine 
warfare, presented at Berlin yester­
day by Ambassador Gerard, was 
made public here last night. It re­
peals that the Imperial Government 
has been informed it is the intention 
oi the United States to regard as 
deliberately unfriendly’ any repeti­

tion by the commanders of German 
naval vessels of acts in contravention 
of American rights.

The United States announces that 
it will continue to contend for the 
freedom of the seas, “from whatever 
quarter violated, without compromise 
and at any cost."

In official and diplomatic quarters 
the communication was received as 
ihe strongest and most emphatic pro­
nouncement that has come from the 
Washington Government since the 
beginning of its correspondence with 
ihe belligerents of Europe. President 
Wilson returned to Cornish, N.H., 
last night to await developments.

I A* Washington, July 84.—-With the 

publication to-day of the note warn­
ing Germanv that any repetition of 
acts by her submarine commanders 
in violation of American rights would 
be regarded as deliberately unfriend­
ly, the United States Government 
awaited further developments. The 
note does not necessarily call for a 
reply. It leaves the way open how­
ever, for an answer from Germany 
disavowing the sinkjflg of the Lus­
itania and offering reparation, sub­
mitting assurances as to the future 
actions of her naval officers and even 
asking directly for mediation by the 
United States between the German 
and Brititsh Governments on the gen­
eral subject of warfare on the seas.

EXPRESSES FINALITY
The use in the note oif the phrase 

“deliberately unfriendly” . is viewed 
here as expressing the final word of 
the United States Govfcmfnent re­
garding Germany’s submarine warfare. 
The United States does not abate in 
any respect, but rather more strongly 
insists upon the demanda made in 
previous notes that Germany acqui­
esce in its views that the rules of in­
ternational law and humanity be obey­
ed in her naval warfare.

The United States Government can­
not believe the note says that “the 
imperial government will longer re­
frain from disavowing the wanton 
acts of its naval commander in sink­
ing the Lusitania" and making re­
paration for the livès of Americans 
lost in that disaster. It announces that 
the government will continue to con­
tend for the freedom of the seas “from 
whatever quarter violated, without 
compromise and at any cost."

quarter-section of available Dominion land 
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap- 
pllcabt mnst appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be ma da 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (hut sat 
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter, 
section alongside hie homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence In each et 
three years after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre­
emption patent may be obtained as soon as 
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted hla home 
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months la 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.

UMBRELLAS By Special Wire to the Courier.

Petrograd, via London, July 24— 
The furious three front battle for 
Warsaw is growing more intense 
daily. On July 22 the Germans 
smashed the entanglements1 at Gniew- 
oszow, six miles southwest of Ivam- 
gorod, but are said to have-been hurl­
ed back with heavy losses by a de­
termined counter attack.

On July 21, the Germans ,in the 
centre of the Lublin-Chelm line suffer­
ed cruelly in assaults on the Piaski, 
Voislavitze arid Grtibechow positions, 
according, to reports received: here. 
They .succeeded in occupying - Russian 
trenches over a wide front and pro­
ceeded to advance northward qf the 
Voislavitza, but it is Stated, the Rus­
sians encountered them at- night in 
the dense forests tend drove. them 
back with much loss,-’the Russians tak­
ing six guns and 500 prisoners.

UNABATED FURY.
The German forces in this region 

embrace numerous divisions, accord­
ing to Russian accounts, and the 
Russian commanders have given the 
Russian troops the highest praise for 
the extreme energy of the counter­
blow. However, the Germans suc­
ceeded in regaining some of the 
ground thus lost in the course of 
July 22. The battle in the Chelm 
region has now proceeded for ten 
days with unabated fury, though the 
.Russians claim that (he Germans have 
been greatly weakened by their losse- 
and that they are approaching the 
limit of endurance. The Germans 
are reported to have abandoned their 
attacks in the direction of Keiovetz 
without making substantial gains. 
GERMAN TRENCHES SEIZED.
Further southward^ on the River 

Bug in the region of Sokal, the Rus­
sians continue meeting offensive with 
offensive. On the night before July 
22, despatches say, they seized sev­
eral lines of German trenches and 
on the 22nd drove the Teutons to the 
outskirts of Sokal. In a counter-at­
tack on Potoprjitza, the Austrians 
were compelled to surrender rem­
nants of the Tenth Jaeger battalion 
with its commander, it is reported. 
On the afternoon of the 21st the 
Austro German forces occupied Do- 
brotovra, but are said to have been 
driven out in the evening surrender­
ing several hundred prisoners.

“FET-A-ES” LIQUOR LEGISLATION 
IN NINE PROVINCES

<$>■

Following is a brief outline of liquor 
legislation in the nine provinces of 
the Dominion, in three of which im­
portant measures have been adopted 
this year:

Prince Edward Island—A province 
wide prohibitory law is in force. No 
liquor is sold on the island.

Nova Scotia—Prohibitory law was 
passed on April 21 last, applying to all 
the province except the city of Hali­
fax. The enforcement of the same 
law there was defeated by a casting 
vote of the Speaker. No liquor is sold 
outside Halifax. The l$w is adminis­
tered by the Government through de­
puty inspectors.

New Brunswick—Only 135 licenses 
mainly in the cities and towns, re­
main. A local option law is available 
to small municipalities and the Can­
ada Temperance Act is in force in 
some counties.

Quebec—A local option law passed 
before Confederation is in use. About 
900 parishes, almost two thirds, are 
under it. There is also a licensolaw 
administered by the Government.

Ontario—Local' option law requir­
ing a three-fifths vote for the abolition 
of the sale of liquor, and Canada 
Temoerance act in use. Dry munici­
palities numbered 535 in January, out 
of a total of 828. 328 being under local 
option, 45 under Canada Temperance 
Act, and 1G2 without license through 
administrative or other act. This 
number has increased since then. 
About 290 municipalities are still wet.

Legislation passed at the recent 
session of the Legislature provided 
for a Provincial License Commission, 
with wide powers for the direction 
and control of the liquor traffic. This 
legislation gives the Government an 
almost free hand, and the Commis- 

ision has done much work'in regula­
ting the traffic and punishing offend­
ers against the liquor law.

Manitoba—Local option law in use. 
More than 50 municipalities have ad­
opted it. License remains in fewer 
than 70. Both political parties are 
committed to bar abolition.

Saskatchewan —Liquor trade in 
hands of private persons abolished by 
law, which went into force on July ) 
last, providing for the'taking over of 
the wholesale sale by the Government 
and the establishment where such ex­
isted of a dispensary system. All bar 
and club licenses'were abolished. The 
old system may be re-established by 
a referendum vote at the end of the 
war. and not before December, 1916.

Alberta—Prohibition law passed.
British Columbia—Provincial li­

cense law is in force. There is no 
form of local option as in most of the 
remaining 'wet' Provinces.

Northwest Territories—Sale of li­
quor is regulated by Dominion law.

SMOKESubject, “TheText of the Lesson, I Kings viii, 22-30.
Memory Verses, 23, 24—Golden Text,
Isa. Ivi, 7—Commentary Prepared by
Rev. D. M. Stearns.

In some respects the ark of Noah, 
the tabernacle of Moses and the tem­
ple of Solomon were the three most re­
markable buildings In the history of 
the world, for God Himself was the 
sole designer of each, and each was In­
tensely typical of things to come con­
cerning the Saviour, salvation and the 
kingdom. The great truths of our re­
demption have been made more plain 
to me by tabernacle studies than In 
any other way, and 1 must earnestly 
commend to all readers a little book, 
costing only 25 cents, entitled ‘Tbe 
Tabernacle" or “The Gospel According 
to Moses," by George Rodgers. (Am 
S. S. Union, 1816 Chestnut, Philadel­
phia.) The spiritual lessons from tbe 
temple aire very similar, but with more 
of the kingdom outlook.

Solomon began to build the temple 
480 years after the Exodus (1 Kings 
vi, 1). If you add up the figures In 
Acts xl’Ji, covering this period, you will 
make It 673, but if you subtract! he 93 
years of tbe oppressions of all Israël 
In .the days of the Judges, the accoun ts 
will agree perfectly, ’ Out of fellowship 
with God means lost time, whether 
with a nation or an Individual ;(Num. 
vi, 12; Job ttxlv, 29). Solomon’s tem­
ple was finished in the eleventh year 
of his reign, and it was plundered Just 
thirty-four years after, In the fifth 
year of Rehoboam (I Kings vl, 37, 38; 
xiv, 25, 26). This was Just the time 
between the birth of the Messiah, the 
true temple, and His death. Zerubba- 
bel built the second temple after the 
return from Babylon. At the time of 
Christ’s ministry Herod had been re­
building that temple forty-six years 
(John 11, 20). The last eight chapters 
of Ezekiel tell of a temple yet to be 
bullded when Israel shall be restored. 
Both tabernacle and temple weredwell- 
ing places for God in the midst of Is­
rael. God was In Christ. Every true 
believer is now His temple (I -Cor. vL 
19, 20). The church, His body, now be­
ing bullded. Is the temple in which we 
are for the present most Interested 
(Eph. 1L 19-22). All the materials for 
tabernacle and temple were willing of­
ferings (Ex. xxv, 2; xxxv, 29; 1 Chron. 
xxtx, 3, 9, 17), Christ gave Himself 
willingly for ns (Heb. x, 5-9; John vi. 
38). We must be willing offerings, 
keeping nothing back.

Remember tbe only : foundation (II 
Chron. ill, 1) spoken of in a previous 
lesson, the great atonement suggested 
by Moriah and Oman’s threshing floor 
and the«silver sockets of the tabernacle 
boards and see I Cor. ill, 11. If we 
are truly in Christ we-are living stones 
in the temple now being bullded (I Pet 
ii, 5), but as iu the temple of our les­
son every stone was made ready. In 
the quarry or somewhere for its partic­
ular place in the building (I Kings vL 
7), so, while the believer is a stone by 
the precious-blood of Christ, we are be­
ing made fit for our places in the build­
ing by the daily training here. When 
the temple was finished and tbe ark set 
in its place In the holy of holies tbe 
glory of the Lord filled tbe bouse, so 
that the priests could not stand to min­
ister (I Kings viii, 4-11). It is our priv­
ilege thus to be Spirit filled, so that 
self may find no place. Our special 
lesson verses are a little part of Solo­
mon’s great prayer at the dedication 
of the temple, in which he glorified 
God, saying, “Lord God of Israel, there 

. is no God. like'Thee, * * * who keep- 
est covenant and mercy with Thy serv- 
anti that walk before Thee with all 
their heart" (xxlii). He also praised 
God for fulfilling His word .to David 
and asked Him to continue to do so 
(verses 24, 26). Then he asked the 
Lord that His eyes might be open night 
and day toward the house he had build­
ed for His name (verses 27-30).
\He presented seven separate petitions 
concerning different matters, saying 
each time “Hear Thou in Heaven” or 
“Hear\JThou in Heaven Thy dwelling 
place” (verses 30, 32, 34, 36, 39, 43, 45, 
49). He pleaded that He would do this 
for Israel^ as His inheritance, whom 
He had separated from among all the 
people of the earth, and that He would 
maintain their cause at all times, as 
tbe matter might require, or, as in the 
margin, the thing of a day in his day 
(verses 51, 53, 59). This expression is 
found- also in the story of the manna 
(Ex. xvi, 4, margin! and elsewhere, 
reminding us that His care is sure day 
by day as He has taught us to pray. 
His desire was “that all the people 
of the earth may know that the Lord Is 
God and that there is none else” (verse 
60). So it was also with Joshua and 
David and Hezekiah (Josh, iv, 24; 1 
Sam. xvlt, 46; II Kings xlx. 19), and 
nothing less should be our desire.

Before he began to build he said. 
“Tbe Lord my God hath given me rest 
on every side, so that there Is neither 
adversary nor evil ocenrrent" (chapter 
v, 4). and now he says, “Blessed be the 
Lord, that hath given rest unto His 
people Israel;
ed one word of all His good promise, 
which He promised by the hand of 
Moses. His servant" (verse 56). So also 
is it .written in Josh, xxi, 45; xxlii. 14, 
and so.it will be until the kingdom 
comes and we shall find that not one 
word has failed of all that God has 
spoken. He shall not fail nor be dis­
couraged. and He shall see of the tra­
vail of His eoul and be satisfied.
