The principal operations were con-
fined to Homestake and Faith creeks, |
npon each of which he saw men shovel-y
ing in from $60 to $100 per day. The
diggings are-located 60 miles above the |
confluence of the Tanuna and McManus
rivers. There is little or no grub in
the country and it is so difficult to get
in during the summer season that in
cansequence but little work is possible
at the present time,
