Mr. Fielding has
the $120,000—an income of $5,000 or
$6,000 ‘a year—and is still managing
the country’s business, and nobody
knows who gave the money.

Mr. Bryce brought the matter up in
Parliament. He simply asked for the
list of names. He recalled that in
1891 Sir Richafd Cartwright moved,
and Sir Wilfrid Laurier supported the
following: “That the acceptance of
ifts or testimonials of any kind on the
part of minist rs of the Crown or of!
any membera of their tamﬁies trom

' 'i'-'éﬁ‘i-
tions with the government,” is entirely
opposed to sound principles of admins-
tration, and is calculated to bring
parliamentary government, into con-
tempt, and that the examples thus
given tends to corrupt and demoralize
the officials - serving under ministers
who have accepted or permitted the
acceptance of gifts or testimonials as
aforesaid.” However, as Mr. North-
rupt. afterwards observed, on that oc-
casion Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir
Richard Cartwright had used strong
language on the subject of publicity
and secrecy. For example, discussing
the testimonial given to Sir John Mac-
donald in 1872, the latter said: “Under
these circumstances, if ever, it was
quite justifiable for the hon. genele-
man’s friends .and admirers to have
contributed for the purpose of:weliev-
ing his family from any danger of
want, and had two or three very ob-
vious and reasonable precautions been
taken no blame could have been at-
tached to the parties who were en-
gaged in getting up that ‘testimonial.
Unfortunately, these preecautions were
not taken, unfortunately,  publicity
was not given, as I have always said
publicity should be given to the
names of persons who  subscribed.”
And later Sir Wilfried Lauried said:
“The only thing with which my hon.
friend found fault. in regard to what
was ‘done on that occasion by the
friends of Sir John Macdonaud was
that, insteal of being done publicly,
as it should have been done, it was
done in secret.”

‘And later on in the same speech in
1891 he said: “The Minister of Justice
said a moment ago in reference {o the
testimonial offered to the hon. Minis-
ter of Public Works, the member for
Three Rivers, that that hon. gentle-
man did not know who were his sub-
scribers. Sir, if he did not know, why
did he not look at the list? If the hon.
gentleman did not know it was be-
cause he chose to remain ignorant of
who were the names on the list, and
if he chose to be ignorant of the
names which were on tHe list, is it
not because his moral sense told him

_| that he might there find the names of

persons giving contributions which
should: not be accepted at all? Is it
not simply because his conscience
told him that if he were to look at that
list he would find there the names of
men who were every day supplicants
in his office for favors? That is the
reason why the Minister of Public
Works did not choose to have a look
at that list. If that is not the reason
why did he choose to be blind on that
matter? Then, I call on the hon. gen-
tlemen opposite to tell  what is the
matter, if there could ‘be any good
reason for it. Certainly there could
be nothing wrong of the admirers b:
a man in public life coming to his help

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WHY NOT GO
TO CANADA?

Campaign Alarms the Ameri-
cans—--Manufacturers and
Others Trying to Stop the
Exodus.

New York, May 16—About six hun-
dred of the 3,000 members of the Na-
tional Association of | Manufacturers
were present at the fifteenth annual
convention, when it was called to or-
der this afternoon by President John
H. Kirby, of Dayton, Ohio, at the Wal-
dorf Astoria. The convention will be
brought. to a close with a banquet on
Wednesday night.

Immigration furnished one of the
chief topics of the first day’s discus-
sions. The committee appointed .to
consider the subject reported through
Thomas H. Hall in favor of some ra-
dical amendments to the present im-
migration laws. In part the report
says: “It shall be lawful to import
skilled labor when the @@rson import-
ing cannot obtain laborers of like
kind in this country who will work
for him at the rate of wagés prevail-
ing generally in this country for such
labor.”

«The secretary of commerce, and
labor shall be authorized and direct-
ed upon the application of any em-
ployer and upon his showing the
facts set forth above, to grant to such
person permissiongto import such la-
por, such permission to be conclusive
of the right of any such aliens to
land.

“That warrants for the arrest and
deportation of aliens who have land-
ed shall be issued only by authorized
commissiogers, and an authorized
judge, and then only upon such
sworn complaints as are now neces-
sary n criminal cases.

“That aliens shall be given speedy
trials and right of appeal to the Uni-
ted States district court, as im the
case of Chinese, and the higher courts,
and trials to be conducted as in crim-
inal cases, except as to a jury.”

Another committee headed by A.
B. Farquhar, of Pennsylvania, re-
ported strongly against present ex-
penditures for the army and navy, re-
commending the substitution of these
expenditures by appropriations for
the improvement of the country’s wa-
terways.

EXPLOSION
AT CANTON

A Dozen Men Killed by Terrific
Boiler Explosion—Bodies
Terribly Mangled — Build-
ings Totally Destroyed.

Canton, Ohio, May 17.—Tonight
Cahton is again called upon to mourn
for her dead, and many homes are

draped in deepest mourning as they
were when their beloved Wm. Me-
Kinley was laid away in a tomb in
West Lawn cemetery. Tonight the
sad scenes of 1901 are being repeated.
Mothers, sisters, bothers and sons
and daughters with tear-stained faces
loiter about the public morgue await-
ing to claim some victims of today’s
awful calamity at the southend plant
of the American Sheet and Tin Plate
Company.

At two o’clock today,’almost in the
twinkling of an eye, twelve lives were
snuffed out, when the ' battery of
doilers in the big plant let go from
some unknown cause, injuring about
25 more, some probably fatally. At
the time flames broke out in the plant
which was practically demolished by
the force of the explosion, and the
fire department was called to battle
with the flames and prevent as many
deaths as possible from the smoke
and flames.

Like chaff, workmen were blown in-
to the air in fragments which were
scattered about adjoining lots. Pieces
of bodies were found tightly lodged
in trees or'lying about on porches or
anchored on roofs of adjoining build-
ings. Lying about the plant were
other bodies of the victims, some
minus heads or arms, some without
legs and some so black they cannot
be recognized.

A more ghastly scene than that sur-
rounding the ruins of the big plant
wouldbe difficult to picture. Tear-
stained faces mingled with those of
dirty-faced rescuers, presented a pit-
iable spectacle which made strong
men turn their heads to brush a tear-
drop from their eyes Every ambu-
lance in the city has been hurried to
the scene with doctors to care for the
injured and dying

At this hour no cause is known for
the. explosion. Early tonight twelve
bodies had been recovered from the
mill and more than thirty injured
were lying abeut, some fatally in-
jured. Many ofthe bodies were burn-
ed beyond recognition.

A portion of one boiler was blown
a distance of 1,000 feet over the tops
of surrounding buildings, endanger-
ing many lives ‘and doing much dam-
age. All five of the mills connected
with the plant are a.total wreck.
Arms and legs of men are scattered
about the plant and one is so horribly
multilated that it may never be iden-
tified.

The force of the explosion was ter-
rific. The body of one man, unknown,
was blown through the house of Henry
Rued, over 700 feet from the plant.
The body entered the house from the

llnethroush a bed room and out the
other side of the house. The corpse
of another man was found in the gar-
den of a yard about five hundred feet
west of the scene.

The bodigs of seven men, unknown
and mutilated beyong recognition,
were found in the north end of the
mill. Several of them had their heads
or faces blown off. Identification will
be almost impossible. All the em-
ployees working at mills 1, 2, 3 and
4 were either killed or injured, while
the men in mill No. 5, farthest from
the boilers escaped injury. One half
of a boiler measuring six feet in di-
ameter was thrown over 2,000 foet,
landing in the front yard of a home
on Greenfield avenue.

Mutilated by pieces of brick and
iron, seven of the injured men were
taken to the Altman hospital. Among
these number was Louis Hughes.
Hughes was a helper in the boiler
room. Just before being taken to the
operating room he said: “I was stand-
ing bétween boiléts Nos. 3 and 4. 1
noticed that a glass gauge on No. 3
was broken and started for the store
room to get another. Just as I step-
ped from the door-of the boiler room
the explosion came. I was hurled
against the side of the store room and
was unconscious until picked up and
placed in an ambulance. I can give
no reason for the explosion: The last
man I noticed leaving the boiler room
was Charles Royer, who was standing
at the head of No. 3 boiler. T sup-
pose he was killed.”

ROYAL BANK INTERESTED.

Manage rat Head ofVSy.ndicate Who
Guaranteed Bank Against Loss.

Edmonton, May 17.—Two witnesses

were examined today at the sitting of
the royal commission investigating the
Alberta and Great Waterways deal, A,
C. Fraser, manager of the Merchants’
Bank, and J. F. McMillan, manager of
the Royal Bank.
Mr. Fraser told of cashing certain
drafts for Clarke, and told of the fin-
ancing of the $650,000 in_the organiza-
tion of the Waterways Company, but
McMillan told of the conection be-
tween his bank and the' Alberta and
Great Waterways and the Canada
West Construction Company, holding
one share, and has been put in the di-
rectorship because of the fact that
the Royal Bank is financing the con-
struction company.

In the evidence today it was brought
out that H. S.. Holt, of Montreal, head
of the Royal Bank, is also at the head
iof a syndicate of monied men who
have guaranteed that the Royal Bank
will not be stung in financing the con-
struction of the road. ~The construc-
tion company, which had all of the
assets of the A. & G. W. turned over
to it, has done some more turning
over of the assets, and has assigned
to the Royal Bank all of the assets
which the A. & G. W. assigned to the
Canada West Construction Co. All
that the construction company has in
the bank now is_a.note for $500,000,
halt of which is held in trust in order
to guarantee that the s¥yndicate, of
which Holt i the head, will not lose
anything.

The remainder of the $500,000 has
gone somewhere, McMillan could not
tell where, but it did not go in con-
struction, that he knew of. Besides
this note, there is a couple of over-
drafts amounting up around $500,000
and another note for $64,7560 which has
to be floated in order to pay to J. P.

Edmonton, May '13.—A plea for pro-
tection from the race hatred of the
south made to his honor Judge Taylor
by James E. Chapman, the negro ac-
cused of the murder of Lawrence
Matthews, of Stillwater, Oklahoma,
was the feature of the extradition pro-
ceedings in the district court this af-
ternoon, at the conclusion of which
the prisoner was remanded until Sat-
urday morning, when the decision of
the court will be made known.

Baldwin was often in
company with Mrs. Thompson accord-
ing to the evidence of the dead far-
mer’s neice who swore that relatives
feared that Baldwin wanted to marry
his wife. The jury brought in a ver-
dict to the effect ‘““That Benjamin
Thompson came to his death from ar-
seic poisoning administered by some
person or persons unknown.” Thomp-
son died after drinking poisoned cider.

Row Between the Canadian
and English. Promoters of
the Hudson Bay and Pacific
Railway — Trying to Get
Control.

ttava, May 17..—The causé of the
postponement of the meeling of the
Hudson Bay end Pacific Railway De-
velopment company became known to-
day when, owing to proceedings in-
augurated in the Ottawa courts, it be-
cameé apparent that there was a fight
on between the Canadian and British
directors of the company. The dis-
pute, which is in reference to the con-

trol of stocks, culminated today when
Ralph Jones, an Ottawa business man,
appeared before Judge McTavish and
secured an interim injunction tying up
until Monday, May 23, operations of
the British board," which it is alleged
is trying to run things without the
Canadian directors.

The writ and injunction are directed
to Col. Josiah Harris, John Westen,{
Herbert Spicer, J. G. F. Graville and
the Hudson Bay and Pacific Railway
Development company. They are re-
strained from hélding any meeting of
provisional directors of the company
without proper notice and from open-
ing stock books and alloting, organiz-
ing company, electing directors or do-
ing anything on behalf of or as the
company. The Canadian directors are
Mr. Jones, E. E. Latiere, of Ottawa;
Alphonse Racine and E. H. Lemay,
of Montreal, and they eclaim to have
got the cold shoulder.

Trying to Get Control.

It is also alleged that the British
board are trying to open stock books
and get control. It appears that the
latter have made a contract for the
construction of the railway which was
transferred to Greville and Spicer
and by them to the Hudson Bay aha
Pdcific Development Company. It is
argued that this is illegal by reason
of its not being ratified by the Canadi-
an board. Mr. Jones alleges that at
the meeting called for yesterday he
was refused admission. Messrs. Gre-
ville and Spicer when seen declared
that they will fight the injunction’ vig-
orously. They stated that some time
ago the provisional directors of the
original company had held a meeting
and transferred to one Jacob Skinner,
in England; for certain considerations
all their rights in the road. Skinner
in turn assigned -his rights to them
(Greville and * Spicer), and they in
turn are re-organizing a company to
carry out the work.

Mr. Spicer claimed that, contrary
to the statements of Mr. Jones, the
Canadian directors had been nofified
of the proposed sale of the company’s
rights and that the Montreal men had
agreed though the Ottawa men had
not. He claimed, however, that the
Ottawa men were cognizant of what
was being done. Mr. Spicer went on
to say.that the néw company had al-

ready surveyed 40 miles of the pro:|

posed road and were ‘.prepared to go
ahead and build the road as soon as
the present legal difficulty is settled.

$49,000 for Charter Rights.

When Mr. Spicer was asked what
the original company were to get for
their charter rights and why, if the
sale had been made, the Ottawa di-
rectors had not received their: share
of the sale, he replied that the original
directors are to get $35,000 cash.and

MINING DISASTER.

Hundreds Killed in Mine Explosion in
Lousiana.

Palos, Ia., May 6.—The little mining
village of Palos. is in mourning today.
More than half of the male population
is believed to have perished as the
result of the explosion in Mine No. 3
of the Palos Coal and Coke Company
yesterday. About 200 men, 45 white
and 150 negroes, are thought to have
been killed. Eleven bqdies have been
found.

Coming so soah . after
the disaster in the mine at Muiga, Ala-
bama, where 31 men lost tﬁelr liyes,
last month, the disaster has_spread
consternation in the mining vulues in
this section.

STABBED BY
ITALIANS

‘Tragedy--Man Murdered in
- 8ight of Hundreds of Fellow
Countrymen.

"'Yancouver, May 16 ™~ Stabbed to
from the knife in the hand of his re-
lentless fellow countryman, Sissi Pirri
this afternoon met his sudden fate in
the open street at the corner of Po-
well and Victoria Drive. Scores of
men of his own race on every side
were unwilling or unable to assist
him.  When his victim fell, B. Cost-
in, the murderer, turned and ran west
idown the railway tracks about one
hundred yards. Some one called to
him and he retraced his steps to where
some of his fellow laborers were stand-
ing, and from these he took a hastily
collected sum of money, leaving the
scene again at a sharp run in his effort
to escape the drag-net of the law.
The dead man and his slayer were
both members of a city gang at pres-
ent laying sewers along Victoria

trench, with heads barely showing
above the ground, when an argument
started between them which soon de-
veloped into & wild interchange of
invectives, In the midst of the al-
tercation Costin drew a long bladed
‘jack knife from his pocket and made
at- Piiri, who was defenceless. The
latter ‘ran a short distarice down the
ditch and then scrambled to the level
ground above, his enemy close at his
heels, shouting and swearing in Ital-
ian. Again the doomed man scream-
ed in a native tongue and in Eng-
lish: *“He will kill me, he will kill
me,” but mot one of the laborers
there moved hand or foot to inter-
vene between the murderer and his
vietim. The end of the race for life,
or death, was a foregone conclusion,
for Pirri, though younger than the
other, was much larger and heavier:
Just as his quarry was- leaving’ the
street in the ' direction of the rail-
way tracks, Costin gained on him and
in one spring he plunged the knife
into the base of Pirri’s neck below
the left ear. The stabbed man drop-
péd like a log; he néever recovered
consciousness. : . Twenty  polfcemen
were on the scene within a quarter of
an hour, and expect to round up the
Italian tonight.

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THE RAILWAY MUDDLE

—

After the big fight made by
Weyburn it will be the harshest
kind of treatment to be placed on
a spur of the G.T.P. south line.
The Weyburn Herald announces
that the company is grading the
line past the big Southern:' town
and threatens the Graft-to-Party
railway with the vengeance of its
servant, Premier Scott. Weyburn
needs railway faecilities and offers
sufficient inducements as a distri-
buting centre to demand consider-
ation from any railway penetrat-
ing Southern Saskatchewan.

If the representative for Wey-
burn had considered his town’s
interests last session of the legis-
lature, he could have forced the
situation. When the guaranteeing
of bonds was under discussion,
there was hanging on the wall of
the legislature a map with the
route of the roads markeq there-
on. Other members conld discuss
the railway poliey, but the mem-
ber for Weyburn kept silent al-
though the map showed that the
G.T.P. wasn’t running within fif-
teen miles of that town. The meme
ber for Weyburn, whose impor-
tanee is shown by his occupying
the last seat in the last row in
the House, didn’t open his mouth
to protest against the treatment,
being meted out to his town.

The Herald says that Scott has
issued an ultimatum to the G.T.P.
We hope it is true and that it will
be successful but will the Grit
Party “get together and let us
know where they are at. Com-
pare these two statements:

‘“As announced .in the “Herald
some weeks ago, the provineial
government issued to the G.T.P.
an ultimatum that it’s line must
enter Weyburn or the government
would refuse to guarantee the
bonds.”’—Weyburn Herald.

“From Mr. Turgeon the ‘dele-
gation learned that -tHe location
of the road had not been definite-
ly fixed—that reports of the Pre-
mier having delivered. an ultima-
tum to the railway officials were,
strictly speaking, distortioms _of
the truth.”’—Estevan Mercury.

GOVERNOR
IS SMUGGLER

Former Governor of New
Hampshire Tries to Beat
‘Customs---Prectically Admits
Truth of Charge.

New York May 13.—Former ' Gov-
ernor Frank Rollins, of New Hamp-
shire, Mrs. Rollins and their twenty-
year-old son Douglas Rollins, were
charged with smuggling today by the
‘|’ government, and the governor and his
son were made prisoners within a few
hours after they arrived on the Lusi-
tania from Europe. Mrs. Rollins is
expected to surrender herself to the
federal authorities tomorrow, if she
recovers from the illness, which seized
her when she realized the position she
and her family were in. They werc
specifically charged with conspining
to smuggle a large quantity of wear-
ing apparel into the country. The
alleged evidénce on which this charge
is laid had been found in three of
their trunks.

When .arraigned before the Deputy
Surveyor, Mr. Rollins said: “I was a
fool. I donm’t kmow why I.tried it.”
When the Lusitania arrived Deputy
Collector C. F. Lewis boarded her and
took .the declaration of the members
of the Rollins family. Governor Rol-
ling’ family had nine trunks, but he
declared only a $600, fur coat. This
was the only item which was handed
to . Customs Inspector Cassidy, who
was assigned to ‘inspect the Rollins
baggage when the steamer docked,
and noticing the nine trunks he scent-
ed something wrong, and called the
matter to' the attention of the deputy
surveyor, who after an examination
of their trunks ordered all of the Ril-
lins baggage seized and had the mem-
bers of the party searched.

Donaldson Line has added three new
vessels to its Canadian fleet’ and the
latest twin screw steamer, although
not yet out of the hands of the build-
ers, has most of her berths engaged
for her maiden trip from Glasgow to
Montreal, starting June 11. The new
steamship services of the Canadian
Northern from Bristol to Quebec and
Montreal opened last Friday with the
Clyde built steamer Royal Edward.
This boat was filled with Scottish
passengers. The C.P.R. has had put
on an extra liner to enable it to meet
the emigration bookings. So big is
the emigrant business that one agent
runs a special train from Edinburgh

~1l:o Glasgow to convey those leaving

for the other side of the Atlantic.
Another agent has 30 special parties
arranged for.

At Leith the regular, Continental

steamers are landing large parties on
their way to Glasgow to take the
steamers to Canada. Few of the for-
eigners understand English, but they
have heard of Winnipeg and Regina
and other cities and of the advantages
offered. Among them are Germans,
Bulgarians, Russians, Icelanders, Scan-
dinavians and Hollanders.
Scottish exporters express the hope
that thiz influx of Scotsmen into Can-
ada will improve trade with the Brit-
ish Isles.

Negroes Roasted.

Centreville, Ala., May 16.—Thirty-
six negro convicts lost their lives early
today when th ‘estockade of the Red
Feather coal company at Lucille mines
Bibb county, about 15 miles north of
Centreville, was destroyed by fire, set
by one of the prisoners in an effort to
gain his freedom. Thirty-five of the
convicts were burned to death and a
number was fatally shot by guards
while trying to escape. Among those
burned was the negro who started the
blazé. All of the convicts at the Lu-
cille mines are state prisoners leased
to the Red Feather company for work
in the mines. It is said that all the
conyicts at the Lucille camp -were ne-
groes. So far as known none of the
prisoners escaped.

Building Road Past the Town
Despite Scott’s Orders--May
be Bluff--Weyburn People
Much Coneerned.

According to information published
in the Weyburn Herald, the Scott

‘Government .and the Grand Trunk Pa-

cific Branch Lines Company are at
loggerheads, and there is a possibility

of the Government withdrawing its
guarantee of - bonds. This situation
results from the railway company ig-
noring the order of the Government
in respect to the linés now under con-
struetion south of Regina. The Her-
ald says:

Settiug at deﬂance the Scott Gov-
ernment, the Grand Trunk Pacific has
resolutely set to work to construet its
line from Regina southward to the in-
ternational ‘boundary following the
route orginally proposed by the com-
pany thfough the village of Griffin and
not through the town of Weyburn as
had bden urged:upen the company by:
the provincial government.

On Tuesday of this week two con:
struction gangs began grading opera-
tions about 15 miles north of Wey-
purn, and .the sub-contractors claim to
have orders to build the line along the
original route in the direction of Grif-
fin as speedily -as:possible.

The grading gangs are two miles
apart, and each gang has been assign-
ed the grading of four miles of road-
way., Six teams and as many men are
employed in each gang, and - when the
Herald visited the spot yesterday;
they were ripping up: the prairie with
a vengence. The  gang openating
nearest' to Weyburn ‘are at work on
33-10-14 at the 53-mile post from Re-
gina.

The men of the construction gang
aver that the G.T.P. Co.are assuredly
the builders of the line and the ultim-
ate destination is = Neorth Pertal,
through Griffin, 18 miles: east of Wey-
burn.

Sold Supplies.

Supplies are being hurried in for the
construction gangs. J. H. Talmage, a
farmer in the neighborhood, has sold
600 bushels of oats” to subcontractor
McLean, and the grain is now being

. teamed to the camps.

The news that the G.T.P. had begun
grading operations towards Grifiin
caused no smgll disappointment when
it reached town-on Wednesday, as it
would be bold enough to proceed with
any portion of the work in direct op-
position to the expressed wish: of the
government to whom the .company
must look for the guarantee of its
bonds. The company’s action seems
to confirm the opinion held by a few,
that Jim Hill, the American railway
king, is ﬁnancing the buﬂding of the
~1line, and as a result the company “may
feel they can proceed independent of
a guarantee of bonds.

This may or may not be the case,
but however it means it is certain
the  aetion’ of the G.T.P. will not be
allowed to pass unnoticed by the Sas-
katchewan Government. . As annount-
ed in the Herald some weeks ago the
provincial - government issued to the
G.T.P. an ultimatum that its line
must enter Weyburn or the govern-
ment would refuse to guarantee the
bouds. Since this ultimatum was is-
sued the Scott government, the Herald
is in position to know, has sttod pat
and is today standing pat upon its de-
mands, all the wigglings of President
Hays having no effect in weakening
the government uﬁén its resolution. In
this matter, the Herald is dnformed,
the ‘Scott cabinet is umit d, and has
always been umited. In faet, if the
Herald is not wrong in its-guess, the
government will' yet have .something
to say as to whether the present route
will be adhereu to. or not and likewise
require an explanation as to why the
railway company has proceeded with
the work in direct opposition to the
expressed ‘wish of the government as
to route.

In this battle between an obstinate
railway corporation and a government
representing the people of the prov-
ince, there still remains many move-
ments to be executed. Up to today
the guarantee of bonds had not been
signed on behalf of the provincial gov-
ernment, or are they likely to be in
the near future. Neither has the route
map which was only submitted to the
government last month been approved
by the Saskatchewan government.

The goevernment is unquestionably
within its rights in dictating to the
G. T. P. where the lines should be

built, to serve the best interests of

the majority of the people. The legis-
lature last December authorized the
Scott government to guarantee the
bonds of the G.T.P. frorh Regina in a
south-easterly direction to the interna-
tional boundary) at any point between
the Manitoba boundary and Range 8,
an area of 60 miles in width. There
was no mention made of Griffin, North
Portal, or any: other point.- Conse-
quently the government was given a
free hand in the matter of deciding
where the line should run. Knowing
that the building of the line through
Weyburn would! serve the interests of
the greatest number, the governm nt
requested the 'building of the line
through this town. The Grand Trunk
Pacific officials demurred, and con-
tinue to demur. The Scott govern-
ment insigsted and continues to insist
and thus the deadlock has resulted.

Is It a Bluff?

If the step taken by the G.T.P. is
only a bluff as some seem to think, it
is an expensive form of bluff, for grad-

ing costs money. . The more popular
theory is that the 'G.T.P. failing to
move the gavemment by its latest
play will eventually. bow ta the gov-
lernment’s will, deviate its line so as
to pass through Weyburn, and having
got its bonds guaranteed by doing so,
build without any guarantee & diract
line across through Griffin from the
point of diviation north of Weyburn
to where the bondlguaranteed - line
strikes the original route south of
QGriffin, and having done so run its
fast trains through Griffin and no
through Weyburn. This would be a
plan of revenge upon Weyburn whlch
may at the present time be envolving
in the fertile brain of President Eays
It may reasonably be expected tha
the air will be filled with electiici®y
for the next few days as the resalt of
the G.T.P.’s attitude. Premier~Scoit
has reached Ottawa on his way home
from Europe and having been appris-
ed of the latest development may be
relied upon in this ‘emergency to act
with determination and astuteness.

VALUABLE
PROPERTY

Young Lady Wins Right to
Scrip Valuable |Claim Near
Kmdersley--Spent Twelve
Days at Land Office.

Saskatoon, May 16.—After waiting
for twelve days and nights at the door
of the land office, a well known and
highly respected young lady teacher
in the Alexandra school was success-
ful this morning in filing on a- half
section of land located within 2%
miles of the town of Kiindersley. The
property today is valued at upwards of
$10,000.

Miss Williams took her position at
the door of the land office a week agy
last Thursday morning, and from that
time until this morning, when the
homestead was thrown open she never
left her stand but stuck faithfully to
her post. Notwithstanding the fact
that she had a great deal of ineonveni-
ence to put up with, ghe,had made up
her mind to get the valuable half sec-
tion that had been cancelled and was
to be thrown open for entry, and de-
| cided’ to hold her position until to-
day no matter how difficult the prob-
lem : would be. She was successful.
The record made by her is the muozt
unique in the history of the local land
office, and. it is doubtful if ever again
a position for a piece of farming land
will  be held down similarly to ihe
manner in ‘which this talented and
popular young lady has done:

Miss Williams has placed South Af-
frican serip on the homestead and it
is her intention to farm the property
for the next three years. The farm
is well located,and although it is just
in a raw  prairie state at present,
nevertheless, it is worth upwards of
$18 to $20 an acre.

Said Miss Williams to the -Western
Associated Press correspondent: e |
expect that by the end of three years
the property will be worth $10,000.
The location is the north half of 36—
30—23.” Miss Williams, although very
tired after. the long wait, was quite
happy and the morning after she had
performed filing duties, she took an
auto drive about the city and was con-
gratulated on all gides by her friends.

The day following the
morning after she had taken her posi-
tion, a man who had got wind of some
property being thrown open, also took
his position at the top ‘of ‘the stairs.
He told her he had first' place ahd did
all he could to get the young lady
out of first position. It is even claim-
ed that one night he tried to shove her
off her chair, but friends’ who hap-
pened to be present came near throw-
ing him down stairs. He saw that he
was down and out and one day last
week quit the job. -Miss Williams’
triends. have -been . good to her, and
every day some one was with her to
keep her company.

HEROIC CAPTAIN’'S MESSAGE.

Wrote Letter to Japanese Emperor
Asking Forgiveness.

Victoria, B. C., May 11.—When Com-
mander Sakuma and his fourteen men
were diving under the sea in the sub-
marine No. 6, during the Japanese
navy manoeuvres at Kure, on April
15, the commander wrote a letter to
the emperor bégging forgiveness for
the loss of the vessel and commending
his officers and men.

The letter was found after the sub-
marine had been raised, and the por-
tions made public. were brought here
today by the steamer America. The
letter was finished an hour and twenty
minutes after the boat was submerg-
ed, and conveyed the message of fare-
well to the minister of the navy and
friends, saying that the breathing had
become difficult and that further writ-
ing was impossible.

The young man had for the past two
or three years been subject to epilep-
tic fits, and it was during one of these
attacks that he fell into the tub and
lost his life. His mother asked him to
lead a colt to water while she attend-
ed to the milking of the cows, He had
been gone but a few minutes when the
colt returned- alone and Mrs. Candy
hurrying to the water trough found
her son dead. While standing there
he had been seized with an epileptic
attack and falling head foremost into
the tub had drowned before assistance
reached him.

Must Furnish Good Milk,

Saskatoon, May 11.—Three hotel-
geepers were up in police court this
morning for using milk which did not
come up to the required test under the
milk bylaw. Milk is required to test
31 per cent. butter fat and the milk
used in the hotels which were fined
was quite a bit below the average. The
hotel proprietors all appeared to de-
fend themselves against the charge
preferred against them. They claimed
the milk used by them was purchased
from city vendors. They stated that
the fluid had not been in any way
weakened by the use of water, and in-
sisted that the milk producers were
the men to whom blame should be at-
tached.

BAD FIRES.

Enormous Loss in the Prince Albert
Lumber District.

Prince Albert, May 13.—Reports re-
ceived here from many points in the
Prince Albert district indicate that
bush fires are doing enormous damage
to the natural resources of the coun-
try. The latest word from Shellwood
is to-the effect that fires are raging
all around that district. The cause of
these fires is said to be a combination
of carelessness and malice. Out-
houses, hay and oats have been  de-
stroyed in many places. Near Blaien
Lake, a homestead belonging to 2a
French settler was swept.by fire. The
employees of the Sturgeon Lake Lum-
ber Company have been busy for the
past week fighting a big bush fire
which has been raging a few miles
north of Prince Albert. It has threat-
ened a large quantity of lumber which
the company have piled in the woods.
It is suspected that the fire was start-
ed near the lumber piles with the idea
of destroying them.

Fnurther north the whole ‘wooded
area extending for many miles is
ablaze, the fires creating a blinding
smoke during the day, while the sky
at night is illuminated for miles by
he glare. The loss in timber in the
Prince Albert district will be enorm-
ous. The season has been unusually
dry and rain is needed in the worst
way, not only to quech the fires, but
to start up the crops

Tg Suppress Bovine Tuberculosis.
Otfawa, May 17. — An important
meeting is to be held in Ottawa Thurs-
day, Friday and Saturday of this week,
at which a long step forward will
probably be taken in the direction of
wiping out bovine tuberculosis, which
causes millions of dollars loss to own-
ers of herds on this continent and is
believed to have a serious effect upon
the health of human beings. The meet-
ing is that of the international com-
mission of control of bovine tubercu-
losis which was organized last Sep-
tember, in Chicago, at the close of the
annual meeting of the American Vet-
erinarian Medical Association. A
number of gentlemen who are leading
authorities. on animal and public
healt hwere appointed to study this
great question under the presidency
of Dr. Rutherford, chief veterinarian
of Canada. The commission is com-
posed of nine Americans and five Ca-
nadians, all of whom are expected to
attend the Ottawa meeting.

It is believed that at the Ottawa
meeting a policy will be formulated
which the various governments of this
coninent, state, provincial and feder.
al, will feel compelled to adopt, and
which will result in the control and
eventual eradication to a great ex-
tent of tuberculosis among herds on
this continent.

HUDSON BAY |
AND PACIFIC

Promoter Talks of Railway
From Prince Albert to Hud-
son’s Bay---Tells What Has
Been Done and Probable
of Road.

Herbert Spicer, the managing di-
rector of the Hudson Bay and Pacific
railway, passéd through Winnipeg re-
recntly on his way to Montreal. Mr.
Spicer has been in Prince Albert for
the last few weeks making the final
arrangements for the construction of
the proposed new lines from Prince
Albert to Fort Churchill.

‘When he was iﬁterviewed by a Free
Press representative on his way from
Poftage la Prairie to Winlilpeg on
Saturday night, Mr. Spicer expressed
himself quite confident of the success
of the proposed r:ﬁlway, which is go-
ingto connect western Canada to
Europe by way of Fort Churchill and
Hudson Bay.

“This new railway,” said Mr. Spicer,
“will be a trememdous boon to the

people of western Canada, and what
is more, they are not likely to have
to wait a great length of time for it,
because we are going to begin the
work of construction almost immedi-
ately, and the line will be open to
the public probably within two and
a half years.” . : :

Mr. Spicer explained that the new
road would be a single track between

six and - ge¢ven. hundred -miles , in}

length, but over all bridges there
would be a double track. Several
branch lines, one being to Yorkton,
were included in the scheme.

“The saving of at least 1,300 miles
from western Canada to Europe,” said
Mr. Spicer, “is' an important consid-
eration., It will mean a great saving
of freightage, and very shortly the
hopes of a large number of people to
secure a new open door to England
will be realized.  This line has got
to ‘be built some time or other, be
cauge the farmers cannot afford to
throw away an opportunity of saving
freight charges to the extent of 1,300
miles, and those who know the situa-
tion have for.a lopg time been agreed
that a new line-on the basis of the
Hudson Bay and Pacific railway was
onl ya matter of time. The building
of the line will' Be synchronous with
a direct line of steamers from Fort
Churchill to Liv,er,pool."

Referring to the rolling stoek, Mr.
Spicer said it would be as up-to-date
as possible. “What is more,” he said,
“We believe in keeping work at home
and the material required for con-
struction will be obtained, as much as
possible, in Canada. What we cannot
get here we shall get in the old coun-
try.” As to the price of construction,
Mr. Spicer said that would necessary
vary owing to the dissimarity of the
conditions to be met with along the

Albert, for instance, construction will
be an easy matter and many perhaps
be done at the rate of $3,000 per mile.
But nearer Fort Churchill bigger na-
tural  obstacles will have 'to be en-
countered, and the cost will be much
greater. The company have already
entered into negotiations with several
large contractors, and the commence-
ment of construction is now only a
matter of weeks. Surveyors have
been over the proposed route and the
necessary arrangements have been
made and what the company are now
waiting is for a favorable announce-
ment from the Dominion government
respecting the guarantee of bonds.
“The company,” said Mr. Spicer,
“will proceed with the work immedi-
ately provided the Government do not
make any unreasonable stipulations.
The road will be completed within
two and a half years, if the arrange-
ments with the Government is com-
pleted within the next six weeks as I
believe it will be. Already a large ex-
penditure has been made by the com-
pany, and after my inspection at the

wood I am more than delighted with
the gratifying way things are proceed-
ing." .

Speaking of finances, Mr. Spicer in-
timated that the railway would prob-
ably involve an expenditure of $15,
000,000. He said, “We have got be-
hind us several of the most influential
