o hang out, at the end of their pole, basins,
that weary and wounded travelers might
observe shem at a distance. The parti-
colored etaff is said toindicate that surgery
was oarried on within, the oolor-stripe
representing the fillet elegantly entwined
round the patient’s arm while he was
phleb ized n illuminated missal of
the time of Edward I. has a plate repre-
senting & patient; ataff in hand and arm in
fillet, undergoing phlebotomy. Barbers
proper—shat is, hair-dressers and barber
surgeons—were distingaished by the color
of the bands on the poles, the former hav-
ing a blue and the Iatter & red. As far
back as 1797 barbers and gurgeons were
compelled by statute to displsy their poles,
the latter likewise affixing gallipot and red
rag at the end. The fabulist Gay, in his
