The annual cest of rum and tobaeco
therefore is about 1500 millions of dol-
lars, or nearly thirty dollars to each man,
woman and child in the country; a sum
8o vast that the'great manufacturing and
producing interests in the nation sink in-
to insignificance before it. This money
placed in the hauds of the people for use
would start every factory, drive every
wheel, speed every loom, put an end to
strikes, lockouts, suspensions and pover-
ty, and fill the land with prosperity- and
plenty. ;

But the amount of money spent in
drink is but » small item in the general
estimate of the cost of the liquor curse.
Who would reckon the cost of the pow-
der which sent a bullet through a man’s
brain? Who would mention the cost of
the dynamite which blows up a block of
buildings? Who would estimate the cost
of an auger used to bore holes in the bot-
tom of a ship? It is not the money which
the strong drink costs, but it is the dam-
age it dees which we are to reckon. A
pint of whiskey might cost a sixpence or
a shilling, but if it makes a man a mur-
derer, it may cost ten thousand dollars
to arrest, imprison, try, and hang him;
his family may become criminals, paupers
or vagabonds; and honest men who do

port them and pay the bills; and all this
does not bririg back the lives: that shave
been destroyedi' .through the madness of
intoxication. wiaRS
The Tribune estimates that one in
twenty of the able-bodied men in the
country are unfitted for work and made
idle and worthless by the use of strong
drink. Their wages would amount to
two hundred million dollars a year, which

| is sunk in the abyss of intemperance.

In the London hospitals, ‘the eminent
Dr. Clarke by personal examination found
that eighty-five out of every hundred
patients came there directly or indirectly
through the influence of strong drink.
Dr. N. S. Davis of Chicago estimates that
the annual consumption of 879,767,476
gallons of intoxicating drink in the Unit-
ed States robs more than 100,000 persons

not drink whiskey, ale obliged: to sup-;

hospital each week with delirium tremens.
All this costs money, and sober imen are
obliged to pay the bills.

Three-fourths of the idiots who are
supported by public charity are children
of drunken fathers or drunken mothers;
and when for ten years’ time the liquor
business in Norway was unrestricted by
excise duties, insanity increased forty
per cent, and idiocy one hundred and
fifty per cent.. A few years since Massa-
chusetts had one Lunatic Asylum, in-1889
she had ten. From 1870 to 1885,
while population increased 33 per cent.
insanity increased 94 per cent. The
lunatic asyldims are full of drink-crazed
men #nd women,, and the prisons are
crowded with persons who might have
been peaceable, honest and industrious
men but for the curse of strong drink.

In New York city in a single year
(1873) there were 40,777 arrests of per-
sons who were drunk and disorderly, 27,-
202, being men, 13,674 Leing women. In
New York in 1882, there were 44,578
commitments to the city prison, 33,432,
or three-fourths of the whole, being for
intemperance. ;

In 1850 there wasin the United States
one criminal to every 3342 inhabitants.
In 1860 one to every 1647. In 1870
one to every 1021. In 1880 one to every
837; and there was three times as much
intoxieating hquor consumed in the coun-
try per head in-1883 as in 1840, and
about 80 per cent of the crime is due to
intoxicating drink.

This vast iucrease in the use of intoxi-
cating drinks is largely théresult of the
inpouring of foreign brewers, foreign
rumseilers, and foreign dram-drinking
people. | -

Itis said that eighteen-twentieths of
the brewing business in America is in the
hands: of foreigners; the whole liquor
trade is also largely in foreigners hands.
In San Francisco eighty-one per cent of
the licensed liquor dealers were foreign
born. In Los Angelos over seventy-
seven per cent were foreign born, and
this is about the average rate up and
down the Pacific coast; and most who
were not foreign born weére probably
children of foreign born  parents. In
1887 in  Philadelphis there were 8434
saloon keepers, 7964 being -foreigners,
and only 470 being Americans.

Those foreigners who drink the most
liquor furnish the most criminals, More
than one-half the criminals in the Massa-
chusetts Reformatory for 1888 were born
in Ireland, or were children of Irish pars
ents. Theé whole United States, and the
whole world béside, only furnished forty-
nine per cent of the prisoners incarcerat-
ed in that institution, while little whiskey
drinking Ireland furnished fifty-one per
cent. .

Animal Food for Pouiltry.

‘Avnimal food isto a large extent the
natural food for fowls. The most natural
ood is worms, insects, and other things
c\( a like nature. Kowls fed on such a
diet are far richer and higher flavored
than on a purely grain food. This is one
reason why the fowls of France are so
splendid in flavor. Thoy are allowed to
wander at will among the vines in the
vineyards, and in this way obtain the food
they desire. A However, where poultry
are kept in confinement it would be in-
jurious if they were allowed to have much
animal food, nor do they need it. Tpo get
out of the system the elements derived
from these rich foods it is essential that
the fowls be more exposed and have #n
abundance of exercise which they cannot
get in continement. Poultrymen should,
therefore, ‘be more careful in giving arti-
ficial food. A 'proportion is necessary
but it is only a small proportion, except
in winter when there is much greater de-
mand upon the heat reserves than at any
other season of the year. Household
scraps are the best of all.

Beginnings in Housekeeping.

Each bed should have for its outfit three
pairs of pillowcases for its square pillows;
‘$wo pairs of sheets, which measures a full
yard more than the length of the mattress
to insure undisturbed and protected

easily laundered and light in weight, and
two pairs of large all wool blankets, of
which one pair should be bound separate-
ly. These constitute the sole essentials.
To them may be added a homemade quilt
and comfortable.

The table linen must include a best
cloth for special occasions, three really
good ones for general use and two dozen
napkins that will not shed lint. Of towels
there is the theoretically no limit to the
needed variety.  Practically, however.
there are only a few that are absolutely
indispensable. One dozen hemstitched
huck for bedroom use, one dozen checked
linen for china and one dozen crash for
the kitchen, all made in yard lengths,
besides three roller towels 2} yards long
will easily supply the ordinary demand
under the conditions imposed. Of course
sickness, lavish hospitality or even a de-
layed weekly washday would necessitate
a larger supply in each case. A maxim

In
the year 1885 there were brought to the
Bellevue hospital in New York 2,418 de-

A Spoiled Child.

In no other great nation than France
could the question whether an army spy
had been unjustly punished convulse all
society, political, literary and ethnical,
for tem years, breeding all manner of
scandal among all sorts and conditions of
men and women, from female camp fol-
lewers to literary artists of the first rank,
without advancing a stage nearer definite
settlement. The Dreyfus question is not
a question of military justice any more
than the Panama or the Southern railroad
question was a question of civil justice
Everything is a question of politics in
France, not of State Politics, which would
be more simple, but of social intrigue,
race contention, literary jealousy and
personal pique and vanity. Serious
things are buried in triviality and trivial
things are given mock seriousness, and
nothing ever gets itself done except in-
tinite talk. 2

The French people is an_ill-regulated
nursery where grown up children play

toys and toys of grave affairs. It bas the
charm of eternally precocious childhood.
Vastly-clever, acute and sympathetic, ‘and
endowed with spasmodic mental strength
and fitful intellectual industry, it has
done great things in the domains of
human energy where feeling and precep-
tion, nice expression and a light touch,
ideality and adaptability count for most.
The form of art which is style, the aroma
of letters which is wit, the language of
sciénce which is system, the machinery of
politics which is diplomnacy, the spirit of
war which is gallantry, owe a debt to
France, but the fundamental realities of
all these have to be learned in other
schools. When the Gallic mind under-
takes to deal with them it ceases to be
Gallic and becomes dull; it ceases ‘to
be instrubtive without ceasing to be-
feeble.

The French have thrown high, if some-
times actificial, light on the theory of
government,- but they play fantastic tricks
with its practical science. They build
constitutions in academic bric-a-brac
shops and precipitate institutions in intel-
lectual laboratories and carry on govern-
ments like their own Academy or a
Boston women’s .lub. They have no
sense of the serious science, though they
have the clearest preception of accurate
principles. They are more children in
their government than-in anything else,
and they mix their politics with all man-
ner of graver and gayer avocations, from
race proscription and stock jobbing to art
and adultery, as ill-guided <children
mingle their sports, - their studies and
their domestic duties and affections in a
tangle that defies analysis.

France enlightens the world as a school
and menaces it as an example. It is
wholesome to observe amd perilous o imi.
tate her. =~ Gallic ideas have inspired and
elevated the politics of the world, as well
as its art, its science and - its letters, but
Gallic practice 18 unendurable to younger
people that have reached earlier maturity.
These tolerate the diverting nursery, with
its clever games and its smart sayings, its
fiery quarrels and hotter friendships, its
amazing mixture of all things large and
trivial, lively and severe, in the seething
alembic of national character, until it be-

gins to swarm and try to carry abroad its
practice as well as its ideas. Then the
birch is applied, as at Wisterloo and
Sedan. The child seems to be spoiling
for another switching.—N. Y. Commercial
Advertiser.

Zola’s Trial Ended.

Paris, Feb. 14.—Writing for the As-
sociated Press on the result of the Zola
trial, Mrs. Emily Crawford says:

“The Zola trial is ended. The jury
agreed days ahead of the verdict and its
unanmity was due to threats. It stayed
in the jury room for a few . minutes, and
the sentence is one year for M. Zola, and
four months for M. Perreux, the nominal
direetor of ﬂie Aurore.

The hour was seven in the evening and
the conrt was lighted by electricity which
revealed the face of every person. A very
striking object, Christ crucified, hung
high behind the bench, Maitre Laborie

ended his speech by saying: *The name
of Pilate is the most abhorred in his-
tory.” .

The figure of Christ caught Zola eye.
After sentence had been passed with
pompous decorum, he exclaimad: ““Today
associated with Christ, I too am a victim
of mob-violence, official cowardice and a
grand miscarriage - of justice.” But he

The tuberculin test is a subject of
which we have heard a great deal of late.
That we in Canada are not the only pec-
ple awaiting more positive proof, one way
or the other, will be evident from the fol-
lowing extract from the Agricultural Ad-
vertiser, published in South Africa.

We publish the report in good faith,
and not with an evil desire to utterly de-
stroy the peace of mind of our readers:

*The results of the tuberculin test in

Bavaria are quoted in the Veterinary Re-
cord. Accurding to Der Wochschrift fur
Thierheelkunde, 5,400 tuberculin inocu-
lations were undertaken on 1,182 farms.
The first inoculation had a positive result
in 1,009 animals, or 37.2 per wceat.; in
B79 animals, or 11} per cent., the result
remained doutful. Two hundred and
five animals were inoculated a second
time, of which 50, or 24§ per cent., gave
a positive, and 66, or 29 per cent., a
doubtful result. Of the doubtful react-
ing animals, 29 were slaughtered and
examined. One-half were tuberculosis,
the other half free from tuberculosis.
In 679 animals slaughtered in which re-
action had been undoubtedly positive or
negiative, 91, or 13 per cent., showed di-
agnosis as result of injection as inconelu<
sive. Of175 cattle which had not reacted,
20, or 11} per cent., proved to be tuber-
culosus, and of 504 which bad reacted, 71
or 14 per cent., were free from tubercu-
losis X

- | . THE MAINE'S EXPLOSION,

New Yorg, March 3. — There are
net many new developments in the
Maine affair to-day. The Board of En-
quiry is bringing its work to a close, and
there is now a gereral dispesition’ to
await its report. The general belief is
that the court will find thav the disaster
to the Maine was caused by a’floating
submarine mine -under the port side of
the ship, forwards of amidships. '

Opinions occur not. only.as to th,e ex-
istence of mines in the harbor, but also
that this one was laid purposely near the
buoy where foriegn war vessels wm:edl-
rected to moor, and was fired by a flash
from an electric battery on shore.

It is futher regarded as settled by the
evidence befere the Court that the port
side of the hull forward was completly
blown to pieces, and that the only ex-
plosive on the Maine, except of isolated
cases-of fixed ammunition, was that of
2000 pounds of saluting powder, stored
forward, and of which no trace can be
found, These views are gathered from
officers who talk with great reserve and
only upon the assurance that their iden-
tity will never be revealed.

Canada’s Rich Fisheries.

Orrawa, Feb. 28.—Canada’s unrivaled
fisheries yielded last year $20,400,000,
according to the annual report for 1897 of
Sir Louis Davies, just published. This
yield was the product of 75,000 men,
30,000 of whom were deep ‘sea  toilers.
The capital invested is placed at §9,750,-
000, and 36,600 craft of all kinds were
employed. The principal fish caught and
their value were as follows:  Salmon $4,
000,000; cod, $3,619,000; herring, $2,-
900,000, and lobsters $2,200,000. By
provinces the catch was: Nova Scotia, $6,-
070,000; New Brunswick, $4,800,000;
British Columbia, $4,183,000; Quebec,
$2,025,000; Ontario, $1,605,000; Prince
Edward Island, $976,000; Manitoba,
$362,000; Territories, $383,000. New
Brunswick, Quebec and Ontario show an
aggregate increase of $5675,000, the other |
provinces decreases aggregating $367,000.
There were 41 vessels'in the fur seal and
Behring Sea fisheries, employing 500
whites and 587 Indians, who secured 30,-
000 skins, 15,000 of which were got in
Behring Sea. The yield and value of the
principal fisheries of New Brunswick for
the year were: Salmon, $529,000; her-
ring, $1,518,000; lobsters, $436,000; cod,
$490,000; smelt, $415,000.

I saw a letter in the GazerTE of Feb
ruary 19th from Chicago, written by one
of our Queeus Co. boys, hajling from
Thornetown on the banks of the Washa-
demoak. I thought a short sketch of
that place might be interesting to the
readers of the Gazerre. The name
Thornetown originated from the following
circumstance, one Malancton Thorne, a
Loyalist, who settled on the south bank
of the Washademoak about eighteen miles

| from its mouth. - Being a fertile track of

upland and well situated for a new settle-
ment, his four sons settled in the same
locality, and from that the name Thorne-
town was derived, and the settlement is
known by that name yet, although there
is no town neicher any compact village,
only a farming locality. The hand of
time has wrought marked changes, where-
as once it was a compact settlement of
Thornes, now there is not one person of
that name living in that part of the set-
tlement I am about to describe. I will
confine my remarks to a small portion of
the Washademosak, commrencing at John
Armstrong’s and ending at Long Creek,
including both sides of the river. First
the Central R. R. runs through this sec-
tion, having stopping places on both
sides of the river, and giving us a daily
mail. In summer weare served with
steam boat accommodations three trips

per week. We have two large steam saw

lowed to stand for some time.

mills with all modern improvements, one
grist mill, three shoe factories, two car-
penter shops, two hotels, two stores,
three post offices, one butcher shop and
one doctor, and our spiritusl wants are
looked after by Baptist, Presbyterians
and the Episcopal; the Buptists being by
far the larger body, and as the inhabit-
ants are mostly descendant from the non-
comformists they possess a large amouut
of independence that is lacking in other
communities, that spirit of celf-relisnce
has been transmitted from father to son,
which is visible both in religious and
political matters. Since the present school
law came in furce we have sent opt five
clergymen, two lawyers, ten doctors, and
twenty-seven school teachers, beside sev-
eral©° mechanics.  Your correspondent

An Hssay on Alcohol.

Many kinds of fruit such as grapes,
cherry, apples and others contain a quan-
tity of sweetened water or juice being
rendered sweet by the amount of sugar
they contain.

The grape juice for example can be
changed into alcohol. When the juice is
drawn off and allowed to stand in a warm
place, bubbles soon begin to rise and

cover the top of it with froth. It is turn-"

ing into alcohol and carbonic acid gas that
rises in the liquid and goes off in the air.
The aJeohol is a thin liquid which mixed
with water remains in the grape juice, so
we see the sugar has changed to alcehol.
Cider, a drink formed from the juice of
apples, contains at first a small quantity
of aleohol but get stronger after being al-
It has
been called the ‘‘devil’'s kindling wood,”
as many people drink it thinking it harm-
less. c .

Then again much liquor is made from
grain, contains a large amount of starch,
this is artifically changed to sugar, then
the sugar is changed ao alcohol. All
liquor contain more or less alcohol, and

by digtilling wine, cider, etc., are made

to contain much more. Alcohol looks
like water, it is a thin, colourless liquid,
lighter than water and more-easily evap-
orated, and boiling makes it into a vapour
at a lower temperature than water. It
burns with a blue flame producing much
heat but httle light. AsI have stated it
looks like water but differs very much.
The Bible tells us that a cup of cold water
given in the Lord’s name to a. disciple
shall ‘' not loose its reward, while it also
says; woe unto him who putteth the glass
to his neighbor’s lips. The day sehools
are doing much important temaperance
work which is so needful to put down this
fearful enemy alcohol. We are glad to say
the Board of Education has deemed it
necessary that a part of the time should
be spent in the school room dealing with
this that is doing and has done so much
to ruin our fellow creatures. Sabbath
schools and all temperance erganizations
are also doing a vast work, yet there re-
mains much to bedone. The boys and
girls that fill the school rooms today will
be the men and women of our province,
and may we ever strive to rid our coun-
try of the King Alcohol.

. The Irish Difficulty.-

I believe that the full development of -
agricultural organization points the only
way by which the agricultural industry, in
Ireland can be saved. ~The drish farmers,
who formerly had to compete only with
their fellow workers in the United Kibg-
dom, are’ now brought into competition
with th® farmers of the whole world. The
time has come when they must intelligens-
1y apply to their industry those methods
of combination which have been resorted
to by those engaged in every other indus-
trial undertaking, and by farmers of other
countries. The system by which we are
secking to attain this result has already
proved its economic soundpess, and it is

" only lack of funds sufficlent to send or-

ganizers qualified to educate bodies of
farmers, who are ready to listen to them
in almost every parish in Ireland, in its
principles and procedure, which delays its
universal adoption. May I point out that
in providing the sinews of war a splendid
opportunity is open for some wealthy lover
of Ireland to confer upon her people an
incalculable boon?

The principle upon which under modern
oonditions the salvation of Ireland must
be sought becomes more manifest every
year. The Irish difficulty has long been
rather economic than political, and it is
more than ever today. Solve the eeonomic
problem, and in the process the Irish peo
ple will be so elevated and strengthened
that they will be able to solve the political
problem for themselves. I am firmly con-
vinced that all future attempts to deal
with the Irish question on purely political
lines are doomed to share the fate of Irish
policies in the past.—Right Hon. Horace
Plunkett, M. P., President Irish Agri-
oultural Organization Society, in North
American Review.

Spanish Peasants’ Trick.

In one respect the Spanish peasants are
ahead of the rest of the world—they have
learned to make cocks hatch eggs and look
after the chickens, while the hen, being at
liberty, can and does lay more eggs than
she wonld if hampered by her maternal
duties.

TOOTHBRUSH AIDS HEALTH.

Sound Teeth and Body Oaly to Be Had
by Its Frequent Use.

It is but a little thing, yet on !tl
proper use depends much of the ha
ness of modern man. Why civ
teeth should be so rotten is a question
which has often been debated, and prob-
ably the true answer is more complex
than some would think. Many good
mothers are content to put all toothache
down to lollipops, but that sugar in it-
self is not responsible for bad teeth is
proved by the splendid ‘‘ivories’’ often
possessed by negroes who practically
live upon the sugar cane and thrive
upon it, too, during the whole of the
season when it is in maturity. Dental
decay is common enough, bkowever,
among negroes in towns, and it seems
clear that the caries of the teeth which
is so common among most ocivilized
races is due not toany particular article
of diet so much as to digestive and nu-
tritive changes imposed upon us by our
mode of life and to some extent by the
fact that by hook or crook we do some-
how manage to live, notwithstanding
our bad teeth, whereas in a state of na-
ture the toothless man soon dies.

Recognizing, then, that until the time
arrives when some great social reformer
either mends or ends our present social
conditions our teeth will tend to rot, |
and that, whatever the predisposing
causges, the final act in the produstion of
paries id the lodgment of microbes on
and around the teeth, we ses that for
long to come the toothbresh will bea
necessity if the ‘health is to be main-
tained. It is only by the frequent use of
this little instrument that those minute
accumulations can be removed which
are at the root of so much mischief. A
few elementary lessons in bacteriology
would, we fancy, greatly startle many
