THE WAR IN SIAM.
Slsm Preparing to Fire on and Ram. 

French War Ships.

London, July, 22.— The spirit of aggres­
sive rapacity which has too often been the 
spirit of France in her dealings with

in the rather piratical enterprises of the 
French gun-boats off Bangkok. It is 
audible alike in the speeches of her 
Foreign minister to the chamber and in 
the tone of the most serious and respec­
table French papers. She has at best a 
disputable case and a doubtful grievance 
against Siam. She acts as if right were 
wholly on her side or as if she did not 
care whether it were or not. A Siamese 
official has probably murdered a French 
official engaged in a hostile expedition. 
The Siamese had the incredible effrontery 
to capture a French officer invading Siam­
ese territory with a military force in time 
of peace. These are the grievances which 
Siam has acknowledged by undertaking 
to investigate the acts of her mandarin 
and by releasing the French captain. The 
French on the other hand, in violation of 
their treaty with Siam, have sent gun­
boats into the river Menam, the passage 
of which they forced, and in violation of 
every prjnciple of international law 
have sent an ultimatum to the Siamese 
government embodying a demand for the 
surrender of territory admittedly belong­
ing to Siam, to which the French have 
absolutely no other claim than that 
founded on their own convenience and 
the possession of superior force.

THE ULTIMATUM TO SIAM.

France demands 95,000 square miles of 
territory, besides a few paltry millions of 
francs for damages, which, if genuine, a 
few thousands would cover. There is to 
be no inquiry into the facts, no negotia­
tion, no opportunity for Siam to do so 
much as to state her own view of her 
own case. She is an independant king­
dom, about one fourth larger than France 
in area, and she is to submit within forty- 
eight hours to humiliation, dismember­
ment and probable ruin: If she refuses 
war follows. Such, stripped of technical­
ities and details, are the facts which all 
M. Devell’s phrases in the French cham­
ber cannot obscure. These events occur 
in a part of the world so remote and are 
so entirely in unison with the habit and 
policy of France toward oriental races 
that they might have attracted little at­
tention were it not that they threaten to 
bring France into collision with England. 
Siam is what is known in the jargon of 
oriental diplomacy as a buffer state, inter­
posing a considerable and most useful 
stretch of territory between the French 
and British frontiers.

England’s position.
England has moreover an important 

commerce with Siam, France having next 
to none, and English subjects inhabit 
Bangkok in considerable numbers. She 
cannot, therefore, tolerate French en­
croachments which threaten the inde­
pendent existence of Siam or the treaty 
and trade rights of her own people. She 
is bound to protect both, and has given 
notice to France to that effect. At the 
same time, whatever may be her opinion 
of French proceedings toward Siam, she 
will not interfer so long as her own inter­
ests are not affected. Lord Roseberry has 
stated the English view in the house of 
lords with such singular moderation and 
firmness that even the Auglophobes of 
France, who appear to include nearly the 
whole population, can find no cause of 
offence in his language. In England on 
the other hand, it is felt that Lord Rose- 
berry’s civil words indicate no weakness 
of purpose. His courage and capacity are 
so well known here as to command the 
confidence of both parties. They are so 
well known in France that it is not ex­
pected France will extend her enterprises 
to a point which might compel him to in­
terpose. These are the outlines of the 
situation. It is critical, but probably not 
dangerous, unless it should happen too 
often that despatches from Paris arrive 
too late to prevent eager naval officers on 
the spot from taking the law into their 
own hands.
SCANDALOUS TREATMENT OF LORD DUFFERIN.

Meantime Lord Dufferin returned to 
France temporarily. He had been with­
drawn by the English foreign minister on 
account of the long-continued and scanda­
lous personal attacks of the baser Paris 
papers, extenuated even by the less base. 
In all civilized and in most barbarious 
countries an ambassador is held sacred, 
and the government to which he is ac­
credited finds means of protecting him 
from abuse as well as from violence. 
France is the exception. True, offending 
papers may be prosecuted, but only at the 
instigation of the ambassador, a provision 
which, whether or not the authors of this 
singular process ever intended, makes a 
prosecution impossible. The ambassador 
would think it inconsistent with his dig­
nity to ask for the indictment of those 
gutter journals, or of any journal. No 
foreign government would allow its repre­
sentative to pat himself in that humiliat­
ing attitude. On the other hand, no gov­
ernment could suffer an ambassador to be 
reviled and insulted forever. Lord Rose- 
berry’s patience was almost scriptual. But 
at last, convinced that no redress was to 
be had, he told Lord Dufferin to come 
home. If he now sends him back it is, as 
I understand, solely for the conduct of 
negotiations relating to Siam. Those 
finished, Lord Dufferin will once more 
find himself in need of sea air at Walmer, 
and his duties as Lord Warden of the 
Cinque Ports will again become impera­
tive.

OMINOUS CLOUDS GATHERING.

The Newfoundland business may de­
tain him. This is a more delicate diffi­
culty than Siam. There is nothing in the 
lobster question which arbitration might 
not settle in a week, but Newfoundland 
unhappily has to be dealt with in Egypt. 
The French keep every sore open so long 
as England clings to the banks of the 
Nile. The visit of the Khedive to the 
Sultan is a third difficulty, and perhaps 
Madagascar is a fourth. Ten days ago 
there was not a cloud on the horizon. 
Now they gather from all quarters at 
once.

GREAT IS THE GLAD8TONIAN GUILLOTINE.

The automatic Gladstone guillotine re­
sumed operations on Thursday on the 
stroke of ten and did its work with its 
usual neatness and despatch. The last 
ten clauses of the home rule bill, not 
counting clauses, schedules and such mat­
ters, were passed through committee. 
They were for the most part undebated, 
unconsidered and unread. Such is legis­
lation underçMr. Gladstone; such the 
process by which an old constitution is 
torn up and a new constitution framed. 
The will of an old man in a hurry is om­
nipotent in the house of commons. Rapid, 
indeed, is the progress of debasement and

demoralization. The excitement, indig­
nation, anger and stormy ebullitions of 
the first week are seen no more. They 
were sometimes discreditable, but they 
were at least signs of a healthy vitality. 
They were a protest against an odious 
form of tyranny, the more odious because 
enforced with the forms of law. But 
after three weeks of this “ discipline ” the

cepts its fate and hardly ever remonstrates.
CIVIL SERVANTS IN IRELAND.

There has been a contest, rather lan­
guid, over the fate of civil servants in Ire­
land, who, after six years, are to be 
handed over to the tender mercies of 
Messrs. Healey, Walsh, Dillon & Co., 
with the option of retiring meantime on 
meagre pensions. There has been another 
contest over the police, whose fate is full 
of uncertainty.

THE FINANCIAL CLAUSES.

There has been another debate on Irish 
finance, which is still in a fluid state. 
There has been one scene, when Mr. John 
Merely made another attack — he cannot 
keep his hands off them — on another 
Irish judge. Mr. Carson called it a cow­
ardly attack, and had forthwith to with- 
draw “cowardly.”

And so the week wore slowly on ; Mr. 
Gladstone perhaps the only man in the 
house, except the Irish, not thoroughly 
sick of the whole business. Mr. Sexton 
has occasionally opposed the government 
when he could do it safely. His followers 
continue to insult the clerk at the table 
if he ventures to do his duty and supply 
the chairman with that information 
touching the rales of the house of which 
Mr. Mellor is so often in need. Mr. 
Gladstone continues to omit to defend, or 
in any way to protect, an official who can 
in no way protect or i lefend himself. The 
ministerial majorities, when there were 
ieal trials of strength, have averaged 
about thirty-five.

FURTHER FIGHTING IN THE KHONG 
DISTRICT.

Paris, July 23.—-A dispatch to The 
Tempt from Saigon says: A telegram 
from Stuntryng announces that Capt. Vil- 
lers, commanding the ’French forces at 
Khoag, re-opened fire upon the Siamese 
on the loth inst. In the course of the 
day the French captured forts Dondua, 
Dongo, and Donsom. The last-named 
stronghold, though protected by three 
series of well-constructed fortifications, 
was captured on the following day with­
out loss to the French, who now occupy 
the entire group of islands. Only the 
town of Khong remains to be captured. 
It is estimated that 300 Siamese were 
killed and 100 were wounded in the last 
encounter.

WHAT THE FRENCH DEMANDS MEAN.

The Bangkok correspondent of The 
Times says, concerning the terms of 
France’s ultimatum : “ Europe, snd es­
pecially Great Britain, should know that 
this territorial demand represents 95,000 
square miles. It includes the province 
that Burmab ceded to Siam on the condi­
tion that it never should be ceded to any 
other power and 50,000 miles of north­
eastern Siam, into which the French have 
never advanced. The demand for the 
evacuation of the left bank of the Mekong 
river proves that governor general dc 
Lannesan’s statements regarding previous 
French possession of the tracts claimed 
are untrue. The indemnity demanded 
represents France’s previous claims and 
should satisfy the most grasping govern­
ment. In fact, France demands the dis­
memberment and ruin of Siam, and, if 
these be denied, will make war upon and 
blockade the country with whom her 
trade in 1892 amounted to £8000, whilst 
the British trade, all carried in British 
bottoms, reached a value of over £2,500,000, 
in which the British subjects number but 
256. These French demands confirm 
what I stated from the outset, namely, 
France’s attack on Siam is in reality 
directed against England, although that 
country has hitherto been loyal and 
friendly to her in her Siamese affairs.”

At midnight it is stated that Siam’s 
reply is considered unsatisfactory. M. 
Pavie will probably leave Bangkok on 
Wednesday to go aboard the cruiser 
Forfait.

Bangkok, July 24.—M. Pavie, French 
minister, has lowered his flag over his 
offices, and haa notified the Siamese 
government that he will leave the city to 
go aboard the French warship on Wed­
nesday. He requested the government to 
provide pilots to conduct a lutin and 
comte down river. The French subjects 
in Bangkok will be placed under the pro­
tection of the Dutch consul.

London July 24.— Franco-Siamese com­
plications have been the one absorbing 
topic in the house of commons to-day. 
The question is regretted with apprehen­
sion by all parties. On all sides regrets 
are expressed that the British warships 
in Siamese waters were not reinforced a 
month ago, as British interests in Siam 
out-number the French a hundred to one. 
This afternoon a council of ministers was 
summoned at the instance of Lord Rose­
bery, secretary of state for foreign affairs, 
to meet in the prime minister’s room of 
the commons. The only subject discussed 
was the situation at Bangkok.

A despatch from Paris to the Central 
News states that the blockade of the 
.Siamese coast will become effective on 
Thursday or Friday next.

Raspberry Blanc-Mange.
Take one pint of raspberries, one cup­

ful sugar, two cupfuls of water and six 
tablespoonfuls of arrowroot. Mash the 
fruit in a bowl with the sugar, and set 
aside for an hour, then add the water and 

. press through a sieve. Put this liquid, re­
serving half a cupful, on to boil in the 
double boiler, mix the arrowroot smooth 
with the reserved half cupful, add it to 
the boiling liquid, and cook for eight min­
utes, stirring constantly. Dip a mould in 
cold water, pour in the blanc-mange, and 
set irway to harden, which it will do in 
about four hours’ Serve with sugar and 
cream.

Raspberry and Currant Tart.
Mix together two cupfuls of raspberries 

and two cupfuls of red currants. Sweeten 
to taste ; fill shells of good pie-paste with 
them, cover with paste and bake. To be

BUTTER MAKING.
A Paper on the Way to Make Good 

Marketable Butter.

(P. E. Island Farmer.)

The following is the paper read by Mr. 
Frederick McDonald of Glenadale, before 
the farmers and dairymen’s association at 
their annual meeting in Charlottetown 
last week :—

Concerning the manufacture of butter, 
much has been written, and much of the 
local lore of neighborhoods can hardly 
be said, consisting as it does of tradition­
al manipulations which are to be learned 
much better by experience than by read­
ing. Processes in some respects differ al­
most diametrically, as each may be pre­
sumed to think he has hit upon the plan 
that is likely to produce the best results.

I can hardly do better than detail the 
various processes of my own system of 
butter-making, which is attended with 
satisfactory results. Every effort in breed­
ing and in.feeding is directed toward the 
production of the largest quantity or the 
richest quality of milk. Milking is done 
quickly, regularly and thoroughly, the 
last drop being drawn from the udder 
at each milking, since nothing- tends so 
much to cause a cow to fall off ia her 
yield as the leaving of even a small 
quantity of strippings in the udder. As 
the milk or some part of it is to be used 
as food, of course everything in connect­
ion with the operation is as clean as poss­
ible. Not only is the vessel into which 
the milk is drawn, but the udder and 
teats if necessary, are washed and the 
hands of the operator free from offence. 
In all cases milk should be strained im­
mediately on being drawn. After the 
milking the milk is taken to the dairy, 
where it is separated by an Alexandria 
cream separater with a capacity of fifty 
gallons an hour. The skim milk goes 
warm to the calves and hogs and the 
cream is set away in a can immersed in 
ice cold water where it is kept sweet un­
til twenty-four hours before churning, 
when it is ripened.

One of the advantages, among the many 
which might be cited in favor of the cen­
trifugal method ot separation is that it 
allows one to have complete control over 
the ripening of the cream. Twenty-four 
hours before the churning, I take the 
cream out of the cold vat and set it into a 
vat containing water heated up to about 
90°, when the cream is heated up to 62°. 
It is then put intd~a vat perfectly air­
tight, with an air space all round, so as to 
keep the temperature even. After being 
in this vat for twenty-foijr hours, it is 
ready for churning. It is immediately 
cooled down to 58°, and churned, 
which is usually done in from twenty to 
forty minutes. We never more than half 
fill [the chum. The violent dashing of 
the cream brings the globules of butter 
into collision, and when the temperature 
is right, the globules are consequently in 
an adhesive condition. They rapidly 
gather into small masses and these into 
larger ones, until the butter appears in 
grains like those of wheat and buckwheat.

When the churning is completed, any 
further churning is injurious to the but­
ter. Over churning has the effect of in­
juring the texture of the butter and 
changing the soft waxy, almost crystaline 
appearance, into a soft greasy one. When 
the butter is in the best condition after 
the churning, it appears as a mass of small 
granules adhering together, but which 
easily fall apart when floated in cold wat­
er. When the cream is churned, the en­
closing membranes of the fat globules are 
broken and the fat unites in a semi solid 
mass of butter, from which the butter­
milk containing the casein may be sep­
arated. If this is not done effectually, 
the casein which is left in the butter, be­
ing a nitrogenous substance, will soon be­
gin to decompose and will induce a de­
composition in the butter, resulting in the 
formation of certain volatalic acids, which 
impart to it a rancid offensive taste and 
odor. The granular form of the butter, 
very much facilitates this separation of 
the buttermilk, if the churn is stopped as 
before [stated, when the globules are the 
size of buckwheat.

The buttermilk is drawn off and cold 
water is put into the churn, the chum is 
then turned rapidly and the milk water 
is then drawn off. More water is then 
used and thus repeated until it is no lon­
ger colored by the buttermilk, and the 
butter is entirely free from it.

The preservation of the butter is effect­
ed not only by the removal from it of 
these obnoxious elements, but also by the 
use of some antiseptic substance. Salt is 
most commonly used for this purpose, 
and if pure is sufficient for well made 
butter. Some people who have bad but­
ter, try to hide the bad flavor by use of 
borax, saltpetre and sugar, and with good 
results.

Salting butter, however, is a very nice 
operation, and requires a good deal of 
care. In my dairy we use Rice’s dairy 
salt. It should be pure and very fine. 
The butter is salted at the rate of one 
ounce to the pound, and the salt is sifted 
on through a hair seive.

Previous to working, I leave the but­
ter in the churn to drain for twenty min­
utes.

We put our better in one pound prints 
wrapped in parchment paper with the 
name of the dairy printed upon it.

After Mr. McDonald was done reading, 
he gave an exhibition of separating cream 
from new milk, with the separator ment­
ioned in his paper. The separator was 
made at London, Ont., and the cost price 
of it is about $150. It is a very complete 
apparatus, being driven with a crank by 
hand, and when at full speed, the large 
cup in which the separating process is 
affected, make about twelve hundred rev­
olutions per minute. The result of the 
experiment was most satisfactory, and 
proved a valuable object lesson to those 
present. Mr. McDonald had also in the 
hall his churning apparatus, table and 
washer and butter printer, and an exhi­
bition of their working was given to the 
great gratification of the visitors.

THE MEMPHIS LYNCHING.

A Negro Gashed, Hanged, Burned, and 
Dragged Through the Town.

Memphis, July 23.—While the feeling 
prevails that Lee Walker, who assaulted 
two colored women and who attempted to 
assault Miss Mollie McCadden, deserved 
death, yet the manner of bis taking off by 
the mob on Saturday night and the awful 
barbarities which followed the hanging 
are condemned by all good citizens.

The Commercial’s editorial this morn­
ing unstintedly condemns Sheriff Mc- 
Leadon for weakness in not resisting the 
lynchers. Had the mob been led by 
citizens of Bond station, where Miss Mc­
Cadden lived, or had any citizen of repute 
been engaged in the lynching and crem- 
nation, it would be looked at differently. 
The lynchers were drunken hoodlums,

and it is recognized that they were moved 
not by any principle of revenge, but 
merely by a brutal desire for blood which 
was proven by the barbarities perpetrated 
on the dead body.

A few drunken switchmen battered 
down a side door to the jail with a bar of 
railroad iron. For fully thirty minutes 
these few begged in vain for the crowd to 
follow them into trie jail yard.

No one would go, and the great bulk of 
the crowd were there only as spectators. 
At this stage three ringleaders were ar­
rested and locked up in jail. They begged 
to be released.

The sheriff’s friends pleaded with him 
to keep them locked up, assuring him 
that method would stop further trouble. 
He turned them loose on their promises 
to go home. No attempt had been made 
to force the front doors.

When these men were turned loose the 
front doors were forced and the crowd 
swarmed into the corridor. Theie was 
still an ample force of deputy sheriffs 
and policemen to keep the crowd from 
battering down the iron door to the body 
of the jail, but under the sheriff’s instruc­
tions not a pistol, a gun, or even a police­
man’s club was allowed to be used. The 
sheriff was struck senseless with a chair, 
and was taken to a bedroom. The dep­
uties and policemen, having no leader, 
stood by and watched a handful of men 
batter down the door.

The prisoner was brought out with a 
rope around his neck. He fought fiercely 
and bit several men severely. One of 
them stumbled and fell, and the crowd 
trampled on them, breaking his jaw and 
probably injuring him fatally.

A square away the victim was strung 
up to a telegraph pole. While the rope 
was being adjusted men gashed the negro 
in the neck, the side and legs with knives. 
His clothes were stripped off, and as the 
naked body hung upJie was already 
nearly dead, the blood streaming from his 
wounds. A big railroad switchman pulled 
his legs till his neck cracked. The body 
was dashed against the telegraph pole. 
When it was cut down it was kicked and 
spumed. The cry arose, “ Burn him.”

Wood was brought from a neighboring 
wood yard and a fire made on the street. 
The naked body was thrown on it while 
the crowd jested and laughed.

That was at midnight. For four hours 
a drunken remnant of the mob made 
fearful sport with the carcass. Relic 
hunters broke off the teeth, the nails, 
bits of the skull, and pieces of burnt flesh 
for pocket pieces. A rope was tied around 
the remnants of the body and they were 
dragged through the streets to the court 
house. There the man was hanged to a 
street car centre pole. It fell, and was 
again lashed to the pole.

At 4 o’clock this morning the police 
scattered the score of men and boys left 
of the mob, and the county undertaker 
at length got possession of the remains. 
A coroner’s jury to-day returned the 
usual verdict of death by hanging at the 
hands of unknown parties. None of the 
mob were masked, and there was no con­
cealment. There were 5,000 people present 
but not more than forty men took an 
active part in the lynching and the sub­
sequent barbarities.

Sheriff McLendon is badly hurt. He 
seems to have concussion of the brain. 
Walker tried to commit suicide before he 
was lynched by catting his throat with a 
glass bottle found in his cell.

Walker was 19 years of age, very black, 
and as strong as a gorilla. He confessed 
as soon as he was arrested, and said he 
acted as he did because he could not help 
it. His parents corroborate his plea of 
uncontrollable impulse, and say that since 
he was 15 years old he has assaulted 
twenty or thirty women.

HOUSEHOLD RECEIPES.

Raspberry Jam.

As this fruit is apt to ba infested with 
worms, it ought al ways to be picked over 
carefully before using for any purpose. 
Weigh equal quantities of prepared fruit 
and sugar. Put the raspberries into the 
preserving kettle, break it with a wooden 
pestle, and stir continually while boiling. 
Let it boil quidkly for five or six minutes, 
then add the sugar and simmer slowly 
for about twenty minutes, or until the jam 
is as thick as desired. Store in small pots.

Raspberry Jam With Currant Juice.
Allow to every pound of raspberries one 

pound of sugar and half a cupful of cur­
rant juice. Draw the juice from the cur­
rants by boiling them for a few minutes, 
then strain through cheese-cloth. Boil 
the raspberries alone for a few minutes, 
mashing them well and stirring them con­
stantly. Add the currant juice and boil 
half an hour longer.

Raspberry Jelly.
To each pint of juice allow three-quart­

ers of a pound of sugar. Put the fruit in 
a jar, and put the jar, covered, in a kettle 
of boiling water,-breaking and mashing 
the fruit, previously with a wooden spoon 
or pestle. Boil for three-quarters of an 
hour, or until the juice is well drawn. 
Strain through a jelly bag* Measure the 
juice, add to it sugar in the above pro­
portions, and boil for about twenty min­
utes, or until the jelly thickens upon a 
little being poured upon a plate.

Raspberry Syrup.
Take two quarts of sugar, three quarts 

of red currants, four quarts of raspberries, 
and one quart of water. Prepare the 
fruit, put it into the preserving kettle, 
mash well with a wooden spoon, and boil 
for half an hour, stirring to prevent burn­
ing. Boil the sugar and water together 
for ten minutes, add to the fruit, and boil 
altogether for fifteen minutes longer. 
Strain, allow the syrup to grow cold, then 
bottle in small bottles, cork tightly, and 
keep in a cool dark place. Use three or 
four table-spoonfuls of the syrup in a 
glass of iced water.

Raspberry Vinegar.
Take four quarts of raspberries, one pint 

of best vinegar, and three pints of sugar. 
Put two quarts of the raspberries into a 
stone-china bowl, pour the vinegar over 
them, cover, and set in a cool place for 
twenty-four hours. Strain off the liquid 
rejecting the old berries. Place the re­
maining two quarts of fresh raspberries in 
the bowl, pour over these the strained 
liquid, and let these stand for twenty-four 
hours. Strain again, put the liquid in the 
preserving kettle with the sugar, and boil 
twenty minutes. When cool, pour into 
small bottles, and cork tightly.

Frozen Raspberries.
Take two quarts of raspberries, two cup­

fuls of sugar, one pint of water, and the 
juice of one lemon. Mash the raspberries 
with a wooden spoon, add the sugar, mix 
thoroughly, and set aside for two hours. 
At the end of this time add the lemon 
juice and sugar, and freeze like ice cream.

Raspberry Pie.
Pick over the berries and sprinkle slight­

ly with flour, adding sugar to taste. Bake 
in a deep plate, with two crusts.

SIAM’S KING.
He Is an Interesting Young Autrocrat, 

and Rules a Queer People.

The king of Siam is a monarch who has 
more absolute power over his subjects 
than the Czar. Few men in this world 
have as much to make them feel big and 
important, but for one in his position, he 
is a very much civilized and fin-de-siecle 
young person. He is small in person. 
His head is crowned with a golden pyra­
mid of jewels, rising in circular tiers, di­
minishing as they go upward, until they 
end in a long pencil-like point, which ex­
tends nearly two feet above the forehead 
of its kingly owner. His body is clad in 
gorgeous coat and vest, heavily embroid­
ered in gold and jewels, and in place' of 
pantaloons, he has the rich brocaded sur- 
ong of the Siamese about his loins and 
waist. It comes down below his knees at 
the front, and it looks not unlike a pair 
of fancy knickbockcrs. Below these are 
shapely pair of calves in white silk stock­
ings, and his feet are thrust into jewel- 
covered heelless slippers, pointed like the 
shoe of a Turk. The whole makes a cos­
tume brilliant and grand. He is a pleas­
ant looking fellow, and his olive-brown 
face is plump and un wrinkled. He has 
beautiful liquid black eyes, a broad, high 
and» rather full forehead, and short, 
straight black hair. Under his rather 
short and half-flat nose, there is a silky 
black moustache, and below this the lips 
are rather thick, and the chin plump and 
well rounded. His hands and feet are 
well made, and he is all told, a good spec­
imen of Siamese beauty- He is the ninth 
somqfMaha Mongkut, the last king of 
Siam, and he was picked out of a family 
of eighty-four children to be placed upon 
the throne. He haa thirty-four half broth­
ers and forty-nine half sisters.

Looking at him it is hard to imagine 
that he is the sacred ruler of from six to 
ten millions of people, and it is hard for 
an American to appreciate his absolute 
power and his holy dignity. The people 
of the country are his slaves. He has 
the right to call them into his service 
either with or without pay, and all men 
in Siam are forced to give him eit’ier the 
whole year or a part of their sen es dur­
ing the year. His word can throw aman 
in chains or put him to death and can de­
prive him of his daughter. All the wom- 
en of Siam are supposed to belong to the 
king, and no one is forbidden to him ex­
cept his mother. He is supposed to take 
one of his sisters as his queen, and the 
nobles of the country offer him their 
daughters by the score. His court is one 
of intrigue, and the nobles are glad to 
have their daughters in the harem, so 
that they may thus better attain the 
king’s friendship and powerful offices. 
He taxes the people as he pleases, and 
these taxes are so heavy, that at times 
some men have to sell their wives and 
children as slaves to enable them to pay 
him. Still, his vaults are full of treasure. 
Siam has no national debt, and he has an 
income of ten million dollars a year. He 
can spend tens of thousands of dollars in 
cremating a dead wife or establishing a 
petty navy.

Still, this king of Siam is the most pro­
gressive, the country has ever had. He is 
far in advance of his people, and he is do­
ing a great deal to civilize them. Before 
his second coronation in 1873, all natives 
who approached the king, had to do so on 
all fours. They had to raise their hands 
in adoration to him and bump their heads 
on the mats before him. The king did 
away with all that, and he has introduced 
the American handshake into his recept­
ion of foreigners, and he speaks the Eng­
lish tongue, though he never does this 
when noted foreigners have an audience 
with him. He has brought the telegraph 
and telephone into Bangkok, has estab­
lished a street car line, and lights his 
harem with electric lights.

The king of Siam is a Buddhist, and he 
was for some time a Buddhist priest, as is 
the custom with all men in Siam. Every 
one is expected at some time to enter the 
priesthood, and this royal monarch, with 
his millions of treasure, his scores of 
wives, and his ten million dollars a year, 
once shaved his head and nominally gave 
up his crown and his harem to wear a 
yellow cotton scarf about his waist, and 
to go fasting and praying. The Siamese 
priests are picturesque, as well as devout. 
The priesthood is useful to married men. 
A man can be divorced whenever he likes 
by entering the priesthood for a month 
or so. Nobles do not require any such 
formality.

The great event in the life of a Siamese 
is the function of having his hair cut. 
On the top of a Siamese baby’s head, a 
certain lock of hair is preserved. All the 
rest of the head is shaved, but this lock 
is kept sacred until he reaches the age 
when he officially passes from boyhood to 
manhood, then off comes the lock. The 
celebrations attending the hair cutting of 
the present king, lasted three days.

The king of Siam has a very large as­
sortment of wives, but he is so high and 
mighty, that he must marry nobody be­
neath him in rank, his only equals being 
his family. IIis regular official queen 
must therefore, always be his half sister. 
The queen is not far from twenty years 
old, she rules the harem, and is a very 
pretty Siamese girl. Her complexion is a 
light brown, and her oily black hair, 
about two inches long, stands straight up 
and is combed backward from a fair open 
forehead. She has beautiful eyes, wears 
diamond earings and has a diamond pend­
ant at her neck, and her fingers are cov­
ered with precious stones. She smokes 
cigarettes as also does the king, and she 
chews the betel nqt, making her teeth as 
black as jet and her lips stick out. The 
Siamese say that any dog can have white 
teeth, but it is only those who are rich 
enough to afford the betel nut who can 
have black ones.

The debtor class of Siam afford a great 
contrast to all this gorgeousness. They 
are stripped naked, and, chained to heavy 
logs, are compelled to work as slaves. 
The interest on money is so high in Siam, 
that when a man once gets in debt, the 
most he can possibly hope for by the 
hardest kind of work, is to pay the inter­
est on what he owes. This has discouraged 
industry, and has encouraged the pract­
ice of allowing the women to do the work 
Men being proud and ambitious, soon tire 
of industry indulged in for its own sweet 
sake. The temples and palaces of Siam 
are structures of complicated magnificence.

Witnesses in the courts are tortured in 
very ingenious ways. Certain classes are 
prohibited from testifying. They include 
drunkards, gamblers, virgins, execution­
ers, beggars and persons who cannot 
read. When they whip a man they 
stretch his skin from head to heels, to 
make the blows effective.

The sacred white elephant, for which 
Siam is famous, if he ever did amount to 
any thing, has gone all to pieces. He is 
at present a mangy, scraggy, wild-eyed 
creature, with nothing white about him 
but his ears, which seem to have the lep­
rosy. His keepers are dirty, he is not 
bound with golden chains, and the only 
thing royal about him is his bad temper.

\
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WAÈ IN SIAM.

Siam at present is the particular spot to 
which all eyes are directed. Hitherto it 
has not taken any important place in the 
world’s history ; but late events show 
that from its position anything affecting 
it concerns not only Asia, but is vital to 
the peace of Europe. Its trade, which is 
comparatively large, is all done in British 
ships, and here is where the trouble may 
arise. In the event of France declaring a 
blockade of Siamese ports war with Eng­
land must result. England would not 
recognize the blockade, but would continue 
her shipping business, and the French 
war vessels would undoubtedly fire on the 
British merchantmen; then war would 
ensue. France is now as eager for war 
with England as she was with Prussia a 
few years since ; the only thing that can 
prevent trouble is the careful and dip­
lomatic bearing of the British premier 
and his cabinet.

It is stated by the Pall Mall Gazette, an 
authority, that France has decided to cur­
tail her demands, and that the trouble is 
now ended. However, it is only a ques­
tion of time as Germany is eager for a 
pretext for attacking France, rather than 
that France should have time to com­
pletely repair her great defeat by the 
Prussians. Italy is also ready, and Russia 
has for years been preparing and eager 
that it would come, as the only relief from 
internal dissentions.

Turkey would naturally be drawn into 
the conflict and it is difficult which side 
she would favor. For some time past she 
has sided with Russia, but the weakening 
of the triple alliance would mean the ab­
sorption of Turkey by her great neighbor.

It will be a world’s war when it comes, 
and the maps of Europe and Asia will be 
greatly changed at the close of the con­
flict; but there is not the slightest 
reason to suppose that in the crisis the 
star of England will decline, rather that 
it will shine more gloriously than ever.

TOBIQUE VALLEY.

■And now the rumor has gone forth that 
sir John Thompson is to be cast off and 
sir Charles Tupper is to assume the leader­
ship of the thoroughly frightened con­
servatives. If it does come to pass it will 
not save them as they must stick to their 
old policy of protection, and that has 
signed its own death warrant, especially 
in the maritime provinces. It is as good 
an evidence of defeat as is needed when 
not a member of the party in this country 
upholds the old policy, but invariably 
says that the government are to introduce 
remedial measures. No remedy will be 
found available, however, as the people 
are entirely sick of the whole business 
and the remedy proposed will be the kind 
that kills. However, Mr. Foster may tell 
us next week the ingredients of the dose 
which he proposes to administer to the 
people of York if he is a candidate as is 
rumored, and then its deadly nature may 
be understood, although it is probable it 
will be more or less sugar-coated.

The opposition press have for about a 
year been offering up dishes of hash 
weekly about the Woodstock bridge. 
These statements were everyone made 
when it was proposed to build the Fred­
ericton highway bridge. The site was 
the worst that could be chosen ; the piers 
would be swept out of existence by the 
ice ; the whole thing was a political job 
and it would never be built. And when 
they saw the structure going up, they 
added the postscript, that it would be of 
no benefit as it would be unsafe. It was 
said that it would impede navigation, etc. 
Anyone who will take the trouble to com­
pare the editorials in the St. John Sun 
respecting the Woodstock bridge with 
those on the F. edericton structure, will 
see at a glance that the same old chest­
nuts are trotted out, hitched to the same 
old vehicle, with the result that the 
bridge will be built and be a benefit to 
the province as the Fredericton bridge is.

Before the city council saddles an ad­
ditional debt upon the backs of the tax­
payers in the shape of a new system of 
lighting, would it not be as well to ask 
the said burden bearers what their opin­
ion of the matter is? As they provide 
the funds they have surely a right to be 
heard. It is nonsense to let political 
feeling run riot in this manner ; the city’s 
interests should be guarded and it is the 
council’s duty to attend to it, but to make 
a contract with a company without bonds 
or other security appears a very unbusi­
nesslike proceeding.

Stef by step Gladstone has pushed the 
Home rule clauses through the house till 
now all have passed the committee stage. 
What reception the measure will meet 
with at the hands of the upper chamber 
it is difficult to determine, but the feeling 
is general that it will be rejected. 
History, however, shows that reforms 
have received the same treatment before, 
and the enterprise which carried them to 
fulfillment will do the same with Home 
rule.

The Ottawa Free Press says : It is 
likely that judge King, of the New Bruns­
wick supreme court, will be promoted to 
the bench of the Dominion supreme 
court in place of the late Mr. justice Pat­
terson, New Brunswick being now with­
out representation in our national court of 
appeal. Dr. Barker, formerly M. P. for 
St. John, may succeed judge King on the 
local bench.

There is no reason to suppose that the 
trouble in the United States respecting 
finances, will seriously affect this province. 
The causes which led to the trouble there 
do not exist here. There is every pros­
pect of New Brunswick business men 
doing as large and safe a business this 
year as at any other period, but care will 
have to be exercised.

It would puzzle the brains of the few 
individuals in this city, who are trying 
to boost Foster on York, to tell us what 
that gentleman has done for the consti­
tuency he has represented for years at 
Ottawa. His record for Kings would pro­
claim him about as valuable an acquisition 
to York as her present local represen­
tatives. York don’t want him ; won’t 
have him.

Because of the great success of the lib­
eral convention at Ottawa the young con­
servative club insisted on a gathering of 
the faithful at Toronto to eclipse the for­
mer if possible. But one section of the 
party wanted it on the star chamber prin­
ciple to which the other objected. So the 
whole thing has fallen through.

So much has been said and written of 

the beautiful scenery of the Tobique Val­
ley that when a cheap excursion to the 
Plaster Rock was advertised for last Wed­
nesday, a great many people concluded to 
avail themselves of the opportunity of 
seeing that country and enjoying a ride 
over the Tobique Valley Railway. The 
Dominion Government was represented 
by the Hon. John Costigan, Secretary of 
State, who had with him several other 
gentlemen from Ottawa. The local gov­
ernment was represented by Attorney 
General Blair, Prov. Secretary Mitchell 
and Chief Commissioner Emmerson. 
Other gentlemen were there from St John 
and a few joined them at Woodstock ; the 
number was increased at each station and 
when the excursion train was made up at 
Perth there were four flat cars closely 
seated and packed with passengers. Others 
were taken on at each siding and two 
more cars had to be added. When the 
train reached its destination there were 
upwards of four hundred excursionists on 
board, and ttrty were met on the grounds 
by enough more to swell the number to 
about six hundred. The Andover Band 
was in attendance and enlivened the com­
pany whenever necessary. The excursion 
terminated at the mouth of the Whaps- 
keliegan,—called for short Whapskev, 
twenty-six miles from Perth, and here a 
few hours were spent in picnicking with 
the usual diversions ot such outings.

A work bench having been brought 
into service as a platform, J. Fletcher 
Tweedale, esq., warden of Victoria county, 
was called to the bench, and short approp­
riate addresses were made by secretary 
of state Costigan, att’y gen. Blair, prov. 
sec. Mitchell, Geo. T. Baird, M. P. P., and 
Messrs. W. T. Drysdale, Thos. Lawson, 
Geo. L. Holyoke, and J. Fletcher Tweed­
ale. At six o’clock the train started on 
the return, and at eight, arrived at Perth, 
all having enjoyed a delightful day.

The excursion was got up by rev. J. R. 
Hopkins, a church of England .clergyman 
who has been located on the Tobique for 
three years, and by tact and energy has 
in that time succeeded in having three 
churches erected and nearly completed. 
The object of the excursion was to raise 
funds to complete the churches and it is 
hoped that hit efforts were crowned with 
ample success.

The excursion was over the T. V. rail­
way, which is now completed for twenty- 
six miles, und in a few weeks the remain­
ing two miles to the Plaster Rock, will be 
finished. Every part of this road has 
been thoroughly built, and reflects the 
highest credit on the contractors, Messrs. 
Lawlor & Connor. The road extends to 
the Plaster Rock, and the last half of it 
passes through one of the most fertile, 
but most poorly developed sections of 
forming land to be found in the province. 
The land further up the Tobique is said to 
be equally well adapted to forming, and 
Hon. Mr.,Costigan said he would continue 
his efforts to have the railway extended 
and more of the railway opened up.

HOMELESS AND DESTITUTE.

People Nearly Crazy on Account of the 
Silver Mines Closing. '

» Denver, Col., July 27.—The business 
depression in this state is intense and the 
people are in a most unhealthy mental 
condition. Private letters from the mining 
districts depict the people in a state of 
mind bordering on frenzy. In the city of 
Rico, which, as a local paper declares, 
has the proud distiction of being the best 
mining camp in the San Juan country, 
the situation has become alarming. Here 
all the mines have shut down and the 
mining companies have failed to pay off 
the men, leaving thus about 400 men out 
of work and out of cash. This would be 
bad enough,but everything has come down 
to a cash basis, and stores and boarding 
houses refuse to credit. Many are leaving 
town, and the trains are unable to accomo- 
deat the crowds seeking to make their 
exit. To add to the situation, the trains, 
many of them, have been taken of, leaving 
only one mixed train, which runs every 
other day. A letter which I hold in my 
hand states that “it is only two weeks 
since the mines shut down,” and that 
“ over 200 trunks are at the depot await­
ing transportation.”

“ All that can get out,” the letter com­
mences, “ are leaving. A large number of 
houses are closed, houses, lots, and furni­
ture are of no account. Cash is the only 
thing that will get bread or meat. Every­
one is nearly crazy. The suspense every­
one is under is terrible. How will they 
stand it until it is settled ? * * * It 
does seem as if relief must come to us in 
some way, but all the mining towns are 
alike.” From another source the report 
comes that the men are becoming des­
perate and have threatened to fire the 
town. Still later another letter says, “ the 
condition is no better but rather worse, 
robberies and fires have commenced and 
the fpeo, ’e are nearly crazy.” Of courte 
there is much of the lawless element in 
all mining camps, but the majority of the 
citizens of Rico have the reputation of 
being staid, sober, industrious men, some 
of them men of education and refinement, 
who would be an ornament to any society. 
But aside from this temporay re'gn of 
terror there is vital cause for anxiety. 
There is no possibility of any other busi­
ness being conducted in the town, and 
should the mines continue to be closed 
the entire property in the place will be­
come worthless.

HARVEY STATION.
July 27.—Haying is now fairly begun, 

and the rattle of the mower can be heard 
in all directions ; the weather of the past 
week has not been very favorable for bay­
ing and the work has been somewhat re­
tarded. The crop is the lightest we have 
had for several years. Other crops are 
looking very well.

A number of our young men who Went 
to work in the hay fields in the vicinity 
of Portland, Me., have returned home, 
the work having been finished.

Henry Craig, sr., one of the oldest resi­
dents of Harvey, passed to his rest on 
Monday, 10th inst., aged 79 years. He 
came from the borders of Scotland in the 
year 1837 and has resided here since that 
time. Deceased was one of the most, 
successful farmers in the place and took 
an active part in affairs concerning agri­
culture. He was well known in this 
parish and in Stanley and was much es­
teemed. The funeral took place on Tues­
day and was largely attended.

Rev. Mr. McLean and family, accom­
panied by Rev. Mr. Ross and family of 
Prince William are enjoying a few days 
outing at the Magaguadavic lake. They 
have pitched their tents on an island in 
the lake. Mr. Ross preached here last 
Sabbath, and Mr. McLean in Prince 
William.

day afterfloon in calling on the sick of 
this place.

A GIRL DRESSED AS A MAN.

Story of Annie Morris, the Girl Who 
Wears Male Attire.

Milwaukee, Wis., July 22.— Being un­
able to give bail, Frank Blunt, the woman 
who masqueraded for fourteen years in 
male attire is now locked up in jail at 
Fond du Lac awaiting her trial. There 
is little doubt that sufficient evidence will 
be produced to prove that this “ mys­
terious man ” is guilty of the larceny of 
$146 from the woman she calls grand­
mother. In adopting the dress and life 
of a man, Miss Annie Morris, for such is 
her true name, believed in leaving noth­
ing undone which would make the char­
acter she had chosen complete, and since 
becoming of age she xhas voted, casting 
her ballot regularly each election.

The régis' v list shows Miss Morris was 
registered in due form under her name of 
Frank Blunt. Her disguise was a simple 
solution of the difficulty that vexes suf­
fragists, and it is safe to assert that she 
was the only woman that cast a ballot 
which counted in the last presidential 
contest.

It is not at all likely that she will ever 
be known as Annie Morris or that she 
will ever be seen in women’s clothes. 
She is now twenty-eight years old and 
she has not worn a dress since she was 
thirteen. Unrestrained by the lacing 
and the tight-fitting garments usually 
worn by her sex, her figure has developed 
so that it is much more masculine than 
feminine in appearance. She would pre­
sent a sorry figure in women’s clothes 
were she to put them on.

Jesse B. Blunt told this story to the 
World correspondent this morning : 
“ Frank is wild, but I have always cared 
for him. I met him in Maitland, N. S., 
fourteen years ago, where he was working 
in a shoe factory, he having previously 
run away from home. He was dressed in 
boy’s clothes, and when it was discovered 
that he was a girl the people became 
down on him. I heard of the story and 
sought out the person, and recognized the 
“ boy ” at once. I talked with him and 
we left the village. We travelled all the 
time. Frank and I have driven in a 
team from Nova Scotia to Boston. While 
in the east I received an offer to take 
charge of a lumber camp in northern 
Wisconsin. Frank went with me. I put 
him to work swamping, driving logs and 
teaming. For a time he also cooked, 
later on I had to leave the camp on busi­
ness. Frank was put in charge of the 
camp and the men. I could not have 
conducted the business better than he 
did. When we then separated he went 
to Fond du Lac and became acquainted 
with Miss Lulu Seitz, daughter of a 
wheat buyer. It was in a little town 
called Stephenson. One day he tele­
graphed me that he had married her. 
Well, he lived with her six years, until 
last fall, when he began to run about 
with other women and his wife secured a 
divorce.”

Mr. Blunt stated that Frank had al­
ways been “ very sporty ” when he was 
in the city. “ Why, not so very long ago 
Frank ran away with a saloon-keeper’s 
wife, and they took $450 of the saloon­
keeper’s money with them. The saloon­
keeper followed them to Chicago, Osh­
kosh and all over, but Frank was too cute 
for him. Later on Frank and the saloon­
keeper met. They had a foot race around 
the block, the saloon man following with 
a revolver. Frank also married another 
girl, but is not living with her now.”

FATAL ROW.

Tavern Keeper Breaks a Visitor's Neck,

A despatch of Wednesday from Ed- 
mundston says that : A tremendous de­
gree of excitement has prevailed in this 
community since news was received of 
the killing of Herbert Mercure, a young 
man who resides in St Basile, by Gilbert 
Guerette.

The unfortunate occurrence took place 
about five o’clock this evening, and was 
clearly the result of excessive drinking on 
the part of the victim himself.

Herbert Mercure, who is a son of Peter 
Mercure, who keeps a hotel at Upper St. 
Basile, had been drinking in Guerette’s 
bar-room, at Three Mile Brook, most of 
Tuesday afternoon, until he got into a 
highly excited condition.

A tramp entered the barroom and Mer­
cure at once began to attack and abuse 
him. The tramp was a one armed man 
who was wholly unable to defend himself 
against an active young man like Mercure.

Guerette In vain endeavored to keep 
Mercure quiet and interposed several 
times to save the tramp from personal 
violence. At length Mercure became so 
much excited and attacked the tramp 
with such violence jumping on him again 
and again, that Guerette was forced to 
take hold of the assailant and in the strug­
gle Mercure was thrown down, falling 
heavily on a pair of scales, Guerette fall­
ing with him.

An inquest was held in the shop where 
the fatal fracas occurred. Several witness­
es were called and gave testimony sub­
stantially the same as the facts above 
stated.

The jury soon after the evidence was 
taken drew up a verdict “ that Herbert 
Mercure came to his death accidentally.”

JULY SNOW STORM.

Many people, in fact most people, will 
not believe it, but it is a chilly and sur­
prising fact that snow fell in Bangor on 
Monday afternoon. At about three o’clock 
some cold-looking purple-black clouds 
came up in the west and were driven 
across the sky by a strong breeze. When 
directly over the city and exactly over 
the Kenduskeag stream these clouds sift­
ed down, airily and gently, a few thousand 
flakes of very fleecy but genuine snow. 
Many men who lay no claims to having 
ever seen any frog, snake or bottle show­
ers, witnessed this midsummer snow 
storm and can swear that it was snow 
which fell—real snow.

Up in Dexter Sunday afternoon there 
was a heavy shower of rain and hail last­
ing about half an hour. After the shower 
the ground in places was white with hail 
and there was good snowballing for a few 
minutes. The crops were slightly dam­
aged. The mercury which for a week 
past has been lurking in the vicinity of 
90, fell to about 58 after the storm.—Ban­
gor News.

TYRON TO BLAME.
Valeita, Malta, July 27.—The verdict 

of the court martial was announced today. 
The court found the accident was entire­
ly due to the order given by vice-admiral 
Tyron. Captain Bourke and all other 
survivors are acquitted of all blame.

Captain Bourke’s sword was returned to 
him by vice-admiral Sir Michael Culme 
Seymour, commander-in-chief of the Med- 
iterannan squadron and president of the 
court, amid general congratulations.

The court expressed regret that rear 
admiral Markham, who on the day of the 
disaster was on the Camperdown in com­
mand of the port column, did not carry 
out his original intention and ignore the 
signal displayed by the Victoria, in at­
tempting to obey which, the Camperdown 
rammed and sank the Victoria. The 
court added that it would be fatal to the 
best interests of the service to say thakhe 
was to blame for carrying out the direct­
ions of the commander-in-chief, who 
was present in person.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The News of the World In Brief—The 

Cream of Our Exchanges,

The maritime Baptist convention will 
meet at St. Martins on 19th August.

Three hundred employes of the C. P. R. 
in Montreal and Hochelaga were dis­
charged the other day.

Hon. A. R. Angers, minister of agricul­
ture, reached Moncton Wednesday morn­
ing and proceeded to P. E. Island at noon.

Large numbers of Provincialists are re­
turning from the United States, says a 
government paper. Yes, on their annual 
vacations.

The Hanlon-Gaudeur race resulted in a 
foul, Hanlon recovering first and taking 
the race. Another race was called by the 
referee which was won by Gaudeur.

The stallion Nelson, at the Maine mile 
track Tuesday morning, trotted an exhi­
bition mile in 2.10}, making the last 
quarter in 30}, which is a 2.03 clip. He 
was driven by his owne-, C. H. Nelson.

John P. Kelly, of Biddeford, Me., a 
practical machinist and a horse fancier, 
has built a unicycle sulky, in which he 
will drive on of his horses at the state 
fair. Great saving in weight, draft and 
friction, is claimed over the bicycle sulky.

The liberals of Montreal will hold a 
grand demonstration on August 14. Among 
the speakers, in addition to Mr. Laurier, 
will be Sir Richard Cartwright W. Patter­
son, M. P., J. I. Tarte, M. P., C. Beausoleil 
M. P. J. D. Edgar, M. P., and Hon. F. G. 
Marchand.

There is quite a boom at Moncton in 
Scott act matters again. The fines col­
lected this month so far amount to $250. 
The petition asking for an election on re­
peal of the act in Westmorland has at 
last been completed and filed with the 
registrar, as required by law.

Justice Patterson, of the supreme court, 
died suddenly at four o’clock Monday 
morning at Ottawa of complications from 
heart failure. He was aged 70 and bad 
been for five years on the supreme court 
bench, previous to that being for fourteen 
years judge of the Ontario court of appeal.

Rev. L. G. Stevens, whose amours with 
Mrs. Nase in St. John some months ago, 
caused such a profound sensation, pleads 
insanity as a reason for his strange con­
duct. The legal counsel fbr Mrs. Nase 
allege that this plea is “ false, frivolous 
and vexatious,” and have asked the court 
to strike it out.

J. E. Hilton, official of"the Bell Tele­
phone Co., having a wife and five children 
in Montreal, has eloped with a young 
lady operator of Cowansville, Que. Hil­
ton also took with him several hundred 
dollars of the company’s money. The 
couple are supposed to have headed for 
the World’s fair.

A terrific wreck occurred on the Ohio 
Valley railroad Tuesday morning, about 
12.30 o’clock, near Morgansfleld, Ky. A 
freight train, consisting of an engine and 
six cars, loaded with freight, were ditched 
and afterwards burned. The engineer, 
fireman and head brakesman were killed 
and their bodies burned to a crisp.

On Saturday at Shediac fire destroyed 
the Union hotel, Dr. White’s new resi­
dence, two houses owned by Mrt. Carlisle, 
Abercrombie’s book store and residence, 
the residence occupied by Mr. Kemp, the 
oyster fishing expert brought out from 
England by the dominion government, 
and the new Methodist church. The loss 
is about $15,000 and the insurance $6000.

When the Quebec express bound to 
Halifax was nearing Truro yesterday 
morning a man named J. Lentz, aged 30, 
attempted to get on the van of the engine. 
He was struck by the axle box and 
knocked on the rails. He was terribly 
mangled. Death is expected at any 
minute. Lentz was employed on the I. 
C. R. He was single and formerly be­
longed to Moncton.

The Intercolonial railway bridge which 
crosses the Narrows to Dartmouth, N. S., 
collapsed at two o’clock Sunday morning, 
No cause can be assigned for the accident, 
as at 8.20 on Saturday night the Dart- 
moth train crossed the bridge, and then 
it was apparently all right. There was 
no wind, and the tide was not high when 
the bridge fell. The bridge was an im­
mense structure, and the section which 
fell had once before been washed out dur­
ing a big storm.

There was consternation at the citadel, 
Quebec, on Wednesday morning when it 
was learned that Sergt. Walter Arthurs of 
the cavalry school had blown off the top 
of his head with a rifle. The young 
soldier, who came from Bristol, England, 
was only 19 yeais of age. It appears that 
he had left the barracks without leave 
and had spent the day at Levis, conse­
quently Arthurs was posted as a deserter 
and was to have been disgraced to-day. 
He, however, chose death instead.

Julius Catl'n of New York, a member 
of the restigouche fishing club at Meta- 
pedia, dropped dead Thursday night 
at about 8 o’clock. He had been fishing 
all day and was apparently in good health 
helping the men to cany up the baggage 
from the canoes to the club house. His 
remains were forwarded by express train 
to New York.

While Robert Lowry, of Moncton, was 
driving down a rather steep hill, known 
as Butler’s Creek Hill, with a load of lum­
ber, on the 25th his horses became un­
manageable. and in trying to sheer them 
into a ditch to stop them Mr. Lowry lost 
his balance and fell underneath the wheels 
which passed over his body and hips, pro­
ducing serious internal injuries.

Engineer Robert Boyer, of the Central 
railway, was badly injured a few days ago. 
He was taking a car to St. Martins and 
when near Henry Lake the ear broke loose 
from the engine. Boyer reversed the en­
gine and started after the car. In round­
ing a curve those in the engine, a brake- 
man, conductor, fireman and the engineer 
saw that the car had gone off the track 
and that the engine would strike it. They 
all jumped and Boyer lighted on a pile of 
stones injuring himself very badly.

There is to be no dearth of political 
oratory in Quebec for the next two 
months. Messrs. Laurier, Tarte and the 
other liberal leaders of Quebec are to re­
ceive an invitation to meet the conser­
vative letders in a joint political meeting 
in Terrebonne on August 7 next. The 
invitation will probably come from the 
bon. J. A. Ouimet as government leader 
in Quebec. L. P. Brodeur, who will 
probably be one of the liberal speakers, 
said : “ Terrebonne is a tory stronghold, 
but we will be willing to meet them, and 
the meeting w ill be an interesting and 
important one.”

William G. Taylor (colored) was exe­
cuted by electricity, Thursday, for the 
murder of Solomon Johnson, in Auburn 
prison, September 26th, 1892. After the 
current was turned on the foot rest on 
the chair broke and the underpinning 
gave way. Taylor began to gasp, when 
the current was ordered to be turned on 
again, but the dynamo had burned, out. 
A lineman connected with the prison 
apparatus electric light plant repaired the 
chair in an hour. Taylor was placed in 
the repaired chair and current turned on. 
He was given morphine and chloroform 
in the meantime. In half a minute after 
the second application he was pronounced 
dead.

Mr. and Mrs. John Tapley 
of St. John are also of the party.

Hail Storm.— Yesterday afternoon a 
heavy storm of hail accompanied by light­
ening visited New Maryland. The pieces 
of ice were about half an inch in diameter 
and lasted for an hour after they fell.

Blake.—Those who wish to see the 
Blake, which figured so prom­

inently at New York, a short time since, 
will have that opportunity as she reaches 
St.jfohn on the 5th and leaves on the 9th 
of August.

Going West.—Dr. Keith, who has worked 
up a very fine medical practice at Harvey 
Station, is selling out preparatory to join­
ing the exodus. He has a well built resi­
dence with outbuildings which he wishes to 
sell. It is a first class opening for a phy­
sician.

As Suggested.— It is apparent that the 
county council at their last meeting decided 
to improve the appearance of the court 
house by shutting out the bill posters as 
suggested by The Herald. There is a de­
cided improvement in the appearance of 
the structure.

Suburban Train.—On Monday next the 
C. E. R. will make a new departure. One 
feature of the time table under the present 
regime is a special train making the run 
between this city and Marysville seven 
times and return daily. William Dennison 
will be conductor of the suburban.

York Street School.— After the holi­
days the York street school will open with 
B. C. Foster principal, Messrs. Palmer and 
Inch associate teachers. The pupils of the 
grammar school will take up their future 
work in the new building also. The build, 
ing is a fine one and reflects credit on the 
trustees and city.

Last Blocks.— The last block industry 
under the management of Mr. Gilpatrick, of 
this city, at Keswick, is about closing work 
for the season. It has been the best year in 
its history. The number of blocks shipped 
across the line this year is 1,200,000. About 
thirty men are empldyd and the business 
puts quite an amount of cash in the pockets 
of the farmers.

Satisfactory.—James E. Simmons has 
completed the planking and other repairs 
of the highway bridge across the river here 
and the job is a good one. The birch floor 
is the very best that can be secured, the cost 
being little more than spruce while its dur­
ability is three times as great. The chief 
commissioner also deserves credi t as through 
his orders the birch was used.

Vessels Aground.—It is time some effort 
was being made by the dominion authori­
ties to put the river in a fair state of navi­
gation. Just now a woodboat cannot carry 
a full cargo between here and Oromocto 
shoals. Yesterday one went aground op­
posite the city. The river steamers dare 
not turn till they back out into mid-chan­
nel. It is time some effort was made before 
it is too late.

Pouring In.— Money is pouring into the 
coffers of the city officials very rapidly this 
week. Treasurer Moore is "raking in the 
sheckels ’’ in a lively manner and those 
liable to be taxed are getting the burden 
laid aside. Mr. Marsh has something like 
$2,000 to his credit in Scott act fines during 
the year and some very ancient offences ap­
pear. to realize their face value.

Big Demonstration.— In connection with 
the provincial exhibition to be held in this 
city in September, a scheme is on foot to 
have a Foresters parade. The supreme 
chief ranger and other high officials will be 
invited and it is expected that delegates will 
be present from Ontario and Quebec courts 
as well as a general gathering of the frater­
nity from all courts of the maritime 
provinces.

Stray Cattle.— A case especially inter­
esting to farmers came up before judge 
Steadman on Wednesday — Dickinson vs- 

K the C. P. railway. The point discussed was 
as to the liability of the railway for cattle 
killed by getting on the road from the high­
way through defects in the railway fences. 
Counsel McLean for the C. P. R. contended 
that the company was not liable. Judg­
ment was reserved.

Closing the Factories.— Several large 
cotton mills in the United States have closed 
down for a short time, not through any 
concerted action, but on account of lack of 
or*rs. The Ÿork mills at Saco, Me., close 
down to-day for two weeks throwing 2000 
hands out of employment. Some of the 
mills are down in the upper provinces, but 
maritime province mills are getting plenty 
t^ jwith no halt as yet.

Visitors — The Florenceville arrived here 
Monday night with a very happy party of 
excursionists from St. John, who had been 
making a weeks visit to the many pretty 
spots on the river. Here the party landed 
and under the auspices of the F. O. M. W. 
club were shown the town, and Billy Tho- 
burn, with the Ivanhoe, carried the party to 
Marysville where they visited the import­
ant industries at that town.

Military.— A short time since it was 
amn^ed that the military school here 

removed to Sussex. It was prê- 
ma^^Riowever, now it appears that the 
schools all over the dominion are to be dis­
banded not having served the purpose for 
which they were established, and that a 
cheaper system will prove more effective. 
It will be a loss to the city if the school 
goes as it is altogether likely to do.

Enterprise.— A fine buckboard for the 
conveyance of large parties has been 
shipped by Edgecombe Bros., of this city, 
to Tyler Dunphy, of St. John, a former 
celestial, who has opened a livery stable at 
Carvill’s, Cliff street. Tyler has a coach at 
all boats and trains. Our readers in Central 
New Brunswick when visiting the city by 
the sea will not be over charged if they pat­
ronize No, 39, Mr. Dumphy’s coach.

The Crops.—Haying has now been well 
begun and from all quarters shortages are 
reported. Highland hay throughout the 
central counties will fall short one third. 
It is a fair crop in the upper counties. In 
Sunbury and Queens the highlands are 
very light with a fair crop on the low lands. 
Potato and other root crops will be up to 
the average. Oats will be a fair crop. Hay 
is selling in the city today at $12 loose or $13 
for pressed, with oats at from 55 to 60 cents 
per bushel.

ELECTRIC LIGHTING.
Let the Citizens Xupreee an Opinion, 

they are Interested.
Certain members of the city council ap­

parently imagine that by operating against 
merchants and manufacturers in this city 
they are doing something beneficial to their 
constituents. The latest role in which they 
figure is in connection with electric lighting.

It appears that for some time past a de­
sire has been evinced that the gas system of 
lighting now in use should be superseded 
by that of electricity.

What passed between the city council and 
the Fredericton gas company we are not in 
a position to say, but in a late issue of the 
Canadian Electrical News an advertisement 
appears calling for tenders for lighting this 
city with arc lights. In a local notice in 
the same issue, calling attention to the add 
is this statement : “ We have a company 
here which is paid about $2,000 for 62 gas 
lights, and as they also run an electric 
light system they will not furnish us with 
electric lights at any reasonable figure."

This statement appears over the signa­
ture of the city clerk.

Mr. Cathels, manager of the Fredericton 
gas company, in a letter to the press, says 
that the statement is entirely inaccurate.

It is announced that the Brush electric 
light company has secured a contract at 
$2,000 per year for ten years, an advance of 
$500 over the cost of lighting by gas.

There is something suspicious about this 
tender.

The price asked will not secure a system 
such as the city needs as will appear when 
the cost of running the plant is examined. 
To put up the buildings, plant, etc., will 
cost $6,000. Expense of carbons yearly, 
$500; wages of engineer, $600; trimmer, 
$400 ; interest on capital and repairs, say 
$600 ; taxes and other demands, $500, bring­
ing the expenses yearly to over $2500.

This"aldermanic legislation is similar in 
appearance to several other jobs that failed 
to realize and shows the same old work­
manship. If it can be shown that an out­
side company can do the work as well and 
at a less cost than a local company, then in 
the interests of all the contract should be 
given to them, but where the price is about 
the same the city’s interests will be better 
served by patronizing home industries.

It will be remembered that but a short 
time since the citizens voted adversely on 
this question of electric light. They have not 
been asked since to give their opinion on 
the question, and it looks as if a few of the 
aldermen intend to walk rough-shod over 
them. It will be as well to go carefully in 
the matter and not foist on the city another 
burden of. taxation for which there is no 
adequate offset.

As Mr. Calkin who represents the Brush 
company, and who made the tender for the 
city lighting has only to-morrow to get in 
his plant and poles so that he may be able 
to light up on Monday night, Mr. Beck­
with thought it well to wire him and re­
ceived a reply to the effect that he would 
not be able to get in the plant by August 
1st, perhaps it would be two or three months 
later, that he would sign a bond if it did 
not contain impossible conditions. It is 
evident there is a nigger in the woodpile 
somewhere.

It Couldn’t have been Jim.
To the Editor of The Herald :

Sir,—A communication lately appeared 
in a Fredericton paper, a copy of which 
was sent to a near neighbor respecting this 
locality, said to be written by J. W. McC., 
one of our own boys now residing in the 
city, but here for a visit at that time.

It couldn’t have been Jim, however, as 
this is the place which has the honor or dis 
grace of his birth. Here he ate many a 
pancake made from the true Shannon plant 
and ground in the little mill under the hill 
Why the marks of his big bare feet are as 
plain to-day in the mud of Shannon creek 
as they were the day he left the place to 
assume the airs and pomposity of a census 
taker. He wouldn’t go back on his country 
and folks. No, it couldn’t have been Jim. 
Even if he has become a public servant for 
the county he needn't giye away the true 
liberal milk that reared him and strike at 
the best drop of blood he carries.

Generous otter.
Odbur Hartt of New York, brother-in 

law of John Kilburn of Kingsclear, engaged 
in the boot and shoe business, has ottered 
to subscribe $10,000 stock for the erection of 
a shoe factory in this city if an amount of 
$250,000 was subscribed here. There is a 
grand chance for such a business here as at 
any point on the-river front there is land 
that might be so utilized where leather and 
stock could be cheaply handled by the 
boats. If the people of the province would 
patronize such a factory, instead of buying 
their shoes from upper province concerns, 
the business would prosper. It would add 
to the population of the city as well, as the 
number of hands necessary would be in the 
neighborhood of one hundred and fifty. If 
it is to be as badly treated by the residents 
of the county as the shoe factory at St. Marys 
was, it would be as well to let the matter 
rest where it is. The board of trade have 
called a meeting, at which the offer will be 
discussed and some action will be taken. 
It is a good offer and if the people take hold 
of it as they should it will boom the 
town.

WILL BE INTERESTING.
A Married Man In Bather a Peculiar 

Situation.
An interesting case which is likely to 

come intov,court happened a few days since 
in a house which does not bear the best 
reputation, situated in the vicinity of the 
highway bridge. A young married man 
from Marysville called in for a drink and 
got into trouble with one of the fair maids 
of the establishment. A row followed dur­
ing^ which the young man found he had 
caught a tartar as she blacked his eyes and 
scratched his face so that it resembled a chart 
of one of Napoleon’s marches. Not content 
with that she threatened Xw and the gay 
Lothario has been visiting his friends to 
raise the n ceil fill to satisfy her and prevent 
the appeal to the courts. He was not suc­
cessful but provided himself with two bot­
tles of liquor which he says she sold him 
and which he will bring into court as an 
evidence of Scott act violation should he be 
prosecuted. It is not likely that the case 
will be settled out of court and it promises 
some interesting developments.

These are great days for unearthing large 
estates awaiting heirs to come forward and 
claim. Our readers have been treated during 
the past year to an account which was sup­
posed a sure grab to many heirs throughout 
this county, and which at one time looked 
as if a few residents would be beyond the 
reach of poverty, but of late we have not 
heard a note to indicate their success. Has 
the bottom completely dropped out of those 
millions? However, here is a new one 
which we copy from the Montreal Star :

“A hundred or more of the heirs of 
Samuel Dingee and Solomon Dingee, both 
of whom lived in Port Chester, Westchester 
county, in the latter part of the last century, 
are about to take legal action with a view 
to recovering property estimated to be 
worth about $5,000,000. Stephen M. Howe» 
of Brooklyn, has been retained as attorney, 
and will at once take steps to protect the 
interests of his clients. It appears that 
Soloman Dingee during the revolution sided 
with the British and after the success of the 
patriots concluded that Westchester county 
would be unsafe for them, and therefore 
emigrated to Canada, after leaving to various 
parties for a terin of 99 years the land on 
which it is claimed the village of Port 
Chester or at least the greater part of it is 
built. Solomon died in St. John, N. B., in 
1836 in the possession of a large amount of 
land in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, 
leaving no direct heirs to inherit his mill­
ions. It is claimed that the lease of the 
Port Chester property ends this year. As 
far as the Canadian property is concerned 
there will probably be a hot legal fight, as 
the government is in possession and does 
not want to part with it. The heirs re 
siding in this city number about fifteen."

Marysville New».
The lath mill is shut down, the engine 

having been broken, necessitating the pur­
chase of a new one.

Among the new houses going up is one 
on the east side, between the white houses 
and the river, built by Solomon Russell. 
“Solomon’s temple," as the boys call it, 
will be a fine structure.

Quite a stir for the Forester’s picnic.
Mr. Gibson has had his own residence 

thoroughly repaired and the painters are 
now busy at it. He is also having several 
brick double houses erected on the east side 
of the river. Everything is humming.

Gibson and St. Marys.
The Baptist denomination use the Forest­

er’s hall at St. Marys and cany on their 
regular services. The Rev. Mr. Davidson, 
the new pastor, is winning golden opinions 
from all.

The post office is now carried on at B. H. 
Babbitt’s store.

Great progress is being made in building 
and the prospect is fair that the town will 
be entirely rebuilt.

Sandy Howard, the bridge approach res­
taurant keeper, has gone to the hotel De 
Scott Act, having failed to pay a fine of 
some five years standing.

All are ready to fight a fire which is ex 
peeled. The Fredericton firemen have an 
engine ready to be sent to the rescue at any 
moment.

Rev. father Kiernan is getting ready 
another popular picnic for early in August.

R. B. Wallace, late of the upper Gage- 
town school will take principal Dobson’s 
place in the village school. Mr. Wallace 
has been a successful teacher and is cordially 
welcomed to his new charge.

Growing Town.
Boiestown, on the S. W. Miramichi, is 

rapidly assuming the importance and ap­
pearance of a town. Since the advent of 
the C. E. R. business has gradually in­
creased and when William Richards made 
it his headquarters the other residents took 
heart and began to improve their surround­
ings. There is a large output of bark, 
shingles, and other short lumber from this 
station, while Mr. Richard’s and Mr. Fair­
ley's mills do a fair country trade. David 
Richards has in course of erection a very 
fine dwelling house, large and well pro­
portioned, where he will reside with his 
family. All the stores appear to do a good 
business, and Duffey’s hotel is just now 
alive with agents, fishermen, tourists and 
lumbermen. The town is also quite a 
feeder to the railway.

Gibson Belief.

TO ARRANGE FOR FOSTER.
Meeting at the City Hall en Wednesday 

Afternoon.
The meeting called at the city council 

chamber on Wednesday afternoon by 
James S. Neill, president of the Fredericton 
bôard of trade, was not very largely attend­
ed, considering the importance of the sub- 
ect to be considered.

When Mr. Neill was appointed to the 
chair, there were present : F B Edgecombe, 
M Tennant, J J Weddall, A Lottimer, L C 
McNutt, Mayor Beckwith, H H Pitts, C F 
Chestnut, F Todd, Hedley Staples and J W 
McC ready.

Mr. Neill, on taking the chair, said that 
the board of trade had received a letter from 
the Hon. G. E. Foster, minister of finance, 
requesting the board to arrange for his 
coming during the first week of August 
next; asking the merchants and manufac­
turers to meet him so that he could be ad­
vised respecting any grievances that might 
exist in the trade of the city. The council 
of the board had held a meeting and de­
cided to call the present meeting. The ob­
ject of the present, meeting he said, is to ap­
point committees in the several lines of 
business to present to the finance minister 
any grievances which they may know to 
exist. Mr. Neill said be was sorry to see 
such a small attendance, as there were 
many subjects that might be brought be­
fore the minister. The matter of dredging 
was one.

Mayor Beckwith said he was sorry to see 
the small attendance, and had thought that 
the meeting being very important should 
have drawn a large crowd. Our merchants 
have many complaints to make respecting 
revenues and there was now a chance to 
bring these complaints forward. He was 
now referring to all classes and was not 
speaking politically. Some merchants were 
present and he would be pleased to hear 
them state their complaints. All were in­
terested in having the river made navigable 
so that there would be no repetition of last 
years affairs ; and in closing, he suggested 
that some of the merchants would air their 
views.

In reply to Mr. Pitts, the president said 
that the meeting was not called for tariff 
discussion, but to arrange for committees.

Death's Doings.

The Tobacco Act is New In Full Force.
It is very apparent that the tobacco act 

passed at last session ôf the general as­
sembly and which came into force on the 
first of the present month, is not being very 
generally observed by grocers and other 
dealers in this city and county. But the 
police are making a note of it and there 
will be music in the air in a short time. 
The act is as follows :

1. Any person who either directly or 
indirectly sells or gives, or furnishes to a 
minor under eighteen years of age, cigar­
ettes, cigars, or tobacco in any form shall, 
on summary conviction thereof, be subject 
to a penalty of not less than ten dollars 
or more than forty dollars, with or without 
costs of prosecution, or to imprisonment 
with or without hard labor for any time not 
exceeding thirty days, or to both fine, with 
or without costs and imprisonment, to the 
said amount for the said term, in the dis­
cretion of the committing justice; andin 
case of a fine, or a fine and costs being 
awarded, and of the same not being, upon 
conviction forthwith paid, the justice may 
commit the offender to the common gaol, 
there to be imprisoned for any time not ex­
ceeding thirty days, unless the fine and 
costs are sooner paid.

2. This act shall not apply to a sale to a 
minor for his parent or guardian, under a 
written request or order of the parent or 
guardian.

A person who shall appear to the justice 
to be under eighteen years of age shall be 
presumed to be under that age, unless it is 
shown by evidence that he is in fact over that

Gold Cure.— Alex. Baird, representing 
the “ gold cure ” treatment for inebriates, 
has been in the city during the week hunt­
ing up cases on which to operate. He is 
very, enthusiastic as to the benefit of the 
treatment prescribed and has numerous 
testimonials as to its efficacy, but it is not 
probable that he will do much business 
here for two reasons, there are few that are 
willing to go into the business and then no 
one drinks here anyway.

Mr. Mooers was a 
firm friend and one who had the respect of 
a large portion of the residents of York.
