The justice of the peace of the
district sided with this booby, but within
the last few days the Supreme Court of
France decided that the Mayor had no
right to make such an order. Thisx sen-
sible decision restitutes to the Church
the absolute command over the church
bells.

There can be no doubt that the French
Republican majority ‘was guilty of an act
of unheard-of injustice when it excluded
the members of the Right from the com-
mission of the Budget.
