A STATESMAN'S LAWLESSNESS.
With regard t-the suppresion  of
the institute of catechumens and the
expulsion of Mgr.

The institute was
8 charitable foundation of the Popes,
affording hospitality and refuge to
Jews and unbelievers about to be
received into the Church. It is
under Papal jarisdiction, and in no

FRANCE’S FEAR OF A GERMAN CZARINA,

It is stated that the Czar ex-
tracted a promise from his fature
(Kuccessor that in great political
questions he will follow the direc-
tions of the Grand Duke Michael,
President of the Council of the Em-
pire, M. de Bunge, President of the
Ministerial Cabinet, and M. Pobie-
donosazef, Procurator General of
the Holy Synod. From the French
point of view the marriage of the
Czarewitch with Princess Alix of
Hesse is regarded as likely to lead
to serions oconsequences. Without
speaking of possible divergencies
between the Dowager Empress and
the New Czarina, it is known that
the young Prince did not desire the
union, notwithstanding the excel-
lent qualities of the bride-elect. In
marrying her, the Czarewitch is
acting in obedience to his dying
father. His own predelictions were
towards Princess Helene, daughter
of the late Comte de Paris, who,
however, as a good Catholic, re-
fused to change her religion. The
fears expressed freely here that a
German Czarina will probably
seriously effect the present happy
relations between France and
Russia would seem to be legitimate.

EUROPE AND BELGIUM.

The second ballots in Belgium
have given, a3 by this time you are
aware, & magnificient victory to the
Catholic party, who number 104
members in the Popular Chamber
out of a total representation of 152.
The Opposition consists of 48 mem-
bers only, I6 of the old Libersl party
and 32 Socialists; the Catholics there-
fore form a majority of 56 against
both forces combined. In the Sen-
ate there are 56 Cstholics against 24
Liberals. M. de Burlet, the Pre-
mier, unfortunately lost his seat at
Nivelles, although only by a very
few votes. Unless this difficulty be
got over, it is probable that M. de
Beernaert will return to power, in
which case a bill will doubtless be
introduced into Parliament to secure
representation of minorities. This
is the burning question of the day
and may bring about a serious split
in the Catholioc party, whose dan-
ger is too much good fortune. The
disedifying struoggle at Alost be-
tween M. Woeste, the veteran Cath-
olic leader, and the millitant Abbe
Daens was due to divergencies of
opinion on the subject of minority
representation. The smash-up of
the Liberal party is absolute. Not
a single leader has been returned,
although M. Frere-Orban deserves
honorable mention for refusing to
fight with Socialist help. M Bara,the
millionaire lawyer of Tourney, lost
his seat by 1,500 votes, although for
years past he had lopked. upon that
old city as his own peculiar posses-
sion. Seeing that this gentleman
ig & notorious and rabid atheist, his
absence from the Chamber of De-
puties will clear the atmosphere,
Not a single member of the govern-
ment which from 1879 to 1884 made
g0 bitter an onslaught on the Church
bas secured his seat, notwithstand-
ing Social support in the second bal-
lots. Brussels is  now entirely re-
presented by Catholic Deputies.
The four Flemish provinces of East
and West Flanders, Limburgh and
Antwerp' have followed the same
example, Brabant gives 25 of its
seats to:the Catholics and only three
to.the Liberals

At Namur the Oatholics lost
ground a bit, owing to the slightly
reactionary charsoter of their poli-
tical programme, The work of
the, incoming government is clearly
defined —legislatoin for the masses
whose claims have been too long
ignored. In these elections 400,000
votes of the people have been given
to socialisn, and the movement is
growing- By wise government the
Catholic party’ should be able to
stem the torrent or divert ‘it into a
safe ehannel, The socialists are
both numerous and daring. Only
the other day M. Ahseele, the so-
oialist leader returned for Liege by
65,000 voter, declared that the real
enemy of socialist progress was the
priest. “So long as there is a priest
on egrth universal sufferage will be
enslaved, To destroy capital one
thing above all is necessary—you
maust strike down the priest.” -The

SPANISH PROGRESS.

The Spanish Congress at Tarra—
gona concluded its labors on Suanday
last, the results being very satis-
factory. The social question was
discussed and resolutions adopted
on lines identical with the Christian
socialist movement in France and
Amcrica. The fact that in every
aation the laboring classes are suf-
fering from the same grievance is
proof of the widespread nature of
social evils and of the  wisdom of
combined Catholic action. Who
knows whether in the wisdom of
God an Eoumenical Council ‘called
together to regenerate social life
may not be in the orders of things
n the near future? In the mean-
while the Church is presided over
by an eagle-eyed Pontiff, a spiritual
generalissimo at least the equal of
an -Alexander, a Hsnomibal or a
Napoleon in power of strategy and
emyloyment of forces. Following
his directions the good work is go-
ing on in every land, and Rome,
whose Pontiff & hundred years ago
was dragged in sorrow jand humili-
ation a prisoner to Fontainebleau,
bids fair at the close of this ceuntnry
to be universally recognizad not on-
ly as mistress of the human race,
but the emancipatress of mankind.
The Congress was closed by the
Cardinal of Seville, who announced
that the next Catholic reunion would
take place at Burgos in I1896. High
Mass was sung in the Cathedral by
Mgr- Cretoni,  the Papal Nuncio.
In the evening the whole city was
en fete and a grand prceession took
place, including the civil, military
and munieipal authorities. General
Weyler, Commander-in-Chief of the
Army Corps of Catolonis, himself
carried the principal banner ot the
Congress. Itis generally recognia-
ed that the Spanish people are ab-
solutely united not only in dogmatic
faith, but on, the fandumental points
in connection with the social ques-
tion.

Prof. Zahm in Rome.

(Roman Correspondence of ‘the Philadel-
phia Catholic Times, Oct. 27.)

The Rev. J. A. Zahm, O.S. C,
Professor of Physics at Notre Dame
University, has beén favored with a
specisl - private audience by Pope
Leo.

After the brilliant part
played at the Catholic Secientific
Congress of - Brussels, Father Zahm,
coming to Rome on business in
connection with the congress and
solentific study, was desirous of
crowning his visit to Europe with
the honour of a papal audience. The
wish of the illustrious scientist was
not destined to remain unfalfilled.
However pressing the calls upon
the Pope’s time, Father Zahm’s
work as a Catholic scientist was too
much in hsrmony with the views of
his Holiness for any} such desire of
his to pass unfulfilled,

At noon on Tuesday, Ootober 18,
Father Zshm received intimation
that his audience was fixed for half-
past five o'clock that afternoon. One

Up to the present the
plates required have - heen im-
ported, but in this case everything
will be Canadian. The material
comes from Pictou, N. S., and the
plates are being manufactured by
the Nova Scotia Steel and Forge
Company. Here we have an in-
stance of the value of protection.
Under the impetus given to manu-
factures, by the national policy,
the industries necessary for the
production of these buoys have
been fostered till they have reach-
ed a point when they are able to
compete both in quality and in
price, with all manufacturers.

rapidly advancing in this Province
may easily be seen by taking into
account the-output of cheese at the
various factories, during the sea-
son just closed. The aggregate
product of the factories is about
840,000 Ihs. of cheese, besides 45,
000 lbs. of butter. Nearly all of
this cheese, about 10,000 boxes
has been sold to one firm. viz,
Hodgson Bros, of Montreal. . This
is the same firm  that purehased
our Island cheese last year. The
price this year is achade lower
than < that of last year. The
amount paid for the lot is up-
wards of $70,000. About 34,000
Ibs. of butter are onhand, which
together with the cheese product
for the year will bring the income
from the dairying industry of
this Province for 1894 up to the
vicinity of oue hundred thouasnd
dollars. This is a large amount
of money to be put in circulation
from one industry in this little
Province. All of this, with the
execphion of a small  percentage
for manpfacturing goes directly
into the pockets of the farmers.
There is no other kind of farming
we feel sure, from which our peo-
ple could get so much money with
so little trouble and expense. Nor
is that the only advantage; the
soil has not been impoverished to
any appreciable extent;in yielding
these returns. The cheese pur-
chased¢for Hodgson Bros. by Mr.
Hodgs6n himself, was shipped on
board )he steamer Florida, on
Monday morning, on its way to
Liverpool, via Boston. It appears
to us that dairying isthe indus-
try, above all others, to which the
farmers of this Province should
devote a large share of attention.

The New York Sun, discussing the
results of the late election in the United
States, gives expression to ideas, which
might well cause our Grit politicians to
exclaim, *‘Save us from outr friends.”

It has come out in evi-
dence that while the government
was charged with $2.50 per das-
for workmen, these same men
come om the witness stand and
swear they got only $2. In the
same way it is shown that pine
lumber for which the government
were charged $45 a ton was
bought for $25; and so on in other
items of labor and material, We
commend this investigation to the
serious  consideration of the
Patriot and other Grit journals
that shout so loudly in condemna-
tion of boodling.

The result of the last by-elections
in Newfoundland, held last week
does not appear to render the poli-
tical situation in that colony any
less complicated—on the contrary
it seems only to deepen the en-
tanglement which, during’ the
past six months they have been
trying to unravel. It will be re-
membered that some seventeen or
eighteen members of the White-
way party had their elections con-
tested on the ground of bribery
and corruption. They were all
unseated; and all or nearly all,
disqualified. In the first seven or
eight . by-elections to fill their
places, the Government formed on
the downfall of the Whitewayites
and led by Mr. Goodrich, won
nearly every seat. This gave
them a sufficient number to form

R | a quorum in the House, but not a

majority of the seats. But they,
of course, hoped the same good
fortune would attend them in the
other elections and give them a
majority of the members elected.
In this, however, they have been
disappointed; the tide of victory
turned against them. - Eleven by-
elections were held within the
last. fortnight, and of these  the
Whiteway party carried ten, and
nearly all of them with very
large majorities. The seats con:
tested: were: three in St. John’s
west; two in St. John’s east; two
in Burin; three in Placentia; and
one at Bay St. George. The last
named was the only seat won by
the Government. The elections
have now all been held and leaves
the government with sixteen
members in the house, ard the
Opposition with twenty. It is
quite . evident that the govern-
ment being in a minority, eannot
continue very long to conduct the
public business of the Colony.

{COLDAY OF AN OCCASIONAL SUBSCRIBER.

Order at Public Meetings.

In  the last number of the HERALD
somet| was said in this column by
way of an outline of the mode of procedure
at public meetings, and it is particularly
desirable that avtention should be given
to the preservation of regularity; at all
public meetings there is a strong. tendency
‘“to go out of order.” By this expression
it is meant that speakers are under a con-
stant liability to wander from the point
under discussion. They are apt to di-
gress into other subjects, and confuse their
auditors; and these getting impatient, are
equally apt to interrupt them. So thata
single irrelevant observation may lead to
hours of idle debate, or colloguy, er
‘‘speaking to order” as it is termed, and
thus the harmony of the assembly be des-
troyed. Those who attend such meetings
should therefore have a regard for the
following regulations :—If they speak they
should keep closely to the subject in
hand. If they be listeners they should
preserve a strict silence,

It is ungentlemanly not to say disorder-
ly,to utter any sound or make any observa
tionon what a speaker i« saying. The
speaker must on no account be interrupt-
ed, so long as he keeps to order; and if
not in order, it is the chairman’s duty to
check him. Itis likewise disorderly to
speak more than once, except in replying
before the vote is put, or except it be the
rule of the assembly ‘to permit it. Some-
times persons who have spoken rise agaif
to speak as to “‘a patter of form.” This
is allowable, but in speaking as to form.
the merits of the case should not be in-
troduced. Oa this, however, ason every
other point, there is a perpetual tendency
to go out of order, and hence the absolute
necessity for appointing a chairman wel!
acquainted with the forms of public de-
liberation, and who has the strength of
mind to insist on order being preserved.

At all our public assemblies, a certain
degree of courtesy is used both among
speakers and listeners. On an individual
rising to speak, he addresses himself
politely to the chairman, and the chair-
man in return politely mentions themame
of the speaker, by which means the
audience is8 made acquainted with the
gentleman who is about to address them.
When the discussions of the meeting are
over,the chairman closes the business with
a few observations, ond then dissolves the
assenibly by leaving the chair.—When
any dispute arises in the course of the
business of the meeting upon points of
form, it Jis customary to appeal to the
usages of the House of Commons for an
example to be followed.

MAKES AN APPEAL FOR nu){ONY.

A full mesting of the Irish Parlia-
mentaary Party was held in Dublin on
the 12th inst., Mr. Justin McCarthy pre-
siding. Mr. McCarthy announced the
division of the Paris funds according to
agresment.

Referring to the checks sent to the
party by Lord Tweedmouth and Mr.
Gladstone, he said he had accepted ali
respongibility for taking them. He re-
garded Mr. Gladstone’s check as a
gracious and nseful proof that his in-
terest in the Irish cause was unabated.
The issue of the circular anent the
checks was a clerk’s blunder. Such
mistakes ought not to be discussed by
the press. Newspapers were not the
tribunal before which members of the
party should bring their grievances.

Mr. McCarthy declared emphatieally
that the continuance of these public dis-
putes was incompatibie with the safety
of the Irish movement. Disputes have
lowered the party’s prestige, unity and
efficiency as a parliamentary force,
given joy to their enemies and sadder-
ad their own people at home and abroad
Public disputes between members of the
party, he declared,meant bankruptcy of
the Irish movemont.

Continuing, Mr. McCarthv said -
“The responsibility for this condition
of affairs does not rest with Irshmen at
home or abroad, but with yourselves.
It is for you to endorse or reject my
views. I have borne attack in silence.
It now becomes my duty to tell the
Irish people the real situation. With
your permigsion I shall publish this
statement, so that the responsiblity
will no longer rest on me.”

A resolution authorizing the publica-

ion wae carried by a vote of 38 to 14.
The fourteen dissidents recorded the
opinion that the publication would only
prolong the dissension. Other resolu-
tions were adopted approving of a Lib-
sral programme, etc. 1.4

Storm on the English Coast.

A storm was raging in the channel and
throughout England on the 14th. A
Norwegian ship was driven ashore near
Dover. Her captain and several of her
crew were drowned while trying to land
in one of the ship's boats. The rest of
the crew were rescued by means of the
rocket aparatus in the presence of thou-
sands of excited spectators. The rivers
Avon and Stour overflowed, and in Devon-
shire many of the inhabitants sought re-
fuge on the housetops. A large number
of cattle and sheep were drowned and
traffic in the valleys was suspended.
The River Thames rose four feet at Rich-
mond. All across the channel traffic was
stopped from and to Folkestone. At
Bournemouth thousands of tons of the
cliff were washed into thesea. At Dover
a great part of the pier was carried away,
and the gale was so severe at Portsmouth
that all commupication with the warships
at Spithead was stopped. An unknown
two-masted vessel was seen off Guernsey
during the gale. She was apparently
making bad weather of it. Suddenly she
disappeared, and it is supposed that she
foundered, taking all her crew down with
her. Further reports from the south and
east of England add enormously to the
loss of life and property. Many small
towns and viliages were inundated. The
inhabitants of all the low parts of these
places were removed in boats to plsces of
safety. The wrecking of seven small
vessels is reported from along the east
and south coast.

Commissioner about the sale of the
cheese on hand, the annual settlement of
patrons, and the outlook for next year’s
work. All the Island factories and
creameries were represented, except
Hampton and Grand River Factories and
Crapaud creamery.  Besides Professor
Robertson and Mr, Hodgson, of Montreal,
His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor and
Senator Ferguson were present and ad-
dressed the meeting.

Professor Robertson, who has been for
some time in treaty with the Montreal
firm’s representative, had cabl ms of
English prices ug to the latest hour before
the meeting, These he submitted to the
factory delegates present and asked to be
guided by their decision in regard to sale
at pregent prices, which rule somewhat
lower than the prices obtained last year.

He was on the
Island last year, and seems to have taken
in the situation fully.as regards the
quality of our cheese products, the skill
and efficiency of the superintendent, and
the capabilities of the Province as a fine
fie'd for the dairying business. The
gentleman was _listened to with pro-
found attention and resumed his seat amid
very distinct and audible demonstrations
of approval.

The Lieutenant-Governor spoke as
some length on the importance of fruit
canning for sxport as a local industry, and
remarked that if the Horticultural De-

artment at the Experimental Farm at

ttawa were authorized to encourage the
fruit business and work it up, as Prof.
Robertson did the dairying work, ina
few years this industry might rival the
other in importance as a Source of re-
venue to the cultivator.

Sonator Ferguson expressed his delight
at being present and said he was heart
and soul in the dairying movement and
would do all in his power both as a
farmer and representative for its advance
ment.

Professor Robertson
meeting by thanking the delegates for
their attendance. e said thas the out-
look for winter butter-making here was
exceedingly hopeful—that the quantities
of milk received as the New Perth
creamery for butter exceeded those of
the western creameries at their start.

A Cardinal for Scotland.

It'is intimated from Rome that at
the next consistory, preparations for
which are already being made, the
Holy Father will include in the list
of the new cardinals whom he is ex-
pected then Yo create a Scottish pre-
late, and in case he does this, it is
generally believed that his choice
will fall upon Most. Rev. Charles
V. Eyre, the Archbishop of Glasgow
and the senior Scottish prelate. It
will not be at all surprising if this
intimation proves correct, for Leo
XTIIL. has taken an especial interest
in the Scottish church, to which he
restored its hierarchy in the first
year of his pontificate; and Arch-
bishop Eyre, by reason of his long
service on the Scottish missions, is
by right the prelate who has the best
chance of being singled out for
cardinalitial honors in the event of a
Scottish prelate being made a mem-
ber of the Sacred College. | The other
Scotch metropelitan, Archbishop
Macdonald of St. Andrew’s and
Edinburgh, while he is at the head
of a more important diocese, has de-
clared that he will not allow his
name to be considered before that of
Moasigneur Eyre, so that if the
Sovereign Pontiff contemplates send-
ing a'red hat to Scotland, its recipient
in all probability will be the Glasgow
dignitary.

M )nsigneur Eyre, though the great-
er part of his life has heen spent in

. Scotland, is an Englishman by birth,

having been born in 1817 in York-
ily is one-of the

oldest and most honored in that part

of the British realm. The Egyres of
Vorkshire never abandoned their
Oatholic faith, and more than one
member of the family has rendered
signal services to the church. The
present Archbishop of Glasgow early
elected the ecclesiastical state for his
career in life, and began his studies
for the priesthood at the College of
St. Cuthbert, at Ushaw, in the dio-
cese of Hexam and Newcastle, and
completed them at Rome at the
Stottish College in that city. The
first years of his ministry were spent
on the north of England missions,
where he displayed remarkable zea]
and devotion to duty. On D:c. 32,
1868, the Holy See nominated him
apostolic delegate for Scotland, and
nine days afterwards appointed him
the administrator of the western Scot-
tish district, with jurisdiction over the
counties of Argyle, Ayre, Bute, Dun-
barton, South Inverness;—with the
western isles, Lanark, Renfrew and
Wigton. His consecration took place
at Rome, and his title was that of
Archbishop of Anazarba, which he
retained up to the time of the restora-
tion of the Scottish hierarchy, in
1878, when he became the Arch-
bishop of Glisgow.

In the apostolical letter whereby
he announced the restoration of the
Scottish hierarchy, Leo XIIL said of
Ar:hbishop Eyre’s see: “In regard

Catholicity in Scotland, however,
is ¢f a much more ancient date than
the see of which Monsigneur Eyre is
now the honored incumbent. The
first evangelist of the country is gen-
erally believed to have been 8-
Palladius, a Roman by birth, who is
credited by some writers with having
preached in Ireland for & short while
even before St. Patrick’s time.
Banished from the Emerald Isle,
St. Palladius  betook himself to
North Britain, as Scotland was then
called, and all accouints seem to
agree in declaring that he was the
first Scotch bishop,-the ‘date of his
episcopate there being placed about
the beginning of the fifth century.
The early history of the Scotch
church is ianvolved in much uncer-
tainty, owing to the lack of docu-
ments bearing on that period; but it
is ceriain that from 8+ Palladiug’
ministry resulted a flourishing growth
of the faith in the land, with the
establishment of sees in various of
the large centres of pupulation.
The church flourished there greatly
up to the eighth century, when it
entered upon an era of persecution
that lasted for some 300 years; and
then, tbrough the good offices of
King Malcolm III. and 'his wife,
St. Margaret, the faith .regained its
liberty and speedily won back much
at it had Iost. “1t is of
record that in the fifteenth century
the Scotch hierarchy congisted of

thirteen prelates, iinmediatsly sub-

ject to the Holy See, their.hishop-
rics St. Andrew's, Glisgow, Dun-
keld, Aberdeen, Moray, Brechin,
Dumblane, Ross and Caithness,
Whithorn and Lismore, Sodoror, the
Isles and Orkney. None of these
seas, however, ranked as metropoil-
tan ones, and there, was no arch-
bishopric erected in the land up to
August 17, 1472, when Sixtus IV.,
then 'occupying St. Peter's chair,
conférred the pallium upon the
Archbishop of St. Andrew's and
made all the other prelates of Scot-
land his suffragans, Nineteen years
afterwards Ionocent VIII. made
Glasgow an archbishopric and de-
tached some of the sufiragan sees of
St. Andrew’s from that archdiocese,
to be dependencies of the new me-
tropolitan see, and to constitute its
ecclesiastical province. Thus con-
stituted, the Scotch church prospered
up to the time of the pseudo-reforma-
tion of the sixteenth, century, when
the hierarchy were deprived of their
sees and individual members thereof
forced to seek safety in other lands.
Some even died for the faith, as did
Archbishop Hamilton of 8t. Ap-
drew’s, who was executed at Stirling,
April 7, 1571, and others passed to
their reward at various places, leav-
ing their flocks without chief pastors,

Father Jozeau Dies for the
« Faith.

The Mission Catholiques,the official
paper of the French Catholic mis-
sionary propaganda, devotes con-
siderable space in its latest issues to
the outrages perpetrated upon the
priests in Corea and China, whose
mission is to save in the midst of
destruction. The following, gives an
idea of what is going on, and how
much Catholics are interested in this
China-Japan conflict :

The de-
tails 'given in = Father Pasquier’s
letter do not in themselves furnish
an absolute certainty of the death of
