the subject and postpone its con
sideration until the next conference.
None oi the South Ametican countries
except Mexico sem prepared to sub-
mit anything in their interest. _The
conference to them appears to be con-
fined to the extension of-the principle
of arbitration and to the Drago doe-
trine. The delay in getting the con-
ference under way creates the sus-
picion that the leaders are deliberate-
| ly delaying the prelimnaries in the
belief that by giving the great powers
more time, now that they understand
lceach other, the work will be facilitat
ed later. The session today lasted
only one hour.

C.P.R. PRESIDENT
IN WINNIPEG

Says Irrigation Work in Alberta
Will Be Rushed.--Discusses
Other Questions

Winnipeg, June 19.—Sir Thomas

Shaughnessy to-day, in speaking of
the real estate situation, said the
present quietness in Winnipeg was
only natural. It was just what oe-
curred at times in all lines of com-
mercial enterprise, and was not se-
rious. There were times when mer-
chants found it difficult to get suffi-
cient money to earry on their busi-
ness as they wished. The matter
would right itself in time.

“Do you expect that your new Soo-
Spokane line will take muech of the
traffic of the states to the coast away
from the other roads across the
lines?” he was asked.

A significant smile appeared upon
Sir Thomas’s face as he replied: “We
expect that it will be a factor in the
transportation; but there will be so
much traffic through the western
states that the other roads will hard-
ly notice what we take.”

It was the refence to Mr. Hill’s
denunciations that led Sir Thomas to
make the remark guoted above. He
preferred not to deal with the subject
at length.

“What will be the efieet on the C.
P. R. in the west from the entrance
of the Hill lines and the completion ef
the G. T. P.?”

Again the non-committal smile:
“We are going to remain in business,
and will endeavor to get some of the
traffic. We’re net going to give up.”

Will Forward Irrigation Work.

The station situation, Sir Thomas
said, he had looked into quite care-
fully with Mr. Whyte, since he had
been in Winnipeg. The prospect for
the station he considered to be rosy.

He
considered that they would be able
to get all the rolling stock and loco-
motives that were necessary.

Sir Thomas left this afternoon for
Minneapolis, where he will meet with
the directors of the Soo line. He
then goes to Duluth and over the
South. Shore line, and back to Mont-
real again on Sunday. It is under-
stood that the new tri-weekly trans-
continental service which the C.P.R.
are putting on to start on July 2nd
will be named the Trans-Canada Lim
ited. There was considerable difficul-
ty experienced in securing the name
which was finally named in Monfreal
and there will be no mail and express
cars carried on these trains.

One of the bridges swept away was
built by ti.e settlers in that country
last year and as soon as the flood
subsides, the structure will be re-
placed, and Mr. Kryner expects to
be able to see traffic resumed by
the middle of next week.

MUTINY OF SOLDIERS
STATIONED AT KIEV

Detachment Attacked Loyal Soldiers.-=Fighting Lasted But Few
Minutes But Six Were Killed and Sixty Injured.==Strike

In B:g Factory

Kiev, Russia, June 19—A mutiny
broke out today among a detachment
of troops stationed at this point, and
a fierce attack was made on-the sol-
diers who refused to join the revolu-
tionary movement.

The fighting continued for several
minutes. Half a dozen soldiers were
killed and sixty were wounded. Fi-
nally the mutineers who had no offi-
cers, no leaders and no plans, wa-
vered and fled. Two hundred and
fifty were captured, but one hundred
and ninety eluded pursuers and hid
in the city.

Mutineers Became Frightened.

The mutiny at Kiev was arranged
by Shefohenko, u revolutionist of
g()od family, who entered the army
\\ a volunteer for the purpose of un-

dermining discipline and won over
many of his comrades, but when be
raised the standard of revolt, they
were frightened. Three bombs were
found in Shefohenko’s tent. All the
mutineers will be fried by court-
martial.

The workmen employed in a big
factory at Kiev struck after the mu-
tiny, but they have not yet been
Jomed by emphneee of other iac-
tories. General Sukhemminoff, the
commander of Kiev, is taking the
most energetic measures to arrest the
fugitives and the leaders of the move-
ment. Hundreds of houses have been
searched and 93 citizens have been
arrested, among them being officials
of railway and telegraph service and
the editors of newspapecs. Nuwmmner
ous eother arrests were made in Kiev,
and a number of bombs ware found.
but order is now restorad.

Military Rule Instituted.

The city is in the hands of the mili-
tary. The Novoe Vremya demands
that the government wuse the iron
hand in dealing with sueh mutinie:
and mete out immediate pum~hmen(
It attributed the sedition in the army

first, to the corruption of soldiers in
the Japanese prisons; second, to the
presence of Jews in the army, and
third, the leniency hitherto shown
by the military authorities. But the
paper claims the propaganda has
made but slight progress.

Military troubles have also brok-
en out among the troops of the third
infantry division, stationed at Ka-
luga. General Orlofi, the suppres-
sor of the insurrection in the Bal-
tic provinces, and regarded as one
of the most energetic officers in the
Russian service, left St. Petersburg
hurriedly last night after the receipt
of a cipher despatch to take charge
o fthe garrison at Kaluga. No in-
formation is available as to the na-
ture of the troubles, a strict cemsor-
ship on all incoming press despatch-
es having been instituted since the
dissolution of “Parliament. The de-
spatches of the Associated Press from
Kiev, detailing the mutiny there,
were turned over to the ecensor and
held up for from twelve to twenty-
four hours before they were deliv-
ered. :

Moscow Workers Uneasy.

The workers of Moscow are also
becoming restless and the command-
ant of that city has brought 22 com-
panies of infantry into the place te
overawe the men. Several big meet-
ings of workmen in the Moscow sub-
urbs have been broken up. Whole-
sale arrests and perquisitions eon-
tinue in St. Petersburg. The prepa-
ration of registration lists for the
election of a new parliament have al-
ready begun.

A SKILFUL GERRYMANDER.

Bt. Petersburg, June 17.—The news
of the dissolution of the second Du-
ma was received-throughout 8. Pet-
ersburg with tranquillity, thanks to
precautionery measures t&ken by the
authorities. Order prevailed yester-
day in this city, and in no place in
Russia, so far as is known, was thers
any serious disturbances. News of
the dissolution reached the St. Pet-
ersburg papers too late for their last
editions but the public was quickly in-
formed through extras, and great
posters set out by the police at al
street cornmers containing the ukase
announcing the dissolution, and the
imperial manifesto. Little enthusi-
asm or excitement was evoked, and
many of the readers as they turned
away spat on the ground as a sign of
deep contempt. Though General
Drachefisky, prefect of police, was in
charge, the provisions for public saie-
ty were virtunally in the hands of Gen-
eral Hazenkampf, the aide to Grand
Duke Nicholas Nicholaeiviteh, ‘who re-
turied from XKrasnoyezlo to assume
command of the combined garrison,
inclading a guard crops, the 37th
infantry division, a large force of cav-
alry and Cossacks, and several ma-
chine gan detachments. The military
was chiefly disposed in the industrial
section, but a strong force occupied
the Taufride palace vicinity.” Nobody,
not even Duma officials, were allowed
to enter the precinéts of the palace.
A laconic notice was posted upon the
gates announcing that “Former Dep-
uties,” would receive their galaries
upon application to the Chancellory
of the Empire.

a filtration plant, consisting of two
one-million gallon wunits. The econ-
tract was also let ror the. erection of
a half million gallon steel stand pipe.
This stand pipe has bzen erected on
the highest point in the city and is
now in daily use. It is one of the
largest steel tanks in Canada.. The
| idea is, as soon as the filtration sys-
tem; is completed to pump filtered
| water direct from the . filters to the
{ stand pipe, and the city will receive
| its supply of water for domestic and
| fire purposes from this reserveir. The
| base elevation of the réservoir is one
| hundred and ten feet above the grade
| elevation in the business portion of
}the city. The tank is thirty-five
| feet in diameter and seventy ieet |
high. The elevation secures an am-
ple pressure in all parts of the city
for domestic purposes and in the val-
ley furnishes excellent fire pressure.

Carrying Out the Work.

The year’s cauncil is. augmenting
the work already in hand by. carry-
ing out the filtration contracts as en-
tered into last year and by the addi-
tion of increased pumping plant. In
| doing this the council is adopting the
| wise principle of duplicating the pres-
! ent pumping system which has a
| capacity of 1,200,000 gallons per day.

In the present plant steam pumps are
used, the power being generated by
the use of natural gas under the boil-
ers. The new pumps which are to be
put in, will be direct acting gas
pumps, where the gas will be used as
an explosive power instead of under
the boilers. City Engineer Morrison
is corresponding with several Ameri-
can and old country firms, and when
the pumps are definitely selected, the
choice will be to the best that our
money can buy. Two pumps will be
installed. This will give Medicine
Hat - waterworks  practically two
pumping systems—one steam and the
other gas, and this, along with the
storage capacity of half a million gal-
lons in the reservuir, should mdke our
system secure and continuous, and
thus have a further bearing upon our
alreadyp low insurance rates. The
council is also looking ahead and pro-
viding for the city’s expansion in this
way: As the city grows and the con-
sumers increased by adding ' new
pumps; the pumping, filtration and
storage, can be added to without de-
stroying or interfering with the work
already done.

The pumping capacity can be in-
creased by adding new pumps; the
| adding one or two million gallon units
{at a time, and the reservoir system
| can be increased by putting two or
| three stand pipes side by side with
| the one already in operation. The
| citizens of this city take a great in-
terest in the public owned utilities
and the least of these is not the water
works.

Excavate Huge Basin.

A visit to the filtration works does
not give an observer much idea of the
system other than that a very large
work is under way. To arrange for
the filter basins, it was found neces-
sary to excavate a hole 80 feet square
and 30 feet deep. Cement concrete is
used almost whelly in the construc-
tion and the filter beds and basins
are ponderous affairs of solid cement
masonry, portions of which are rein-
forced by steel work. The water from
the well alongside, of the river is ele-
vated to the receiving basin by a
centrifugal pump which is snow ‘melt-
ing in the mountains, and is operated
by a twenty horsepower Colombus gas
engine. From the receiving basin the
water flows into settling basin, wheére
it flows. over and under a system of
baffle plates, in which a large propor-
tion of the dirt and impurities sink to
the bottom through sedimentation.
From this basin the water goes to the
filter proper, where it is put through
the Roberts patent system of - filtration
and when the water is extremely
dirty as it is at this time of year
when the snow is melting in the
mountains, a coagulant is added in

. proportion to one to sixteen hundred

and the filtered water drains into a
large cement well, where it is practi-
cally about the same level as the
pumps. From here it is pumped into
the stand pipe. This obviates the ne-
cessity of any lifting on the pumps.

In the construction of the plant, pro- |
vision is made for flushing and cleans- |
ing the different compartments and |
returning “the refuse directly to the'

river below intake pipe. The work
at present is being carried on by En-
gineer Morrison, but it is expected
that an engineer from the Roberts
Co., of Philadelphia, will be here
shortly to look after the installation
and some more of the more important
features of the plant.

Last week the work was inspected
by the C..P. R. engineer, who is in
charge of the filtration system on the
C. P. R. He visited the works in
company of Chairman Penhale, of the
water commissioners. His opinion
was that the system was as near
perfect as could be and he compli-
mented the city on the undertaking.
Navin, Bros., have the contract for
the cement work and the filtration
building, which wilF be built of brick.
The city is furnishing the brick and
cement used in the construction.

Best Systemh in the West.

When these works are completed,
Medicine Hat will have the best water
works system in the three provinees.
For seven months in the year good
pure, clear mountain water is. taken
from the South Saskatchewan river.
The balance 6f the year, say from
April until September, the water car-
ries sediment in varying degree, caus-
cgl by high water, the result of the
river being the eastern watershed of
about three hundred and fifty miles
oi the Rocky Mountains.

I am
not feady yet to answer with a de-
tailed plan the question, “Will ive
sweep from office entire Schmitz ad-
ministration?” but T will say this, “We
have shaped and are now filling in
the .body. of & policy whase one and
only object is prompt and effectual
relief for the public. And we shall
permit nothing to interfere with the
|onrrying out of that policy. We do
not fear any counter moves by the
council. We have
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confidence in' the legality of the fur-
there steps we purpose taking when
Mr. Schmitz has perfected his ap-
peal.”

Mayor Schmitz this afternoon, af-
ter a long conference with his at-
torney, addressed to the board of
supervisors a letter which says in
party: “Seeing. in the morning’s
paper a statement to the effect that
your honorable body at your meeting
yesterday decreed that I was tempor-
arily unable to perform my duties as
mayor by reason of my detention in
the custody of the sheriff of San Fran-
cisco, and therefore appointed James
Gallagher as acting mayor, I hereby
notify you I am not unable or unwil-
liing to perform my duties as mayor
of the city and county of San Fran-
cisco, but I will continue to ‘do so.
I also wish to notify you that any
action taken by Mr. Galagher in the
capacity of acting mayor will be null
and void and will, by the compica-
tions it will involve, cause great in-
jury to the city. I demand that you
send to my office all matters passed
by your honorable body, that T may
have the opportunity of inspecting
them and of approving or disapproving
them.”’

Supervicor Gallagher made no at-
tempt today to take possession of
the mayor’s office at Post and Frank-
lin streets. He says that for the pre-
sent the mayor’s office is wherever
he happens to be.

Banff, June 17.—Before the coal
commission to-day (iencraLSm»min—]
tendent Jamieson, of the C. P. R., at- |
tributed the car shortage of lart year |
to th eunprecedented growth ¢{ the |
country, the weather conditior'i;, the
scarciy of labor and the practical im-
possibility to secure the rolling. stock
and power required. 'He maintained
that. tht reports of 1905 showed.that
the C. P. R. was the second best rail-
way -on the continent in freight equip-
ment. This year the road was bet-
ter prepared to store coal than ever,
but they could not store until the
mines- were. turning out a surplus.
The mines at present are only sup-
plying enough coal to keep the road
going. Mr. Jamieson intimated that
a coal famine could only be avoided
by the dealers in domestic coal order-
ing their supplies earlier.

The case of the Taber operators,
who had not been paid for $5,000 |
worth of coal confiscated by the C.
P. R., was drawn to the general su-
perintendent’s attention, and he said
he understood the account was being
settled. Confiscation had not been
customary ‘and the failure to make
prompt payment was due to the sys-
tem of accounting.

Mr. Jamieson claimed the Lord’s
Day act badly crippled transportation |
and it would result in-the mines not |
being able to get cars on Monday and |
probably Tuesday, as long as traffic
was tied up on Sunday.

They have very
few new arguments either. They tell
us that a .compensation act de-
creases the number of accidents, be-
cause the operators furnish more pro-
tection in the mine and that as much
coal is produced in an eight-hour day
as a ten-hour day for the now time-
worn reason that a man’s working
capacity is exhausted at the end of
eight hours and the two hours extra
is really worthless.

Fred King, a Bankhead miner, who
worked in the Transvaal as well as in
England, says the compensation act
in the former country allows as much
as $2,500 in case of death by accident
in a mine. In England some of the
collieries provide homes for aged
miners and others gave pensions.

The Bankhead miners seem to be
paid. The average wage w:us
placed at $4.50 and some contract
men had earned as high as $9.50 .a
day. At Canmore, one of the oldest
camps’ in Alberta, the average waze
was $3.50 a day, though one man said
it had dropped as low as $1.50, a fact
which led another witness to sug-
gest that legislation should provide
that a miner was not to be paid less
tha $3.00 a day. That, he thought,
would compel the operator to have
plenty of work for the men to do all
the time. :

Hints were thrown. out by the
Canmore men that the only general
store at that camp was owned* by the
coal company-.and the men had to
patronize it. It was impossible they

| claimed for oppesition to be starte

as the company owned the townsite
and wouldn’t allow another firm to
do business. A similar charge was
made, it will be remembered, - by
miners at Lille.

Henry Morgan, a Bankhead miner,
fired a shot at the new Lord’s Day
Act.

THE FOREST FIRES
STILL RAGING

In Woods Around the Soor--
3 Men Burned to Death

Sault Ste. Marie, June 19.—More
serious reports come from the woods
today regarding the forest fires. Al-
though rain feH last night the fires
were not checked. It is reported
from Webbwoed that three men were
burned to death near there. Many
miles of forest along the Algoma Cen-
tral have been burned, and the flames
seem to be increasing in spite of
the light rains. ‘Thousands of dol-
lars’ worth of timber have been de
stroyed in the Georgian Bay distriet
also, and many operators have lost
all their supplies. Destructive fires
are burning on the Michigan side
too. Unless heavy rain falls at once
the fires may burn for days.

Same Story From Fort William.

The Montreal Gazetle, the senior
iti\'e paity, delivers itself of the fol-

of areas of the Doukhobor lands
for settlement:

“There have been great rushes at
land offices in the west to get posses-
sion of homesteds granted to the
Doukhobors, but taken from them by
the government on the ground that
all the regulations had not been ob-
served. It is stated that on some cf
the homesteads 20, 25, and even up
to 120 acres had been brokem. Those
who had secured possession in such
cases, thereiore, not only got land,
but improvements that represented
the toil of years of the dispossessed
men. The Government took from the
Doukhobors, whom they invited to
the country and made a special un-
derstanding with, -not only the land,
but the value the people have created
in it. The thing will give Canadians
a new cause for blushing for a depart-
ment of the national administration
that has been a perrenial cause of
shame for a decade.”

0 USE AIR AS
A FERTILIZER

For Depleted Earth.--Edison re-
veals Planto Force Ni't'rogen
Into the Soil

New: York, June 19—Thomas A. Edi-
son, In an interview yesterday, stated
that for the rest of his life he intends
to devote all his attention to scienti-
fic problems without a thought of
whether or not their solutiem woufd
bring financial gain. Mr. Edison made
the prediction that before long science
would enable the farmer to enrich his
lands by means of nitrogen from the
air.

“The element necessary for making
land ‘fertile,” he said, ‘‘is . nitrogen,
which exists in-almost inexhaustible
quantities in the atmosphere. ' Until
recently, however, the utilization of
atmospheric nitrogen was regarded as
merely a laboratory demonstration.
Business men said it could never be
obtained cheap enough to sell to the
farmer as fertilizer. -

“But the day is just about to dawn
when the air will be made to give.its
nitrogen to the earth, and to make it
yield more abundant harvests and fat-
ter herds of cattle. In Norway a plant
has been established which has been
conducted with such good results that
I expect to see atmospheric fertilizer
on the market in this country within
the next ten years.

“That ‘such a product will soon be
imperatively necessary there is no
doubt. Every shipload.of wheat and
corn which goes abroad leaves the
United States so much poorer, not in
gold, but in nitrogen.”

Prediction of a Famine.

“Sir William Crookes, when he was
president of the British Association
for the Advancement of Science,proph-
esied that in another quarter of a cen-
tury the earth would be drained of
nitrogen to such a degree that theve
would be famine in many regions of
the world. He may. have taken too
discouraging a view of the subject,but
nevertheless his statement had a true
basis of fact.

“At the present time the bulk of
the world’s supply of nitrogen comes
from the saltpetre beds of South Am-
erica, but these are being dug up so
fast it will not be very long before
they will be exhausted.’

“Another scientific discovery which
I expect to see before I die,” con-
tinued the man whose own inventions
have done so much to revolutienize

. modern life, ““is the direct generation

of electr'city from coal. This has al-
ready been achieved in an experi-
mental way. I have heard of several
men who have done it. I myself have
generated an ' eléctrical current by
burning carbon dnd Chilian saltpetre
together in an electrolite, although at
an expense which made the process a
commercial impossibility.
Electricity the Coming Power.

“Imagine what will be the conse-
quences. Then Jocomotives will be
thrown into the scrap heap. All trains
will be run by:electricity. No longer
will- coal . be laboriously : transporteck
to the cities, bug ‘there will be great
power plants ‘established at the
mouths of the mines, from which the
electricity will be sent out over the
country by wire,

“There will be no horses in the
streets, no stables, no flies. \\':1;:;:{»11.\
propelled . by electricity.
Houses will be lighted entirely Dby
electricity, for it will be so cheap
it can be used by the humblest tene-
ment dweller.

“Ships will no longer be driven by
steam. Electricity will be their mo-
tive. power. And then it will be pos-
sible. 10, cross the Atlantic in three
days.

““At the present time nine-tenths of
the power obtained from .coal is lost
by the use of Doilers, wheels and dy-
namos. With the direct generation of
the electrical current, therefore, the
world will have ten times more ener-
gy than now.”

“It has been said, Mr. Edison,
you .intenided to take up the study
of spontaneous life.

“No, I will leave that for r.
Burke,” was the prompt reply. “That
is too mysterious for me, and yet, for
that matter,. it is no more strange
than 30,000 other things a man may
observe.”

Here the speaker paused, and
lifting a bit of paper from ‘the table,
he let it drop.

‘“No one can explain why that pa-
per ialls,” he said. ‘“You may call
i gravitation, but then I ask, “What
is gravitation?” No one can tell why
the magnet attracts iron or steel. We
are still ignorant of the true eharac-
ter of electricity. Indeed, to me, af-
ter all the years I have spent in
studying electricity, it is more a mys-
tery now than ever.

Scientist vs. Inventor.

Scientifie investigation is far dif-
ferent from the. experimental  work
of a mere inventor., The lafter sim-
ply takes certain natural forces, as
they are, and seeks to explain why
and how they act. . The scientist tries
to look into the beyond.

“That is why scientists differ to
sugh a great .degree along. the same

 lines of research. Take, for example,

the subject of ether-—that element
which is supposed to pervade all
space, apd by means of which light
vibrations travel tp us.irom the most
distant -stars. Some have held that
ether is of almost incalculable rarity.
So we get the word etheral.

“‘But the latest theory I have heard,
advanced concerning the consistency
of ether is that it is 55,000 times
more dense than steel.” As he utter-

.ed this . sentence the speaker .burst

into a merry laugh. ‘Just think of
that. We are swimming around here
in something that is 55,000 times
more compact than the hardest. steel
rail, but inasmuch as it pervades all
our_ tissues, we don’t notice it.”

COUNCIL ELECTED
- BY ONE VOTER

Other Electors Strike.--Parish
Priest Among Those Chosen
Cannot Hold Office

Paris, June 19—Sixteen municipal

i.f a case that is probably unique in
France. This is what has just occur-
red at Montalieu (Isere).

That commune, for some months
past, has been at war with the author-
ities., The commune insists. on the
dismissal of the local schoolmaster.
while the prefeet refuses to entertain
the demand. As a protest the muni-
cipal council resigned in a body. Re-
eleated without opposition, it still re-
fused to carry out its duties, and was
dissolved by prefectoral decree.

The electors then agreed to g0 on
strike and not to vote for a new
souncil. This agreement was scrup-
ulously observed on the first day’s
voting. On the day of the second
ballot, rendered necessary by the fail-
ure to secure a council, a young
quarry worker appeared and declared
that he was going to vote for a list of
candidates he handed in.

He had made a bet, it appeared,that
he would vote for this list, and no-
thipg that could be said would dis-
sudle him from his purpose. As a
consequence, his list, which contained
th names of the parish priest, wne
beadle, some shopkeepers and work-
men, was duly returned as the muni-
cipal council.

The certificate of this extraordinary
election was sent to the prefect, who,
after some hesitation, had to admit
that from- a legal point of view it
could ndt be combatted, and the new
municipal councillors were confirmed
in their functions. The prefect, there-
fore, called upon them to meet and
choose a mayor.

The council duly met and showed
signs of taking its duties most seri-
ously. The members announced that
they were ready to begin ‘their duties
on condition that the prefect would
dismiss the schoolmaster. The pre-
fect is now ceompletely at a loss what
to do. If he dissolves the council, the
comedy will only begin afresh.

But this is not the end of the com-
plications. Among the new councilors
is the parish priest. By the separa-
tion law it is forbidden for a priest to
hold any office in the commune in
which he exercises his ministry. The
priest, however, declares that he does
not exercise his duties as priest in
the commune of Montalieu. If he ap-
peals in the matter to the council of
state, the .appeal suspending all ac-
tion by the prefect, he will be able to
hold office till the general elections of
municipal councils, in 1908.

IMMIGRANTS OF
A FINE CLASS

Canada is Securing Settlers of
the Best Type Possible

Ottawa, June 19—An analysis of
Canada’s immigration returns for the
past two years and a comparison with
the - figures of immigration into the
United States emphasizes the superior
ity of the class of immigrants now
coming to Canada, and answers the
statements made in some quarters,
notably by Premier Roblin in his
speech at Picton recently, to the ef-
feet that if the present ratio of in-
crease in the number of foreign-born
immigrants is continued for a few
years Canada will soon be overrun by
sitizens who have come from foreign
lands and who will be able to dom-
inate Canadian politics. The facts are
that Anglo-Saxon immigration is in-
creasing at a much more rapid rate
thap immigration from other Euro-
pean sources, and, as compared with
the  United States, Canada is getting
a far larger proportion of her new citi-
zens from the countries considered
most desirable as sources of supply.
For the last fiscal period -ending
March 8lst, British immigration to-
taled 55,791, an increase of 18.170
over the same period of 1905-06, while
continental immigration totalled 34,-
217, an increase of 14,001. The in-
creaseé in English immigration was 37
per cent. and in Scotch immigration
34 per cent.

Comparison With United States.

As compared with the character of
the immigration into the TUnited
States, Canada has also much cause
for gratification. The countries con-
sidered mest desirable from an immi-
gration viewpoint are Great Britain
and Ireland, Austria-Hungary, Bei-
gium, Servia, Montenegro, Denmark,
¥rance, German Empire, Norway,
Sweden, Switzerland, Australia, Tas-
mania and New Zealand. From these
countries the United States received
for the fiscal year 1905-06, thirty-eight
per cent., out. of a total immigration
of 1,100,735, while-from Italy alone the
percentage was 25, and from Russia,
includinig Finland, came 20 per cent.
of the total. From Russia and Italy
therefore came last year almost hali
the  wheole American immigration.
During the same period Canada re-
ceived out of a total immigration of
189,064 no less than 56 per cent. from
the favored countries, from Italy only
4 per cent. ,and from Russia and Fin-
land only two per cent. From the
United States Canada received thirty
per cent. of the entire immigration for
the year, while the United States got
in return from Canada and New-
foundland cambiped less than, one-
half of one per cent .of her entire im-
migration.

WINTER WHEAT IN KANSAS.

In the production of winter wheat
in ‘the United States no part figures
more prominently tnan Kansas and
the neighboring states. Outf of an es-
timated total of 28,130,000 acres re-
maining under crop in the United
States on May 1st, Kansas is given
credit for 5,645,000 acres, and Mis-
souri and Nebraska are credited with
each, which makes
two fifths of the winter wheat area
in these three states.

It is, therefore, of the greatest in- |
terest to learn of the condition of the

crops this years in these states. The

Twentieth Century Farmer, published
in Nebraska, in a recent issue states:
“The exceptionally dry weather for
April and the first half of May has
made a heavy decrease in the wheat
area over large districts of winter
wheat country. Kansas and Oklahoma
beén most noticeably
affected in this respect. The green
bug pest which has visited some sec-
tions of these states has added much,
no doubt, to the crop destruction.
The lack of rainfall sufficient for the
best interests of the growing wheat
has extended over a vastly larger area
than insect pest, and is always much

| more destructive when it does exist.

1A WAY OUT OF LUMBER FAMINE.

D. R. Fraser & Co., John Walters
and the Edmonton Lumber Co., are
not yet in g position to accurately es-
timate their respective losses as a re-
sult of the sudden rise of 4the Sas-
katchewan river on Friday when
thousands of logs and thousands of
feet of lumber were carried off the
skids on the river bank up the river.

“We have not yet received a report
from our men up the river as to now
much was saved,” said W. H. Clark,
of the Edmonton Lumber Co.

But there is no question that en-
ough logs and lumber has been lost
to cause g serious if not disatrous lum-
ber famine this summer, unless some
immediate relief is forthcoming.

The dealers have hit upon a scheme

which, it is believed, would materi-
ally assist in averting a famine. The
plan is to ask the Federal government
for special permits to cut logs on
government owned timber areas. There
are numbers of government limits up
the river from Big Island, which is
ten miles from the city, which have
b2en cut over and abandoned years
ago, but which still have on them
some fairly good timber in small quan
tities. Some years ago John Walters
and D. R. Fraser & Co., cut over
limits along the river, leaving the
poplar standing. At that time poplar
was not saleable. Now any kind of
lumber is marketable. It is on these
limits that the city dealers desire
special permission from the govern-
ment to cut.
“We’ve got to get logs,” said Mr.
Clark or we’re out of business and the
city will be without lumber this sum-
mer. With a special permit from tne
government we could probably get
logs here in a month or two, whereas
if we have to go up to our own limits
it will take from six to 12 months.

The board of trade will be asked to
endorse the dealers’ request to be
made to the government.

CANADIAN CENSUS l;JREAU

STATISTICS,

The Census and Statistics Bureau
has issued a blue book -as to wage
earners in Canada by occupation ac-
cording to returns of the last decen-
nial ecensus. The average yearly
carnings at regular work of all class-
es of occupation is $387.16 for males
and $181.98 for females: Trade and
transportation pays an average wage
of $503.62 for every male employee.
Professional men, including o]e-}'g\'.
govermment . Employees, musici:m;,
teachers, engineers; etc., earn $676:88
per year on ‘the average. Average
earnings of males employed in manu-
facturing, $403.14; in agriculture,
$207.55; in domestic and personal
service, $272.46. Of the whole num-
ber of wage-earners, 814,930, the males
constitute 81.75 per cent., and the fe-
males 18.33 per cent.; and, compar-
ing the teotals of all wage-earners of
both sexes by classes, it is found
that the agricultural class gives em-
ployment to 8.93 per cent., the domes-
tic and personal class to 25.61 per
cent., the fisheries class to 0.91, the
forestry and lumbering class to 2.02
per cent., the manufacturing class to
33.83 cent., the mining class to 2.93
per cent., the professional eclass to
6.34 per cent., and the trade and
transportation class to 19.37 per cent.

He has not yet de-
cided what waters he will visit here,
but speaks of Beaver Lake, Cooking
Lakes and some of the larger waters.
He has a long list of lakes which he
wishes to visit, but owing to the ex-
tent of the territory to be covered it
will be impossible for him to study
many of them this year. [f his ve-
port proves satisfactory to the govern-
ment he will probably come again
next sumimer.
