Big Wrestling Match 
at Mentreal,

Hundreds Were Turned Away Disap­
pointed—A Wonderful Scene, with 
Bankers, Brokers, Merchants and 
Lawyers Squatted on the Floor of 
the Stage Around the Bing. •

Six thousand people came to Sohmer 
Park to welcome Georges Hackenscn- 
midt upon his return ’to Montreal, and 
see him defeat de Riaz with two falls 
A few hundred more were unable to 
get in.

Every seat in the tremendous audi­
torium was filled; standing room was 
at a premium, and upon the stage 
hrôlters and bankers, lawyers and mer­
chants were squatted upon the floor 
around the ring unable to get other 
seats. Viewed from there, the scene 
was bizarre in the extreme.

It was remindful of the portrayed 
scenes that took place hundreds and 
hundreds of years ago in the historic 
night performances In the Roman Col- 
liseum, the amphitheatre of Pompeii, 
the Stadium of Athens.

And there was a real struggle, and 
a clean.,struggle between two clean, 
wonderful specimens of glorious man 
hood at the height vf physical and 
musclar development.

A one-sided struggle it is true, but 
one well worth watching and though 
Hackenschmidt, tbs blind Russian 
Lion, proved himself easily the better, 
with his twenty to Miirty pounds o? 
superior weight, the darker and small­
er Swiss, de Riaz, gave him spch a 
battle that it appeared no easy work 
for the bigger man marrto down him.

And at that Hackenschmidt was not 
in the best of condition. Big lolls of 
fat around his neck told of an easy 

I life, while his opponst seemed to he 
trained to an edge, eager for the 
fray, inclined to take the aggressive 
whenever the ponderous Russian 
would let him, but not quite as good a 
wrestler. .

Hackensçhmidt’s legs were longer.
In a general way of appearance the 

then resemble each other greatly, but 
the larger, Hackenschmidt, is blond 
Slightly bald, and his face has a sort 
of amiable appearance, while the 
smaller man Infs a dark and some 
what wild, Untamed and predatory ex­
pression.

Mr. R. Ouimet was the referee, and 
q* both me en seemed thoroughly train­
ed in the rules and played fair, he had 
a comparatively easy time of it.

There was no make-believe at any 
time, and from the word “go” the 
Swiss went at his man with a will and 
took the aggressive.

For some minutes they 
were up and down, up and down, and 
each time they went to thermat Hack 
enschmidt tried to twist himself in 
such a manner that the smaller man 
should fall underneath, but he could 
not accomplish it, and at one time the 
Swiss seemed to have the best of it, 
with the Russian twisting and turning 
under and around him like a giant hu­
man boa constrictor.

Finally Hackenschnjidt got upper­
most, and with main strength tried to 
ram the Swiss’ head down on the floor, 
which greatly displeased the crowd.

He then tried toe holds and hammer- 
locks, but could not get him over on 
his back.

Next he tried a half Nelson, which 
the Swiss broke, and after that the 
cruel hammerlock again, twisting De 
Riaz’s left arm and wrist higher and 
higher up his back till it looked as if 
he must surely give in, but Just when 
one shoulder was on the mât, and the 
other but a few inches above it, the 
Swiss with a mighty spin loosened 
himself once more.

But he had hurt his arm, and ht 
told his manager Delaloye so, as the 
latter was anxiously hanging over the 
ropes at the back, encouraging him by 
word of mouth.

For a while it was nip and tuck 
again, with De Riaz as the under dog 
Hackenschmidt trying half Nelsons, 
and the Swiss at various times getting 
the Russian's head in chancery with 
his right arm.

laugh 'front the crowd.

After an­
other half Nelson, out of which Do 
Riaz twisted once more, the Swiss 
bridged, Hackenschmidt jumped on 
him bodily with all tits might, but fail­
ed to budge the taut/steel muscles o 
the smaller niari.

When they finally tflixed it up again. 
Hackenschmidt gpt another half Niel 
son with his left and a wrist-hold with 
his right, and then 'slowly but irre 
sistibly turning his opponent over, got 
his two shoulders on the mat twenty- 
three minutes after the start.

New rope may be made pliable by 
boiling it in water for a couple of 
lours.

It must hang 
U a warm room and must not be allow­
ed to kink.

To soften boots and shoes rub castor 
oil thoroughly into the leather. This 
will renew the elasticity and life of 
the leather. Any ordinary oil will an­
swer the purpose, but castor oil is the 
beet.

When washing white dress skirts 
to not wring them, but hang them 
dripping wet on the line by the belt. 
The weight of the water prevents any 
shrinking and keeps the skirt an even 
length.

Lamp chimneys can be quickly 
cleaned by holding the hand over one 
rnd and putting the other end over the 
apout of a simmering tea kettle. Rub 
at once with a smooth cloth or tissue 
paper.

Try several shades of silk together 
in one needle when mending plaids or 
■ hecks, using colors to harmonize with 
tlie predominating tones of the mater­
ial. The mended part scarcely will 
show after it is neatly pressed.

If there are fruit stains on the

To save chicks put several stones 
n each pan or trough in which you 
keep water for your chickens; then 
when the little chicks happen to get 
into the pan they can get out by means 
of these stones and not drown.

Many vegetables may be seasoned 
with salt pork or bacon. Salt pork fat 
is, by some, consideerd to render a 
better flavour to fish, veal, poultry and 
game. Fat from the soup kettle is 
good to warm potatoes, make sauces or 
cook potatoes in.

One way to save steps is to nail a 
strip of varnished wood to the wall 
above the gas stove. Screw in a row 
of brass hooks and use them for iron 
spoons, strainers, broilers, small spad­
ers and any utensil that goes direct 
from hook to stove.

Re­
move the blade and nearly fill the hol­
low in the handle with powdered resin.

When anything on a cooking range 
boils ov.er, burns and smokes, open all 
the kitchen windows and lift one plate 
from the range to allow the smoke to 
be drawn up the chimney. If this 
doesn’t destroy the Odor put a little 
vinegar on to boil, Which dissolves nil 
pleasant smells.

New ironware cannot be used for 
cooking unless it is first boiled and the 
addition of potato paring» to the water 
is one of the best means of getting the 
new ware in proper condition. Some 
experienced housekeeper could do a 
bride a good turn by helping her in 
this respect.

An excellent cement for mending 
tinware is made by mixing.litharge and 
glycerine to the consistency of thick 

The mended article 
must not be used until the cement has 
had time to dry, which may be a week 
or more. The litharge can be secured 
at drug stores.

The Trinity Hubbub.
It seems to us that the Govern­

ment has brought the Trinity hubbub 
on Itself either by a policy of vacilla­
tion or by • lack of astuteness In de­
claring its policy when it appeared 
dubious. Correspondence which has 
appeared in the Evening Telegram 
and In the Trinity Enterprise make 
it clear that differences of opinion ex­
isted as to taking the railway right 
through into Trinity, town. The peo­
ple of Trinity West naturally want the 
station in the town. "Elector” and 
others like him question the advisa­
bility of taking it there. Some for­
midable rock cutting will have to be 
done to get it there.

Some time ago circumstances arose 
which Jbteat$d and confirmed a doubt 
as to whether the station would really 
be established right In Trinty Town.

These doubts grew in face of con­
tradicting facts, viz., that a survey had 
been made to Ryan’s field near the 
public ball and public-wharf, which 
is right in the heart of the business 
and official world of Trinity town, 
and that most of the right of way had 
been appropriated, arbitrated upon 
and paid for. Eventually the brancn 
reached the neighbourhood of Trinity 
town, and the people there naturally 
became keen. It reached Goose Cove 
and stretched off to Gott’s Cove and 
then proceeded out and away without 
reaching the site settled for the sta­
tion.

This Created suspicion. The Govern­
ment was dumb. Opposition to bring­
ing the station nearer arose among 
Government supporters. This con­
firmed the suspicion. The station 
was established at Gott’s Cove this 
strengthened' the doubt. At last the 
people of Trinity West determined to 
approach the Premier and ask him 
point blank what all these things 
meant. The Premier replied that the 
Government had not changed their 
policy but would take the line right 
into the town.

Diplomatic as was the reply we 
dgubt if it ' has allayed the suspicion 
or dissipated the doubts,

fore them there will be those who will 
still continue sceptical as to the rail­
way reaching Trinity town, until they 
see the railway spur line actually 
built to Ryan's field. The sting of the 
suspicion and doubt is not removed by 
the tail of the Premier’s letter.

Suffragette Disorder.
(Daily News Message.)

LONDON, Nov. 23.—Roiling by the 
suffragettes, -which begun with an as­
sault on Premier Asquith yesterday, 
continued throughout the night. Driv­
en from one district so many of the 
women as escaped arrest would gath­
er at another point and renew the 
battle. Advancing under cover of a 
fog at 2.30 o'clock this afternoon, a 
militant band circumvented the po­
lice. stormed the Asquith residence 
in Downing Street, hurling stones and 
metal weights at the house; and 
breaking the glass in all the lower 
windows. Earlier in the night the 
women smashed the windows in the 
houses of Sir Edward Grey, Lewis 
Harcourt and Winston 
Churchill. Augistine Blrrell, Chief 
Secretary of Ireland, was the victim of 
the most vicious and serious assault, 
and as the result of injuries from 
blows and kicks the aged statesman 
is confined to bed under the care of 
physicians.’ Mr. Birrell was making 
his way on foot through St. James 
Park to the Athenaeum Club, when 
he was set upon by the women, and 
badly beaten. The policemen rescued 
him.

Disorderly Scene;

’Dear Sir, — At Bell Island 
conduct of the miners is as a rule very 
good, on Saturday afternoon it proved 
an exception.

All 
seemed excited; the ship came to the

Crippen’s Execution.
Special Evening ^ ^

Dr. Hawley Harvey Crippen to-dav 
paid the penalty for the murder of 
his wife, Belle Elnjore, the actrqss 
within a few minutes of the stroke ot 

the morning hour officially iu-eu 
for the execution. Jhe hanging was 
in Penton ville Prison. Where the 
prisoner had been confined since his 
return to this country, following his 
arrest in Canada. The condemned 
man, who throughout nis trial and 
even until Home Secretary Churchill 
had refused a petition for his reprieve 
had maintained an imperturbable 
calmness, presented a pitiable appeal 
.nice as he was led through the short 
corridor from his cell to the scaffold., 
His mental anguish had been too 
great to be concealed by outward 
bravado, and it was a broken down 
man whom the wardens were obliged 
to assist up the steps to the trap, 
which once reached, the shrinking 
figure all but collapsed. The first 
report that Crippen had met l'.is fate 
calmly was contradicted by persons 
who were present in the prison din­
ing the 'man’s last hoprs. The doom­
ed man passed a restless night and 
appeared Haggard and worn when 
awoke from his fitful slumber. He 
seemed to lose all fortitude as the end 
approached. A breakfast was brought 
into him but he left it untouched. 
His face was colorless as he was es­
corted bareheaded to the gallows 
The gruesome work was soon done. 
The black cap was quickly drawn 
over the face, the noose adjusted and 
the bolt drawn. Crippen, who weigh­
ed 140 pounds, was given a drop ot 
seven feet. Death was instantaneous. 
From the time that his reprieve was 
refused the physician’s condition had; 
been one of agonized prostration. He 
would see only Clara Ethel Le Nave, 
love for whom was the compelling 
motive for the murder of his wife; 
Solicitor Newton, who had made a 
game fight for his client, and Father. 
Carey, to whose administrations lie 
paid respectful attention. The final 
interview with Miss Le Neve yester­
day was most ' painful, and already 
in the shadow of death the convicted 
murdered made no effort t.o suppress 
his emotions upon parting with tha 
girl. During the remainder of the 
day he was In a state of complete 
collapse, retiring to his bed utterly 
despondent. Father Carey, who had 
been much with Crippen at Penton- 
ville Prison, remained at the prison­
er’s side throughout the night and 
accompanied him to the scaffold. The 
streets in the neighbourhood of tiro 
prison were filled by the time the 
hanging occurred, although the fog 
was so dense that the outlines of the 
prison building could barely be seen 
from the street in front. Theré was 
a strong police guard on hand, which 
kept the crowd from approaching the 
building. So eager were the authori­
ties to avoid publicity that the usual 
batch of prisoners whose time had ex­
pired were excused an hour before 
the usual time. The hoisting of it 
grim black flag, which was seen as 
it shot to its place through a rift in 
the fog, announced to the crowd in 
the streets that Dr. Crippen was dealt. • 
Some time after the crowd disappear­
ed a notice was posted on the prison 
gates announcing: “ Judgment of
death has this day been executed on 
Dr. H. H. Crippen in the presence of 
the Governor of the prison, the Under 
Sheriff and Father Carey.” The Rhv- 
fician’s certificate of death was dis­
played. Now that Dr. Crippen’s lips 
are forever sealed the usual post 
mortem rumors of an eleventh "hour 
confession are afloat, These should 
he read in the knowledge that on Sun­
day last the condemned man issued 
a signed statement in which he pro­
tested his perfect innocence, and that 
since that day, as for several days 
before, he had positively refused to 
see anyone other than his keepers. 
Solicitor Newton, Miss Le Neve and 
Father Carey.

The Storm at
BeU Island.

SO ORE MINED ON MONDAT.

Bell Island, though being an “Iron 
Isle,’’ came in for the full benefit of 
the storm that has raged on, the Pen­
insula of Avalon during Sunday and 
Monday. The wind was felt in all 
directions, owing to the Island being 
an unprotected rock in the midst of 
Conception Bay, and the rain fell to 
torrents. On Sunday night not au 
individual was to be seen, save the 
watchmen braving the elements, and 
when the whistles sounded calling 
the miners to work, very few respond­
ed, so that no ore was mined that day, 
and the mines closed up, which is an 
unusual occurrence at Wabana, as in 
its mining history, now some fifteen 
years, very few days have been so 
bad that weather conditions made it 
necessary to close up.

The 8.8. Sygna and s.s. Hermes left 
Saturday and must have encountered 
the storm at its height.

The s.s. Mary and s.s. Euphrates 
proceeded up the Bay with a couple 
of hundred miners Saturday evening 
and were unable to return Sunday. 
The s.s. Mary was the first to arrive 
at noon Monday.

The sea at the Beach and at Portu­
gal Cove was madly raging, it being 
utterly impossible for any steamer to 
cross and land, so several passengers 
who arrived Saturday were unable 
to return Monday, being stranded on 
our iron rock; while communication 
with the outside world—with the ex­
ception of the telegraph—was cut 0:1 

and no mail was landed that day.
In truth, the storm at Bell Island 

was very much felt. Much water en­
tered the slopes and caused the 
pumps to be continuously going all 
day, the wind was so strong, one was 
best housed.
