Why, In 
my home a woman's chief problems 
were finances and children and mak­
ing a comfortable home, and things 
like that.

There were 
one or two men that people said 
went abound with other women, but 
that was considered a terrible dis­
grace. We never expected it to hap­
pen right in our own families the 
way you do here.”

A young married woinan assented 
to me that* she did not believe that 
more than 25 per cent, of married 
men were faithful to their wives.

What nonsense! Tffere may be a 
so-called upper class of society in 
which that is true, but It most em­
phatically is not anywhere near true 
of the backbone of the country, the 
middle class, the people you and ■ I 
know.

To hold one's husband's romantic 
love, to keep . him always a sweet­
heart. that is indeed a problem and 
one that few Women are capable of 
solving.

But to keep a husband faithful! 
I don't think that's a problem that 
the average woman—or should I say 
the wife of the average man—needs 
to worry about, unless she gets into 
the I’ve - got - hlm-and-so-it-doesn’t- 
matter-how-I-dress-and-act attitude.

To be sure, married life isn't all 
on the heights, isn't all smooth sail­
ing. but then neither is any condition 
>f life.

When married people aren’t happy 
hey are likely to think it is because 
hey are married. It’s more apt to

There is much chaff and little wheat 
in the comment of the Morison organ 
on the letter of the Premier, which 
we published yesterday.

We repudiate absolutely the charge 
that is made by the Daily News that 
we havç said or hinted at anything 
that is not fully borne out by tie cor­
respondence itself.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Hqw a Tor's Cove man could see an 
article in last night's Telegram (Nov. 
1st), and write a reply from Tor's 
Cove in time for the “Chronicle” of 
November 2nd. is a feat in newspape 
correspondence that will be hard to 
beat. The opinion of the present writ­
er is that this insolent concoction was 
written in the Chronicle office and 
was inspired by Cashin and Moore, or 
one of them, with the foregone con­
clusion that some one of standing at 
Tor's Cove that may have given them 
some indigestible pills to swallow, is 
always writing of them in censorious 
spirit. It is a pity that men on the 
trail haven't intelligence enough to 
cover up their own tracks.

Cashin and Moore will never must­
er “brass" enough to face the people 
of this end of the District again. Pro­
bably they will have put away “pie” 
enough to tide them over another term, 
while they may lie off and take les­
sons in the Science of Good Govern­
ment. and examine their consciences 
on four or five years of maladminis­
tration. in which they Were either 
principles or accomplices.

Even the purchased friends of 
Cashin and Moore know how they 
stand before the bar of public opinion 
on the Southern Shore, and it will be 
time enough to arraign them when 
they think of starting for another pic­
nic.

Englishman 
Fights King,

But Sixteen Dusky Wires Cause Him 
to Run Away Through Their 
“Nagging”, Monkey Guides Him To 
Hantig Party. — Ship Engineer’s 
Weird Experience in Jungle of East 
Coast of Africa.
LONDON, Oct. 27.—Stranger ad­

venture tbân that which befell an 
Englishman on the East Coast of 
Africa is seldom met with outside the 
realms of fiction.

While hunting in the jungle he fell 
asleep, was brought before a tribal 
ruler, fought that potentate, became 
ruler because of the attachment for 
him by a sacred monkey and entered 
into full royal possession, including 
the dusky harem. His rule was of 
short duration, for, according to his 
own account the “sixteen wives" 
practically henpecked him off the 
throne. His escape also makes thrill­
ing reading.

The story of Mr. Hugh Edward 
Gilhespie is told by the Manchester 
Dispatch. Mr. Gilhespfe is a. native 
of Newcastle, who, after serving an 
apprenticeship at Hawthorne, enter­
ed the services of the Prince line nine 
years ago. and at the time of his ad­
venture was, as he still is, second 
engineer on the Royal Prince, then 
trading from Mombassa in New Yory.

He was roughly awakened by a 
number of natives, who took posses­
sion of his rifle and revolver, and 
marched him (to their village, and be­
fore their king.

Special Evening Telegram,
GENEVA, Nov. 13,

PARIS, Nov. 13.
Tension over the Balkan situation 

is becoming easier; this is the opin­
ion in official circles here. Comment 
In the newspapers also tends to a 
similar view.

LONDON, Nov. 13.
The Financial News prints a Paris 

despatch reporting that the Bank of 
France has advanced $8,000,000 to the 
Bulgarian Government against Trea­
sury Bonds.

—---- o--------
SOFIA, Nov. 13.

A desperate sortie was made by the 
Turkish garrison at Adrianople yes- 
treday. After five hours’ fighting the 
Turkish troops were, driven back by 
Bulgarian besiegers. They suffered 
heavy loss.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 13.
The Turkish Government has been 

informed that the European Powers 
have instructed their représentatives 
in the Balkan States to communicate 
Turkey’s application for mediation to 
the Allies, with the view of arrang­
ing an armistice, preparatory to the 
conclusion of peace.

VIENNA, Nov. 13.
The Bulgarian Government has 

not, so far, shown itself favourable to 
thé idea of entering Constantinople, 
according to M. Natchovitch, former 
Bulgarian Foreign Minister, in an in­
terview at Sofia. He said that they 
wanted to have Constantinople and 
Saloniki free cities. Bulgaria’s Army, 
he continued, would, halt before Con­
stantinople, and leave the fate of the 
Turkish capital to the decision of the 
Powers.

BUDA-PESTH, Nov. 13.
Despatches from Vienna to news­

papers here report that a more fav­
ourable view of the situation is be­
ing taken in the Austrian capital. 
This is due chiefly to reports from 
Belgrade that efforts are being made 
in the Servian capital to assure a 
peaceful settlement with Austria. Dr. 
Dan Eff, President of the Bulgarian 
Chamber of Deputies, declared before 
his departure from the city that he 
was completely satisfied with the re­
sult of his mission.

SOFIA, Nov. 13.
The anticipated steps towards med­

iation have not yet been taken. The 
Powers are apparently unable to de­
cide on any definite action. Two re­
presentatives here are still with­
out instructions from their Govern­
ments. In well-informed' quarters, it 
is considered that the projected steps 
will have no effect, as Bulgaria and 
her allies will continue to maintain 
their position, that Turkey must 
negotiate directly with them. In the 
meantime it is believed that more than 
one Power is not willing that the Bul­
garians should reach Constantinople 
before any joint proposal of mediat­
ion is made. __
