Suppose, just for the sake of argu­
ment. that Ayre & Sons and George 
Knowling held all the stock and that 
they put the price up to say twenty 
dollars a barrel. The Government 
would then step in and commandeer 
their flour and dole it out in small 
quantities till they (the Govt.) were 
able to get a steamer load of flour 
here. Now what would you say if this 
big shipment of flour was, sold to Ayre 
& Knowling and they were thus given 
the sole right to sell flour in the city? 
Don’t you think that there woyld be 
some justification for complaint from 
Steers, Eagans, Jobs, and all the other 
handlers of flour? Don’t you think 
that the customers of these firms 
should be allowed to buy their flour 
from their usual merchants? While 
you can applaud the action of the 
Government in arranging for steamers 
and cheaper freight, which conse­
quently means cheaper flour or coal, 
as the case may be, and while you can 
understand a Government becoming a 
business firm and selling goods for 
the benefit of the people, yet you can­
not understand how a Government 
can hand over such goods to two firms 
and allow all the profit on these goods 
to be taken by these, firms only.

THE PRICE.
The price has the usual hazy Gov­

ernmental atmosphere hanging over 
it. I have heard that it is based on 
the selling price of coal at the end of 
the year, which was $8.00, plus the 
increases in freight and other charges 
which had to be paid on the Alconda’s 
cargo. Now in the first place it 
seepis hardly right to base this coal 
on the $8.00 price, as that was for 
North Sydney coal, while this is South 
Sydney, which I believe costs less. In 
the second place as we are told that 
the price will be about $9.60 a ton and 
as the increase in freight accounts for 
almost all the increase, it means that 
say $1.56 is the difference in freight. 
So that as the Alconda was chartered 
at $3.10 a ton freight, it means that 
Messrs. A. Harvey Sr Co. paid $1.55 a 
ton freight when they sold coal at 
$8.00. J am told that other firms were 
paying at this time $1.75 a ton freight. 
This again represents an item of pro­
fit (20 cents) which was not shared 
by other coal dealers in the $8.00 coal. 
Now I am not going into this in the 
spirit of criticising profits. I just 
want to show that the basis of $8.00 
was a wrong basis on which to arrive 
at a selling price for the Alconda’s 
cargo. Coal purchased at the mines 
by the Government, brought here by a 
steamer chartered by the Government, 
is a very different transaction than if 
it had been negotiated by private en­
terprise. The Govdrtment do not want 
to become coal vendors, but they have 
become such in selling this cargo to 
Messrs. A. J. Harvey & Co. The Gov­
ernment can only sell such coal at 
cost, plus a stated commission to the 
firm who handles it. In this case the 
handlers are given an indefinite profit, 
a profit which nobody knows, and 1 
protest that Government coni should 
never be sold under such conditions.

TONNAGE.

With reference to tonnage and the 
meeting in the Board of Trade, it 
does seem rather ’strange that after 
we had sold ail steamers available 
here, that we should now be going hat 
in hand to the Government asking for 
freighters for our salt and fish. I 
daresay if the Government had not 
had the Prospero and Portia and 
iteid’s steamers chartered for coastal 
purposes, these also would have been 
sold by this time. So it all works out 
that Governments must interfere, 
when private enterprise discloses 
such a riot of selfishness.

Household Notes,
Nursing bottles must be kept clean 

and free from germs. One bottle is 
not enough ; several are needed. They 
should he emptied and washed fre­
quently in a little soda water. The 
tube is now never used in the nurs­
ing bottles, but the pure rubber nip­
ple that slips over the neck of the bot­
tle.

Tomatoes and macaroni baked as 
follows make a delicious dish: First 
boil the macaroni until done, then in­
to a baking dish put a layer of maca­
roni, then a layer of tomatoes and so 
on until the dish is full, put a gener­
ous allowance of butter on the top.

McMordo’s Store News The Recount. Morizel Leaves 
Louisburg To-Day,The Twillingate recount commenced 

at 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon and 
2,500 ballots of 3,910 votes cast had 
been counted when adjournment was 
taken at 10 o’clock last night. When 
the application for the recount was 
made by the late Mr. Furlong, he de­
posited eighteen hundred dollars with 
the Court, seventeen hundred of this 
being deposited under protest, the de­
ceased claiming that the recount of 
the IS districts should stand as but 
one election, and in which he was 
upheld by Mr. Justice Johnson. An 
application lias been made by Mr. 
Kent for the return of the seventeen 
hundred dollars, and an order to do 
so was issued yesterday by Judge 
Johnson. Mr. Dunfield gave notice of 
appeal ,and the whole question will bfe 
argued before the Full Bench.

The s.s. Florizel, Capt. Martin, 
reached Louisburg on Thursday even- 
ing at six o’clock, after an unsuccess- 
ful attempt to reach Sydney, for 
which port she was bound from St 
John’s. Tlie ship was jammed in the 
ice off Low Point for three days. She 
is expected to finish loading coal at 
Louisburg this afternoon when she 
will leavp ''or here. The heavy Galt 
ice, which was tightly packed off Syd­
ney and Lopisburg in the early par; 
of this week, has loosened and broke 
up, according to reports brought 
along by the s.s. Corona which arrived 
here last night, so that the arrival of 
the Florizel may be looked for here on 
Monday evening next. She will dis­
charge right away in order to be able 
to return to Louisburg for another 
such cargo.

The Daily News raises 
an important matter to­
day in reference to the 
forthcoming appointment 
to the Presidency of the Legislative 
Council. Under the Draft Instruc­
tions, the Governor is empowered to 

make the appointment. As a matter 
of course His Excellency would seek 
the advice of the members of the Ex­
ecutive Council, but, in his discretion, 
"and if it shall in any case appear 
right,” he is authorized to act in op­
position to that advice. This Draft of 
instructions is forty years old, and 
the precedent followed is probably 
that of the British Ministry and the 
Speaker of the House of Lords. The 
House of Commons appoints its own 
Speaker, as our House of Assembly 
does. The House of Lords does not 
appoint its own Speaker, nor does our 
Legislative Council. Indeed, it is said 
that the Speaker of the Lords needs 
not to be a member of the House of 
Lords, although it is usual to create 
him a member. He is usually a Com­
moner, who is made Lord Chancellor, 
and by virtue of that office he be­
comes Speaker of the House of 
Lords. This custom is hoary with 
age. The Lord Chancellor is the 
highest judical officer of the' Crown, 
and he is the dispenser of great legal 
patronage. He is also a member of 
the Cabinet. There appear weighty 
and sufficient reasons so long as the 
ancient custom prevails, of the British 
Prime Minister retaining solely on 
his own hands the appointment to this 
historic office, without consulting the 
members of the House of Lords. No 
such weighty reasons’ prevail in the 
case of the appointment of the Presid­
ent of the Legislative Council. He is 
not the highest judical officer in New­
foundland, he is not the main dis­
penser of legal patronage. He is not 
a member of the Executive Council. 
His connection with administration is 
infrequent and occurs at long and ir­
regular intervals. The President of 
tlie\ Council becomes Administrator 
only in the absence of both the Gov­
ernor and the Chief Justice. That is 
the only special interest which can 
justify the provisions of the Draft of 
Instructions, but that special interest 
is insufficient to exclude the Prime 
Minister/and his colleagues on the 
Executive from consulting with the 
member» of the Legislative Council 
as tofff&r wishes on the premises, 
before tendering advice to the Gover­
nor. We support the suggestion of 
the Daily News that the Government 
should consult the Legislative Coun­
cillors before one of their colleagues 
is appointed to preside over their de­
liberations.

G. KNOWLING MABEL D. HINES ABANDONED- 
CREW SAFE..

The schooner Mabel D. Hines, Capt. 
Legger, has been abandoned in mid­
ocean, her crew having been taken off 
by the Dutch steamer Alphaid and 
brought into New York yesterday, 
after a thrilling experience. The Mabel 
D. Hines was owned in St. John’s by 
Messrs. George .H Davey and James 
R. Chalker and was registered under 
the name of the latter. She was 
formerly an American vessel and was 
purchased by the local concern only 
a few years ago. She was 23 years 
old, having been built in Essex in 
1893. She was 100 tons net, and a 
splendid fish carrier, and carried six 
hands ail told. The vessel loaded fish 
on the Labrador Coast the latter part 
of last summer and left for Gibraltar. 
She discharged at Alicante and then 
went to Santa Pola and loaded salt 
for here. On her return she called 
at the “Rock" and left there on Dec. 
15th last for St. John's, over two 
months ago. Terrific storms were 
continuous and after battling with the 
elements for 40 days she sprang a 
leak and after working strenuously 
against death for six days keeping the 
pumps going the vessel was abandon­
ed in a sinking condition and the crew 
were picked up on February 5th. The 
crew should reach this city next week.

The loss of the Mabel D. Hines and 
her salt cargo has an important bear­
ing on the tonnage problem which is 
the topic of discussion on all sides at 
present.

^ My Dear Mr. Editor,—I am going to 
appeal to you as an Honourable mem 
per of the Lower House of Assembly, 
and when I meet you I will tell you 
who has promised to support the bill 
in the Upper House should it arrive 
there.

I want you, Mr. Editor, to intro­
duce a Bill at the coming session of 
the House of Assembly, giving the 
young girls just like me the same 
privilege as they have in Scotland—a 
sort of legal standing when we young 
giddy things propose marriage to a 
young man we love and make ttife 
penalty pretty severe if the young men 
refuse. There is one dear old gentle­
man M.H.A. for Somewhere in New- 
fuondland with a most beautiful ro­
bust complexion, that I am sure will 
support the bill, and I promise between 
you and me he will be the first that I 
will offer my hand and,heart, to to 
place a plain ring on.

Leap Year has become a very seri­
ous matter with me, and quite a num­
ber of my old school girl friends as 
well. Since the war so many of our 
young men—some of them good catch­
es—have been caught in the trenches 
of Scotch lassies’ hearts and got mar­
ried. Speaking for myself I am not 
disappointed, but I wish before it gets 
too late to have a selection from 
amongst the young men left—age no 
objection if the bank book is a fat 
one. We only ask for the same lib­
erty as they have in Scotland.

When Julius Caesar reformed the 
Roman calendar he added a day ev­
ery fourth year in order to make the 
average solar year 365% days. This 
was done by doubling the sixth day 
before the Calends of March, and 
hence the year was called bisextile— 
a name it still retains among the Latin 
nations of Europe, by whom February 
24th is regarded as the intercalated 
day.

In Scotland the leap year privilege 
for women appears to have a legal 
foundation, for many years ago the 

.following law was passed: “It is sta­
tut and ordaint that during the rein of 
his maist blissit Megeste, for ilk yeare 
knowne as leape yeare, ilk mayden 
ladye of bothe highe and lowe estait 
shall has liberté to bespeke ye man 
she likes, albeit he refuses to talk 
her to be his lawful wyfe, he shall be 
mulcted in ye sum ane pundits or less, 
as his estait may be ; except and awis 
gif he can make (t appeare that he Is 
betrothit ane ither woman he then 
shall be free.” I

Some Arguments Like Parallel 
Lines. ,

It is perfectly useless for two peo­
ple to argue when they have entirely 
different ideals, and ideals are the 
touchstone by which the matter of 
argument must be tried. For in­
stance, suppose two people are argu­
ing as to the advisability of legisla­
tion which restricts certain personal 
rights of all for the sake of. those 
who have not enough self-control and 
education to use those rights wisely. 
If one party to the argument has as 
his ideal of right conduct the better­
ment and advancement of the whole 
human race and the other party has 
no such ideal, what is the use of 
their arguing? All their premises 
must be different and no amount of 
argument can bring them to the same 
conclusion. Two parallel lines will 
never meet hnd two lines of argument 
will never meet if they start from 
different premises.
Beauty Lies Partly in the Eye that 

Looks Upon It.
Again, there is no use arguing mat­

ters of opinion, as, for instance, 
whether a face is pretty *or not. 
Beauty lies half in the eye that sees 
it and no amount of words can alter 
an opinion which is founded on feel­
ing rather than facts.

Arguments in which the two par­
ties are using the terms which are 
the crux of the discussion in a dif­
ferent sense are absolutely futile. 
Many an argument will vanish into 
thin air if the arguers will stop and 
define the terms they are using. >

Another futility in argument is to 
lose sight of the point at issue. In 
nine arguments out of ten, this hap­
pens, and neither can gain tyjon the 
other, because the point of attack is 
constantly shifted. Stop and restate 
what you are trying to prove every 
few minutes, if you want to get any­
where in an argument.

Don’t raise your voice or lose your 
temper in an argument.

Don’t forget what you are arguing 
about. (

Define your terms before starting.
When your opponent makes a state­

ment that sounds well, but that you 
feel has a flaw in it, don’t hurry to 
answer. Think it over and find the 
flaw. This will help you to detect 
sophistry everywhere.

Don’t argne on matters of opinion.
Don’t use vague terms or vapor off 

into makeshift phrases like “You 
know what I mean.” Try to express 
yourself concisely, definitely and in 
good English.

Don’t argue for the sake of hearing 
yourself talk and proving how smart 
you are. Argue to defend a well- 
founded conviction and to thresh out 
the truth.

Conducted on these lines, an argu­
ment is an excellent thing for young 
or old, and will keep any mind from 
getting fat and inactive.

War News6

Messages Received 
Previous to 9 A.M.

CZAR CO > GR A TCI ATE 1) BY THE 
KING.

LONDON, Feb. IS.
On receipt of the news of the cap­

ture of Erzerum by the Russians, 
King George despatched the following 
message to Emperor Nicholas: “My 
heartiest congratulations upon the 
splendid achievement of your gallant 
troops in capturing Erzerum, after 
such hard fighting, which I trust will 
have far-reaching effects."

IN THE SENATE.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 18.

Senator Lodge, ranking as minority 
member of the Foreign Relations 
Committee, made a speech in the Sen­
ate to-day, declaring the abandon­
ment by the States at this time of the 
principle that its citizens were free to 
travel upon merchantmen of belliger­
ent nations armed solely for defence 
purposes, would be an unneutral act 
and a step toward war. _He said it 
would make the States an ally of the 
beiigerent whose, merchant marine 
had been swept from the seas.

Senator Sterling, of South Dakota, 
spoke to his resolution to declare the; 
Senate's concern over the recent Ger­
man naval order to sink all enemy 
armed merchant ships. He said the 
issue brought the United States into 
its gravest national crisis. Instead of 
yielding to the claims of the German 
Admiralty, said he, their very men­
tion should meet with vigorous pro­
test. Instead of denying this old 
right of the seas, we should now, of 
all times, vie with Britain or any na­
tion seeking to uphold it. It is possi­
ble some danger will be incurred, but 
I do not much fear that the 'dangers 
will be- increased beyond what they 
are at present. But I do know that 
let another sea horror occur, in which 
American- lives are involved, then this 
administration, and the world will 
know that real America is not supine, 
apathetic and hesitating, but strong 
and militant, and, if need be, ready 
to respond to those noble impulses of 
liberty and humanity which have been 
our heritage from the beginning. Dis­
cussing the right of Britain to arm 
her merchantmen fleet for defence 
purposes, Senator Sterling said: “Of 
all peoples in the wide world, it ill 
becomes us to deny Britain that right 
now, or to spend one hour in diplo­
matic haggling to secure l!6r the 
ratification of it. Our export trade 
has been growing by leaps- and 
bounds. Each month has been ex­
ceeding by many millions the last 
preceding' month. Manufacturers _pf 
arms and munitions of war are not 
only the beneficiaries, but the pro­
ducts of the farm, forest and mine 
find foreign demand, and the market 
in the aggregate was never equalled. 
But with our own poor and inadequate 
merchant marine, how would it have 
been if Britain were not mistress of 
the seas?

BRIAND’S VISIT TO ROME.
PARIS, Feb. 18.

The Milan Stanipa summarizing the 
results of Premier Briand’s visit to 
Rome says, besides being in accord 
upon political and military policies, 
French and Italian Governments have 
reached technical agreements con­
cerning munitions under which ex, 
pert Italian metal workers will be 
sent to French munition works. 
Agreements were also reached, says 
the newspaper, concerning the ex­

change of products between the two 
countries and for arranging common 
facilities for transport. The Stamps 
adds decisions reached already have 
been approved by the Italian cabinet 
and that they will be put into execu­
tion immediately.

BANKS APPEALED TO.
LONDON, Feb. 18.

It is officially announced that Reg­
inald McKenna, Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer, has sent an appeal to the 
banks throughout Britain asking that 
they urge customers to offer all avail­
able American securities to the treas­
ury. McKenna’s statement follows: 
You are acquainted with the Govern­
ment’s scheme for acquiring Ameri­
can dollar securities in order to main­
tain a state of exchange with the 
States. While expressing cordial 
tlfanks to those banks which already 

Aiave urged customers holding suit­
able securities to offer them to the 
treasury, I invite all the banks to 
take similar action, and impress upon 
customers their paramount duty in 
assisting their country and her Allies 
by offering to the treasury such se­
curities either for sale oy as deposit 
loans, whether or not they are includ­
ed in the published purchase lists of 
the treasury. At an early date op­
portunity will be afforded for deposit­
ing securities on loans upon terms 
already published. I wish to em­
phasize the fact that by offering their 
dollar securities to the government 
at this juncture they will be perform­
ing a patriotic service in helping to 
pay for munitions and other supplies 
bought in America, and at''the same 
time obtain full price for securities 
sold.

WINNIPEG-AMERICAN BATTALION
WINNIPEG, Feb. 18.

An American battalion, the 212th, 
has been authorized to be raised in 
Winnipeg. Major Pittman, now with 
the American Legion at Toronto, will 
be in command, according to advices 
received at headquarters this morn­
ing.

SWEDEN NOTIFIES HER NATION­
ALS.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 18.
Sweden has informally advised the 

State Department that. in conse­
quence of the announced intention of 
Germany and Austria to sink armed 
merchantmen without warning after 
Feb. 29th. she will notify her nation­
als not to travel on such ships.

MABEL D. HINES ABANDONED AT 
SEA.

NEW YORK, Feb. 18.
The Dutch steamer Alphard arrived 

here to-day with the captain and 
crew of the schooner Mabel D. ^lines, 
abandoned in a sinking condition af­
ter a losing battle of forty days, with 
continuous gales. The Mabel D. Hines 
was owned " in St. John’s, Nfld., and 
was returning from Spain with a car- 
gq of salt. The vessel cleared from 
Gibraltar on Dei. 15th and immediate­
ly encountered terrific storms before 
which they were helpless. January 
31st the little craft sprang a leak and 
for six days Capt. Legger and crew 
of five manned the pumps in a des-

THE FIGHT OYER THE MAILS.

LONDON, To-day.
For some time Count Wrangel, 

Swedish Minister to England, has 
been holding a series of conferences 
with Col. House, President Wilson’s 
personal representative, on' the sub­
ject of the detention of neutral malls 
by belligerents. Incidentally the 
whole question of a possible joint ac­
tion by neutrals to protect their rights 
had been discussed first. The confer­
ence, during which Count Wrangel 
and Col. House were closeted for sev­
eral hours, was arranged on the initi­
ative of the Swedish Minister on the 
controversy between Sweden and 
Britain over the detentions of mail by 
both countries which reached an im­
passe several, weeks ago. Neither 
country since then has made any con­
cession. The question became seri­
ous when Sweden in retaliation ' for 
the seizure of her trqns-Atlantic mails 
by Britain seized, the English post on 
its way to Russia, approximately fifty 
thousand parcels. This mail is now 
held up in Sweden and Britain count­
ered with a refusal to sell coal to 
Sweden. Meantime strong represen­
tations had been made by both sides 
to the controversy, but neither has 
given any satisfactory assurance 
tending to its conclusion. Early in 
the controversy, Walter Hines Page, 
American Ambassador to Britain, was

THE BAN ON IMPORTATION OF

HAVANA, To-day.
The British proclamation, prohibit­

ing after March 1st, except under 
Board of Trade license, the importa­
tion of manufactured and unmanu­
factured tobacco, including, cigars and 
cigarettes, is causing much uneasi­
ness in Havana. It is feared it will 
result in much distress among the 
cigar makers and great loss to manu­
facturers and planters. All factories 
are reducing their output and dis­
charging workers. Should the appeal 
of the Cuban Minister at London, for 
the British Government to exempt 
from the operations of deer* con­
tracts for cigars already made result 
in failure, many factories would shut 
down, throwing out of employment 
upwards of 5,000 cigar makers for 
whom Government" aid would be 
necessary.

GARRISON AT ERZERUM MOSTLY 
ESCAPED. * 
PETROGRAD, To-day.

Semi-official News Agency says the 
exact number of Turkish troops cap­
tured at Erzerum is.not known, but 
the greater \ part, of the garrison got 
away, as the fortress was not invest­
ed, but was carried by assault. The 
number of guns captured reach 1,000. 
Before evacuation, the Kurds merci­
lessly massacred thousands fof Ar­
menians. The city’s defensive works 
were organized by the German Com­
mander Poscel and are spoken of as 
admirable and as embodying all the 
resources of modern artillery engin­
eering. Latest advices indicated that 
the heavy Turkish reinforcements 
which had been hastening to aid Er­
zerum failed to. arrive in time. The 
capture of Erzerum aroused the 
greatest enthusiasm throughout Rus­
sia. Towns large and small are 
scenes) of demonstration, parades and 
drum celebrations. A most impos­
ing demonstration took place at Tiflls 
where the Grand Duke Nicholas in 
person announced the news of the fall

of Erzerum. The whole town was 
lavishly decorhted and (he Grand 
Duke appeared sevyal times in re­
sponse to the acclamations of the 
crowds.

EXPECTS GREAT GERMAN SEA 
RAID.

LIVERPOOL, To-day.
• . “I have always believed,” said Lord 
Derby, "that sooner or later the Ger­
mans will attempt a great sea raid on 
this country and that howëver well 
organized the havy it will not be able 
to stop it, but I believe the army and 
navy are now so so-ordinated that 
even if the raid comes it will be prac-^ 
tiçally in-operative and that those 
who come will be wiped out." Dis­
cussing the.air menace, Lord Derby 
appealed to newspapers not to unduly 
agitate the public mind, regarding air 
raids, because of the effect stAh 
agitation is likely to have on British 
airmen. It is not true British aero­
plane commanders have sent up their 
men under atmospheric or other con­
ditions of the greatest danger, Lord 
Derby declared, but if newspapers are 
not careful, public opinion will force 
these commanders for fear that there 
might be a raid and that they were 
doing nothing to take action they 
would not otherwise take. Moreover, 
if the public was decrying our aero­
planes, airmen will lose confidence in 
their machines. Lord Derby made the 
above remarks at a Working Men’s 
mass meeting held here last night.

suffered in the Erzerum fighting are 
becoming more and more clear. The 
forts in the fortress itself and in the 
surrounding country are full of Turk­
ish dead. The remnants of the Turk­
ish army, pressed by our troops, are 
fleeing in disorder at points and in 
different directions. A severe snow 
storm failed to cool the ardor of our 
men in pursuit, who are close on the 
heels <jf the enemy are annihilating 
or taking prisoners at the tail ends of 
Turkish columns. We captured at 
Erzerum the entire fortress artillery 
and a large' part of the enemy’s field 
artillery. Up ,to the present we have 
counted two hundred guns. We have 
taken a iiuge quantity of artillery, 
ammunition and arms, several dozen 
motor cars, a wireless apparatus and 
a • pontoon park and a number of 
troops taken. The Turkish soldiers 
captured in the vast region of Erze­
rum are being tabulated. The troops

LONDON, To-day.
“We must not and will not tolerate 

the idea of our Irish Regiments being

GERMANY’S FEELERS REGARDING

PEACE.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Arthur Drapen, the London corres­
pondent for the Tribune, cables his 
paper that unofficially Germany is ex­
ceedingly busy just now sounding 
sentiment regarding peace among the 
Allies. Feelers are being sent out 
practically to all countries except 
Great Britain. From a reliable source 
I learn that unofficial overtures have 
been made to France during the last 
fortnight, but these have led nowhere. 
It is said France replied unoffi­
cially that she would make no separ­
ate peace under any circumstances, 
and that when the time came for 
peace, she would insist on Alsace- 
Lorraine being turned over to her. 
Germany’s unofficial offer, included 
withdrawal from France and Belgium 
and the payment of indemnity suffi­
cient to repair war damages. These 
frequent and persistent rumors are 
exciting much speculation here, for 
they are taken to mean that Ger­
many’s internal situation is far from 
being as rosy as her military position 
would indicate. It.argues that small 
military gains no longer serve to di­
vert the popular mind from the, finan­
cial and economic pinch, and unless 
the Government can encourage the 
people by a spectacular offensive of 
material advantage, it must openly 
announce that it wants to discuss the 
question of peace.

Mountains.
By GEORGE FITCH.

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”
Mountains are small breakings out 

on the face 06 Nature, ranging from 
one to five miles in height. They are 
found all over the world in great 
variety. Some are covered with a 
thick beard of timber and can easily 
be climbed by women and children, 
while others stick sternly into the 
zenith so far that their summits are 
covered with eternal snow that has 
never been desecrated by a shovel or 
a cigar butt.

Mountains are composed of rocks, 
and are very useful, producing- gold, 
silver, iron and scenery in vast quan­
tities. They are very interesting to 
look at and many of them are on ex­
hibition daily to great throngs. But 
they are also a great nuisance, owing 
to the difficulty of getting over and 
around them. A mountain can block 
traffic more successfully than three 
old women at a ticket window. In 
order to cross a mountain, a railroad 
lust writhe, twist, double on its 
trail, climb, toboggan and loop the 
loop until its route looks like the pro­
gress of a practical politician toward 
the United States Senate.

Mountains are profusely decorated 
with cliffs, crags, gorges, chasms, pre­
cipices, glaciers, snow fields, peaks, 
waterfalls, avalanches, electric rail­
roads and summer hotels. In Col­
orado they are beginning to decorate 
them with signs also, in letters a hun­
dred yards long. Mountain climate 
is very salubrious as long as the tour­
ist keeps his footing. "However, there 
is nothing more unhealthy than to sit 
down on the steep bosom of a hard, 
indifferent mountain and coast over a 
3.000 foot precipice with nothing but 
a straw hat for a parachute.

The avalanche is also a dreaded 
mountain feature. It consists of sev­
eral billion tons of snow, charging in 
fnH cry down the mountain side. It 
is irresistible and awful, and there is 
* tradition that T. Roosevelt once 
side-stepped an avalanche and let it 
have its own way, though this has not 
been confirmed.

The highest mountains in the world 
are the Himalaya in Asia. Their

summits are five miles high and have 
never been infested by souvenir hunt­
ers. The most famous mountains 
are the Swiss Alps, which are so 
popular that many of the prominent 
peaks, such as Mt. Blanc and the Mat­
terhorn, will soon have to be enlarged 
to accommodate the tourist traffic. 
The Andes in South America are very 
tall and reserved, and a summer hotel 
among their peaks would be a losing 
proposition from the start. Our own 
Rocky mountains are a great grief to 
the nation, because they are not the 
highest in the world, though the sum­
mer hotels are doing their best to 
remedy this defect. Vesuvius is the 
most ill-behaved mountain in the 
world and Kinkkunjungua is the 
hardest to ascend with the tongue.

Mountain climbing is one of man’s 
favorite diversions and finishes. Man 
can ascend mountains to a height of 
24,000 feet, provided he can hold on 
them, but beyond this height the air 
becomes too rare and infrequent to 
breathe successfully. Many political 
speeches would be greatly improved 
if they were made from a height of 
27,000 feet or thereabouts.

What Italy Has 
Accomplished Since

She Entered Arena.
The Italian Minister of War issued 

on Jan. 20 the first cumulative state­
ment of Italian military operations 
since the nation declared war on Aus­
tria, May 23, 1915.

Since then Italy has declared war 
on Turkey, Aug. 20, and on Bulgaria, 
Get. 16, and has subscribed to the en­
gagement of Great Britain, France, 
Japan and Russia, not to make a sep­
arate peace with either of the central 
Empires or their allies, Nov. 30.

The statement <ÿ the Minister of 
^Var is as follows:—

“The General Staff herewith pre­
sents a review of the operations on 
our front from the begining of the war 
and the result of our offensive:

“In the Trentino we have conquer­
ed the line, from the Valle Davana to 
the Valle di Ledro, the Loppio depres­
sion and the Valle Terregnolo, there­
by redeeming a rich and populous re­
gion, securing the two southern and 
most threatening extremities of this 
salient, which extends from the west 
to the east of the Lago di Garda to 
within a score of miles of the Brescia- 
Verona highway.

On the eastern side of this salient 
several roads passing between the 
Adige and the Brenta Rivers lead 
from the frontier and seek the level 
ground between Verona and Vicenza. 
Here had been placed the most for­
midable . Austrian defences forming 
the most threatening zone for an in­
vasion of the level land of Veneta.

A’ast Zone Occupied.

r’Further to the northeast we have 
occupied the Val Sugana as far as 
Borgo and all of the vast mountain­
ous zone extending to the foot of the 
Alps, including the valleys of Cala- 
mento and Campello with the hollow 
of Strigno, the Valle di Grigno with 
the hollow of Tesino, the Valle di Van- 
ci, with the hollow of the Canale 
Sambovo. and the Valle di Cormona 
with the hollow of Fiera di Drimiero.

“In the Cadore we have conquered 
and occupied the Val Sugana as far as 
Chere, the ridge of Cortina d'Ampez­
zo, and the slopes of Tofana and 
Cristallo, ajid have cut the important 
line of communication leading from 
Austria to the Dolomite Alps along 
our frontier, which had been con­
structed in order to lessen' the dis­
tance between Toblac and Trent.

“We have also occupied several ad­
vance spurs which extended into the 
upper valleys of the Rienzo and the 
Sexton at a short distance from the 
great Austrian line of communication 
with the Valle della Drava.

‘In Carnia we have held possession 
of the frontier line against constant 
attacks from the Austrians directed 
with the idea of invasion and men­
acing our flank.

“Here our artillery fire and the 
fearless assaults of our infantry have 
broken the enemy's communications 
along the valleys of the Gail and the 
Altofella, destroyed the fort of Hensel 
and damaged that of Predii.

Toimino at Mercy of Italian Guns.
“On the Isonzo we havg conquered 

the hollow of the Plezzo as far as the 
slopes of Mounts Rombon and Javor- 
eck, and occupied a great part of the 
slopes of Monte Nero, which extend 
in a solid mass along the left banks 
of the stream opposite our positions 
at Vodil and Mrzil, while on the hills 
of Santa Maria and Santa Lucia we 
have maintained a constantly aug­
menting offensive.

“The fortified town of Toimino is 
absolutely at the mercy of our artil­
lery fire.

“In the Middle Isonzo we have con­
structed a strong bridgehead to the 
east of Plava, and, with the occupa­
tion of the heights west of Gorizia, we 
have rendered useless the enemy's for­
midable bridgehead, made the town 
uninhabitable, and dominated the vast 
and populous plain on the right bank.

“Further south we have passed over 
the river and pierced the heavy lines 
constructed by the enemy along the 
edge of the Carso, and have firmly es­
tablished ourselves on this plateau.

“The enemy, not being able to deny 
our successes, limits himself to the 
constant declaration that the struggle 
develops around our defences, but he 
deems it prudent to abstain from acr 
knowledging to what extent our at­
tacks are bearing away his own. ^

Heavy Austrian Losses.

“Along the entire front the enemy 
is at the mercy of our intitatiye, forced 
to limit himself to a passive resist­
ance, desperately clinging to the land 
and to the hope that, through his su­
perior positions, he may be able to 
sustain himself. The fact is, however, 
that while thus occupying favorable 
defensive positions, he has lost 30,- 
000 prisoners, 5 heavy guns, 65 ma­
chine guns, several thousand rifles 
and grenades, munitions, and other 
war material pf every kind.

“Against him our army, facing the 
serious difficulties of conducting an

veloped, is obliged to fight always 
from the lower positions in order to 
dominate the enemy’s, which had been 
prepared for this eventuality, and in 
eight months of hard struggle has
