\
ELOQUENT ADDRESSES IN BOTH
CHAMBERS.

With a large attendance of citizens
and in the presence of many distin-
guished visitors, His Excellency the
Governor opened the fifth session of
the Legislature yesterday afterncon.
After inspecting the naval and mili-
tary forees, . the Governor proceeded
to the Legislative Caquncil hamber
and took his scat on the Throne. The
Gentleman 1Jsher of the Black Rod
summoned the Speaker and Members
of the House of Assembly to the Bar
of the House. The Governor then
read his Speech from the Throne,
which was published in our columns
yesterday. A copy having been deliv-
ered to the Speaker, the members of
the Lower House withdrew to the As-
sembly Chamber. His Excellency and
suite then left the House.

After a short interval the Council
went into session, the President, Hon.
P.. T. McGrath, being in the chair.
The Speech from the Throne having
been re-read by the Clérk, Hon. John
Anderson moved that an address in
reply be sent to His Excellency. In
an eloquent speech Mr. Anderson
dealt mainly with the war, and show-
ed how incomparable it was to all
wars of the past in magnitude. He
touched only briefly on local affairs,
but showed how generally satisfactory
these are and how the future could
be regarded with hope and courage.

Hon. John Harvey seconded the mo-
tion in a quiet but impressive speech,
which was mainly a plea for greater
unity internally. He referred to the
problems of living that confront the
country, and showed how even in that
respect Newfoundland is fortunately
placed. He regretted the failure of
the two parties to come to an agree-
ment and unite in the face of the
common need, and made a convincing
appeal to the country’s representa-
tives not to dissipate their energies
at such a time in internal dissensions.

The President then nominated a
committee to draft an -addres&¥in re-
ply to the Governor’s speech. Hon.
Mr. Anderson gave notice that he
would ask leave to-day to introduce
a Daylight Saving Bill. The Council
adjourned at 5.15 p.m. until 4.30 p.m.
this afternoon.

AT THE HOUSE.

After the Speech from the Throne
had been read by the Speaker, the
Prime Minister moved the following
resolution of condolence to the rela-
tives of the two late members of the
Legislature, Mr. John Dwyer, M.H.A.
for St. John’s East, and Mr. M. J.
Kennedy, M.H.A. for St. John's West:

RESOLVED,—That this House de-
dires to place on record an expression
of its heartfelt sorrow at the decease
of John Dwyer, Esq., and M. J. Ken-
nedy; Esq., for some time members
of this branch of the Legislature.
Their sterling qualities rendered them
a valuable acquisition to the Legisla-
ture. Whilst mourning their loss,
members of this House desire to con-
vey to their relatives deep sympathy
in their bereavement. ’

The Leader of the Opposition sec-
onded the Resolution, paying a trib-
ute to the memory of both deceased
members. The Resolution was car-
ried unanimously and ordered to be
recorded in the Hansard.

The motion for the Address in Reply
was proposed by Mr. R. J. Devereaux,
who gave a lengthy and excellent
patriotic address, lasting for upwards
of an hour. Mr. W. J. Higgins sec-
onded the motion in a fluent and able
speech, dealing mainly with circum-
stances arising out of the war. He
paid an eloquent and touching tribute
to our brave Newfoundland sailors
and soldiers who have fought and died
so nobly in upholding the traditions
of their race and maintaining the high
principles and ideals of the British
Empire. In the course of his utter-
ances the learned member for St
John's East made a timely reference
to the high cost of living, the in-
crease in the salaries of civil servants
and the augmentation of the grant
for Education.

Dr. Lloyd, Leader of the Opposi-
tion, followed. He expressed the hope
that the best in our power would be
put forward to win out in this titanic
struggle. He agreed that the Speech
from the Throne was a war document
but disagreed with the contention that
the delay in the opening of Parlia-
ment- had ‘been justified because of
the absence of the Prime Minister,
whom he took occasion to welcome
back to the Colony. Continuing, he
said the House could have met while
the Premier was in London, but there
were ‘other recasons why it did not
other than the absence of the Prime
Minister. He scored the Government
for not having appointed a Judge of
the District Court as promised, and

Asxed by the Leader of the Opposi-
tion if -it was the intention of the
Government to prolong the life of Par-
liament, the Prime Minister replied
that his Government had never con-
sidered the matter, - but that they were
going to comsidey,it, Lhe Pr'me Min-
ister mentioned in his speech that he
had been misinterpreied as regards
conseription.

The adjournment cf the House was
woved hy Mr. Coaker and supported
by the Colonial Sscrefary, who stated
that the Government had never in-
tended to postpone the aggmentation
to the pay of our Naval Reservists.

In the attack at Monchy-le-Preux
near Avvason on April 14th in which
our battalion took part, the remnant
of B Co. which reached their objective
were surrounded by the Germans,
among them being Sergt. Walsh, your
brother and Lieut. Andrew Clousten.
Walsh was wounded by a machine gun
bullet through the shin bone. Will was
also slightly wounded in the ‘leg .but
not enough to interfere with his walk-
ing. Lieut. Clouston was wounded in
