WAR REVIEW.

While the Serbs and their French
Allies are wresting from the Bulgars
some of the strongest positions they
hkave held in Macedonia for the past
two years, Marshal F rces are
nibbling successfully at the German
lines on the Western front in the face
of more determined resistance. The
Near East furnishes the most sensa-
tional news of the day, however. The
offensive which has been launched
there seems not only the most suc-
cessful but the most pretentious in
many months. It appears probable
that a further advance by the Franco-
Sjerbian troops will necessitate the
recall of the Bpylgarian divisions
which have been 168ned to Emperor
William to bolster the Teutonic re-
gistance in France ind Flanders. An
official Serbian report declares that
the reconstituted army of the battered
ut not beaten little Kingdom has
taken not only 3,000 prisoners, but an
important park of cannon. The Bul-
garians admit having retired, but de-
dlare the attack has been chec®ed to
the north of Gradeshitsa. There is
nothing to indicate, however, that the
advance of the Serbians and French
Bas been definitely tied up. The lull
tn the fighting in the west is regarded
by military critics as merely the pre-
lude of further heavy blows at the foe
by the British, American-and French
armies. The British have advanced
their line slightly several points. They
are making steady progress in the
investment of St. Quentin, a difficult
task, under most favorable conditions.
General Petain’s veterans are forging
ahead. slowly but surely in their grim
and desperate struggle for the St. Go-
bain forest which the Germans have
been ordered to hold at all costs. Not
only is the post a natural citadel, but
the Teutons have fortified. it in every
way their ingenuity could devise. Not-
withstanding the difficulty of their
task, however, the French are poving
on, taking prisoners as they go. On
the American front the past twenty-
four hours have been the quietest
since General Pershing’s command
launched the irresistible drive against
the St. Mihiel salient.  There are in-
dications. that the Gem intend to
retire behind the Hindefiburg line in
this sector. They are burning villa-'
®es along the Moselle and in other
sections: This procedure” ~{s“usually
wpreliminary to a retreat. "Another
wvictory has been recorded for the
‘British, American and French on the|
newly constituted eastern front. De-
tachments of the Allies have routed
Bolshevik forces in the vicinity of
Archangel, and it is reported many of
the Red Guards officers went ovef to
the Allies when their men fled in pan-
je.

A MURDERER’S CONFESSION.

NEW YORK, Sept. 17.

Charles E. Chapin, city editor of the
New York “World,” famous for the
skill with which he directed his reo-
porters in the solution of murder mys-
‘teries, to-day, in a police station, told
the story of how he killed his own
wife. Chapin, yesterday, shot and
killed her in the Hotel Cumberland,
and to-day surrendered himself to the
policé, after failing to carry out plars
to end his own life. Smoking a cigar,
and continually pressing his hands on
his head, he said that he had been
driven to the deed through desperation
caused by the demands of his credit-
ors. Approach of a policeman, the
editor declared, prevented his suicice
in Prospect Park, Brooklyn, where hs
went after shooting his wife. Chapin
asserted that he committed the mur-
der immediately upon arising yester-
day morning while his wife slept. He
said he tried first to shoot her with
a miazazine revolver, but it failed to
discharge. He then brought out a
police pistol that had been presented
him by former Police Commissioner
Waldo, and fired the fatal shot. After
breakfast and a shave, the editor con-
tinued, he went to the Park, where h2
had planned to carry out the sec-
ond chapter of the tragedy. He wan-
dered about through the day and
night, he declared, and this morning
reading the newspaper account of his
wife’s death and his disappearance,
gave himself up. Chapin, who is 59
years of age, asserted that he intend-
ed to commit suicide four years ago,
hut he put it-off with the hope that he
would be able to meet his obligatione.
Having lost an inheritance in specu-
lation, he said’ he had borrowad moun-
ey from friéifds.who were constantly
pressing him for payment. District
Attorney Swann, who later talked
with Chapin, said he believed the edit-
or was mentally deranged.

ONE BOAT MISSING.

A CANADIAN ATLANTIC PORT,
Sept. 17.—The first officer and thirteen
men of the crew of the Portuguese
steamer Leifoes, which ship was tor-
pedoed in mid-Atlantic on Thursday of
last week, arrived here this morning
in one of the ship’s boats.

» TO REGULATE GRAIN SHIPMENTS

WASHINGTON, Sept. 17.

Railroad grain shipments hereafter
will be regulated jointly by the rail-
road and food administrations
through a systematic issuance of ship-
ping permits by committees in differ-
ent grain centres. The step was taken
to prevent overloading of storage
facilities at primary markets and sea-
board terminals congested by the tre-
mendous flow of grain this year stim-
ulated by an abundant crop and stable
prices.

WILSON’S PROCLAMATION.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 17.

President Wilson to-day signed a
proclamation prohibiting after Octo-
, ber 1st next, the use of any food-
stuffs in brewing beer and near-beer,
except malt and hops. After Decem-
ber 1st brewers must cease brewing
altogether. The Food administration
said there will be still enough beer in
vats to last from two to six months,
and the sale of this will not be stop-

ped.

U. S. TAXES.

WASHINGTON, D.C., Sept. 17.
In adopting the section of the rev-
enue bill taking the increase of cor-
porations, the House reduced the rate
to 12 .per cent. on dividends, paid de-
bits, discharged any liberty bonds
bought after last Sept. 1st. The nor-

mal tax on corporation incomes was
increased from six per cent. at pres-
ent, to 18 per cent.

Largest Lake.

Depth Cannet Be Measured.

to be the deepest lake in this country,
and perhaps in the whole world.

oi Jacksonville, Ore., this lake, which °
is about fifteen miles long and four -

miles wide, is so deep that its depth
cannot be measured. It is situated
so far below the crest of the moune
tains that winds cannot reach it, and
its surface is like a sheet of glass. It
is sometimes called the “Lake of
Mpystery.”

Time To Stop Ii.

The “News” this morning draws at-
tention to the extent to whish tie
evil has grown of open and undis-
guised trading in certain poisons
which among a depraved section of
the community have taken the place
of the prohibited liquors. The evil
would never have existed at all but
for the incompetence of the legisla-
ture; it has only reached its present
shameful dimensions through the in-
difference and negligence of the au-
thorities. By the authorities we mean
the Liquor Control Board, the Execu-
tive Council and the police.

Our readers will remembar how
we persisted, without the slightest ef-
fect, against the unnecessarily inexa.t
wording of the so-called amending act
of last year, which we objected would
produce the very state of things that
now exists, to the disgrace of the
wlole community. Strangely enough.
however, although the intention of
Parliament was to leave alone the sale
of such concoctions as Florida water,
essence of lemon and the like, 50 as
not to “interfere with their uase for
legitimate purposes, the Act does in
the clearest possible manner prohibit
it; yet there is not the slightest at-
tempt made to make the prehibitior
effective. There would be no objectioa
io this‘ undsual subordination of the
plain meaning of a statute to the sup-
posed’ jntention of those who framec
it, if tBe intention itself were carried
out; Whless our memory of the
discussion of this subject a year agv
is altogether at fault, it was certain-
ly intended to make possible the sup-
pression and prevention of the sort
of traffic that is going on. The ques-
tion could be settled once and for all
by the issue of regulations by th~
Governor «in- Council forbidlirg the
saie of such preparations as we have
mentioned for any but the parpose to
which ordinary, decent people put
them. Considering what goes on
daily and nightly on New Gower Stree:
and in other localities, there would
not be much difficulty in the majority
of cases in proving for what pur-
pose these liquors are sold. And we
believe that it is not the cause of
temperance alone that would be benc-
fited by a little occagional police in-
spection of the places where “ne traf-
fic is most flourishing.

Degrading and pernicious as are the
effects of this rapidly increasing evil,
they are not to be attributed to the
state of morals and decency of ihe
community, on ‘which they are such a
reflection, the same thing would be
seen in other cities and societies it
impos»>d there
were removed. They are due more to
the imperfect state of our laws ani
the laxity of their administration, an
observation which might be made of
more than half the unhealthy features
of the city, which are so frequently
and, of course, ineffectually deplorei.

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MIRACULOUS ESCAPE.

; LONDON, To-day.

A British airman while flying at a
height of 1,000 feet had the tail of his
machine shot off by a direct hit from
a shell, the machine turned upside
down and the pilot was thrown from
his seat, but he managed to clamber
onto the bottom of the fusilage, on
which he remained astride.

REIGN OF TERROR IN RUSSIA.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Information reaching the State
Department to-day, from a neutral
country, threw new light on the situ-
ation in Central Russia, where a reign
of terror conducted by the Bolshevik
has made the positions of the populace
tragic in the extreme and is endan-
gering citizens of the Entente Powers,
who have been unable to leave the
country, declaring that the outside
world cannot have a true conception
of the actumal conditions. The des-
patch said that since May the Bol-
sheviki Extraordinary Commission,
against the counter revolution, has
conducted . a campaign of wholesale
murder. Thousands of persons have
been shot without even a form of a
trial it was said, and~many of them,
probably, were innocent of the poli-
tical views for which they were exe-
cuted.

‘We shall have to wait to see
whether America’s Allies will allow
themselves to become intoXxicated
with this doctrine of force, or wheth-
er there will be recognition of the
fact that an interminably protracted
war will lead Europe to ruin and
leave only one claimant to the bank-
rupt State.”

LONDON PRESS ENDROSES PRESI-
DENT WILSON’S ACTION, .
LONDON, Sept. 17.

The promptness, as well as the sat-
[otance, of President Wilson’s reply to
Austria Hungary, is approved by the
London morning papers. Even the
pacifist Daily News urges the Allies
to follow the American lead and in-
dorse the points in President Wilson’s
refusal, using the situation to drive
a wedge into Germany and her allies.

KERENSKY AT LABOR CONFER-
ENCE IN LONDON.
LONDON, Sept. 17.
Former Premier Kercnsky of Rus-
sia, attended the afternoon seszion cf
the Lgbor Conference, and was given
a seat on the platform.

Ita Existence in annole Waters h
' 1618 Vouched for by Saris. .
Here is some intenesting evidence

given by Kumagsu Minakata of Tan-

'abe, Kii Japan, both in a Tokio jour-

nal and in The London Notes and
Queries of the existence in the geven-
teenth century of Far Eastern ances-
tors of the modern submarine and
ironclad. Kuki Moritaka was b.dden
by leyasu during the Winter siege of
Osaka Castle, in 1614, to build four
“blind , boats to stop the musketry fir-
ipg from a turret which was annoying
hic army considerably, Kuki there-
upon contstructed some ‘blind boats,’
monned them with his soldiers, ad-
varced therewith submerged in the
moet, and crushed the turret with
his cannon. Thence was made known
how to build a ‘blind boat’ as it had
originally been invented by Lord
Kuki.” This is the evidencée of an an-
onymous writer of the year 1700 or
thereabouts.

As for the ironclad, its existence in
Japanese waters in the seventeenth
century is vouched for by Captain
John Saris, who says in his “Journal
of the Voyage to Japan in 1618”:

Aboupt eight or tenne leagues
on this side the straights of Sem-
ina-Segue (Shimonoseki) we
found a great towne, where they
lay in a docke a juncke of eight
hundred or a thousand tunnes of
burthen, sheathed all with yron,
with a guard appointed to keep
her from firing or treachery. She
was built in a bery homely fash-
ion, much like that which de-
scribes Noah’s ark unto us. The
naturals told us that she served
to transport souldiers into any
of the Islands, if’ rebellion or
warre should happen.

There is surely nothing new. under
the sun. The old civilization of China
and Egypt, not to speak of Crete,
have taught the world that lesson
long ago.—Christian Science Monitor

New System
of Writing.

«print” Method Adopted in Some of
the London Schools. :

Several London schools have in-

troduced a new system of writing
known as “manuscript,” or “print”
writing, which replaces the former

vertical or Spencerian systems. In
the nmew gystem the ‘children imitate
the form of printed characters, and
it is claimed that the task of leara-
ing to write legibly is greatly short-
ened and simplified by the leaving out
of the unnecessary connecting up-
strokes.

The new system was first intro-
duced in military establishments for
cocnvalescent soldiers, originating in
the desire to find a method of writing
which could be learned quickly by
soldiers who had lost the use of the
right hand. Its advocates claim that
the “print” writing is easy to learn,
neat, legible and speedy, and that it
removes the great disadvantage of
two kinds of letters with which the
child has to contend in learning to
read and to write.

Ir a pamphlet issued by the Child
Study Society of London, Dr. L. C.
Kimmins, chief inspector of the Lon-

tdon Education Department, calls ths

new system “the writing of the fu-
ture.”

An Atlantic Port.—The first  ac-
count of the attack on a passenger lin-
er bound for a South Ameri port
with 350 passengers on board, includ-
ing 100 officers and men of the ‘Un?ted
States Navy on their way to join-the
South Atlantic Fleet, was brought
bhere recently . by a British steamer
which touched at a West*Indian-island
where the passenger ship was' ccaling.

For more than two hours the U-boat
shelled the vessel with shrapmel as
well as solid shot in an eﬂ’ 19 sink
her before help could arrive, the Ger-
man commander could hear &hQ S. 0.
S. calls going out and his gunners
could not shoot away the wireless ap-
paratus. The men, women, and child-
ren, all wearing  lifebelts, stood ¥
the lifeboats on the top deck until the
shrapnel fell so thickly that the Can-
tain ordered them to go below tu the
next deck, where there was more shel-
ter. For thirty miles- the steamshin
manoeuvred at top speéd while the
shells fell about her. T"‘ent;y-ﬂVe Am-
erican seamen went below into the
stoke hold and worked With the ship’s
erew to get every pound of steam pos-
sible. When nearly all on board had
given up hope a United ;Stafes’ de-
stroyer came to the rescue, and-the U-
boat dived out of sight. After the ex-
citement was all over. the passengers
went to the bridge and congutuls}ed
the Captain, to whose skill anl judg-
ment they owed their lives. e 're-
plied: “God did it. Ged alone can per-
form such miracles.”

Story of the Attack.

The following is an account given hy
an American engineer, who .was one
of the first cabin- ‘passengers, to the
captain of the vessel who brought it
here recently:

“About 8 o’clock. in the morning,
when the ship was about 150 “miles off
the Virginia Capes, I was walking on
the top deck to get an appetite for
breakfast, when a guartermaster, who
had just come down from the hridge,
pointed to a low-lying craft about
three miles away on the port side, ani

said: ‘Do you think it is a submarine? |

“Before I could afiswer his query,” the
American contipued, “there was a flash
and a puff of gmoke, and a solid shot
dropped into the smooth sea within
twenty feet of the ship’s side amid-
ships. The -Captain, who was on *he
bridge, thought it was an Amorican
Patrol boat which was not quite cer-
tain of our nationality and had tried to
fire across our bows as a warning to
stop. Seen-through the glasses i1 the
bright sunlight, the stranger had ths
appearance of a small destroyer. She
had one tall funnel and a small super-
structure forward resembling a bridg=.
We had stopped immediately aftef the

shot was fired, and as the stranger
craft approached shrapmel shell was
fired from her bow gun, which burst
right over the bridge.

Disguise Falls Away.

“At the same time her funnel and
bridge arrangement toppled down, and
we could see that she was a German
submarine, disguised with =2 canvas
funne! and superstructure to resembls
a patrol boat. The after gun on the
deck of the U-boat opemed fire, and
several shells were aimed at our wira-
less apparatus to cripple it so that we
covld not call for help. The Hun gun-
ners were bad shots, and our operafor
in his little house on the top deck kept
sending S. O. S. calls. The shrapnel
fell all about the bridge and rigging
o. the foremast and on the de:k like
rain from stem to stern. No answer
came to the calls for help, and we 1all
began to feel anxious about our fate
as the submarine continued to fire
ghell after shell from both guns. By
this time the Captain had decid2d that
the only way to save his ship was to
go at full speed and change direction
as often as possible to thwart the
enemy’s aim. With the aid of twenty-
five American sailors in the stoke hold
the vessel got up a speed of (fifteen
knots and answered her helm like 2
top. As we were beginning to despsir
of getting any assistance in time an
answer came which read: ‘This is.a
land station. Four destroyers ar2
rushing to you.’ The good news was
circulated rapidly among the passen-
gers on deck, and one American wo-
man went into the drawing room and
rattled off a number of patriotic airs
on the piano, which had a cheering ef-
fect on everybody. Our chief anxiety
was whether we could stay afloat until
help arrived. One shell exploded wita
a nerve-racking scream right.over the
deck, throwing five of the passengers
flat on their faces.- One piece of

shrapnel the size of a hen’s egg struzk’

i the Captain on the back as he was
‘Standing by the steering wheel on the
bridge, but did not scratch him. We
examined the piece afterward when
‘the excitement was over, with other
lumps of metal left on the decks by
the Huns.

“The passengers were "ordered to
stand by the lifeboats with their life-
!belts on and not to take any baggage.
iThe ofticers and men of the American
! Navy had their belts on too, and wore
i only their t’rousers and flannel under-
wear so that they would be ready to
help save the women and children
when the boats were lowered away.
Everything was done quietly and in
an orderly manner. ‘The women were
calm and the children gazed in won-
"der at the exploding shells. FPassen-

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buckled around their bathrobes, and
did not go below again. Some passen-
gesr said that it would be of no use
to get iato the boats because the Huns

children, - and would surely shell us
when we left the ship, especially as
we lu_d officers and men from the
navy on board.

American Destroyed Arrives.

“The shrapnel shelling became so
keavy that we were ordered off tho
deck to take. shelter in the saloons
below. The gunners aimed at us fre-
quently with solid shot, but could not
hit the ship apparently because of the
zig-zagging.

“Two hours had  passed, and all
hope of being saved had nearly gone,
when the lookout in the crow’s nest
yelled: ‘Smoke en the horizon on the
starboard quarter!’ The Captain look-
ed through his glasses, and said he
thought-it must be the American de-
stroyers coming to our rescue. A fow
minutes more and there was no doubt
of it. A big destroyer was coming at
a speed of forty knots, and was with-
in five miles of us. The submarine
could not see the warship coming, and
fired on with both guns. The com-
mander of the destroyer saw the ene-
my craft, and got up under the lee of
our ship till she was close up. DNi-
rectly the Hun commander saw the
gsame was up he submerged just as the
destroyer swung with such way on
that she could not stop. My, how Hur
people did yell and cheer to see the
Stars and Stripes flying at her stern.
It was the most thrilling moment of
our lives.

“After all the danger was over many
of the women and not a few of ‘he
men wept when they thought of the
danger they had escaped, and I think
there were very few who did not
agree with the modest ship Captain
when. he said in reply to our thanks
that it was God, and God alone, who
could do such miracles.”

Discomforts of
The Rhine.

If ever the Rhine Valley was a
pleasant residential locality it. has
ceased to be such, for the Allied raid-
er is abroad in the air. During the
earliér part of the struggle, when the
Hun was having the sport of aerial
raiding all to himself, he no doubt en-
joyed the game hugely and regarded
himself as the only one who -could
play it. He is no doubt very much
amazed with the turn in affairs and
has had time to reflect on the sub-
ject. If ever he had need to keep]
“Watch on the Rhine,” he needs to
keep it now. Almost from the source
ito the mouth of the river the' Allied

airman has become the nightly
' scourge of the people of the Valley.
Reports make mention of twelve or
fifteen tons of bombs dropped upon a
. city in a single raid. The areial at-
tacks on London and Paris are being
avenged at a premium. But the work
of the Allied aviators is not that of
meaningless rage and destruction. It
is a deliberate, a skillful outflanking
' of the German armies by the overhead
route, and the destruction has been
hurled on lines of communication and
bases of supply. All up and down the
Valley the numberless factories have
been turned into munition plants, and
the wipihg out of these places is the
! dealing of a heavy blow to the ene-
,'my'a ammunition supply. More than
that, the destruction of bridges over
the river would most seriously injure
the communicotions between the front
and the nation. The people of the
Valley are deeply concerned, and
have formaliy asked the Government
for better protection, something which
the Government is not able to give
them. And so the deadly work will
go on, that the enemy may feel what
,it is to be in the war, and to have it
brought to their doors. Besides, it
may be that the great destruction of
"supplies and communications is one
{ of the causes of the steady retreat of
the Teutonic forces in. France. The
! Allied airman is doing & wonderful
work.—Recorder.

‘The Colored
Soldier.

In addition to the information quot-
ed from Mr. Kinney’s article recently,

we read in the New York Times' Cur-
rert History, that on June 20th, 1918
there were under arms in the Ameri-
can army 186,000 colored soldiers, and
tbat between the ages of 21 and 50
years there are 900,000 available for
military service. Among the first 2-
500,000 men of all colors between the
ages of 21 and 31 eamined for the
seiective draft, 25 out of every 100
Whites were passed as physically per-
tect, while 32 out of every 100 Negroes
were similarly passed, a very remark-
able disproporotion which is not easy
to explain. Of the 186,000 Negro sold-
fers, 650 were non-commissioned of-
ficers, and 225 were serving as doctors

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: !'lur to Germany.
London, Sept. 3.—The [Londom

Times Salomika correspondent, under
‘date of Aug. 26, wires that Bulgar-
ian deserters report that on August
7th, at the railway station 2t Nish,
Bulgarian soldiers tried to prevent
the departure to Germany of four car-
loads of flour, and that a fight ensued
‘which resulted in the death of four
Germans and one Bulgarian.
Fantastic retail prices are raling ia
Bulgaria for tin and copper. It ap-
pears from a report of one of the de-
serters who the other day was sent
to Nish to buy small quantities of
these metals, which were required
for relining regimental kitchen uten-
sils, that hé had to pay 150 levas
per kilogram for tin. These pricss
would be equivalent to £5,000 and
£10,000- per short ton, respectively.

128,302
Prisoners

Taken by Allies Since July 15.

Paris, Sept. 2.—“In the course of
their offensive from July 15 to Aug.
31, says an official statement issued
to-day, “the armies of the Allies have
taken 128,302 prisoners, including 2,-
674 aofficers, and have captured 2,989
guns, 4,734 mine-throwers, 13.783 ma-
chine guns, and a considerahle quan-
tity of munitions, supplies, and ma-
terials of all kinds.”

On the French front 75,900 pris-
oners and 700 guns have been captur-
ed by the French since July 18, it is
sannounced to-day.

Wireless
for China.

Government Signs a $1,560,000 Con-
tract for Phone Service.

Peking, Sept. 3.—The Chinese Gov-
ernment has made an agreement with
the Marconi Company ,to purchas»
wireless telephones with forty-mile
power at a price of £300,000. The
telephones are to be delivered within
nine months. The price will be de-
dueted from a loan of £600,000 at 8
per cent.

The Government has received ad-
vances which make possible a rerump-
tion of the fighting against the South,
which recent events had rendered
doubtful.—N. Y. Times.

St. Gobain, ‘which, rising like a tur-
reted fortress in the region between
the Oise and La Fere and the Aisne
near Soissons, dominates the entire
countiryside. The Heights of = the
Aisne are the southern battiements
of this castle of Natyre’s building,
while on a spur to the west, with a
wonderful lookout upon the Valley
of the Olse and the wooded region
around Compiegne, stand the ruine
of the ancient Norman keep of Cou-
cy, which before the war was one of
the funpm show places of Northern
France/ The Lord of Coucy in the
“good old days” could ride down from
the hilltop keep, despoil the dwéllers
in the rich Oise valley of the fruits
of their season’s Husbandry, and get
back to his impregnable stronghold
for early dinner. ‘ &

Kaiser Willlam, when a young fel-
low, once visited Coucy and loitered
there for geveral days looking down
from the Norman robber’s eerie up-
on the vast expanse of  beautiful
France below. He was charmed with
the beauty of the place, he said, but
there was probably even ‘then in his
mind the thought that one day he'
would look toward Paris from the
heights of Coucy as a conqueror at
-the head of an invincible army. And
for a time he could. From the au-
tumn of 1914 till the spring of 1917
the entire Valley of the Oige, almost
as far down as Compiegne, remained
in German occupation. Then in theb
spring of 1917 came the evacuation
and retiral to the Hindenburg line,
which is located about three and a
half miles to the east of the chateau
of Coucy on the ridges of the high
forest. Upon. the express orders of
the Kaiser charges of explosives were
placed in the dungeons of Coucy, and
when the Germans withdrew the walls
of the keep—at many places twelve
and . fourteen feet thick—were riven
as by an earthquake and, rolling
down the steep hillside, blocked the
watercourse far below.

France has written Couey on her
tablets of remembrance, beside
Rheims Cathedral, and the Arras Ho-
.tel de Ville, and the ancient church
of Soissons, and other national monu-
ments destroyed by order of the
crowned Hun: As her splendid fight-
ing men go up to the struggle now
in' ‘progress for possession of the
high Forest of Coucy, they see the
vast piles of battered masonry that
once were Coucy, and their resolves
to drive out invader sets like ada-
mant. . :

French military writers belfeve

that Foch will not attempt a fronmtal
assault on the Hindenburg line in the
Forest of St. Gobain, but will endeaw
or to work around it from the region
of La Fere on the north, or by a sim-
ilar development from the south
launched from some point on the
Champagne front. There is as yet no
sign of the slackening of the assaults
on the forest front. At Barisis, at
Fresnes, and at Aulers, the troops of
General Mangin are driving directly
against the highest points in the for-
est, where there are known to be line
after line of field-works, trenches, and
wire entanglements. Tanks are of ,noﬁ
use among these tree-clad ridges and
ravines. It is man against man, with
the great advantage to the defensive
that wire entanglements provide. At
Aulers the French will be able to se-
cure good gun positions at .a height
of 180 metres. From this ridge to
the highest point of the forest, three
miles distant, there is a ridge of about
a hundred and thirty feet through a
heavily timbered region.
A few days at the most will reveal
the plans of Foch. The capture of the
Forest of St. Gobain by a converging
frontal assault from the south .and
west, which at present appears to be
his policy, would be opne of the great-
lest achievements of any army since
the war began. The turning of the
forest by envelopment north and south
of La Fere would not be 80 spectacu-
lar, but it would assuredly be less
costly. And Foch has always been
saving of the lives of his troops un-
less a great battle crisis compelled
him to spend his men lavishly in the
purchase of victory. Hnavelopment
seems the more probable policy, and
in that event the capture of La Fere
will be the first move in the battle for
St. Gobain.—Toronto Globe.

ccvered over with mile after mile of |
canvas painted to represent the orig-
inal road. Thus to an airman flying
thousands of feet altitude such as he
must do in order to keep a reapect-
able distance between himself and the
cam-
ouflaged road appears absolutaly de-
serted, while all the whilé thousands
of troops, batteries of artillery, and
supply camions may be moving along
steadily toward the battlefront. The
road can be readily camouflaged in
this manner, albeit the amount of can-
vas required is considerable and the
work of erection quite extcnsive.
Still, the value of a camouflaged road
cannot be overestimated, and it is ob-
vious that no commander would hesi-
tate tc employ his camouflage corps in
such a way.

It is said of the British camoufleurs
that during the preparations for the
great battle of the Somme, in 1916,
they constructed a similar road.

In Memoriam.

LAURA KENNEDY, Holyrood.

The afigel of death visited the home
of Capt. Walter, Kennedy on Wednes-
day morning last and carried off to
that better land his dear daughter
Laura in the twenty-fourth year of
her age and in the full blush of youth
and in thé full bloom of promise.
Gentle, poble Laura, who has been
taken gway prematurely to an early
grave,' was one of the bright young
prodycts of the High Scthool and in-
herited the gifts and talents of the
Kennedy family. For two years she
filled the office of postmistress here
with attention to her duties and to
the satisfaction of her superiors at
{'the Head Office. Having resigned her
position she emigrated to Buffalo,
U.S.A,, and joined the staff of F. N.
Burttgi& Co. as bookkeeper, and after
three ‘Months’ service was appointed
forelady of that department with 54
ladies under her cHarge. In the
month of February last she contract-
ed a heavy cold which developed into
pulménary tuberculosis, and though
she spent six-months under the treat-
ment of the gpecialists of Buffalo City
Hospital, they fatled to arrest the
pfogress df the disemse. Her case
was at 188t pronounced incurable,
and heér pare Beilng advised they
‘decided to bring her home, fondly
hoping that a change of air and home,
sweet. home, would improve her con-
dition and prolong her life. Accom-
panied by her brother Cornelius and
her sister-in-law Annie, who aban-
doned their home and business to ac-
company their stricken relative home,
she arrived at Holyrood Augqst 15th,
and cared by her fond and loving
mother she rallied for a time, but re-
lapse after relapse followed which
ended fatally on Sept. 11th. Dr.
Jones saw the patient twice but held
out no hope. Rev. Fr. Finn was con-
stant with the giek girl, and in his
own buoyant and cheerful way re-
lieved her sufferings and timely ad-
ministered to her the Sacraments of
the dying. She died soon after day-
break. Her father, Capt. W. Ken-
nedy, who is a chief skipper in the
Canadian Naval Service and in com-
mand of the s.s. Loos, was happily
at.the_ bedside of his dwng daughter,
having obtained leave of absence for
that purpose, as Wéll as her grief-
stricken mother and brother. Her
handsome casket, in which she lay
waking, was placed in the room she
had so often filled with life and glad-
ness, laughter and song, and was en-
closed with the flowers she had loved
so well in life. Yes, the old fireside
had smiled upon that same &weet face
again. The funeral appointments
were in the hands of Undertaker
Nicholas Murphy of the city, who
came here himself-and had his man
and horse and hearse sent on to con-
vey the yemums to the cemetery. The
burial service was recited at the home
of the deceased by the pastor, Rev. W.
P. Finn, and the route of the funeral
procession wys from the home to
Central Cemetery.
