Ambassadors, differing in this re­
spect from mere ministers plen­
ipotentiary, represent not alone their 
government and their nation, but 
■also in a much more personal sense 
the rulers of their native land, no 
matter whether the supreme power 
is derived from royal inheritance or 
popular election. They are therefore 
obliged to conform to the rules of 
their sovereign, whether king or 
president, and to follow his cue in the 
matter of etiquette.

Gifts of War to Peace.
i[By George lies, author of "Leading 

American Inventors.”)
•* In this third year following the 
Great War, let us note a few of its 
poons to the arts of peace and in­
dustry. Aviation was mightily spurred 
during the four years of desperate 
Strife. In Italy, France and England, 
aeroplanes were remodeled so as to 
defy tenfold heavier than those of 
harlier flights.
: ; _ Where Zepps Failed.
» Balloons, the forerunners of aero­
planes, underwent transformation at 

. the hands of Count Zeppelin. He gave 
jheir frames the shapes of birds, so 
as to lessen their resistance in rapid 
flight; and he built them in dimen­
sions of a daring wholly new. Yet his 
balloons ended in failure. They were 
Inflated with hydrogen, a highly com- 
hustile gas. When a spark struck a 
ÿeppelin, that instant it burst into 
flame.
- Helium, which ranks next to hy- 
jdrogen in lightness, is incombustible, 
and therefore, is the safest possible 
filling for balloons. At the outset of 
the Great War helium was scarce and 
dear. Fortunately it hns been discov­
ered in the natural gases of Oklahoma, 
Texas and Kansas. Its separation is 
moderate in cost. In the near future 
helium balloons may find a place as 
carriers of passengers and freight, at 

i less running expense than aeroplanes.
' Cameras during the war entered 
.new fields. Their plates, or .films, duly 
: developed and printed, were joined to- 
! gether as maps of the enemy’s coun­
try. Day by day these maps were 

! closely compared, so as to note any 
' change in the lines or outworks of the 
foe. Bird’s eye views thus became 
familiar to us all, and such views, 
snapped from aeroplanes, are likely 
to render golden service in future ex­
ploration. Large areas of Africa, 
South America, and Australia remain 

; unmapped at this hour. All these, add­
ing the polar regions, will undoubted­
ly soon be brought under the clear, 
cool gaze of photography.

Wireless From Aeroplanes. 
Electrical devices were eagerly 

seized and promoted during the war. 
Step by step wireless communication 
from aeroplanes to one another, from 
aeroplanes to the. ground, increased 
from two miles to fifty miles. Often an 
operator at a height of 10,000 feet-told 
a gunpointer in what direction to fire.

. All this has had its effect since the 
; Armistice was signed. Last year wire­
less signals from Bordeaux encircled 
the globe.

Radio detectors, performed by 
modern electricians, had inestimable 
value in the contest between German 
submarines and their foes. To-day 
radio apparatus is quietly pushing the 
old-fashioned compass into a second­
ary place. On shore near the harbor at

Dover, England, are several radio sta­
tions which, moment by moment, com­
municate with approaching vessels, 
and in storm or fog, tell them just 
where they are, and pilot them safe­
ly to port. Similar pulses may actuate 
a clock aboard ship, and give the time 
as accurately as thé best chronometer. 
A new method of electric pilotage un­
der fog, is worthy of mention. A cable 
laid in the channel from the sea to the 
harbor, throbs with a rapid electric 
pulse. Two detectors, identical coils of 
wire, are let down over the sides of 
the moving vessel. To each coil a tele­
phone is ; ttached. If one cotl is near­
er the cable than thé other, a louder 
signal is heard from that side. When 
both telephones are equal in loudness, 
the listener knows that his ship is 
over her cable, just where she-should 
be.

Getting Rid of RockWg of Ships.
A gyroscope spinning at the utmost 

speed keeps its axis constantly point­
ing in the same direction. To compare 
a great sphere with a small sphere, 
the earth is a gyroscope always true 
to the Invariable line of its axis. Long 
before the war engineers . of London 
and New York, built gyroscopic com-

Navigation receives another item of 
help from the Great War, and in a 
quarter where help was unexpected. 
From 1914 to 1918 the art of camou­
flage was carried far and wide. Artists 
succeeded in making a ship, or a 
stretch of earthwork, all but invisible. 
In this they copied the tree-toad who 
rests on bark mottled like himself; 
they imitated the Brazilian butterflies 
which .cling, without motion, to dead 
leaves they closely resemble. Incid­
entally our camouflage learned what 
colors are most conspicuous as well as 
those which are all but invisible. So 
to-day we know how to paint a ship 
so that she may have the best possible 
chances of being seen in a fog or In 
rough weather, much reducing the 
risks of collision. In like manner we 
can wisely choose colors for light­
ships and buoys, so that they may be 
easily observed by mariners. The same 
lesson can be passed on to the paint­
ers of rkllroad signals, of the road- 
signs intended to catch the eyes of 
chauffeurs.

Henry, for many years a pioneer oil 
expert in London, has so much faith 
in the oil industry that he has decided 
to make Newfoundland his permanent 
home, a strong expression of his faith 
In the business.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Without • a doubt three 

parts of the present financial trou­
bles of Newfoundland can be said to 
be caused by the Fish Regulations. 
They should be repealed immediately. 
The sooner the Government makes up 
its mind to this fact the sooner will 
it calm the present feeling which is 
growing all over the country. They 
have brought nothing but ruin and 
hard times upon us. Their effects 
will be felt for years to come. Those 
who are most to blame in aiding and 
abetting Coaker should not be allow­
ed to shield themselves behind the 
cloak of obscurity. Such men will 
go down in history as people who not 
only helped ruin the country by the 
Fish Regulations, but accepted nearly 
half a million dollars of public funds 
with which they purchased Labrador 
codfish in 1920.

Mr. R. B. Job, of the firm of Job 
Bros. & Co., is perhaps more respon­
sible for the Regulations than any 
other man in the country.

In a letter in the Daily News, pub­
lished December, 1919, this is what 
he wrote : “The question as to whe. 
ther we can regulate these prices to 
a desirable level most depend upon 
competition from competing fisheries 
(Norway, Iceland and France). When 
onr prices abroad are above those 
asked by these competitors, we shall 
be forced to reduce them, and there 
seems to be no necessity or reason | 
in doing this until the Occasion aris­
es. There is no reason to cut onr 
throats by permitting insane competi­
tors here."

Thus wrote Mr. Job, the sponsor of 
the Regulations, whose firm was giv­
en a large slice of half a million dol­
lars with which to buy Labrador fish. 
After sixteen months of Regulations, 
what do we find? The Icelandic, Nor­
wegian and French fish accepted in 
the European markets in place of ours. 
We have lost entirely the Italian 
market and the fish (some three hun­
dred thousand quintals), which should 
have gone there dumped on the Por­
tuguese and Spanish markets in. ad­
dition to their own requirements. We 
have, by our school-boy policy, only 
sold in Brazil one quintal of fish to 
every ten before the Regulations.

But, Mr. Editor, what is the argu­
ment put forward by these men to 
justify them in bringing ruin upon 
the country? They say in extenua­
tion of their offence that Newfoundland 
is only sharing in the world-wide de­
pression of trade as ap aftermath of 
the Great War. Let us look closely 
into this argument. . Everyone will 
admit, even Hon. Coaker, that Eng­
land suffered more by the war than 
any other part of the Empire. What 
is the financial condition of England 
to-day? In spite of a very serious 
strike among her coal miners and 
a war in Ireland, England is solvent 
and is paying off her war debts as 
they become due. She paid America 
£ 100,000,000 sterling last week. 
What is the condition of Canada? We 
find for the fiscal year 1920-21 an in­
crease in revenue of approximately 
fifty million dollars. Canada has 
passed the crucial point in the period 
of depression, and is now rapidly 
recovering her former position among 
the countries of the world. Even 
the little Province of Prince Edward 
Island, after meeting all its expenses 
of Government, paid off 620,000 «of its 
provincial debt and had a snug little 
surplus to its credit Yet the spon­
sors of the Fish Regulations arç com­
paring our present financial condition 
with the countries I have named.

From the statements made in the 
Assembly by Sir Michael Cashln and 
Sir John Crosbie—the.two ablest fin­
ancial men we have In the country to­
day—we find that Newfoundland has 
yet to face a period of depression 
worse than the present. It is now 
nearly the first of May, when every 
fisherman should be getting ready 
for the fishery, yet no one knows 
whether any supplies will be given 
or whether there will be any quan­
tity <)f fish caught or not this year. 
The people are in a state of alarm 
and the Government has done noth­
ing to allay this feeling. Nearly half 
of the business men of the country 
have been ruined by Fish Regula­
tions, others have met such losses 
that they have been compelled to cur­
tail their supplies.

Will Mr. Squires or Mr. Coaker tell 
the people how they are going to get 
supplied for the fishery this year? 
Another argument put forward, Mr.. 
Editor, by the men who brought about 
the Fish Regulations is that Mr. 
Coaker was sincere in his intentions.

wondef have they ever heard of the 
saying that the road to Hell is paved 
with good intentions ? When we find 
Water Street fish merchants permit­
ting a man like Coaker to. tell 
them how they should conduct their 
business it is laughable. Is Mr. 
Coaker such a business genius that 
they considered him well qualified to 
give them Advice as to their own 
business Let . the Labrador Fish 
Scandal, the Salt Scandal, and other 
Scandals connected with the Fish 
Regulations tell the. tale. The coun­
try is waiting for soihe* definite state- 
■ment1 from the. Prime Minister as to 
what he Intends doing to remove the 
Act regulating the sale and export of 
salt codfish from the Statute Book 
before it can again engage in the fish­
ery to any extent

West Coast Notes.
— i

Since my last notes to you' the 
glows; of the anticipated good fishery 
have disappeared. The drift Ice has 
been on shore and over the fishing 
ground with the result that the fish 
have all disappeared—gone, no doubt, 
to the Eastern and Southern banks— 
there to await the time to go to the 
Straits so soon the ice clears, and the 
opinion of the fishermen is there will 
be no more fish until the herring 
strike, which is usually the middle of 
April.

The fishery on this coast is the 
worst for many years. At Channel 
very few boats are fishing. No one 
there appears to be interested. I as­
sure ■ you there is nothing of An en­
couraging nature in eodflshing to-day. 
It is difficult to get any merchant to 
take codfish, either fresh or salt bulk, 
and with the low prices offered, i% to 
1% cents per pound for fresh, to be 
deducted therefrom is the high prices 
asked for bait and together with the 
cost of gasoline, and when a boat 
brings in 3 or 5 qtls. of fish to be divid­
ed between three married men—as the 
majority of our fishing skiffs are man­
ned with—leaves but little to each.

At Burnt Islands the people are in 
a much worse conditioh. There are 
no provisions, with the exception of a. 
few barrels flour sent there by the 
liquidators of R.» Moulton, Ltd., to 
barter, for which they are charging 
6l6;75 per barrel and paying 1% cents 
per lb. for fresh fish. Many times the 
people of that place were compelled 
to go either to Rose Blanche, Isle aux 
Morte or Channel and barter the few 
quintals of fish they may have had, 
in exchange for only the bare necessi­
ties of life,—flour, tea and molasses— 
and latterly when the fish left the 
grounds nearly the whole of the Burnt 
Island people had to go to Rose 
Blanche to apply to the Relieving Of­
ficer for assistance. Many times they 
were compelled to walk 12 miles, and 
haul back flour on slides. Similar 
condition exists all along the shore 
as far East as Burgeo.

The aforesaid is what is happening 
and this part of the coast to-day—the 
once self-prided “Gloucester of New­
foundland”. The failure of R. Moul­
ton, Ltd. and other firms along the 
shore, are all attributed to the Coaker 
enacted Fish Regulations. The tying 
up of all the foreign going vessels on 
account of the delays in sailing, Are 
also attributed to the same cause. Is 
it a wonder the self-praised fisher- j 
men’s friend is to-day the most hated 
man in Nfld.? And is it any wonder 
the present Government is expected to 
be short lived?

So soon as an opportunity of­
fers for our young men and many of 
the married men to get out of the 
country they are gone.

Many from Fortune Bay have al­
ready gone to Lunenburg to fish in 
their fleet on account of many of our 
hankers being laid up. not being able 
to make the venture a paying one.

Is it any wonder that our fishermen 
are so disgustedu with the. present 
Government and its laws, which are 
grinding the life blood out of them. 
Take for instance the taxes fishermen 
have to pay for the eiport of their 
fish—30 cents per quintal—this is a 
direct tax on the fishermen only. The 
Government claims it is the exporter 
that pays this and not the fishermen. 
To give an illustration of how this is 
not so. Americans come to purchase a 
cargo salt bulk fish. They know they 
have to pay 30 cents per quintal ex-- 
port duty and 650 License, and they 
give the fishermen that much less for 
their fish. How much longer are the 
present conditions going to hamper 
up? Who wil answer?

Stnrdee’s retirement from the Navy 
(writea a naval Correspondent) 
touches many memories amongst old 
and young naval men. Admirai Stur- 
dee was present at the bombardment 
of Alexandra as a lieutenant in 
H.M.S. Helca. Another historical in­
cident wàs when in command on the 
Australian Station in 1889 he was 
ordered to Sayoa at the time when j 
Germany was making her claims 
there. When the Great War broke 
out he was appointed Chief of the 
War Staff. After the loss of Admiral 
Cradock’s squadron, .off Valparaiso, 
the Staff was blamed for having no 
reinforcements to these ships, which 
were much inferior to the Genian 
vessels known to be in these waters.
Wherever the responsibility lay and 
what proportion, if any, lay at the 
Admiralty door, we shall not know 
until the overdue naval history of the 
war appears. Immediately the disas­
ter* was known Sturdee was dispatch­
ed with the Invincible and Inflexible 
and other ships to South America, and 
off the Falkland Islande destroyed 
Von Spee’s squadron in the most de­
cisive naval victory of thé war.

After that he commanded the fourth 
battle squadron, and in the Benbow 
was present at Jutland. On the re­
organization of the Grand Fleet, ' he noon; nothing sighted to-day; Bar, 
transferred his flag to- the Hercules, j 29.60; Ther. 40.

and latterly was commander-in-chief, 
at Chatham.

Naval men will agree that Admir­
al Sturdee is one of the most brü- i 
liant and intellectual officers in the 
service. He was twice awarded the 
gold medal of the Royal United Ser-, 
vice Institute, and won many other 
honors. He is probably the greatest 
authority on tactics in the British 
Navy. At an early period in his, car­
eer he realized the importance of the 
subject, and he never failed to im­
press his view on all officers, both 
senior and junior, under his com­
mand. It was characteristic of him 
that he avoided unnecessary cere­
mony and contented himself with a 
small, but very efficient staff. Whilst 
maintaining the traditions and disci­
pline of the service his approachable 
character made him the friend as : 
much as the commander of his sub­
ordinates. His popularity as a com­
mander was shown by the fact that 
in leaving the Grand Fleet his squad­
ron cleared lower deck to man and 
cheer ship, which affected him so 
deeply that he had to leave the 
bridge.

The only 
appeal Of this nature mage up to the 
minute of writing this, so far as I am 
aware, was the eloquent letter of Mrs. 
Julia Salter Earle some months ago. 
I do not know how many unemployed 
there are in the city or country. I 
do know that if there be any they 
should have done for theps-'anything 
that can he done. They have served 
the state long and, in the majority of 
cased, honestly. Now that they ape, 
through no fault of their own, unable 
to help themselves, not to speak of the 
state, it is the solemn duty of the state 
to help them. These fellow-citizens 
are men and brothers. They are human 
and have their bodily needs, even as 
you and I. Their families—wives 
and children—have needs. Their 
little children must eat, sir, even as 
yours and mine must. If, through no 
fault of theirs, they may not obtain 
the food so vital to them, it is without 
doubt the duty of Organized society— 
which is the government, or the state 
—to provide that food. But these fel­
low-citizens of ours do not ask charity, 
nor will they accept it, if I am not 
mistaken.

I hasten to add, lest that be thought 
egotistical, that my reason tor so think 
ing is that the meeting adjourned 
without passing, considering or’ hav­
ing put before.it, any resolution deal­
ing with unemployment, or even con­
taining the. word unemployment. That 
is to say, while unemployment was 
discussed by one speaker and another, 
the resolution which was submitted 
by Mr. E. J. Whitty and passed, while 
dealing with fish regulations, war 
measures acts, food "control boards 
and free trade, had nothing whatever 
to say aboe* the subject for the dis­
cussion of Which thp-_meeting was calk- 
e'd. I was trying tb point this out 
when I was stopped by the chairman, 
prompted by Mr. Whitty, despite calls 
from the floor to let me proceed. Some­
one standing near the platform stated 
loudly that. I was a Daily Star report­
er. I replied politely that I was not 
and never was. I told the audience 
that I bad come to the meeting with 
the intention of writing a story of the 
proceedings, »o as to help the cause 
of the men by trying to enlist the pub­
lic and the public’s sympathy. ■ The 
chairman, having been tipped oft by 
Mr. Whitty, who seemed to me to be a 
little energetic in “guiding" the meet 
ing, ordered me to stop, and announc­
ed that newspaper reporters would 
not be allowed to speak. Mr. R. T. 
Joy, another newspaperman present, 
asked to be allowed to have his say, 
but was refused, j'here may have 
been some justification far this, but 
I claim that there was none in my 
own case.

I Sir, wheù the deputation appointed 
by the meeting present itself at the 
House of Assembly and reads the reso­
lution passed at thst meeting, namely, 
a resolution composed entirely of con­
demnation of government measures, 
measures which have been much used 
in politic», and measures on which the 
government perhaps pivots, can the 
house honestly regard the petitioners 
as men uninterested is- politics, un- 
par tizan, and impartial? I fear not.
I fear, too, that when the public reads 
the resolution it will not be long in 
concluding that the meeting was not 
entirely free of political taint and 
partisanship. That is a terrible pity. 
It may have the .result of undoing the 
good which that meeting of men- for 
the most part honest in their desire 
to get wprk and bread tried to do. On 
the heads of . those who "jworked" the 
dodge lies the blame.

I want to point out to the public, 
however, this fact: that, whereas there 
might have been political wire-pulling 
at that meting, the men for the most 
pert were honest and sincere and were 
not there for any political purpose at 
all. I firmly believe that if I had been 
allowed to finish, the men would have 
seen as I did, and asked for the gov­
ernment to consider their case, instead 
of passing a resolution knocking the 
government. After all, sir, bow, suing 
government. After all, sir, how, using 
the government to seriously regard 
the Saturday night meeting, If there 
is the slightest suggestion of political 
wire-pulling about it?
