Largest Hole in
the World

The most Interesting diamond mtae 
In the world is not at Kimberley, hut 
near Pretoria—the Premier mine, 
"the largest hole In the world."

The great open Kimberley mine 
can still be seen, but the actual work­
ing there, as elsewhere In that dis­
trict, baa how to take place under­
ground, as the diamond-hearing ‘blue’1 
clay nearer the surface has been ex­
hausted.

The Premier Is still an open mine. 
It Is an enormous gaping hole In the 
piddle of the veld, halt a mile long 
and a quarter of a mile broad, with 
Its floor 400 feet lower than the sur­
rounding country. St. Paul’s Cathe­
dral, London, could be dropped Into It 
and no one a few hundred yards from 
the edge would know where It had 
gone.

Standing on the brink of Its pr< 
pitons sides and looking at the h 
dreds of workers tar below, I felt as 
If I were watching a scene from 
Dante’s " Inferno”—this particular
hell, I Imagine, being reserved by ex­
tremist Labor leaders tor sharehold­
ers, writes the Hon. E. G.KnoIlys,

Down below us, looking like busy 
ants, tiny black figures were shovel­
ling the blasted “blue ground” and 
pushing about small trucks, contain­
ing the earth ready tor crushing, on 
the network of rails which lead to 
the tunnel up which the trucks, are 
dragged to the surface wordings. A. 
swinging cage takes one down to the 
floor of the mine. There one has a 
more realistic view of the work than 
the impressive but somewhat unreal 
one from the top. I experienced ra­
ther a thrill at finding myself walk­
ing on the slatey-blue earth which 
actually contains the diamonds. But 
then I realized that In every hundred 
of these truck-loads, each weighing 
a ton, only about twenty carats of 
diamonds would be found.

When I was there not much work 
was being done, on account of the 
slump in the diamond trade. In 
prosperous times there are shifts 
working throughout the twenty-four 
hours, some of the most powerful 
searchlights being placed at night 
round the top edge of the mine.

The most impressive moment Is at 
blasting time, which takes place ev­
ery afternoon to loosen the ground 
tor carting away on the following 
day. A red danger Sag Is hoisted In 
a prominent place. All the workers 
come out of the mine except those 
required for lighting the fusee, al­
ready-placed in position. At a given 
signal black figures rush along the 
bottom side of the precipice, setting 
light to the fuses. Having done this, 
they scurry to shelter In the "bomb 
proofs’1 In the centre of the mine. 
The interval while the time-fuses 
burn seems an age (In reality It Is 
only on# and a half minutes. One 
feels that the slower lighters will not 
gain shelter in time. Then one ex­
plosion, another, and then a continu­
ous roar. Rock and earth fly Into the 
air, sometimes almost np to the sur­
face, reminding ene of a rather rag­
ged artillery barrage.

The famous Culllnan diamond, 
named after the chairman of the 
company, waq found In the Premier 
mine, and. In spite of Its great size, 
over 3,000 carats, it waa only part of 
a still larger stone. The other piece, 
broken off, has never been found.

The mine has had a remarkable, 
history. When diamonds were flrst 
found on this isolated farm in 1902, 
the property was hawked round for 
sale at $476,000. Now the cash as­
sets exceed three-quarters of a mil­
lion; more than 1116,000,000 worth of 
diamonds have been extracted from 
the mine, and its life still appears 
unlimited. The capital remains at 
$400,000, for all development has 
paid for out of profits. Stores

COM.COUNCIL OF AMBASSADORS 
PROMISE.

Strange Takes of the Sea

THE DIAMOND CROSS OF LIMA.

(By CAPT. LESLIE COBB, R.N.R.)
The citizens of the town of Lima, In 

Peru, were In a state bordering panic. 
Shops were closed, the public offices 
crowded with people gesticulating and 
shouting, private houses were being 
put In a state of defence, troops were 
marching through the streets to the 
sound of the drum. Well might there 
be general perturbation, tor Bolavir, 
the Liberator, with his hordes, was 
threatening an attack upon the city.

Lima was at that time amongst the 
richest of South American cities. Its 
merchants dealt In gold, silver md 
gems from the mines in the interior, 
its churches were ornamented with 
costly plate, the offerings of the faith­
ful, and amongst the most splendid of 
these none could compare with the 
diamond cross of the Cathedral of San 
Pedro. Many a bold adventurer and 
pirate of the past had set covetous 
eyes upon the croes, standing before 
It, loathe to leave so precious an Or­
nament, desiring to add It to their 
lists of plunder.

A Bid For Safety.

Though the cross Of fabulous wealth 
had stood Intact for many years, this 
year of 1822 was to see Its removal, 
and the start of Its adventures. The 
citizens of Lima, terrified at the com­
ing of Bolivar, and anxious to put 
their riches beyond his reach, collec­
ted the greater part of their public 
wealth. Including the diamond cross 
of San Pedro, and loaded them aboard 
a British ship under the command of 
Captain Thomson, with the Intention 
of sending the mto a place of security 
until troublesome times should pass. 
Capt. Thompson sailed for England, 
and though hitherto he had the repu­
tation of being an honest and upright 
man, the presence of so great riches 
in the hold of his vessel seemed to 
have an evil influence upon his char­
acter. Cupidity got the better of him 
and In his mind there formed a treach­
erous plan—nothing lees than the 
theft of the valuables entrusted in his 
care.

It seems that his Idea waa to make 
for some port In the Bast Indies, but, 
whatever may have been his Intent­
ions In this direction. Fate thwarted 
them. It was as If Ill-luck descended ,

upon the vessel as soon as Thomson 
had formed his plan for plunder. 
Storms drove her from her course, 
great hardships were suffered for the 
want of provisions, and eventually 
the ship was cast a total wreck upon 
the island of Trinidad. This Is not 
the Tyinldad of the West Indies, but 
the lesser-known Island In the Paci­
fic of the same name. It was a lone­
ly, rocky Island, surrounded by eter­
nal breakers which made landing a 
perilous feat

The only survivor of the Island was 
Thomson, who, having managed to re­
turn to civilization, succeeded to hid­
ing his Identity, and certainly took 
care to keep clear of Peru.

In the year 1844 ,a native of New­
foundland, Keating by name, fell to 
' ith a stranger, with whom he be- 
<• -’6 very friendly. This man, whom 
he " -scribes as "handsome to appear­
ance and having about him an air of 
mysterv which had an attraction of 
Its own", he took with him to share 
his winter home, and over the lire at 
night the two got talking of their ad­
ventures at sea.

One evening the conversation turn­
ed upon the Interesting topic of lost 
treasure, and the stranger mentioned 
the 12 million dollars' worth of valu­
ables which had been lost at sea after 
being sent away from Lima. Keating 
replied that he had heard about it, 
and there had been many speculations 
as to the fate of the ship, the rich car­
go, and the master, Captain Thom eon. 
The stranger then became confiden­
tial, and Into the ears of the astonish­
ed Keating poured a wonderful story 
of the loee of the wealth of Lima spec­
ially mentioning the magnificent dia­
mond cross, the possession of which 
would make both of them rich for life: 
He went on to formulate plans for 
Its'recovery, stating that he knew 
where It lay. and altogether succeed­
ed very well to exciting the ctpldlty 
of his friend. But Keeling could not 
understand how this man should 
know so much about the treasure, and 
he said so, to receive an astonishing 
reply.

"The explanation la easy,” said his 
friend. "The ship that went ashore 
on Trinidad with the treasure Of Lima 
aboard waa under commend of Capt. 
Thomson. I am Capt. Thomson."

If 
the bublic could understand that the 
equipment and pilots pass rigid gov­
ernment tests, confidence might be 
built up so that people would use the 
airways and would support a pro­
gramme for their extension. Then 
We could have a live and growing 
aircraft industry and could produce 
both ships and pilots hi any quantity 
needed."
