The Peninsular and Oriental Steam-
ship Company,

Thirty years have elapsed since the
Hindostan was despatched by this com-
pany to open a line of communication be-
tween Great Britain and the East. Pre
vious to that, the traffic did not extend
beyond the peninsula of Spain ; and hence,
on the extension of the line, the directors
named the company ‘Peninsular and Ori-
ental.” It must not be supposed that this
pioneer of the magnificent line of steam-
ers that now sail up the Mediterranean
was at all to be compared with even the
smallest of them in tonnage or horse-
power. At present we find them in pos-
session of fifty-three steamships, of an ag-
gregate of 86,411 tons, fitted with steam
machinery of 19,690 horse-power ; nine
steam-tugs, of 864 tons and 275 horse-
power ; and 13,663 tons of sailing trans-
ports, store, and coal-ships, the value of
which, with the other property of the
company, amounted to £3,836,080 ; while
the receipts for work performed by this
fleet of steamers amounted to £2,136,076
during the year. They are ever adding
to their fleet the finest ships which money
and art can secure. The last we hear of
is the Magdala, of 3,000 tons, with a sis-
ter ship, the Hindostan, and another of
smaller tonnage. Losses occur some-
times, as that of the Niphon lately at
Amoy, but the list is at once filled up, if
possible, with finer ships. The tear and
wear alone of such a fleet is written down
at £150,000, and the company is its own
under-writer. At first the line was con-
fined to Bombay, Ceylon, Madras, and
Calcutta, after which it was extended to
Singapore, Hong-Kong, and other China

«ports, and from Beint de Galle, in Ceylon,

to Australia. l{ewn'.li the route has
been extented from Shanghai to Yoko-
hama, in Japan, and a branch service
leaves Suez for Seychelles and the Mau-
ritius.

my daily toils, the record of these I will
not, I cannot reclm,—it is on high,—it is
with God, to whom we trust ot render
an account both of our ministry and of
the use we make of our privile-
ges. But it may be legitimate on my
part now to refer to facts, and leave
these to speak for themselves. On coming
here I found & communion roll ‘of over
three hundred. During my ministry
the annual additions to the list of mem-
bers sometimes exceeded 100, and some-
times fell short of that number. The
diminutions by death and otherwise
were correspondingly large ; so that now
there are upon the communion-roll 573
names, including 12 elders, and 11 dea~
cons. The missionary and general in=
come of the church has not been lessened,
but augmented, and last year was little
short of twelve thousand dollars, You
have aided in opening and sustain
five mission Sabbath schools, and throug!
your efforts and liberality, conjoined with
those of the other congregations of our
denomination in the city, what is now s
self-sustaining mission church has been
established ; while your church sabbath
school and Bible class have continued to
flourish. You have dome well, and I
trust will do still better, inesnbllahmg
and supporting the Montreal college.
“Not unto us, O Lord, but unto thy name
bethe glory.” We are weak, imperfect,
and insufficient to do an| hlng but our
sufficiency is of God. ut it may be
asked, Why with so much for.which to
be gmmful g0 much to encourage, and
for which to give God thanks, do I now
leave the pastorate of this church ? F
might answer that, as a dutiful servant
of the church, I felt bound to yield to
the voice of the Synod in appointing me
w be Professor of Divinity in our Col
lege in this city ; and those of you who
were present in the Synod and witnes-
sed the cordiality, and almost perfect
unanimity, with which that appointment
was made, will not be surprised that I
should show the utmost respect for the
opinion of my fathers and brethren. And
I do confess that this went far to influ-
ence my decision, and now goes far to
cheer and encourage me in the new du=
ties to which I look forward. But I have
been governed, Itrust, by a higher prin-
ciple than this. When I left a devoted-
ly attached congregation t> come to you,
I had only one principle on whicﬁ to
rely. 1 felt bound to occupy the posi-
tion in which, in the judgment of the
Church and my own opinion, I should
be best able to promote the glory of
God, and thus I came to Cote street
Church, and the Province of Quebec. On
this principle I now act, and go forward
on tge duties to which I am called, rely-
ing upon the Lord and hoping to “conti-
nue to enjoy your confidence and sup
port as well as that of the Church at
large. I believe that I have still a work
to do here and can only say, Brethren,
pray for us, that we may surmount diffi-
culties and be crowned with success. It
would be affectation and ingratitnde im
me to say that I do not feel, and feek
deeply, parting from you after experi-
encing so much comfort in my pastorate,
and 80 many repeated tokens of kindness:
and respect from all classes in the con-
gregation ; but the grief of separation is
greatly lessened by the thought that I
am still i many ways to be identified
with you is the work of the Lord. And
now it may not be inappropriate that I
should say with the Apostle, “ Brethren,
suffer the word of exhortation.”

The preacher closed with earnest part-
ing exhortations to his congregation to
continue in brotherly love and in the
practice of liberality towards the poor
and the cause of Christ, to be faithful to
their historic past, 1o one another, and,
above all, to their God and Saviour.

and substantial benefit to the public
generally, but will also ensure a safe
aud profitable return to the investor.
The Domirion Company have entered
into most satisfactory ts
with the Atlantic and Pacific, the
Great Western, and other American
Qompanies, who, acting on the cheap
postage principle, have forced some
of the Telegraph Companies in the
States to reduce their rates. The
main object of the Dominion Com-
pany is to establish these low rates,
and thus by encouraging a more gen-
eral use of the telegraph to benefit
the public, and also make it more
profitable to the Company.

Hitherto the projectors of compet-
ing lines in Canada have made the

The adoption of the ballot
will certainly do no harm, and its tend-
ency will be in the right direction; but
we must cavtion Mr. Bright, and all
other English reformers, not to @xpect
too much from it, nor to rely upon itas
certain to cure all the defacts, and to
remedy all the abuses of the English
political system. It bas had no such
effectin this country. It does not pre-
vent electoral corruption; it does not
prevent intimidation or undue iofl 3
on the contrary, it is often made the
means of facilitating both. But, on the
other hand, it may be made to do a great
deal of good, and it is not easy to see how
it can do any harm. Only, it is best not
to overrate its advantages, nor to rely
upon it with undue confidence.”

The potterysmanufacturers of Sheffield
(Bng.,) have lately concluded’ a conven-
tion with their workmen for the settle
ment of trades disputes by arbitration.
The board to whom future differences
are to be referred is composed of ten
manufacturers, nominated by the cham-
ber, and ten workmen, appointed by the
working potters.
