In the preparation of the supplement­

The proposed appropriations 
total but $125,426.31, and yet no district 
has been neglected. Many public works 
of undoubted advantage are foreshadow-

tirety bear eloquent testimony to the 
activity of. the government and to its 
progressive policy.

No one_ will question the propriety-of 
the addition of $11 per month to the 
salary of the superintendent of police— 
the other augmentations, of salary are 
equally email and equallv well deserved. 
Provision is made for a gratuity of $160

three months’-salary—to the parents 
°\ ÎS8 *a*e. Fred Mallandaine, and a sum 
of $3,760 is sought on the account of 
hospitals and charities, $1,600 of this 
amount being for the education pf the 
deaf and dumb in the province. It is 
only a few short months since the neces­
sity of something being done in ibis 
direction was pointed out by the ladies 
of Victoria, and the promptness with 
which the subject has been disposed of 
by the government cannot but excite 
general commendation. Grants of $200t 
$300 and $600 are asked for the resident 
physicians at Ashcroft, Greenwood and 
160-Mile House, and $500 is set down for 
the hospital at Vernon.

In the matter of roads and bridges, 
Vancouver Island has not suffered neg­
lect. There is $600 for bridges at Gran­
ite creek, Alberni ; $300 is provided for a 
wharf at Cowichan bay ; the original ap­
propriation of $8,00@>ior Esquimalt dis­
trict is increased by $4,500, which sum 
will include the cost of the new bridge 
at Sooke river ; and $660 is added to the 
appropriation for improving the Vic- 
toria-Nanaimo trunk; road. In connec­
tion with the protection of the Nanaimo 
river road and reservation, $1,500 is 
made available upon the condition that 
one-half the cost of the projected works 
be refunded by the government of the 
Dominion. Colonization roads, bridges 
and a wharf for the settlers in the Bella 
Colla valley will cost $3,600, and $600 will 
be given to assist the construction of the 
China Creek road, Alberni.

Under the heading of public works is 
a sum of $2,250 for the improvement of 
the law courts in .this city and the 
placing of a modern elevator, while 
$1,000 is listed for a court house site at 
Revelstoke, and $520 for sewer construc­
tion at Carey Castle. > ‘ t

The miscellaneous vote is of course a 
comparatively large one. In it pro­
vision is made for an additional $1,000, 
supplementing the original vote of $3,000 
for the destruction of^wolves, panthers, 
etc. Three thousand four hundred and 
fifteen dollars and ninety-one cents is 
asked for in connection with the pro­
vincial exhibit at the Imperial Institute, 
London ; and $4,500 is made available- 
in addition to $1,500 already provided— 
for the purposes of the provincial board 
of health. The revision of the statutes 
calls for an expenditure of $15,000, in­
clusive of the services of the two com­
missioners; and $2,000 represents the 
contribution of the province of British 
Columbia to the fund for the relief of 
the famine sufferers of distant India.

“ Whereas, the es. Empress of China 
having arrived at the quarantine port of 
Victoria, B.G., on or about noon on this 
27th day of April, 1897, from China and 
Japan, carrying 140 cabin and 597 steer­
age passengers, all of whom are certified 
by the ship’s surgeon to be free from 
any infectious or contagions diseases as 
defined by section 20, with the excep­
tion of two of the steerage passengers, 
who nine days since, whilst at sea, de­
veloped smallpox in a mild form. They 
were, however, immediately isolated in 
the ship’s hospital in accordance with 
section 27, and are now doing well. In 
consequence of this occurrence, every 
person on board (passengers and’officers 
incmded) were promptly subjected to 
vaccination; and whereas, on arrival, 
the quarantine officer at this port de­
clared the ship and passengers to be in­
fected and subject to detention for 
a period of 16 days, notwith­
standing the time that has already 
elapsed (the usual period of in­
cubation of smallpox being 12 days) • 
also that the pass.engers are to be landed 
f?r this purpose, as well as for disinfec- 
won. A meeting of the saloon pas sen- 
gers was called and unanimously 
adopted the following resolution •

“ That a protest should be made and 
is hereby transmitted to the Hon. Minis­
ter of Agriculture at Ottawa requesting 
his immediate consideration and reversal 
of this unprecedented action on the part 
of the quarantine officer at this station 
for the following reasons :

—rub it in hard!” So we stood, and 
we turned, and we rubbed at the word 
of command, till done enough and 
lowed to step out. Then a new sur­
prise awaited us. The Commander of 
the Bath would on no account allow us 
to resume our clothes. They had to be 
sent to the. sulphur house—the doctor’s 
orders on that point were absolute.

In the appeal of the Koksilah Quarry 
Company vs. the Queen, the question 
arose as to whether "the defendant’s ap­
peal bad been taken in time, and Mr.

The Full court rendered judgment in 
the case of William Hamilton Manu­
facturing Company vs. Knight Bros., 
holding that the question of damages 
must be reconsidered. This was a case 
in which plaintiffs had sued and ob­
tained judgment on two promissory notes 
for $1,402.66 given in payment of 
machinery. A counter claim was set up 
by defendants for damages for breach of 
implied warrante as to the machinery. 
In February 1896 judgment was given 
for the amount of the notes, bet not 
until November of the same year on the 
counter claim, when $350 was awarded 
the defendants and ordering them to 
return to plaintiffs the machinery 
ia dispute. The defendants appealed 
from that paît of the judgment which 
compelled them to return the ma­
chinery- The Court,held that the*ques­
tion of damages must be re-eonsidered, 
and suggested that perhaps the parties 
could agree to the amount; if not, the 
question could be mentioned at the next 
sitting of the Full court. Appellants to 
bear cost of appeal.

A late arrival from^he North, the 
schooner Neptune, reports an almost un­
precedented absence of seal along the 
American coast, only one lonely speci­
men being seen on the nine days’run 
down from Klawack, and this solitary 
traveller in the latitude of the straits. 
The same shortage of game is reported 
by the schooner Triumph, Captain 
Clarence Cox, which returned home 
yesterday with bnt 209 skins to show for 
the coast hunting. The Triumph has 
usually headed the list, or approached 
very closely to the coveted position, and 
consequently the outlook for the others of 
the fleet is far_ from encouraging. This 
season’s experiences having been directly 
the reverse of last year’s—in 1896 it was 
plenty of seals with the weather too 
rough to permit of the canoes being sent 
after them ; this spring the weather has 
been favorable, but the seal herds have 
sought fresh feeding grounds. Besides 
failing to make a catch that will 
expenses, the Triumph had the misfor­
tune to lose two of her Sitka hunters, 
who became separatedJrom the schooner 
in a sudden blow, and have not since 
been heard from. There is but one hope 
for them—and that is that they have 
been picked up by the schooner Minnie, 
which was cruising in the locality at the 
time.

The chief amendment he pro­
posed was contained in clause 6, which 
read • “ Any free miner, or two or more 
free miners, holding adjoining leases as 
creek claims may consolidate as many as 
ten leases, by filing with the mining re­
corder a declaratory statement contain­
ing the name of the company or partner­
ship which is to hold the consolidated 
lease, the location and size of each lease ; 
and such statement shall- be signed by 
the holder or holders of the leases to be 
consolidated. After filing such declar­
atory statement such free miner, or free 
miners, shall be allowed to each and 
every year to perform, on any one or 
more of such leases, all the work that is 
necessary to be performed to hold all 
such leases.” . „

The second reading was passed after 
ten minutes’ debate and the bill wag. 
then considered in committee, with Dr. 
Walkem in the chair.

Discussing clause 6,
Mr. Cotton thought that it might not 

be desirable to allow as many as ten 
leases to be consolidated. There should 
be some less limit than that.

Hon. Mr. Pooley thought it was a 
move in the right direction. In many 
cases it did not pay to spend $1,000, a 
year on one placer lease, but when thfcy 
could get an amalgamation of ten leases 
it enabled proper machinery to be put 
in. The same expenditure, namely $10,- 
000 a year, would have to take place on 
ten leases consolidated as on ten indi­
vidual leases. . '

Mr. Hume thought it would be better 
to increase the size of the leases.

Mr. Kellie opposed 'the section and 
moved that it be struck out.

The motion was defeated and the 
clause was passed.

Hon. Col. Baker moved a nefr clanse 
making the schedule of fees the same as

Our evening contemporary had a 

sneering allusion to what it called “ the 
imagination ” of the Colonist in outlin­
ing the probable future of British. Col­
umbia when railway construction oh the 
plan provided by the legislation of the 
present session has been accomplished. 
To be sneered at for “ imagination ” in 

' such a connection is to be put in very 
good company. Not very many years 
ago Congressman Benton pleaded in the 
United States house of representatives 

'{or the adoption of the Rocky Mountains 
as the boundary of the republic, and 
suggested that a statue of the god Ter­
minus should he erected pn some con­
spicuous summit,' to -mark the Western 
limit of possible progress ■ and develop­
ment. But there were a.few men who 
were gifted with “ imagination.” They 
thought they saw west of the Rockies a 
country worthy of occupation, and 
something inspiring in the idea of a na­
tion extending across a continent. The 
imaginative fellows won against the' 
terribly practical people of their day, 
and we see an a result" Idaho, Washing­
ton, Utah, Nevada, Arizona, New Mexi­
co, Oregon and California.

When William H. Seward pleaded in 
a state paper for the purchase of Alaska 
and penned his prophetic statement that 
“thé greatest triumphs of mankind would 
be won on the greatest of the oceans,” 
he wks laughed at for being so absurdly 
imaginative, and more than one speaker 
in congress alleged that the whole of the 
Pacific Northwest was not, worth a mo­
ment’s consideration. “ It is well 
known,” said one of the wise, practical, 
unimaginative men of that day, “ that 
north of the Straits of Juan de Fuca all 
is desolation.”

The imagination of Sir John Macdon­
ald saw a dominion under “ the meteor 
flag of England ” reaching from-ocean to 
ocean, and while hie practical contem­
poraries declared he was attempting the 
impossible, he accomplished it, and the 
result is Canada—the keystone in the 
arch of the British Empire.

About ten-, years ago a man vis­
ited a certain portion of Canada aid 
went home and wrote «about it 
waste land, where nature had mingled 
in confusion deep lakes, rushing rivers 
Sind inaccessible mountains. He Bad no 
imagination, perhaps he saw nothing on 
which to base any imaginative forecast. 
And so the people of the East exclaimed 
against the policy which had burdened 
the Dominion with so much useless ter­
ritory. Yet the name iff this waste and 
useless region is the magic word Koot­
enay.

Our Southern neighbors profess to 
have a very poor opinion of Capadiâna, 
yet just at this moment they are talking 
pretty constantly about that Canadian, 
James J. Hill, who controls both the 
Great Northern and the Northern Pacific 
railways. This son of Canada has thus 
become the railway dictator of the whole 
United States Northwest. He has ac­
quired the control of the Northern 
Pacific,by a purchase of stock.

When the evening paper starts in to 
quote the Colonist it ought to remem­
ber that other people can understand 
English as well as itself. The Colonist 
did not say that the Cassiar Central Rail- 
way would open the whole of Qpesiar; 
but that beyond the section which the 
railway would open there will be 125,- 
000,000 acres untouched by the 
pany’s lease.

Thebe is a prospect that the reci­
procity treaty between the United States 
and Hawaii may be terminated. What 
the influences are that may lead to this 
result we do not know. .As a matter of 
fafit the treaty expired in 1884, but there 
is a provision in it that its provisions 
shall not lapse until one nation or the 
other has given twelve months’ notice of 
its desire to terminate them. If we can 
judge correctly from the tone of the 
Hawaiian papers the annexation idea is 
not gaining very much ground on the 
islands, and it certainly is not in the 
United States. Nevertheless it may j)e 
that therq are influences at work which 
will secure the .abrogation of the treaty 
in the hope that by so doing the languish­
ing annexation sentiment of the islanders 
may be revived, and a demand may 
spring up for union, which Congress 
would hardly feel like resisting. It is 
one thing for the American government 
to take steps to annex the islands, and 
quite another to accede to a proposition 
for annexation coming from the 
islanders. Canada is not quite a dis­
interested .observer of this matter, for if 
the treaty is abrogated the Dominion 
will en joy certain commercial advantages 
in the islands which it does not now 
possess.

Buildings Going TJp Like Mushrooms 
as a Result of the 

Mining.É
m Prospector» Swarm Through the 

Mountains and With Wonder­
fully Lucky Results.

Grand Forks, B.C., May 3.—(Special) 
—With the advent of spring the crowds 
of prospectors who had been hanging 
around the city have disappeared, 
shouldering their packs or loading their 
pack-horses and striking into the moun­
tains. Already reports of new discov­
eries are crowding in, and the confidence 
of the citizens of Grand Forks that they 
are in the centre of the richest mineral 
section of British Columbia is being in 
no way shaken.

Maurice O’Connor went fora walk last 
Sunday, and by way of innocent diver­
sion staked out a new claim on Eagle 
mountain, four miles from the city. 
The new lead gives every indication of 
being valuable property." A new strike 
has been made in the Summit camp, 
eight miles north of Grand Forks, from 
which some of the richest ore of this sec­
tion has been taken, and reports of 
other finds are coming in daily. It is a 
by-word among the prospectors of this 
section that everyone who goes prospect­
ing finds something. A great deal of 
development work is being done, and 
every nopn and evening the sound of 
cannonading echoes from the hills as the 
blasts are fired.

Grand Forks is experiencing a build­
ing boom, and np to this time the two 
sawmills have been unable to supplv 
the demand for lumber. They are still 
over a week behind in their orders, but 
have put in improved machinery and 
hired more men, so that it is expected 
that the dearth in the lumber supply 
will soon be ended. Four new hotels 
are going np, and store buildings and 
residences are being built onever/hand. 
The stages are loaded on every trip into 
the city and business in all lines is 
steadily improving.
, J. A. Mara, who for the last two ses­

sions of the federal parliament has re­
presented Yale district in that body, has 
been spending a few days in Grand 
Forks. Mr. Mara is a firm believer in 
the future of this section, and he is in a 
position to base this belief upon more 
substantial grounds than mere personal 
observation of the country. He is in 
touch with the “ powers that be,” and 
can speak authoritatively of the provin­
cial policy in regard to this section. In 
an interview with the Colonist repre­
sentative, Mr. Mara said:

“ You mav be absolutely certain of one 
thing, and that is that the provincial 
government realizes to the fullest extent 
the importance of getting into this vic­
inity with a road from the north ahead 
of competitors from the United States, 
and will make every effort to get a road 
in here at the earliest possible moment, 
and in this they will undoubtedly re­
el ve the support of the Dominion gov- 
fiuuient. There are two reasons for 
having a Canadian road first in the 
field, principal of which is that the trade 
of this section may remain on this side 
of the line. The trade from here will be 
simply enormous, and this fact is known 
not only in governmental circles, but in 
the trade and money centers.

THE ORIENTAL LABOR BILL.

the employment of Chinese and 
Japanese by incorporated companies. , _
It will be remembered that when ad-mt Chinese we may find our

merce shut out of China; but wé think 
this ' is , groundless. The ruling 
class in China has no particular desire 
to see the Coolies emigrate. Some very 
prominent Chinese officials have ex­
pressed the opinion that the demand for 
the exclusion of Coolies from America 
was a reasonable one. They fully recog­
nize the radical difference between the 
two races, and have seen that it is next 
to impossible for Occidental civilization 
to flourish if the Mongolian Coolie is 
allowed to come in and compete freely 
with white labor. The ancient policy Of 
China has been the exclusion of what­
ever seemed Inimical to the established 
order of things, and those who have been 
bred in its tradition! can fully appreci- 
ate ®>w similar ideas may prevail in 
other countries. As to the commercial 
concessions which China makes to other 
pations, these are not based upon any 
idea of reciprocity, but are granted 
through dire necessity or because 
immediate advantage ia 
We do not believe that it would at 
all prejudice the commercial intercourse 
between China and Canada, so far as 
that is likely to expand by reason of the 
awakening of China to the Advantages of 
Occidental civilization, if Coolie immi­
gration were absolutely prohibited. But 
we must take What we can get. At pre­
sent it seems as thcigh we are not like­
ly to get Anything, but it is some satis­
faction to-know that the Globe has be­
gun to see the question in the same light 
as those who are in close touch with the 
actual working of the present system. 
The matter is, of course, purely one for 
the Dominion parliament. No provin­
cial legislature has any right to legislate 
to prevent immigration.

it was proposed to insert a section 
in the several acts oi "Incorporation as 
they came up, the Colonist pointed out 
that such a course might jeopardize 
these acts, and suggested that it would 
be better to deal with the subject in an 
act of general application. This course 
was followed and the result is that the 
several acts of incorporation became law 
instead of being withheld for the 
action of the Governor-General.

It is interesting to note that this is 
the second occasion upon which a lieu­
tenant-governor of British Columbia has 
reserved an aqt for the approval of the 
governor-general, the first occasion hav­
ing been in 1877, when Lient-Govtirnor 

ed the AatUe Amend­
ment to the Gold Mining Amendment 
Act of 1872. The act of 1877 constituted 
the gold commissioners judicial offi­
cers, and assent was withheld on the 
ground that the Federal parliament only 
had the right to appoint judges, and 
the action of the Lieutenant-Governor 
in that case was upheld by the Dom­
inion government.

It is to be remarked that in with­
holding his assent from a bill for the 
purpose of reserving it for the action of 
the .Governor-General, the Lieutenant- 
Governor does not act as a provincial 
executive officer, bat as a representative 
of the federal authority^ He does not 
withhold his assent by the advice of his 
ministers, but presumably because of 
instructions received from the federal 
authorities. As Bourinot points out, 
this is somewhat inconsistent with the 
application of the principles of responsi­
ble government to the provinces. Bonri- 
not says:

T!k position of a lieutenant-governor’s 
advisers, under these exceptional cir­
cumstances, is very difficult to explain 
in accordance with the principles oi re­
sponsibility that govern a ministry in 
tbeir relations with parliament and the 
head of the executive. * * » One 
cannot but come to the conclusion that 
while the power of reserving bills may 
be still exercised at times with benefit 
to the Dominion at large, no possible 
reason can be found for sustaining the 
veto as it has been sometimes used in 
the lower provinces. Bourinot;

On page 658 the same writer says that 
the lieutenant-governors in withholding 
their assent to bills “ are to act, not 
merely on their own discretion, but sub­
ject to instructions,” citing for this posi­
tion section 65 of the British North Am­
erica Act, 1867, and Sir John Macdon­
ald’s report on the Ontario Orange bills 
of 1873. He adds that, in the absence of 
instructions, they are thrown upon their 
own discretion, with such assistance as 
their ministers may give them, but there 
is no obligation upon the Lieutenant- 
Governor to accept the advice tendered 
him by his ministry on such a matter, 
Md he is under no obligation whatever 
to consult them. He may ignore them 
wholly, and the fact that he may choose 
to ignore them ig_ no rèason why the 
ministry should resign, for, as we have 
pointed ont, the Lieutenant-Governor 
occupies the dual position of represent­
ing the federal authority and of chief ex­
ecutive of the province.

A vote of want of confidence could not 
be based upon such action on the part of 
the Lieutenant- Governor for obvions 
reasons, and as the- withholding of the 
assent is not made known Until after
