Big Majorities For the Amendments—Argyll
Leading the Lords On.

Loxpox, Aug. 4.—The Liberal leaders in
the house of lords, except Earl Granville;
hada cénference with Gladstone, lasting
over' an hour, to-day, to ascertain what
amendments to theland bill the govérnment
were willing to accept. Granville was in
the house of lords to-day, although he had
to be wheeled to his seat. Lord Denman’s
motion for the rejection of the land bill, on
the house going into ecommittee to-day, was
rzjected without division.

In the house of lords the first amend-
ment to the land bill, excluding from the
operation of the bill parts of estates managed
on the English system, was adopted with-
out division. The amendment #ood in the
name of the Duke of Argyll, as did also an
amendment which was carried by 219 to 67,
giving landlords a right to compensation in
case of the sale of a holding of which he
had formerly bought mp the tenant right.

The amendment offered by Eatl Donough-
more (Conservative), limiting the compensa-
tion for disturbance to £250, which was
opposed by the government, was carried by
180 to 91. The Duke.of Argyll voted with
the minority. Salisbury’s amendment that
the words * court should have reference to
the interest of the tenant and landlord re-
spectively,” be struck out, was carried by
184 to 93. Lansdowne’s amendment to
strike out the words *‘prohibiting court
from entertaining proposals for resumption
of any part of the holding for any purpose
other than providing for laborers’ cottages
and gardens during the statutory term,”
was carried by 195 to 77,

The News says the obstruction of Liberal
measures will continue as long as the con-
stitution of the houge of lords secures the
Eresence of an overwhelming Tory majority.

Whatever may be the preponderance of
Liberal opinion in' the country, a modifica-
tion of the second chamber is a question
which the lords are rapidly bringing into
the range of practical politics.

The mover spoke at’some length in sup-
port of the resolncion, and seemed to have
the majority of the meeting at his back.

This senti-
ment was loudly cheered, ladies joining in
the applause as well as the sterner sex. The
next speaker was Dr. W. T, O'Reilly, who
was opposed ' ta the resolution. He com-
plained that the meeting was not a fair re-
Presentation of the congregation, inasmuch
as only those favorable to its purpose had
been notified. It was, he said, conceived
In a spirit of antagonism to Mr. Pearson,
and he protestde against it. This remark
did not strike a very - responsive ‘chord
among ‘the andience, heing received with
many and various expre§sions of disapproval.
However, the doctor wasnot the least dis-
turbe 1, and went onto say that the ‘meeting
had been packed by ptivate notification.
Speaking to the question, he said the clergy
were ‘competent to make whatever changes
in the service they chose '‘vithout'consult-
ing the laity. . Hence Pearson was ab
perfect liberty to abolish dny. featyres in
the services at Holy J'rinity he disapproved
of."

Prof. Buckland counselled
moderation on both sides, and hoped there
would be no division in tke church. Mr.

Ince and many other gentlemen
spoke, 7all in a_conciliatory strain. When
the chairman put the resolusion it was car-
ried by an overwhelming majority, only
eight voting against it. The heat seemed
to have melted all the enthusiasm and feel-
ing out of the audience, and the meeting’
closed quietly.

MICHIGAN AND ONTARIO.

As Michigan joins Oatario, and has many
characteristics in common with Ontario,
the Detroit Free Press has been comparing
the census returns of the two :

It will ‘be seen from the above table that
while Michigan has more than quadrupled
her population since 1850, that Ontario has
barely doubled. In 1850 Michigan ihed a
population 554,000 less than that of On-
tarlo, or Canada West. In 1860 the abso-
lute difference: between the two .has in-
creased upwards of 90,000 in Ontario’s fa-
vor ; but Mickigan had made a great
relative gain. The next decade Michigan
gained over 210,000 upon her neighbor 1n
absolute population, and between 1870 and
1881 Michigan lessened tbe distance be-
tween heérself and Ontario by 160,000, so
that now the latter has a population but
227,000 in excess of the former.”

AGRARIAN AGITATION IN ENGLAND.

The English farmer has suffered just as
mich as the Irish farmer from the tyranny
of land laws, and there is as much agitation
going on in England as in Ireland, though
it is conducted on different plans. The
English laborer is a mach more phlegmatic
person’ than the Irish peasant, and, more-
over, the two chief factors of Irish discon-
tent, alienism and absenteeism, are wanting
in England. Butif the English farmer is
slow to move he is terribly in earnest when
aroused, and with the ballot which the
government will secure to him by the
assimilation of the borough and county
franchise next session he will be irresistible.
The agricultural districts, more especially
in the eastern counties, are honeycombed
with laborers’ unions and farmers’ clubs,
directed by skilled agitators, and working
in harmony with the Radicals of the bor-
oughs. Their platform means simply the
destruction of the present land system, or
at least of the feudal laws and customs by
which it is upheld, and the establishment

of free trade in the soil.

WHAT THE LORDS HAVE OFFERED.

Now that the day is at hand when the
house of lords must either accept or reject the
Irish land bill of the government, pui)lic
attention is directed to that body and its
record. is being looked up. The penal
code, owing to the stubbornness of the
lords, was not repealed until 1844, They
set.themselves against Catholic emancipa-
tion, keeping seven milliors of people out-
side the pale of the constitution, until the
commons forced them to accept it ; and in
dealing with Irish tithes they were equally

slow. In 1868 Mr. Gladstone’s suspension

| bill for the disestablishment of the Irish

church was defeated in the lords by a
majority of nearly 100, although the com-
mons carried the resolutions on which the
bill was based by a majority of 65. Thirty
years before that the lords hesitated to deal
with the gross abuses connected with the
Irish corporations long after the lower
house had admitted their iniquity, and Mr.
Roebuck roughly charged the upper house
with having ' deliberately set itself to
‘ Russianize Ireland and aggravate the mis-
“‘rule of centuries.”

But it is most likely that the lords will
accept the change with bad grace and not
without offering amendments. . The
radicalism  created by the reform
bill of 1832 has grown to be such a mighty
force in England that the lords are com-

pelled to accept a measure striking at the
very root of territorial aristocracy, and
transferring the cherished privileges of pro-
perty to the state as represented by three
commissioners.

Our New Railroads.
(F'rom the Lindsay Post.)

It is considered not unlikely that the
railway developments of this part of the
province may result in the extension of
the Victoria railway to the Canadian
Pacific at or near Callender station. It is
seported, though we do not vouch for the
accuracy of the report, that such exten-
sion may be ‘made from some point near
Kinmount, via Minden and the Cedar Nar-
rows northward. This would, it is said,
give a somewhat- shorter route than via
Haliburton, though the latter has advan-
tages that may result in its adoption.
This report is mentioned in connection
with the probability of a combination being
formed that would give the Pacific railway
an easy and expeditious route to Lake On-
tario at Whitby and to Terouto and the
Suspension bridge may be made.

It is thought by some that the Ontario,
and Quebec railway may take a route»closé
in by Whitby, Oshawa and Bowmanviile,
and then strike for Peterboro’, This
would secure the passenger traffic of those
three towns and surrounding country, as the
Grand Trunk is a mile away from each
of the places named ; while the Port
Perry, Lindsay and Victorfa traffic would
be obtained by the Whitby and Vietoria
railways, if indeed these two roads are not
““ amalgamated.”
