There is one supreme
court already costing $50,000, and this
bill proposed the creation of another su-
preme court necessitating considerable an-
nual outlay, The judges composing the
tribunal must be men of the highes sttand-
ing to obtain the confidence~of the people,
and consequently the salaries must be very
considerable, The legal gentlemen on the
commission and the railway man would
each have to be paid between $10,000 and
$20,000 a year, and the third commissioner
a correspondingly large salary.

His attack was not upon this par-
ticnlar kind of dangerous stuff only, but
also npon ** flash” literature generally, and
fapon, the ** policy shaps,” which are simply
barefsced swindling concerns, pnrtiall*
sheltered by the law. Here are some’o
the results of reading dime novels of the
blood and thunder and tomahawk and
scalp dance kind, as mentioned in the lec-
ture : -

falo set about robbing his employer’s safe,
meaning to seek adventures in the west.
In Brooklyn I found that a boy, crazed by
such reading, had led his younger brothers
on tilt they had robbed their mother of
over twenty-five articles. There are three
ublishets of blood-and-thunder literature
ere to-day, and they advertise 670 publi-
cations.” ¢
Respecting a still worse class of publica-
tions, which are ciiculated by methods the
most atrocious, he said :
“There are other dangers to children,
and one 8T the chief is that hydra-headed
monster, the lowest kind «f literature,
which breeds lust, When y.:r L,y or girl’s
name appears in the catalogic of a school,
it becomes s0 much merchandise, to be
bought by sconndrels who send misery and
death through the United States mails.
The evil cannot be overestimated. The
head of the female seminisy told me that
some one had surreptitiously obtained fit-
teen or twenty catalogués. I tracked them
to a dealer in addressed enwelopes, and when
I demanded them he " Brought out a great
pile containing the n&’gxes of thousands of
boys and girls. I wrot& to all the princi-
pals, warning them, and replies came frem
two female seminaries - that the grossest
matter had been introduced there, and be-

fore the year closed evil circulars and ad.

vertisements were sent back to me from tHe
other.”
Mr. Comstock claims that it pays to

have a society to suppress these iniquities
to the extent possible. Those engaged in
the publication of vile books.and periodi-
cals evidently feel that the thing ‘hurts,”

The free trade craze—the
madness of seeking to force upen usa sys-
tem which, however it may answer in Eng-
land, is unsuitable to this country—is the
bane of the reform party. In sticking so
obstinately to this delusion they ere like
Pharach “hardening his heart;” they are
blind and deaf to all the signs of tke times.
It appears tolerably certain that to the
influence of Sir, Richard in these councils
this obstinacy of theirs on the trade ques
tion isin a great measure due. They have
allowed him to lead on this question, ‘and
he has just vanity and self-confidence
enough to take into his own handsall that
he is permitted to take. The disastrous re-
sults of giving him so much of his own
way were never mor¢ apparent than now.
The rumors of disappointment and disunion
on the opposition side at' Ottawa, following

‘party die in the lasp ditch rather than
abandon free trade, ate probably not all
the inventions of tory ‘correspondents. Uf
course the Globe is with him on this qucs-
tion, up to the handle ; our contemporary
having made its mark as a successful leader
‘of the party into the ditch.
