And so with ‘the

treavy manity power, with which I shall deal more

in detail shortly. The expansion of our golonial
system will not provide a remedy, and thé most
attractive plan is doubt'ess the federation of the
empire, a scheme of gevernment which has been so
ofien alluded to and widely discussed that i is un-
necessary for me at the prcgent time to enlarge upon
the same. It is thought that there are greas « iffi-
culties attending the earrying out of this scheme,
somuch so that to m ny iv seems visionary, but if
difficulties ot an insurmountable nature prectude for
the preseat s grand vederation of the empire and
the colonies, there cin hardly be any great difficulty
in taking the first siep in this direction by she for-
mation of a commercial zollvein between the
mother country and the colonies, so that they
would be able to trade upon more favorable terms
with onc another and exclude foreigners from the
henefit of sach trade. It is quite evident that the
colonics must either be brought more closely
into  alliance with  the mother land . than
at present, or set up as independent allies.

By a commercial policy such as I'have alluded to
creating & community of inter:st profitakle toall a
step wonld be taken in the direction of uniting all
in one barmouious whole politically and give the
orbit in which this colony and the others shouid de-
scribe their circle around the parent land.: In due
time, arising from the clos r intimacy and coinmu-
nity «f interest thus formed, the political ties
would take shape and leg'slation would naturally
and in due course reme iy by the anomahes to which
I have just ref d. These anomalies removed, the
sta us of a British subjeet given to all, with the in-
herent power of sssimilation which naturally b*-
longs to the English-speaking race, we should {)uild
such a heslthy s. ntimeut in the country that our
spiritof nationality would burn out as pure and clear
as that of the mother land, and we would hear owr
ccuntry, ous dominion, enr institutions afluded to
in aspirit of pride and possession altogether differ-
ent from what is unfortunately the case at the pres-
ent time. - Conseious of our powers, with the spirit
of freedom breathing up n us, we would go for-
ward in our might with energv and resolurion of
purposge to develope these resources of mine, furest,
prairie, lake and farm that nature gives us 80 Loun-
tifully and rewards us so amply, for our woil,
feeling that the destinies of the future for weo!and
woo are ir our hands, for Canada is the “land of
the fature,” and trusting that we may humbly d
ourduiy to advance its best interests now committed
to our care.

And now eoming to what is perhaps after all the
test of any party, namely, its p/atiorm, we niust

In the younger
province it might be argued that a generous treat-
ment should be accded, but even then the prin-
ciple could be carried out and the electoral d:s-
tricts varied as the rapid growth of the popula ion
in avy particular district of the same should war-
rant a change. How, or in what manner, and b,
whom the division should be made is an open ques-
tien. 1f lefi t» a domivant factien of the house,
is is almost impossible to keep party purpoges and
requirements out of the caleutation, hut (l it could
be relegated to some independent tribunal, and one
above and superier to the needs of parcy, such as an
electoral comwission to be composed of, say the
Judges of the supreme court, whose recommenda-
tious should become euactive by act of parliament,
then i% is possible that such a scheme as I have in-
dicated might bs ceriied out, without beiug open to
the nutural objections thas ever arise on such re-
distribution being made by any of the political par-
ties of the state.

The presercation inviolate of Provincial rights as
guuranteed by the Act of Confederation.

Of all the questions that can agitate thé electorate
and that are ayiteting it at the present time none
can be mere important than this one. We are glal
of confederation, we wish to see it succeed, we have
great hopes of its future. We therefore heartily de-
precate any policy that would weaken in the
slightest degree the foundation on which it has been
reased and on the stability of which the future
greatness of our country must depend., Mayor
Cleveland, of Buffalo, just elected governor of New
York State in opposition to the republican candi-
date, Judge Folger, struck :he key note of the de-
feat of the republican party when he said that the
*“immediate cause of the democratic victory was the
interference of the national administration with
state politics.”
sominion government, if pursued in, cannot hut
end in its disastrous defeat, and justly so.

The sepirute provinces which now compose the
confederation were prior to the sane taking place,
independent states to all intent and pu pos. s, #nd
us colonics of the motherland, had heen granted
vereain powers and privileges which they exercised
in heir own inherent 1ight as colonies. When cou-
federation was formed, these several provinces
agreed that certain of their rights, powers and
privileges should be handed over 1o a federal author-
ity to be dgult. with by that government, and asked
the imperial parliament to grant a charter cairying
into effect the agreement thus ar.ived at, reserv ng
.t0 themselves and hiving embodied in the said
charter when passed the right to control their lacal
affairs and enjoy all privile.es inherent in the said
'provincesin connection therewith,and theirs of rizht
as well as all other powers not formally cede, by
them as aforesaid, under the said charter of confed-
era ion. This we believe to be the true relation of
thé provinces to confeduration—confederntion
was uot the cause «f but the outcomo
of the aetion of the several provinces
It was not the parent but the offspring, and while
the powers grauted to it are to be enjoyed as its
alienable right, the rights of the respective prov-
inces ia their-own spheres bhave to be jea'ous-
Iy gnarded - fyen apart, however, from thebasis [
have just laid down as. the mutual relaiionship be-
twecn the dominion and provinces, a glavee at the
act of cenfederation will show us that certain ciass:s
of rigihte were to be dea t with by the p ovincal
governments, and I hold that any fa:r and candid
reading of the act its I7, read in the light of the
utierunces <f our public men, who drew up and
formulated theardicles of the same,will demonstrate
thre fact thut both the letter and spirit of the .et i3
tiut the 1 cal governments, acting within the scope
of their authority, have a right to pass such legis-
lative measures as 1o them may seem meet.

Let the crew be worthy
of the crafi, and then the proud vessel shatl
galiant)y ride the waves and defy the storms
that Will. most assuredly assail her on the
voyage to the barbor of Canada’s high
destiny. I move, therefore, that the thanks
of the union be tendered to the president
for his able and comprehensive address on
the principles embodied in our platform,
and that tha same be printed for circula-
tion, so that th¢ public might be informed
of ‘the §bjects of the union, with a view to

all those throughout the dominion who nre
Aesirous of uniting'vpon the basis of that
platform®”

Mr. G M Rose seconded the resolation.
He said he wasnot, unfor tunately, Canadian
by ‘birth, but his interests and feelings
were entirély Canadian, He heartily ap-
proved of the objects of the union, and
trusted that we never would consent 1o
;ur,;e:fdet our control of provincial rights.
The_ latest attempt to destroy our control

be reprobated by every right thinking man,
He fully concurred in \the objects of the
union, and trusted it wounld do much to
aid the cause of temperance, for which he
had labored for 8o many years,

The resolution was caried unanimously.
