The bill respecting gas iuspection was’
read a second time.

Mr.,Costigan moved the second réading
of the bill to prevent the adulteration of
food and drugs. Several members asked
for explanations. Mr. Costigan looked
around, searched his desk for memoranda,
and atter a while Sir John Macdonald told
the clerk to pass on to the next item amid
langhter from the opposition. s

The minister of inland revenue fared lit-
tle better when he moved the second read-
ing of the bill to amend the weights and
measures act. Messrs, Mills and Weldon
contended that the subject of the proposed
amendment came within the purview of
the provincial legislatures. Mr. Costigan
appealed to Sir John, who suggested that
disdussion be postponed. This was agreed
to.

After recess Sir Leonard Tilley moved to
go into committee of supply.

. Mr. Paterson (Bran#) rose to move an
amendment in reference to immigration.
When the syndicate bargain was entered
into in 1881, it was urged that the govern-
ment would be relieved of the entire expen-
diture upon immigration. That was the
principal argument used in support of that
bargain, but now, after four years, it was
found that the government’s expenditure
upon immigration had increased enormous-
ly, while the syndicate could not show
that they had expended a single dollar
upon immigration. He quoted figures
taken from the Canadian census to show
that the country had not been able to retain

within the last five years had lost a num-
bet more than equal to the entire immigra-
tion into the country.

THE INTEREST ABATING.

YESTERDAY'S . PROCEEDINGS IN
THE CONSPIRACY CASE.

Dr. Chscaden in the Witness Box—Noth-
ing Particularly Fresh in His Evi-
dence—Ion. Mr. Morris to be Ex-
amined.

The proceedings in the political conspir-
acy case are beginning to grow stale, in so
far as new developments are concerned ;
but there is still enough interest lett to at-
tract a large crowd to the police court
room. When the court adjourned at 4.30,
the bail bonds of Kirkland and Wilkinson
were renewed by the same :bondsmen,
Goldwin Smith for the former and Edward
Gegg and Thomas Graham for the latter.
The only witness examined was Dr. Thos.
Cascaden, the member for West Elgin.
The doctor was very collected while in the
box. The evidence of Mr. Balfour, taken
on Saturday, was read over and signed by
that gentleman. Dr. Cascaden testified
that he had known Meek for 23 years, and
they were always friends. About
February 27 last Meek met witness in
either the Rossin house or the parliament
buildings. Meek said he wanted to have
a confidential talk, and witness replied all
right. After intimating that he un: erstood
the doctor’s health was bad, Meek began to
talk of the necessity of obliterating party
lines in Ontario, also adding that the

rovince was too much party-ridden.
Teek said he advocated coalition princi-
ples, and witness told him that he con-
curred as to the province being too much
party-ridden. Meek gave witness to un-
derstand that there had been a good deal
of progress made towards forming a coali-
tion government, and that five or six of

Mr. Mowat’s supporters had consented to

Meek said to witness that he was author-

ized to make the above proposals to him by

Bunting. Meek again met witness next

day about 11.30 in the Rossin house.

Meek renewed his proposals. Speaking of

the personuel of the coalition government,

Meek said he would not object to two re-

formers, and possibly three being takenin,

None of the present ministers, however;

Speeches by the Bishop of Toronto, Hon,
G. W. Ross and Bishop Baldwin—The
Pavilion Packed. i

If in the past the temperance people
complained that the church of England did
not enter into their work, they can d¢ so
no longer. Last night the members of this
church rose ily and presented a broad
shouldered /front, not only agsainst the
habit of drinking, but against the great
evil itself—taking no half measures, but
striking against the root of the evil by de-
claring for prohibition pure and simple.
Seldom has the pavilion -at they
horticultural gardens contained nnchrr
a congregation of ple as that which
flocked into it last nightand filled'its every
corner. The platform was filled with. the
leading lights of the church of England and
the meeting was presided over by the
bishop of the diocese. After the singing.
of All Hail ‘the Power of ‘Jesus’ name,
and  prayer by . the bishop, his
lordship struck the key-note by a short
and forcible speech in which he defined his
position as a temperance man’ and  struck
out the temperance platform for the church
of England in the future—which was pro-
hibition. No half measures, no moderate
drinking—nothing short of total prohibi-
tion—the destruction of the liquor interest
by one fell swoop. i

Hon. G. W. Ross, minister of education,
followed. To give a report of his speech
in a small space would be impossible. His
was a bold business-like review of the
liquor question. He held that the vested
rights, so-called, of the liquor dealers were
given to them by society and society had a
right to take away  these  vested
rights when it saw fit. His speech
was frequently interrupted ' with —ap-
plause, and when he sat down the ap-
plause continued for some minutes.. -
Bishop Baldwin of Huron was the next
speaker. A stately, sturdy and com-
manding figure he stood out boldly for the
new platform. Hetook the religious view
of the question and in nervous sentences
described the misery and shame which the
liquor traffic entailed on the christian
charch. He attacked the moderate
drinker and in scathing language held him
up to derision as the false beacon that
lurea millions to ruin. - While the speech
of Hon. Mr. Ross roused the audience to
enthusiasm Bishop Baldwin’s words sank
below the surface and created a tempest of
feeling in ‘the furthermost heart of the vast
audience. i

remarks, and after a short address by S. H.
Blake, Bishop Sweatman pronounced .the
benediction.

These are the largest transactions on
foreign account that have been made for some
time, and were probably the cause of the ad-
vance in ocean freights at the Atlantic sea-
board to-day. .

A Government Telegraph,
Thanks to the enterpriseof the Canadian.
Pacifie railway com :
monopoly is likely to get a shaking in-

business by the throat, as it were, and no-

ernment will suffice to set the country freé.
A Waehington despatch says that the sub-
committee of the senate committee on
postoffices have prepared a bill in- relation
to the etablishment of a government tele-
graph. It creates the office of fourth as-
sistant  postmaster.general  to _ have
charge of the system, presents the rates
for messages, provides for the transmis-,
sion of telegrams to newspapers and
news associations, for issuing telegraph
cards of different denominations, similar to
postal cards, authorizes the postmaster-
general to advertise for sealed proposals
from companies now in existence to do the
telegraph business in accordance with the
provisions of the act. In casethere is no
bid before November 25th, 1884, the gov-
ernment itself is authorised to build lines
under the management of the secretary ' of
war. The bill appropriates two millions
for the purposes of the act for the year
ending June 30, 1885, the system to be
under the charge of the postmaster-general.
The bill does not contemplate prohibiting
telegraph lines. t

Meantime, a company called the Postal
Telegraph company is trying to head this
off by proposing to make a contract with
the government at low rates. Of “course,
when matters of sach importance are
pending, affecting the interests of wealthy
companies, the lobby must be in all its
glory. “The power of money” is being
played in dead earnest at the great U.S:
theatre in Washington, all in real life
and with startling realistic _ effects.
Whether the companies or the people are
to win this time remains to beseen, But
the fact that this is the presidential elec-
tion year counts sqniething in the people’s
favor, as it will, to some extent, stiffen the
backs o§ the politicians.

The Morrison Tariff Bill.

From Washington we hear that interest
in the Morrison tariff bill has-somewhat
subsided of late, owing to an impression
that it cannot possibly be passed this ses-
sion. Speaker Carlisle and his 'band of
free trade democrats had determined that
some important measure of tariff ‘‘reform”
should be Rsssed, hit -or miss, but.within
/tlhe past few ‘weeks their ardor has con-
siderably cooled.  The truth of the matter
appears to be that many members whd are
supposed to favor free trade, or“an ap-
| proach to it, have been receiving ominous
warnings from their constituents, and now
fear to do the deed that they have so
much talked of. There was a great
free trade meeting in New York on
Saturday week, at which speeches were
made by Mr. Carlisle,Mr. Wells and other
lights of the party. The former spoke
very strongly to the effect that the United
States must come to free trade, but he
was careful to add that it would never do
to sacrifice existing interests, and that the
change would have to be gradually made.
Now, it is true that the cause of free trade
is advocated by some very able men and by
some véry influential newspapers in the
United States. But it is a remarkable fact,to
beat the same time taken note of,that there
is no popular demand for free trade, but,
on the contrary, a strong popular feeling
against it. Republicans' and' democrats
alike, the masses of the people are protec-
tionists almost to a man. Free trade
leaders there are,enough to handle a large
army, but the army is not there for them
to handle. And it is highly probable that
the great event of November next will give
them one more practical demonstration
of the way the popular wind blows, in ad-
dition to the many they have had already.

Good News.,

The fall wheat everywhere is reported to
be looking splendid ; the snow is fast melt-
ing, and as there have been very few thaws
during the winter the ground is rapidly
absorbing the moisture. Farm prospects,
it is safe to say, area hundred per cent
brightér than this day year.

Tile draining is what will pay our farm-
ers better than  any other' investment.
Those who put in tile drains in 1882 re-
couped themselves last season alone. At
most it takes only three seasons to repay
any outlay in this direction.

The French-Canadians are credited with
threatening to bolt from Sir John. There
is a split among them, one side headed by
Sir Hector Langevin, the other by Mr.
Chapleau. Perhaps we are nearer a crisis
at Ottawa than many of us imagine.

M. Pasteur has communicated to the
Academie des Sciences the results of his
experiments with rabies.

Hydrophobia is, however,declining in Paris.
According to a recent report there were
but six cases of it in human beings in 1883,
while in 1882 there were eleven and in
1881 the number reached seventeen.
Among the animals there were 615 cases in
1881, 276 in 1882 and 182 in 1883.

A coutract was lately concluded by the
Mexican government with Mr. Oscar
Droege to plant 2,000,000 trees in the
Valley of Mexico within fopr yearss The
trees specified are chiefly ash, poplar,
acacia and mountain ceder, with a suf-
ficient margin for miscellaneous kinds, ac-
cording to special conditions of site and
climate; and the arrangements contemplate
the formation of national nurseries in
which the study of scientific forestry may
he pursued on a footing in some degree
commensurate with its importance.

While the workmen in a shipbuilding
yard in Rochester, Eng., were recently en
gaged in sawing a portion of an old ship’s
mainmast, formerly belonging to a man-
of-war, at Chatham, a 32-pounder iron
shot was discovered embedded in the
mast, the aperture having been glugged
up. The mast in question had been
‘lying for a considerable time at Chatham
dockyard, and it is believed to have be-
longed to Nelson’s Victory. It is worthy
of note that that 32-pounder shot was the
largest’ in use for naval warfare during
Nelson’s time.

At one of the Glasgow steel works there

which will eventually contain about 165>
tons of metal, and which is intended for
use with twelve-ton steam hammers, of
which there are several now in werk in
Scotland. This monster anvil block is de-
signed in two pieces, the larger one being
of about 140 tons’ weight. It was cast in
a mould occupying the position intended
for the block itself.

A Shakespeare memoral window, the
gift of a nameless benefactor, has just been
unveiled in St. Helen’s Bishopsgate,
Londor, in which parish the great drama-
tist, was once a resident. Shakespeare
cam?¥ to London in 1586 at the age of 2I,
becoming a member of the company of
which the actor Burbage, the first Hamlet,
was manager - The plays were acted in
the yard of the Bull Inn, still standing.
Shakespeare became lessee in the Bull Ton
Yard in 1598, his name appearing so'in the
agsessment roll of Oct. 1 of that year, with
that of Sir John Spencer and others. He
paid a rate of 13s. and 4d. Shakespeare
lived in St. Helen’s until March, 1612,
when he went to the Globe in Southwark.
He mentions the old St. Helen’s Church
twice in “‘Richard 111.” A crowd of actors
and actresses were present.

Port ‘wine only came into voguein Eng-
land in the reign of Anne after Lord Meth-
uen’s treaty with Portugal. The port
which then made its appearance was for
the most part a rough red wine, not pro-
duced in the present port wine destrict,
which a hundred years ago was weil nigh
a wilderness of dwarf oak, heather, a}nd
broom. This destrict is pear shaped like
Louis Phillipe’s head. It extends edst and
west for some twenty-seyen miles, the
thinner end tapering toward the Spanish
frontier. The peace of 1815 was the first
blow to the port wine interest, so many
people then began to take to French wines.
A phenomenally fine erop in 1820 did harm
rather than good, inasmuch as it spoiled
the palate for what was less good, and
caused many to abandon.the wine if they
could not procure it up to the expected
mark.
