•-Tommy” Crown. The latter, with 
that rubber-like quality of which 
he seems to be poser seed,bounded away all 
right, but tbe big fellow—O’Neil—had his 
ankle bsdly sprained. A.bsndsge of a ink 
handkerchief wee applied and he, too, 
grittily limped the game ont. The most 
serious accident of the day happened to E. 
Foley, one of the Ontario home men. It 
occurred opposite the grand stand in the 
disastrous and protracted fifth game. 
Foley had hie stick high in the air to stop 
the ball when Robinson—one of the Toronto 
defence men—made a swipe to cbeok it.
