It will be ‘seen before
long ‘whether that is ‘the case or wot:. The
truth -is the reports sent in from Manitoba
have been too glowing. - The pebple bave
led to believe that everything was secure and
bright, and at the very time these reports
were being sent the frost was quietly doing its
work, little. by littlee Now, if you say that
half the crop is damaged “people wonlld laiigh
st you. - B. B. Osler would almost jump down
a man’s throat if he hedrd of such & thing.”

“At the same time Manitoba will receive
juet as much money for her this vear’s crop as
for her last year’s. The acreage is much
larger this year and the price to be paid will
be higher, and if Manitoba people get as
much this year as they did last year, they will
be pretty well off. Last year the farmers paid
off a great amount of liabilities aud got into
pre‘t{{ @ood shape. .

““There is no doubt that this frost will tend
to set back the emigration next year, Ido
not say it will stop it, but I think it will check
it. If it were not for ths frost I believe half
of the _farmers in Ontario would be off to
Manitoba i she spring. The enormous yield
there last year of 30 and 40 bushels of wheat to
thie'acre together with the cheapness of rais-
ilig was very tempting to the farmers of this

rovince. Why, where it costs 80 ceuts a
ushel bere to raise wheat they can raise 1t in
Manitoba for 85.”

“*But ‘this season the peonle up there have
been trying to make out that the state of
things was a darn sight better than it is,” = *I
have a telegram to-day from a reliable author
ity which states that half of the Manitoba
crop is damaged,” added Mr. Tilley, siguifi-
cantly, “and what is more, I was not sur-
prised to receive it.”

FULL RESULTS NOT YET KNOWN,

Conflicting Reports Received at .Winnipeg
—The Loss Undoubtedly Heavy.
From the Regular Coﬂ'*upan'denl of The Worid.

‘WinNeEa, Sept. 4.—While reports regard-
mng the damage to crops conflict materially

there is no use denying the fact that the loss
sustained is much heavier than at first expect-
ed. Sir Wm. Howland, who has just returned
from an extelded visit through the province,
says, however) that the reports are greatly ex-
sggerated, and:he is taking some fine samples
sast. The full results will probably not be
known till threshing.

The Sun says to-night: “Local wheat re-
ports received in the city are conflicting. A
reporter was informed by a gentleman of re-
pute yesterday that all the crops around Em®
erson aid Domivion City were secure and uuf
barmed by the frost. To-dny, however, grain
buyers state that the frost has done consider-
able damage east of Dowimion City.

Canflicting reports such us the above come
from all over the country bus it is safe to esti-
mats that a yery large proportiou of M:nito-
ba's crop is unfrosted and under such circum-
stances the large bulk of the wheat will be
marketed as No. 1 Mautoba hard uuder the
revised standurds,

Prom Another Correspondent.

WINNIPEG, Sept. 4 —The balauce of the re-
ports recoived here is undoultedly to the
effect that ‘considerable dumnage will be done
by the frost, say that one-quarter of the wheat
will suffer partial damage. But the total cash
received for the whole crop will still be nore
than last year because of the higher prices,

Will Probably be Constructed,

that a saving of three-quarters of a cent per
bushel on the freight ofgrain can be effected
by the propored Niagara Canal, we may rest
assuced that it will be built. ' With this saving
in freight and adaptation to vessels carrying
100,000 bushels of grain aund drawing 19 fees
of water, it is clear that the usefulness of the
Wellaud Canal for attracting western traffic
by St. Lawrence route will be almost destroy-
ed.
