The mystery attaching to the sud-
den breaking of the conduit in Block-
house Bay Mvas partially cleared yes-
terday by the discovéry of a huge
waterlogged plank projecting vertical-

ly from the old six foot wooden pipe

manhole. is the ninth from Hanlan’s
crib and  about three-quarters of a
mile from the most southerly break
in the conduit. It is situated on the
old lake shore level amnd
three more close at hand.

Yesterday morning Engineer Keat-
ing instructed Willlam Pickthall, a re-
liable employe of the department, to
make an examintajon of these. About
10.30 Pickthall, along with a gang of
men, reaching the opening, and after
unscrewing the fastenings and lifting
the heavy cover, he at once caught
sight of the end of a large piece Of
timber projecting upwards. He and
his assistants hauled it out, and the

united strength of three men was scar- !

cely sufficient to bear it away when
this was done. Upon examination the
obstruction was found to consist of
a three-inch plank 81-2 feet long by
16 inches wide, and weighing over 200

pounds, which appeared to have been’

in the water a considerable length of
time. The lower end of the plank rest-
ed upon a bed of sand 18 inches deep,
which partially blocked the pipe, and
it can be imag™®El that a very narrow
passageway existed for the water,
when these two obstructions are taken
into account.
Engineer Keating’'s Opinion.

The World last night interviewed
Engineer Keating with the view of
obtaining light as to how such an ob-
ject could have found its way into the
manhole, :

“Is it possible,” sald the reporter,
“that the plank might have entered
through the intake pipe 7

“That is utterly impossible,” said the
Engineer; “the intake is 56 feet above
the bed of the lake and is so protect-
ed by screen work that no substauce
of the size could find entrance.”

“Could the timber be part of the
woodwork in the manhole or a portion
of the wooden pipe itself?”

“No; the timber in the manhole is
only two inches thick, and the pipe is
composed of stavework.” ‘

“ Do you believe it was placed there
by some one?”

“I cannot for a moment say that.”

Mr. Keating further explained that
two years ago the wooden pipe was
extended 365 feet into 75 feet f water,
and implied the supposition that the
plank might have entered the pipe
prior to or during the extension and
taken two or more years to work fits
way through the 2000 feet of pipe
geparating it from the manhole. RBe-
yond this hypothesis the Engineer
would not venture. He stated, how-
ever, that the hatches of the man-
hole bore no signs of having been
tampered with. "It would have been
quite possible for the plank to have
become fixed in a vertleal pcsition
by pressure from behind £ one corner
of it caught the opening at the man-
hole.

“ How long will it be before the clti-
zens have pure water?”

“Oh!” said the Engineer, “ we are
pushing the work along rapidly and

hope inside of a month to have pure

water at the disposal of the inhabit-
ants.”

Spoken to on the subject, Ald Lamb
said : “It may be part of the old crib
at the bell buoy which was taken apart
the time the intake was extended.
this is so the plank must have lain in
the conduit ever since, and found its
way up to the first manhole, where it
Bo¢ across the pipe, standing upwards.”

Ald. Shaw's Activity.

Acting Mayor Shaw sald last evening
that Mayor Fisher of North “Toronto
bad kindly offered to supply- 100,000
gallons daily of the pure spring water
in the North Toronto mains. ‘“The of-
fer has been accepted,” said Ald. Shaw.
“The question that now remains is that
of distribution. Street Commissioner
Jones has 50 of the large street water-
ing carts, each of which will contain
b0C gallons of water. This will be
brought into service, andj before 8
o’clock, to-morrow morning, we will
have 20 of these filled with pure water,
on the way to the city. We will work
out some scheme of distribution, but
in the meantime our first care will
bg to bring the pure supply to the poor-
gr classes, who would be more negli-
gent about the precautiom of boiling
the water. If we can get 100,000 gal-
Iens of this water, that means half of
& gallon for each inhabitant of the
city. We are negotiating with Mr.
Evugene O’Keefe, Messrs. Gooderham
& Co., and the Davies Co., for a. num-
ber of large hogsheads, which will be
Placed at the principal street corners
and kept fifled with ice water.

Twenty Thousand of Them Ramble
Through the Grounds, View the Ex-
hibits and Render the Life of the Dis
tributors of Advertising Cards Unbear-
able-The Sports in the Ring.

_More than 20,000 schoel children
flooded the grounds of the Industrial
Exhibition yesterday, accompanied by
several thousand more of their elders.
They came early, and brought their
lunches, so that by eventide the lawns
whk_:h were Mr. Chambers’ pride were
bestrewn far and wide with papers
and bread crusts and banana skins.

To most of the youngsters the day
was one prolonged struggle for busi-
ness cards. The unhappy wight who
happened to have any particularly at-
tractive advertising pictures was be-
sieged constantly by a° clamoring
throng that would grow {n proportions
.until all passage was blocked. The
children invaded every part of the
grounds, no place was sacred and no
individual could repress them. In
the Natural History Building
hovered round to tease the snakes;

they gathered in hundreds round the’

free show outside Machinery Hall}
they struggled like mad to get. a, po-
sition round the fence of the horse
.ring, and altogether they owneéd the
Exhibition. :

A considerable number of them con
trived to get lost from time to time
and would be trotted over to the Po-
lice station until parents and guar-
dians came along to claint them. Most
of the strays were claimed before they
had been missing very long. The
day was got through without any se-
rious accidents.

The Directors’ Luncheon.

At the directors’ luncheon the only
gentleman present to speak on the sub-
ject of school children’s day was Trus-
tee R. S. Baird, who alluded in kindly
terms to the occasion. The guests at
the luncheon were chiefly made up of
exhibitors in the Stove and Carriage
buildings.

He reminded
Mr. Warnock that they had $10,000 in-
terest to raise annually on money bor-
rowed for improvements and said that
the special attractions were a source
of profit, but that the money so made
was legitimately expended for the de-
velopment of the institution.

The cup Was the
prize in the Royal Squadron regatta at
Cowes. The Yankee yacht
agalnst 14 competitors, several larger than
herself, but none rigged as she wus. The
America afterwards sailed In a 1natch |
with the 100-ton schooner
strong breeze, and bear her easily. Com- |
modore Stevens could -not induce anybody |
else to meet him, ana he finally sold the
Yacht to Lord De-Dianquere for $25,000. Six
years later the surviving members of the
syndicate that built the America presentzd
the cup she had won from Britain to the
New York Yacht Club, in whose hands it
has since remained as a trophy for which
any country may challenge, but which none
yet has been able to win.

THE QUESTION FOR THE PEOPLE

The Board of Works acted ‘with
commendable promptitude yesterday in
declding to send on to the Council a
recommendation to submit to the peo-
ple a bylaw authorizing the raising
of sufficient money to complete the |
tunnel proposed by Mr. Keating. No |
one doubts now that the city will
have to face the question of provid-
ing a permanent water supply immedi-
ately. An evening paper makes the
‘statement that the question at issue
is whether we shall have a tunnel or
procure our water from Lake Simcoe.
As the latter alternative involves
parting with our franchise, we think
the public will at once rule it out of
order. The public sentiment is so
strong in favor of municipal control
that it would be unnecessary to con-
sider any proposal that involves part-
ing with ‘the public franchise.

Furthermore, we think that any
paper which advocates the private
ownership of our water supply is an
enemy of the public and even mgre
censurable than the individuals who
are endeavoring to cajole the city into
giving up its birthright. The water
system of a private corporation is just
as liable to give out as that of one
controlled by the municipality. If an
accident such as occurred the other
day were to happen to a system con-
trolled by private individuals, we
would like to ask the citizens in what
shape they would be then. Under
municipal control the people have the
matter in their own hands, and when
anything goes wrong they are both
able and ready to remedy the evil
If a private corporation controlled our
water system to-day the public would
have very little to say. The only
way it could make & move would be
by applying to the courts, and we all
know what that means. The idea of
allowing private individuals to stand
between us and our drinking water is
S0 preposterous that we think any-
one who advocates such a course
ought to be set down as a public ene-
my and treated as such.

WATER FOR THE SCHOOLS AND EXHI-
BITION.

The Public School Board will meet
this morning to consider proposals for
supplying the schools with pure water
during the month or six weeks that
will elapse before the break in the
conduit is repaired. Public opinion
will sustain the Board in incurring
any reasonable expense that may be
necessary to provide such a supply.
The City Health Office concurs in this
view and it is to be hoped the Board
this morning will adopt some plan for
supplying the schools when they open
on Monday.
| ¥ Mayor Fisher of the Town of North
Toronto, with commendable public
spirit, has already offered the city
the privilege of drawing from their
system as much water as may be ne-
cessary to supply the schools of the
city, the Exhibition grounds and other
public buildings and institutions. It
is well known that the water of
North Toronto is of a high grade class.
It can safely be accepted as equal to
or better than the water we have
lately been using. ‘While Mayor
Fisher in his letter to Acting Mayor
Shaw has limited the supply to the
public institutions, there is no dougt
a business arrangement might be
made between the two municipalities
under which the city of Toronto would
be enabled to obtain from North To-
ronto all the surplus water that is
not necessary for the use of the town.
We understand an immense quantity!
of water can be taken from the
source of the North Toronto supply
and that the pumping plant is work-
ed only for two or three hours a day
for local supply. This would afford
the city of Toronto a large quantity
of water daily. If the city were to
put into commission all its water carts
and tap the North Toronto system at
the’ hydrant near the gate of Mount
Pleasant Cemetery, there would be lit-
tle difficulty in distributing as much
water as all the public institutions
would require and permit of a surplus
for-such citizens as might desire to
use it, paying therefor the cost of dis-
tribution. There will probably be
other suggestions before the Board at
its meeting this norning, but we
doubt if any of them will pos-
sess the convenience and advantages
afforded by the offer from North To-
o ]

Hong Kong, Sept. 6.—The leader »f:

An attempt was made by Chinese sol-
diers to kidnap this person in the hope
of securing the reward which had been
offered for his delivery to the authori-
ties. The total number of arrests
thus far of those concerned in the Ku-
Cheng massacre is 130. Twenty-three
of the number have been convicted,
but up to this time sentence has not
been upon any of them, the
Yiceroy of Fu-Kien demanding the
right to review the evidence adduced
at the trials.

Cheap Money Wanted.

The Dominion Government will be
asked to issue all money at a low rate
of interest, apd to declare at the same
time that all banks shall be banks of
deposit only. The Provincial Govern-
ments will be requested to issue non-
interest-bearing bonds’as well as pass
a law to enable municipalities to do
likewise for the purposes of public ex-
penditure.

Repeal the Twe Acre Exemption.
