The Hot Spell.

During the past week Ontario has ex-
perienced the hottest spell on record,
the mercury on Monday registering 103
at the Meteortogical station in Toronto
and 101% at London. The intense heat
commenced on Saturday, July fst and
increased each day until Monday night,
when the wind changed to the north and
relief came in a slight breeze about 10.30.
Fortunately there were comparatively few
prostrations from the heat, although
everyone suffered more or less. On
Sunday the churches were practically
empty and in many places the ser-
vices were called off for the day. In
some places private thermometers regis-
tered as high as 109 degrees, and
people who have never experienced a
temperature of over 100 have mo con-
ception of the oppressive feeling that
came over all on Sunday and Mon-
day,

Tuesday opened a little cooler but be-
fore noon the mercury was again climb-
ing very close to the roomark. Wednes-
day was also extremely hot, but a light
breeze made the temperature a little
more endurable. During the past three
days the prostrations have been many.

DEATH OF WM. J. HILLIS. |

A telephone message was received in
Wattord from London Wednesday morn-
ing saying that William J. Hillis, ot Re-
gina, had passed away. Mr. Hillis had
been spending a couple of weeks in Wat-
ford and vicinity and lett here on Friday
to visit his brother, The London Adver-
tiser ot Wednesday gives the following
account ot his death.

*'The first victim of the heat in London
following the unprecedented hot spell of
the past tew days was reported from Vic-
toria Hospital, when Mr. William J,
Hillis, of Regina, Sask., a druggist, died
in Victoria Hospital this morning. He
was stricken on Monday at the home of
his brother, Mr, John Hillis, of Ealing.
His condition was considered grave, and
last evening he was ordered to Victoria
Hospital. He never regained conscious-
ness, dying towards morning.

Mr. Hillis came originally from Wat-
tord, being the son of Mr. Thomas Hillis,
formerly of concession 6, Brooke Town-
ship, now of Macklin, Man, He studied
drugs with T. B. Taylor & Soms, later
going west, where he was employed with
the Regina Drug Company.

Two weeks ago he came down from
Saskatchewan to visit his Watford rela-
tives, Friday he came to ILondon to
spend a few days with his brother, and
on Monday morning was overcome by
the heat, He was a voung man, about
33 years of age, but had not been in the
best of health of late, heart trouble being
the cause.”

THE remains were brought to Watford
on the 8.44 a.m, train Thursday and con-
veyed to St. James' church, Brooke,

where service was held by Rev. S. P,
Irwin, rector of the church. Interment
was made in St. James’ cemetery.

To Drain or Not to Drain. -

farmer has 50 acres that is rather
wet but although not drained it
gives say $15 per acre. The value
of the crop for five years in succes-
gion, together with compound inter-
est, would be $4144 at the end of
the five years. If however he were
1o drain 10 acres of the Jand each
year, and if the drainage increased
the value of the crop by $10 per
acre (which is & low estimate) then
the value of the crop for five years,
with interest, would be $5748. After
paying for the drainage, with inter-
est, he would have left $4124, the
same within $20 as if he had not
drained, but if he drained the whole
50 acres at once then the five
crops, with interest, would
be worth $6908. This after paying
for the drainage would leave him a
balance of $5121, which is $977
more than if he had not drained.
During the next five-year period
drainage by the installment plan
would net him $1604 more than not
to drain at all, and the complete
drainage would enrich him by $2764
more than no drainage.

The price allowed for drainage in
the calculation was $28 per acre,
and the increase in the crop was
placed at $10 per acre. As a mat-
ter of fact the increase is usually
worth much more than this, so that
the computation is somewhat un-
fair to drainage, however, it is better
to err on the safe side.

But the increase in crop is not
the only return from drainage. The
wvalue of the land is largely increased.
This is illustrated in the case of a
:certain farm in Lincoln County. It
was bought for $6000 about two
years ago. Last year $2000 was
spent in draining it, and it has since
ibeen sold for $12000.

The Department of Physics, O. A.
C., over which Prof. Day has charge,
has a large staff engaged in making
"drainage surveys for farmers wish-
ing to drain, but they are kept busy.
Those who wish surveys made this
fall should apply at once, as there
are nearly as many applications in
as can be attended to this season.

The terms on which survevs are
made are explained in Bulleting 174
and 165, which may be had free
from the Department of Physics,
Toronto.

Test Your Coward-Cows.

Records of dairy cows are 'always
of interest, not only to the owner
who is anxious to increase the yield,
but also to neighboring dairymen,
who desire some standard whereby
4o check the production of their
cows. In April tho yield of 10 cows
near Birnam, Ont., was 383 pounas
of butter fat; but from records to
hand from the cow testing associ-
%tion near Bobeaygeon, Ont., it is
geen that it took 21 cows, more
than twice as many, to produce just
a8 much butter fat. In a year cr
$wo the man with thesa poor cows
will probably have got his herd up
}o nearly double their present cap-
ity because he will know for cer-
tain which cows are not worth keep-
ing.

THREW THEIR ARMS ABOUT BACH OTHER.

Ruckers like a flash., Had he been
especially interested in his own wel-
fare he would have beaten a retreat,
for the picture that he could see, taken
with what he could not see, told him
that the travelers’ bones would soon be
whitening on the plain and if he should
go to their assistance his own bones
would whiten with them,

But, in the first place, Ruckers put
no great value on his own life, and, in
the second, he was not the man to run
away from such a responsibility.

Ruckers instead of
firing again from the same spot scram-
bled to a point a few yards to his
right and from there sent another bul-
let. Without waiting to see what dam-
age he had done he moved and fired
again.

The Indians paused in their advance.
