The Adolescent School Attendance
Act, which has hitherto required the
attendance at school of all youths
between the ages of 14 and 16 years,
is to be withdrawn so far as its ap-
plication to rural districts is con-
cerned. The decision to follow this
policy was communicated to the On-
tario Legislature Wednesday evening
by Hon. R. H. Grant, Minister of Ed-
ucation, and it constituted the com-
promise and capitulation which the
Drury Ministry offered to the motion
by W. H. Caselman, U.F.O. member
for Dundas, to suspend the Adoles-
cent Act altogether.

English. women are going to be
made responsible for their own mis-
demeanors. Under the provisions of
a bill which has just been introduced
in Parliament it will be impossible for
them to hide behind their thusbands
and plead ecoercion, The presump-
tion that a wife, who commits an
offence in the presence of her hus-
band acts under coercion, is an arch-
aic bit of English code, dating baek
to the edict of an old Saxon king,
issued some few centuries before
Columbus started on his American
tour. Viscount Cave in moving the
second reading of the bill declared:
“The presumption that every wife
lives in terror of her husband and
will commit any erime under his in-
fluence if it ever was true is not true
today.”

Income tax paid by farmers was
the subject of ‘a statement in the
House of Commons on Wednesday
afternoon by Hon. W. S. Fielding,
Minister of Finance. No statistics
were available covering ‘‘strictly”
farming operations, stated Mr. Field-
ing, but in 1921 farmers paid $1,324
693 out of a total of $78,684,340.
The number of farmers who paid
income tax in Ontario in that year
was 6,138, as compared with 1,870
the year before. In reply to a ques-
tion how the inspectors of taxation
discriminate in asking farmers for
their returns, Mr. Fielding said that
returns are required from all persons
who are deemed to be liable to tax-
ation under the Income War Tax
Act.

The Provincial Department of Agri
culture announced on Monday the
compifstion of arrangements which
will give the Ontario farmer the nec-
essary information to market his
produce intelligently in Great Brit-
ain. It was stated that commencing
April 1st, the Department was to re-

from England which would give the
prevailing prices of the more import-
ant agricultural commodities. and
the general market outlook for agri-
cultural products. This letter, which
will be received in code, will be de-
coded and transmitted to the press
of the province. Hon. Manning
Doherty said: “A cable letter will be
received here twice weekly giving
the prevailing market prices for
cheese, butter, bacon, condensed
milk, tobacco, fruit (fresh and can-
ned), cattle and eggs. In addition to
the prices, market outlook and gen-
eral market conditions will be se-
forth.”” The object of this service
is to provide a regular and authentic
source of market information for the
Ontario farmer.

TRAIN STRIKES AUTO
i NEAR WYOMING

Three Lambton Residents Injured in
Accident en Plympton Townline.
One of them Died Monday Night.

Wyoming, March 25.—Mrs. Wel-
lington Dennis, of Sarnia, lies un-
conscious in the home of Mr. T. Nel-
son, townline, Plympton, with a frac-
tured skull and in a grave condition,
Mrs. R. Munroe, of Wyoming, is con-
fined to the same house with her
right limb and arm fractured, and
George Borrowman, of Wyoming, is
at his home suffering from shock and
internal injuries, the extent of which
are not yet known, as the result of a
serious accident when the car in
which they were driving was struck
by a G.T.R. train at 1.15 yesterday
afternoon at the Plympton townline.
The party was on its way to attend
the funeral of the late Hugh McDon-
ald when the collision occurred. Mr.
Borrowman was driving the car, a
closed Ford, which belongs to James
McKay, of Wyoming, and failed to
notice the approach of the train until
it was too late to avoid a collision,
It appears that there was a heavy
wind blowing at the time and this is
thought to have deadened the sound
of the approaching train, although
trainmen assert that the whistle had
been blown for the crossing and the
bell ringing at the time of the mis-
hap. Mr. Borrowman increased the
speed of the auto when he noticed
the onrushing train and almost suc--
ceeded in crossing the tracks.

The train struck the rear end of
the car, where the two injured ladies
were seated, flinging it into the ditch
at the side of the road. Mr. Borrow-
man was dragged about 25 feet, and
Mrs. Dennis was thrown about ten
feet in the air:- The two ladies were
rescued from a ditch full of water by
Engineer McLeod.

The injured people were taken to
the: home of Mr. Nelson and were
subjected to first aid until the arrival
of Doctors Hamilton and Houghton,
of Petrolia and Wyoming. Mr. Bor-
rowman was brought to Wyoming
today by Dr. Brent and is said to be
improving satisfactorily. Mre. Dennis
and Mrs. Munroe are not able to be
moved from the house near the scene
of the accident, and Mrs. Dennis is
said to be in a very serious condition
although hope is held for her recov-
ery.

Engineer McLeod states that he
did not see the car until it was too
late. The railroad approaching this
crossing takes a curve to the west
and view ahead is somewhat obstruc-
ted by fir trees until the train is right
upon the crossing. Mr. R. Munroe,
who was following in a buggy a short
distance behind when the accident
occurred, witnessed the crash.
Petrolia, Mar. 26.—Mrs. Munroe
died in the hospital here last night.
She was injured internally and also
severely hurt about the head. Mrs.
Dennis and Geo. Borrowman are still
in a serious condition. Mrs. Dennis
suffered injuries to her head, should-
ers and limbg., Mr. Borrowman is
injured internally.

Sir:—The ratepayers of the town-
ship of Brooke are discussing pro and
con commuting Statute Labor as pro-
posed by the Council, and I enclose a
copy of the bylaw as presented to the
Council at the last meeting and
which was laid over on account of
the full Board not being present. For
the information of the ratepayers I
would ask that you publish the by-
law.

There are approximately 3,608
days of Statute Labor in the towm-
ship at $2 per day, or over $7,000,
when commuted will draw a Govern-
ment grant of 20%, or over $1,400.

BY-LAW NO. 3 of 1923

A Bylaw to Commute Statute Labor
in the Township of Brooke.
Whereas by Bylaw No. 4 of 1918
and Bylaw No. 9 of 1811, Statute
Labor on roads designated as County
Roads was commuted.

And whereas it has been deemed
expedient to commute all Statute
Labor in the Township.

And whereas by Chapter 196, Sec.
16, RS.0. 1914, authority is givem
Municipal Councils to commute all
Statute Labor within the township.
Be it therefore enacted by the
municipal council of the township of
Brooke and it is hereby enacted:—
1st—That all Statute Labor within
the township of Brooke is hereby
commuted at the rate of $2.00 per
day, the same to be added to the
Collector’s Roll and shall be account-
ed for like other taxes.

2nd—That road beats to remain as
nearly as possible the same as here-
tofore, and that Pathmasters be ap-
pointed in each road beat for the
purpose to oversee the work and to
make returns to council of money
expended. Said expenditures in each
beat to be equal as mearly as possible
to the amount of Statute Labor pre-
viously done but may be increased
by the comsent and approval of the
division or counceil.
3rd—Pathmasters must give each
ratepayer an opportunity to perform
work on roads to be equal to the
amount of statute labor heretofore
done.

4th—The following schedule of
wages to be paid unless otherwise
ordered: 25¢ per hour for man and
50c¢ per hour for man and team.
Bylaw to come into force from and
immediately after the final passing
thereof.

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A Word for the Under-Privileged Boy | ®=° ™ ™= News

HE Rotary Club of Montreai,
like its gister organizations
throughout the continent, is an effi-
cient and effective organization
working for the good of the commu-
nity in which it exists. It has par-
ticularly devoted its attention to
work among the class of boys that
fall under the term *‘under-privileg-
ed.” In every great city there are
thousands of such lads facing life
under grievous handicaps imposed
by poverty, or by the more dreadful
combination of poverty and such
physical or moral surroundings as

would be a menace to the strongest. |

The task of brightening the lives
of these lads and of giving them a
fair chance to become good citizens
is a grateful one, and the Rotory
Club of Montreal has done a spiendid
work in this connection. It has
interested itself in @ ‘very practical
Jway in the Boys Home at Shawbridge
to Laurentian Mountains, and has
done a great deal for boye through-
out the city and district.

The Shawbridge Boys Home is the
particular care of E. W. Beatty,
President of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, who is also president of
the Home. He has always taken a
great interest in the under-privileged
boy, and it was natural, when the
Rotary Clubs held their coanvention
in Montreal recently, that he should
be asked to address them on that
phase of their work.

‘““Perhaps the saddest thing in the
world,” said Mr. Beatty, “is the sub-
normal boy, or one whose standard
of health is low, and no work is
greater or more inspiring than that
which helps to place the handicapped
doy where he can face the world on
fairly equal terms with the more
fortunate.”

Mr. Beatty went on to quote an
eminent English educationalist who,
although not prejudiced against
parents as a class, stated with truth
that many parents are not appre-
clative of the problems of their
children, and, not being capable of
grappling with their difficulties, do
jwot supply the inspiration that tends
40 make them the kind of citizens
fthey should grow up to be. “The

under-privileged boy of this class,
said Mr. Beatty, “is often precocious
but more often he is undeveloped
physically and mentally, and there-
fore not capable of accomplishing his
own destiny.

“If the under-privileged boy of the
city, born to unfortunate physical
environment, {s to succeed, he must
have that environment made natural
and normal as far as possibie,” said
Mr. Beatty, and this, he suggested,
argues even more strongly for the
supervising cave by those in author-
ity. and oompetent inspection involv-
ing sanitary housing no overcrowd-
ing and supervised playgrounds, etc.
Every boy ehould for his own sake
and for the sake of the communlty,
have the use of the common tools of
life or a common school education.
A boy should algo be taught the in-
comparable practical and spiritusl

advantages of honest self-made man- °

hood; he added.

“It has been truly said that the
best educated man is the man who
has a knowiedge of living through
contact with those whose problems
he shares and whose conditions he
understands.... T presume there is

no more effectual means of stimula-

ting the interest of a boy than the
careers and achievements of men of
whom he has heard but of whose
personal qualities he knows
nothing”, and the speaker deplored
the fact that biographies and other
stories which might Influence the
boy for good are so written that the
human side is left out. He added
that the boy “must be taught that
the great personal freedom we
enjoy under our form of democracy
carries with it the responsibility of
being and doing our very best. He
must learn that there is no virtue
without temptation and that the
sacredness of righteousness is large-
ly constituted in the effect of the
individual or nation to attain it.
“This,” he said, “is not a work that
can be inftiated by parliament or
made effective by legislation. It
requires the personal interest and
the friendly contact of the man who
can compel the respect and regard
of the boy.”

WOMEN AS BEEKEEPERS

A Work That Will Suit Their
Natural Disposition.

No Better Opportunity Offered Coun-
try Girls—Beekeeping Has a Fas-
cination for Female Apiarists—
Cost of Starting and Probable
Profits—Male Experts Approve.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

it.

For years beekeeping for women
was regarded as an unsolved riddle.
To-day it is no puszle, for both wives

and maldens are making money at it.

Ko Better Opportunity for Country

Girls.

A few years ago the writer inter-
viewed five women who had made a
success of aplary work, and all of
them were decidedly of opinion that
there was a good chance for a girl
or a married woman succeeding in
beekeeping if she went about it the
right way.

Miss Ethel Robson, of Ilderton,
said: ‘‘For ‘the girl who wished to
make her ltying in the country there
is no business that affords a better
opportunity than the keeping of
bees.” v

Miss Margaret W. Scott, of Meyers-
burg, went so far as to say that she
believed beekeeping was an occupa-
tion for women rather than for men;
that there is much to gain and little
to lese in it.

The Work Suits Woman’'s Natural
Disposition.

Miss M. B. Treverrow, of Meadow-
vale, observed that women were more
and more turning to beekeeping.
Much depended upon the individual.
The work was healthful, being main-
ly out-of-doors during the summer.
“Woman’s natural disposition to be
careful, painstaking, watchful and
energetic has full play in this occu-
pation, as there is much to interest,
to learn and to do in the work of an
apiary.”

Mrs. Fred. Ham, of Bath, most de-
cidedly thought that a woman could
support herself by keeping bees. ‘'She
who undertakes to do so should put
as much energy, care and thought in-
to the work that she would in any
other occupation. Her heart must be
in 1t.”

Beekeeping Has a Fascination for

Female Apiarists.

The late Mrs. G. A. Deadman, of
Brussels, had a long experience in bee
management. She said: *“The aplary
| has a faseination for the woman who
goes earnestly into beekeeping. It is
a healthful occupation, for it is large-
ly out-of-door activity, and it gives
one a change of work and thought.
Some heavy lifting is necessary now
and then, although assistance is us-
ually available. But a woman must
make up her mind to give practi-
cally all her time to the work dur-
| ing the pericd of swarming and ex-
] tracting—say June and July. After
 that there is bottling, packing, label-
ling, etc., although this may be
lightened by selling in bulk, which is
the best way after all to dispose of
surplus honey. But for months to-
gether the bees require little or no
attention.”

Some Apiary Costs.

Miss R. B. Pettit, of Georgetown,
writing in January last, gives the fol-
lowing up-to-date information: “A
woman can make it go, if she has
sufficient initiative, energy and
! strength, and lastly if she likes the
bees. Interest in the work and love
of bees must be strong enough to
overcome many difficulties besides
the inevitable sting. A light start is
advisable, say two or three colonies,
until she masters some of the mys-
teries of the hive, and the general
principbles of management.

It would be well for her to begin
with standard equipment—the ten-
frame Langstroth hive for brood
chamber—but would advise shallow
supers, because of their lighter
weight. The following list gives
estimate of cost for start with two
colonies: —
