in C‘ton, and was followed early in May
by an outbreak in the British dependency of
Hong Kong, where the strictest quarantine
regulations were at once adopted; but des-
pite this, the disease spread with marvelous
rapidity to the distant island of Japan, and in
its dreadful march inland across the vast
steppes of Asia toward Europe it seemed im-
possible to check. The deaths in Canton
and Hong Kong have been numerous and all
the symptons of the disease entirely corres-
pond with those recorded of the dread visit-
ations in the Middle Ages. Smaller animals
—such as rats—are first attacked and. are
found dead in the streets; and then larger
animals, such as dogs, etc; but in afew days
the germs of the disease appear to be suffici-
ently powerful to claim human lives as their
tribute. The sudd of the di in-
creases the terror. Almost without warn-
ing the victim is stricken down by a fever
rising to 105 degrees or over, accompanied
by much headache and stupor. In less than
twenty-four hours swellings about the size of
a fowl's egg appear in the neck, armpit or
groin—hard in substance but excruciatingly
tender to the least touch. Within another
twenty-four hours—the vietim continuing in
this condition—death ends the affliction.
Such was the situation in Hong Kong, parts
of China and Japan last year.

It is, however, to the thrilling narrative of
Prof. Justus Hecker, the curious will turn
for information as to the great visitation of
the past, which will throw light upon the
possibilities of the recent outbreak. It was
in the fourteenth century the great outbreaks
of Black Death,—similar to the disease now
appearing in China—first appeared. Then,
as now, fhe birthplace of the disease was
China, aed from that country it spread to
Europe. Prior to the outbreak a series of
disasters panied by wholesale loss of
life had devastated the celestial kingdom.
In 1334, in one Chinese province—Tche—
five million of people were swept away by a
plague which suddenly arose and almost as
suddenly disappeared. Then through at-
mospheric and terrestrial disturbances, dur-
ing which four millions of people died by
famine in Kiang in 1337, floods and destitu-
tion and famine, prepared the people an easy
prey for the greater disaster to follow. The
Black Death made its appearance in the in-
undated district of Canton as it did lately,
and during the years of its ravages thirteen
millions of people died in China alone, and
in the rest of Asia, some 23,850,000. The
dread disease followed the track of the great
trade caravans across Asia as did the cholers
follow the Mohammedan pilgrimages of to-
day. Rotting, putrid bodies lined the traiis;®
villages were swept out of existence; cities

in Asia Minor and the island of Cyprus were
virtually dspopulated through an extraor-
dinary death rate beside which that of the
great plague of London, sv graphically des-
cribed by Defoe, pales into insignificance;
ships —death ships—with their entire crews
lying dead on their decks, drifted helpless
on the waters of the Mediterranean or the
North Sea, a prey to every storm which
arose, but sometimes stranded scattering the
seed of the dread disease in hitherto un-
affected sections. From Asia Minor through
Earope the Black Disease marched—across
Italy, Germany and France, it soon leaped
the narrow waters of the Eoglish Channel
and raged with extraordinary violence in a
country so far north as England, where in
London it claimed 100,000 victims and in
Norwich fifty-one thousand. In one burial
ground in London alone 50,000 were arrang-
ed in layers in large pits. So enormous was
the death rate that one historian declares
that nine-tenths of the entire population of
England was swept away within a few years.
This is probably an excessive estimate, but
it will serve to show how terrible were the
ravages of the Black Death, even making
liberal deductions. Churches were generally
closed in England, the practice and profes-
sion of rel almost abandoned, the re-
straints and restrictions of morals set aside,
and society so thoroughly disorganized that
a riot of immorality set in. The country
people dyinz, vast herds of ownerless cattle
wandered uncared for over the island; and
soon & murrain broke out among them, so
that they died by th ds, and so poisoned
were their carcasses that the birds which
fed npon carrion avoided they.

Respect for the Teacher.

Assuming that the teacher in bhis daily
walk and conversation furnishes an example
which his pupils may imitate to advantage,
it is of the highest importance that children
should be trained by their parents ta respect
them.

While it is true, that, if the teacher is
what he should be, if he treats his pupils
fairly and kindly, they will sespect him and,
meeting him-daily; will to a greater or less
extent imitate him. Yet parents can do
much to assist or to prevent in this respect.
Imitation is the first cffort the child makes
to educate itself. - And imitation is depend-
ent upon certain conditions. It may be to
some extent and involuntary,
but only so to & limited extent. The pre-
ceding conditions, which are really causes,
are vespect, admiration, love, and when these
are present in the mind with reference %o
any person, imitation of that person at once
becomes voluntary and active.

The opinion which parents entertain to-
ward the teacher is almost invarably the
opinions entertained by their children. As
a rule children in their earlier years have

tbe most unbounded confidence in their par-

ents. The Tittle child of six ¢; seven years
of ‘age if he has been kindly treated thinks
his father and mother know more 1han any
other person in the world and he msy not
change his opinion for many years.

With all the aid parents can give to the
teacher his duties are still sufficiently arduous
and trying, but if, instead of properly sup-
porting him and ppholdidg his authority,
they sow the seeds of discord in their child-
ren’s minds, or weaken the respect and con-
fidence which they should have towaids him
they not only increase the teacher’s difficul-
ties but they—though unconscious of what
they are doing—are really putting & stumb-
ling-block in the way of their children’s pro-
gress.

—THE Manitoba school question continues
to form the chief topic of discussion in poli-
tical circles. The situation which the pre-
sent crises has created is without a precedent
in the history of the dominion, this being the
first time since confederation that the federal
apthorities have ever undertaken to force
upon a province legislation to which a ma-
jority of its people were decidedly opposed.
What is known as the remedial order, which
is the document containing the decision of
the dominion cabinet, was read in the Mani-
toba legislature last week, but before any
action was taken in regard to it the legisla-
ture was rather unexpectedly adjourned till
the 9th of May, some six weeks hence. Al-
though nothing is as yet known of the inten-
tions of the Manitoba government, we would
not be at all surprised to learn that a disso-
lation of the local legislature and an appeal
to the people upon the question had been
decided upon. Should this be done and the
people sustain the government by a pretty
strong vote it would further complicate the
difficulty, and make the task of the dominion -
parliament even more unpleasant if that body
has finally to deal with she.matter.

Even if no dissolution take place, the ad-
journment till the 9th of May will doubtless
Pprove a wise step, as it will give all interested
ampletime for the fullest and most mature
deliberation before any action is taken. Al-
ready the Winnipeg press is assuming a more
moderate tone upon the question, and the
suggestion has been made of having appointed
a mixed commission of Protestant and Roman
Catholic clergymen, to see if some com-
promise cannot be arranged whereby the in-
terference of the dominion parliament will
be rendered unnecessary. Such a solution
of the difficulty is greatly to be desired, for
it is now stated that the act of the dominion
parliament dealing with the matter when
once passed will create a condition of things-{
which nei*ier local ner federal parliamgnt
can rep#i or change.

Another New Enterprise for Bridgetown.

For some weeks past efforts have been
made by those interested, to establish a
Creamery and Cheese Factory in this town.
Lack of hearty support on the part of the
farmers of the vicinity, whose interest in
this matter should be paramount, has de-
layed for a time the launching of the new
enterprize. We are pleased, however, to be
able to state-that a sufficient amount of stock
has at length been subscribed to enable the
promotors to go ahead with cheese-making
this-suminer, with the hope that a larger sub-
scription list and increased milk patronage,
will enable them to put in a complete plant
for butter next fall, and thus keep the fac-
tory in operation the year round.

At a meeting of stockholders, held recent-
ly, the following were elected Directors:
Donald Messenger, Hector MacLean, Hugh
Fowler, Whalen Brown, Owen Price, Har-
ry Miller and Jobhn Ervin; and at a meeting
of Directors subsequently held John Ervin
was elected President and Hugh Fowler
Secretary and Treasurer.

As will be seen, on reference to our adver-
tising columns, tenders are now called for
the erection of a suitable building for the
new Creamery Company. A site for the
location of the factory has been procured
from Mr. Charles Ruffee, on the corner ot
Rectory and Cemetery streets. It is an ex-
cellent location for the purpose, and, we
think, admirably chosen. The lot selected
is bigh and dry, with excellent facilities for
drainage, the open country surrounding af-
fording an sbundance of pure air,— just the
necessary requisites for making ideal butter
and cheese.

It is to be hoped that the enterprise will
meet with proper encouragement from the
farmers of this vicinity. It is in their hands
to make or mar it, by their interest and en-
couragement, or lack of it. Too often it has
been said, and, we fear, too truly, ‘‘that the
farmers of this county lack enterprise, and
are away behind their neighbors in push and
energy.”

The old butter-making will have to give
way before the new order of things. The
old-fashioned churn will soon—like the an-
cient spinning-wheel--be relegated to the
attic for a time, and fromn thence, probably,
metamorphosed by gilt and paint into a
thing of beauty, take its place in the parlor
or drawing-room, as a precious relic of bye-
gone days and slavish work of woman in the
mysteries of dairy butter-making.

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A Tooth for a Tooth.

Perhaps no profession has made more pro-
gress in the last thirty years than deutistry
has done. Half a century ago dentistry, as
& separate branch of the medical profession,
was but little known, and dentists were but
veryifew, even in the great cities. The reg-
ular physician pulled the aching tooth, and
we have even seen a case where he filled it,
and the filling, owing to the healthy char-
acter of the bone, possibly, remained in that
tooth for all of a long lifetime. At that
period the dentist travelled about from one
town to another through a wide district,
and people who availed themselves of his
servfces were thought to be rather fantasti-
cal, and foolish and extravagantas well. In
case where new front teeth were wanted the
old tooth was sawed off and the nerve was
destroyed with hot irons and infinite torture,
in order that a new tooth might be driven
in on a wooden peg, a tooth that was a per-
petual trouble and never permanent. A
tooth that ached then was extracted witk-
out remorse, and a filling, when fillings came
to be known, as often dropped out as staid
in. Now, on the contiary, if the tooth must
be parted with, there are so many ways of
evading the pain that, hud they existed in
the old time, Isaac of York might have kept
his money, and the anodynes are so used
that the patient is conscious and sees the
whole operation and suffers nothing at all.
But no tooth is taken out now that can’ pos-
sibly be kept in. If a nerve must be killed
it is usually killed painlessly, and the tooth
that once conld not bear permanent and
solid filling is treated till it is able to do so.
Even when a tooth is so nearly gone that
retaining points for the filling are not to be
had, tiny gold screws can be inserted whose
heads answer for the points, a fine gold wire
can hold the fragile sections together and
can be built about, and anodynes have been
found that can be injected into the gum or
applied to it and do away with much of the
pain once attending a bad excavation or a
tender filling. Fillings are made so artisti-
cally, too, as almost to be beautiful in them-
selves; and it is even possible, in case of a
cavity on the front surface of a tooth, to in-
sert a bit of enamel so delicately that even
the cracks cannot be discerned.

Why the Boys Leave the Farm.

FROM ANOTHER POINT OF VIEW.

There is & wail throughout the land be-
oause boys weon's stick to the farms, Those
who go out from the parental roof in search
of new fields of labor are mostly looked upon
a8 ““ degenerate sons of noble sires;” and
busy writers are looking up some cause for
such desertion of a worthy calling—some-
body to blame that farmers’ sons won't do
as they ought to.

The fault is usually ascribed to the par.
ents—they have overworked the boys; they
have not paid them with liberality; they
have not provided pleasant homes for them;
they have not given them as many calves
and colts as they should; they have not
furnished them with sufficient amusements,
and books, and society at the family fireside;
thoy have not studied their dispositions, nor
made confid and i of them;
and on the whole from the genersl tenor of
these communications, one would suppose
that f although g the most de-
sirable of vocations, are about the worst of
parents, and that no boy of good sense would
ever leave his father's roof, when that roof
is & farm roof, if he were not driven away by
cruelty and neglect.

“(Come let us reason together.” In the
first place why should a farmer's son be ex-
pected to follow the pursuit of his father
more than the son of a doctor, merchant,
book agent or rum seller? Js not the bent of
his inclination, his taste and adaptability for
certain callings just as dear to him as to the
son of a preacher or peddler? Has he no
rights that people are bound to respect? Is
there no other business as honorable or need-
ful as that of agriculture? The farmer grows
the wheat and potatoes, but the miller and
baker must put it in shape to afford the
needed nourishment of body. He raises flax
and wool and cotton, but inventive genius,
and a long line of machinery and skilled men
and women are required to furnish comfort-
able clothing from those raw materials. He
raises tobacco, too, and chews and smokes
his full share (the best,) and sets the jaws of
a world of men in needless motion. I am
the daughter of a cultivator of the soil, and
‘my hasband is a cultivator, and I've been
mixed up with cultivators all my life; but
my eyes are not yet so full of them, nor my
heart so vain, that I can see no merit in
other callings. Oh, if we could only teach
our boys to be good, to be honest, truthful
and diligent in business, to live pure Chris-
tian lives devoid of over ambition and specu-
lation, it would little matter what occupa-
tion they engaged in. It is natural for
parents to have preferences for their child-
ren, but they mnst remember that God is
over all. He fitted one son for this, another
for that, and the diversity of His gifts it will
not do to disrespect. I know what it is to
have & son depart from the plan of my inven-
tion; but when the word comes to me, that
he is beloved and respected, and filling the
position of his own. choice with credit and
skill, I am ready to say—‘‘He doth all things
well.” What a narrow, discordant world it
would be, could we have the ordering of
things. Had all the sons of the soil contin-
ued to walk in the foot-steps of their fathers
how would it be with us now as a nation?

The first thing of course, to secure suitable
cream, and strange as it may seem, onme is
more likely to get it of the right quality in
a large city like New York than, in other
smaller towns or in the country. Usually,
three grades are sold—the light, the medium

b &hip, but in using the third one must be

t_to beat too much, or butter will
be the resalt.

The cream must be very cold (which is,
indeed the secret of successj-and-before us-
ing should be kept onice for some hours. A
large earthen bowl, with a round bottom and
holding six to eight quarts, and a wire egg-
beater—prices from three to five cents, to
be found in any hardware shop—-are all the
utensils required. An hour or so before you
wish to use the cream, put the howl and
beater where they will become quite cold.
From three to five minutes beating is gener-
ally sufficient to bring the cream to a proper
consistency. Add a small quantity of pow-
dered sugar, and any flavoring you may
wish, and it is ready to use in any one of
numberless way. There isscarcely anything
in the way of delicate trifles so easy to do,
nor ove which can be applied in so many
delightful ways, as whipped cream; and yet
it is a great bugbear to many people who
have not learned how to prepare it.

Care of the Eyes.

Mothers do not always realize how impor-
tant a part the eyes play in the general
health of their children. For example
many would never connect a stomach trouble,
nausea and apparent indigestion with an
imperfect eye focus, but oculists meet these
causes every day. Lately a young woman
has been relieved from all the symptoms of
nervous prostration by a pair of carefully
selected glasses. A child of ten suffered
persistently with headache just over the eyes;
tonics were prescribed and she was taken
from school, but all to no purpose, till her
pight was tested. There was no trouble and

.| spectacles were the remedy. Every mother

should make a few rules in this matter and
allow no transgression of them.

{ - Do not let the children read in the morn-
| ing before the sleep has been washed from
the eyes. Never read by afailing light. If
study mast go on by gaslight, and this should
not be allowed to prevent, present each child
with one of the cheap brown or green card-
board shades, to be had from stationers. A
yellow light should cover an electric light
used to read by. Do not allow children to
fall into an easy and injurious habit of rub-
bing the eyes at any unusual sensation in
them. Give the old rule—rub the eye with.
the elbow, because you cannot.
