THE DISTRIBUTION OF PRESSURE
IN PIERS.

Herr Rudolf Mayer, of Vienna, contrib-
utes a valuable aruicle to the Zeitschr. des
Oecsterr. Ing. u. Arch, Vereines, showing
that the customary idea that the pressure
of a pier upon its foundation is unilormly
distnibuted over the entire area is subject
to revision,

If we imagine the foundation of 2 pier
to be composed f some elastic, yielding
material 1n layers or courses of constantly-
inceasing ares, we see tnat the weight of
the pier would cause the sole of the foun-
dation to bend down in a convex shape,
the pressure being at a maximum directly
beneath theaxis of the pier and dimimishing
owtward m all directions. When the foun-
dation is composed of a rigid matenal,
this diminishing distribution of pressure
sull exists, and Herr Mayer shows by dia-

grams the rate at which it diminishes with
each course of the foundauon masonry,
Thus, for a foundation of 10 courses of
stone stepping out umformly from the
base of the pier downwards, 1t 1s shown
that 75.4 pet cent. of the load is borne by
that poruion of the foundation directly be-
neath the projection of the base of the pier,
while 12.3 per cent. 1s carried by the outer
portion.

Following out the same analysis, 1t is

shown that, no matter how deep the foun-
dation is carried, the minimum pressure
carried by the Jowermost course directly
under the axis of the pier 1s 50 per cent.
of the pressure at the top of the foundation.

Finally, the author reduces the law
that, for tall piers, the pont at which the
relative load upon that portion of the
foundation which lics directly under the
vertical projection of the pier reaches the
minmimum of 50 per cent. is found at adepth
of foundation equal to one half the height
of the pier.

USEFUL HINTS.

CLEANING MARBLE.—It 1s often the
case that handsome marble becomes
almost hopelessly soiled and there is a
demand for a simple, practical recipe for
restoring it. The following, from an
excellent authority, is highly commended ;
Take equal parts of ox gall, powdered
soap and pipeclay, and add a little tur-
pentine. Apply a coating to the marble,
and when thoroughly dry rub it off and
wash with warm water. This will cleanse
without destroying the polish. If the
marble 1s badly stained a second appli-
cation may be necessary

GoLL SiZk.—The following is an old-
fashioned formula for makinz gold size:
Put 10 gals. of oil into an iron-set pot,
make a good fire under it, boil for two
hours, then introduce 7 lb. of red lead, 7
lb. litharge, and 3 lb. white copperas.
When the oil has boiled about three
hours and the driers are all in, fuse in the
gum pot 10 lb. of gum anime, and while
fusing heat 2 gals. raw linseed oil, mix ;
when boiled clear pour it into the qil in
the set pot. Fuse another 1o lb. gum
anime, and treat exactly as before, also
running the result into the oil in the set
pot.

SAFETY SWITCH STANDS
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WATERWORKS ARBITRATION CASE.

An important arbitration case was heard
at Cornwall Iast month, to determine the
price which the town should pay for the
purchase of the waterworks systems. The
Board of Arbitrators, composed of His
Honor, Joseph E McDougall, of Toronto,
as umpire; His Honor, R. B. Carman, of
Cornwall,on behalf of the Cornwall Water-
works Company, and John Kennedy, of
Montreal, arbitrator on behalf of the cor-
poration of the town of Cornwall, con-
cluded the taking of evidence on the 24th
of February, which extended over a period
of three weeks, and adjourned the argu-
ment until the 14th of April next.

The corporation of the town of Corn-
wall was represented by Mr. James
Leitch, Q.C., of the firm of Leitch &
Pringle, and Mr. D. B, McLennan, Q.C,,
of the firm of McLennan, Liddell & Chne,
acted on behalf of the Cornwall Water-
works Co. The evidence, which was very

lengthy and largely of a technical char-
acter, was taken by Miss L. M. Sager,
chartered stenographer.  Mr. Willis Chip-
man, C.E., of Toroato, assisted Mr. Leitch
in the preparation of the case for the town,
and J. E. Vanier and James Laurin, civil
engineers, of Montreal, assisted Mr. Mc-
Lennan in the case for the Waterworks
Company.

The Waterworks Company called as
professional witnesses John F. Moffett,
Henry C. Hodgkins and Francis Peck,
civil engineers, of New York ; George B.
Bassett, C.E,, of Buffalo, and Wiham
Gower, of Montreal, to give professional
evidence as to the character of the works
and their value.

The corporation of Cornwall had, be-
sides Mr. Chipman, the following pro-
fessional gentlemen to testify. J. L.
Weller, C.E., Cornwall; John Dyer, C.E.,
of the Caledonia {ron Works, Montreal ;
E. A. Wallberg, C.E,, of Montreal; T.
H. Wiggins, C.E,, Cornwall ; Charles A.
Morgan and John Inghs, Toronto, Wm.
Garson, of St. Catharines ; George Crain,
of Brockville, and several others, who also
testified as to the value of various portions
of the works.

There was considerable divergence n
the estimate of the value of the works.
The Waterworks Company claimed $14c,-
000, and the witnesses on behalf of the
town put their value at about half that
figure.

Several important questions of law are
involved in the case. The works were
purchased by Mr.D. A. Flack, a promi-
uent citizen of the town of Comwall, some
five years ago, at a time when they were
not payiag. Mr. Flack, by careful man-
agement and by extensions, has succeeded
in making them remunerative, and his
contention is that, notwithstanding that it
will cost less to erect the works now than
it did ten years ago, yet their earming
power should be taken intu consideration.
His counsel also contends that the fran-
chise which the company have in the
township of Cornwall, giving the right to
furnish water to the inbabitants of Lorne-
-ille. iladstone and Beadonsfield villages,
which surround the town of Cornwall,
should be taken into account in esumating
the value of the works.

——

|

Counsel for the corporation of Cornwall
contends that the wording of the Gas and
Water Act is conclusive. It provides that
arbitrators shall estimate the value of the
works, having regard to what the works
would cost if now built, and that the carn-
ing capacity ofthe wocks and the franclise
are excluded from the consideration of the
arbitrators,

The Waterworks Company also claim
for the cost of laying a second line of pipe
across the Cornwall canal, which ~as very
expensive and difficult, and which was
occasioned by the enlargement of the
Cornwall canal interfering and rendening
useless the first line of pipe.

It is contended on behalf of the town
that this crossing cannot be taken nto
account any more than the value of the
buildings could be had they been burned
down and restored by the company.

The case and the questionsinvolved are
of considerable importance, for thereason
that thete are several towns in Omario in
which waterworks have been constructed
by proprietary companies, that are likely
to take the expropnation proceedings that
have been taken by Cotnwall,

The only two cases of expropriation of
a like character which have been tried 1n
Canada are the Moncton, N. B, and
Brockville, Ont., cases, and in both these
cases Mr. Chipman was retained on be-
half of the corporation.

The time for making the award has
been extended until the 1st of June, but it
18 likely that the arbitrators will arrive at
a decision shortly after the argument on
the 14th of April.

After the arbitrators make their award,
fixing the price to be paid for the works,
a by-law will be submitted to the free-
holders of the town providing for the tak-
ing over the works and for the raising of
the compensation money by debentures.
Should the by-law not be carried by a
large majority of the ratepayers, the cor-
poration of the town will gavc to pay all
the costs incurred in the arbitration.
However, as it has been the experience
both in Moncton and Brockville that a
considerable reduction was made in the
water rates, and as the town will save over
$2,000 a year for hydrant rental, it is
probable that a majority of the votes of
the freeholders will be poled in favor of
the by-law.

AN ACT RESPE%’}‘II‘ISQG TOWN COUN-

A bill has been introduced in the Ontario
Legislature by the Attorney-General which
has for its purpose the lessening of the
number of town councillors, The pro-
visions of the bill are as follows.

1. The Council of every Town having
a population of over 4,000 according tor
the last Canadian census, shall consist of
Mayor, who shall be the head thereof, and
of two Councillors to be elected by a gen-

cral vote of the municipal electors in the
town, and two Councillors for each ward
to be elected by the vote of the municip.'.i
electors in the Ward, in the manner pro-
vided by The Consolidated Municipal Act,

2, The Council of every town having a
population of not more than 4,000 by the
last Canadian census, shall consist of a
mavyor, who shall be the head- thereof,
and of six councillors to be elected by gen-
eral vote of the municipal electors in the
town,

3. The Council of every incorporated
village shall consist of a reeve, who shali be
the head thereof, and four councillors to
be elected by a general vote of the muni.
cipal electors of the village.

4. ‘The Council of every township shall
consist of a reeve, who shall be at the
head thereof, and four councillors, who
shall, where the township 1s not divided
into wards, be elected by general vote ; and
where the township s divided into wards,
the reeve shall be elected by general vote,
and one counciilor shall be elected for
each ward.

6. In the cases of councillors to be elect-
ed by or for a ward or by general vote,
every elector may vote therefor, as here-
tofore, 1n each ward in which he has the
necessary qualification ; but in the case
of mayor or reeve the elector shall, as at
present, not be cntitled to vate-therefor -
at more than one polling place in the muni-
cipality.

7.—(1) Where reeves are elected fcr
municipahities within a junior county, they
shall, upon the establishment of 2 provi-
sional county council, be ex-officio mem-
bers thereof.

(2) In the case of a town withina junior
county for which no reeve 1s elected, the
council <f the town, shall upon the es-
tablishment of the provisional county coun-
cil, elect one of 1ts own members as a -
member thereof,

(3) The members so elected and the
reeves as aforesaid shall form the pro-
visional council.

8. Sections 69, 70, 71 and 72, of the Con--
solidated Municipal Act, 1892, are repeal-
ed, and the foregoing provisions are sub-
stituted therefor; and wheneverin thesaid
Act it is provided that anything shall be
done or suffered by or as to a reeve in °
muniaipalities in which, under this Act,
teeves will not herealter be elected, or by
a deputy reeve in any mumcipality, either
alone or in connection with other officers, ~
such provisions shall as to such reeve .or .
deputy reeve, be deemed to be repealed -
by this Act; and all parts of the said Act
which are inconsistent with this Act are
repealed.

9 This Act shall apply to the next gen-
eral municipal elections, and shall have
effecr thereat and thereafter, butnot before, -
