lessen the production of the commod-:

ity and unduly enhancing prices. The
magistrate committed them for trial,
ahd the case then went to the grand
Jury, which returned bills on each
distinct case. “The whole proceedings
were then abandoned by the crown
n the advice of the erown counsel
hat the evidence did not justify fur-
ther investigation,” said Mr. Rowell.

' *Matters of this kind are of such

great importance that the government
should not discontinue prosecution,
but prosecute to the 'limit of the law.”
‘ Duty of Government.

He then spoke of conditions in the
United States-where trusts, monopol-
fes and combines held sway while the
people—the consumers—were practi-
cally helpless. ‘“There is no difference
in the combination of capital in the
United States and in Canada,” con-
tinued Mr. Rowell. ‘“Men are human.
If the/laws permit them to create
combines they are very likely to do it.

[We should have a vigorous enforce-

memnt of the law, of which we so pride
aurselves, In fact the Canadian code
in several respects might be strength-
lened. It is the duty of the govern-'
ment to protect those who can’t pro-
tect -themselves.

The Dempsey Case.

Mr. Sinclair, Liberal for South On-
tario, brought up the Cochrane liquor
case in which Police Magistrate Demp-
sey so prominently figured. This was
the case where a lawyer was dismiss-
ed on a charge of selling liquor ille-
gally by Magistrate Dempsey, ‘and
later retried by Superintendent Joseph
Rogers and fined $400. "In 31913,
Dempsey became objectionable and re-
sidents of Cochrane made reépresenta-
tions to  the government for his re-
moval,” said' Mr. Sinclair. “More
trouble arose in-1912, when the lawyer,
Ward by name, was dismfissed on the
charge by Magistrate Dempsey and
fined by Magistrate Rogers, the su-
perintendent of provincial police. It is
the general custom that a case once
tried is finished, but in this instance
it wag different, the man was tried by
two magistrates, found innocent by
one, and guilty by the other.”

“What was the matter with Demp-
sey? If he was right, why was his
judgment interfered with? If he was
wrong, why was he not dismissed?
There is ground for censuring Rogers
if he was wrong. The man who held
the second trial was certainly over-
stepping the bounds. ' I think the de-
partment was certainly remiss in its
duty.”

How It Happened.

Mr. Sinclair asked an order for the
return of all documents in connection
with the case. Mr., Foy replied that
all such reports to the department were
confidential, but he had no objection
to glving the returns of all cases of
complaints, etc.

“Would the attorney-general tell us
the procedure underlying such cases
as this?’ asked Mr. Rowell. ‘it is a
remparkable thing for a magistrate to
try over the case once dispensed with
by another magistrate. ' This case is
not purely a local one, but is of wide
importance, affecting all cities and
towns.”

Mr. Hanna replied for the attorney-
general: “The case in question was
originally. launched before Mr. Rog-
ers.

Fossils in the shape of large
made a journey along severdl glaciers
betweén Mount Nansen and Mount
wood stems ‘were found and brought
back. These again are probably refer-
able to Beacon Sandstone formation
and similar in age to the fossils found
by the other partles. They traversed
and surveyed a large piedmont glacier
of the barrier type formed by the
union of several glaciers between
Mount Nansep and Mount Melbourne,
and held in place by a group of
islands. ;

With regard to the fossils found in
the south it is important to note that
Mr. Lillie, biologist of the ship, in the
two past years, has made collections
In New Zealand of fossil plants which
may connect with the Antarctic speci-
mens.

Reached the Summit.

In December, 1912, a party of six un-
der Mr. Priestley, made an ascent of
Mount, Erebug for geological purposes.
Gceod weather prevailed, but there were
low temperatures, as much as 30 below
zero at the summit. A different
route to that of Prof. David was fol-
lowed and old craters visited, the alti-
tude: of the lip being 10,000 feet.
Sledges were hauled to a height of 9500
feet before packing became necessary.
A detailed survy of the whole moun-
tain, except the sea side, was made at
a height of 10,000 feet. Two of the
party were overcome by mountain
sickness and were left to continue the
survey of the old crater. The other
four reached the summit and built a
stone cairn’ as a record. A strong
wind prevented the hypsometer being
used for altitude. Gran, ascending the
final slope after the other had left,
was caught in the- fumes of a mild
eruption and was parfially suffocated,
but’ managed to get clear by himself.

Work Wasg Limited.

A delailed geological survey of Ross
Island from Cape Armitage to Cape
Royds has been made and affords evi-
dence of the greater age of the volcanic
deposits than. was formerly supposed.
Observations thruout the year were
made on the physical conditions of the
ice in all its forms, by Mr. Wright. Hea
was also responsible for all meteoy-
ological observations, magnetic me
surements and the study of atmo
pheric electricity. His time was muc
occupied with pendulum observations
fcr gravity. Th's general hydrographic
work was carried out by Nelson, who
also built another igloo for plantation
collections. Owing to lack of sea ice,
his work in this direction was. neces-
sarily limited. His first igloo on the
sea ice went to sea with some of his
gear. Cherry and Garrard took over
the preparation of all skins from seals
and penguins.

Broke Thermometer.

A new line of soundings for scientific
purposes was run from Banks penin-
sult to-latitude 60 south, longitude 170
west, and thence south to latitude 723
south. A shoal of one hundred and
fiftyv-eight fathoms depth was found
ir. the middie of .Ross sea, within a
short distance of soundirg of two
thousard fathoms. Extensive marine
bivlogical collections were made by
Mr. Lillie. it & worthy of note that
the polar party’s meterological ob-
servations weré continued to March
12, when the thermometer was broken.

For many years
he was stage carpenter at the Prin-
cess, and he-had the confidence and
respect of every member of the many
noted companies that have played at
thla theatre. In addition to his duties

stage carpenter he has for a num-
her of years conducted a Building and
contracting business, assisted by his
sons, anlg in this he was more. than'
successful... It is said of
him that he never slighted a job even
tho certain loss faced him, and those
quadltiea naturally had ‘the . effect of
hlm all the work he could

a.ttend to.

He was a thoroly hohest and con-
scientious man, and was never known
to do anyone an injury or speak an
unkind word, and he helped many a
struggling comrade. “Bd” Ferris, as
he was familiarly called, was one of
the oldest stage carpenters in Am-
erica, and his place’' will be difficult to
fill at the Princess. In fact, he was
more like a friend to Manager Shep-
Ppard than an employe, and he will be
sadly missed by, not only Mr. Shep-
pard, but everyone connected with the
theatre, He was an honored member

Such improvement as occurred was
generally limited to small volume, and,
except as an indication of a fair de-
fuand at the reduced prices, was not
regarded as gignificant. ’Brazilian, af-
ter opening a small fraction higher at
96 1-2, sagged back to 96 1-8, and then
rallied again to 96 5-8, leaving a net
gain for the day of just a quarter point.
