ON THREE BIG POINTS

Next Full Meeting of Conference Awaits Re-
ports on Responsibility for War, and
Labor Legislation.

(Special Cable From John D. Dafoe.)
Paris, Jan. 21.—The peace 'confer-
: there is very
little outward sign of what is being
done. A formal meeting will not be
heid until late in the week, ostensibly
awaiting the report of the credentials
committee, ,but actually to permit of
the continuation of informal inter-
changes of views between the great
powers upon questions which consti-
tute the real difficulties before the
conference. Meanwhile the various
delei:ations, in keeping with the sug-
gestion made last Saturday by the
president of the conference, are pre-
baring written statements of their
views on the three subjects set out for
the first consideration of the confer-
ence — responsibility for the war,
penalties for the authors of war
crimes, and international labor legis-
lation. With respect to the first two
subjects, the British case is virtually
complete, having been 'prepared in
London by the special committee upon
which the dominion ministers served,
and has been given careful considera-
tion by the imperial war cabinet.
Three Circles.

The conference proper consists of
three classes of delegates. First,
there is the inner circle of twenty-five
plenipotentiaries representing the five
great powers having general interests,
then there is the second class of na-
tions numbering twenty-three with
forty-one delegates who are said to
have particular interests, with the
third class limited as yet to the four

South American republics which sev-
ered 'diplomatic relations with Ger-
many, but took no actual partsgin the
war.

The conference will vary in size
-from a complete representation to the
gathering limited to the twenty-five
great powers’ delegates.

Canadians Present.

There was yesterday
joint meeting of the British delega-
tion, at which there was an inter-
change of views., The Canadian rep-
resentatives were Sir Robert Bbrden
and Hon. C. J. Doherty. Among the
mattens discussed was the probable
lenzth of -the negotiations and they
gave earnest expression to the view
of the Canadian delegation that the
proceedings of the peace confcpenpe
are being unduly and unnecessarily
delayed.

There is still some disposition in the
French press to cavil at the represen-
tation of the British dominions which
gives *he British Empire a delegation
of 14. They suggest that simjlar re-
presentation should be given French
colonial possessions. Pierre Mille, the
well-known French writer, explains to
the French people in an article in Ex-
celsior that the British dominions con-
stitu‘e entirely independent states,
with their own parliaments, which
could have declined, had they so de-
s'red, to take part in the war, whereas
Algceria, the principal overseas French
possession, has representatives in the
French chamber, and is regarded as
an integral part of ¥France.

Britain - Will Probably Ap-
prove New Status De-
manded of Congress.

STATEMENT BY BORDEN

Moved Resolution, in 1917, at
War Council Which Prac-
tically Asserted Right.

Paris, Jan. 21.—Canada, Australia
and the other sclf-governing dominions
of Great Britain have begun an effort
for individual representation in  the
projected = league of nations. They
claim the right to enter the league
with the same status as other nations.

The question is now being 'liscussed
by the British and dominion officials
and it will be for the British govern-
ment to say whether it shall ask the
peace conference to accord the domire-
ons individual membership in the
league.

The admission by the peace con-
ference of the right of the dominions
to a separate representations at the
sessions, is held to-have been in itself
thie tacit recognition of their nation-
hood.

The new proposal, however. goes
further, and it 4s considered that its
acceptance would be a formal
acknowledgment by the world of the
dominions’ existing autonomy within
the British Empire, and of their equal-
ity with other nations. Unofficially.it
is stated that England will probably
approve the ‘plan, altho the matter is
still the subject of grave discussion.

Premier Borden’s Statement.

Sir Robert 1. Borden, premier  of
Canada, gave to the Associated Press
tonight “he following statemeat ve-
garding the claims-of Great Britain’s
self-governing dominiensité a place in
the league of natons _autonomous
nations of the imperial eGnimonweaith:

“In the imperial war council in 1917
[ had the honor of moving in Behalf
of Canada a resolution which was ac-

| cepted by “‘he United Kingdom and the
| other

dominions, .and which declared
that the readjustment of the constitu-
tional relations of the component parts
of the Bri‘ish Empire should be based
on the full recognition of the dominions
as autonomous nations of the imperial
commonwealth, i

“The principle thus established ha#
been illustrated and carried into ef-
fect by the peace conference in ‘which
the sewveral Dominions have distine-
tive representation as members of the
wolld-wide Britannic commonwealth,
which, in one sense, is itself a league
of nations,

“The resolution of 1917, to which I
have alluded, declared in emphatic
terms the right of each Dominion to
an adequate weice in the foreign
policy and foreign relations with
which the proposed league of nations
is intimately and vitally concerned.

“It is neither necessary nor desir-
able to forecast the exact meihod by
which this essential purpose shall be
fulfilled in framing the constitution of
the proposed league.”

Australian Claims.

Premier Hughes of Australia, dis-
cussing the claims of the dominions
with the Associated Press, said:

“We have earned the right by our
sacrifices and efforts in this great war
to a place in the family of nations.
We expect to come in with the same
status as any other nation. So far as
I understand it, President Wilson’s
conception of the league of nations is
that all nations shall come in on a
basis of equality, the nations to come
in as entities and retain their sover-
eign rights as nations.

“That being so, of course, once the
status of nationhood is established,
the dominions would come in as the
other nations and would be accorded
whatever rights they have.”

Paris, Jan. 21.—Today's officiat
journal publishes a nomination to the
knighthood of the Legion of Honer
which was won forty-eight years ago.
The nomination says:

ON RUSSIAN PROBLEMS

AN ANGLO-SAXON
LEAGUE OF NATIONS

Announcement of Dominions’ As-
pirations Discussed With In-
terest in Official Circles.

Paris, Jan. 21.—The 'announce-
ment of the aspirations of the
British dominions is being dis-
cussed with the keenest interest
M official circles in Paris. The
question is being frequently
asked whether this present im-
portant step is to be followed
later by insistence on the part of
the dominions of a right as na-
tions to have a full share in dic-
tating the foreign policy of the
empire, so far as it affects the
dominions. “The British Em-
pire is in one sense a national
entity and in another a league
of. nations in itself,” was the
way one_ high personage sum-
'marized the situation tonight.

FYOLT SUCCESGFIL
INNORTH PORTLGAL

Monarchists Are Said to Have
Formed a Government
at Oporto.

Madrid, Jan.. 21~The monarchist
movement in Portugal, ‘headed by Pal-
va Conceiro, has been successful in
northern Portugal, and a government
has been formed at Oporto, according
to a. report received :by the Spanigh
Government from .the governoriof tha!
Provinee. of Pontevedra, _in north-
western Spain. The 'repor‘t adds that
Lisbon is believe dto have joined in the
movement. ;

Circumstances of the outbreak of
the monarchical revolution in Portugal
are given in an agency despatch from
Lisbon filed’ at 11.45 a.m. on Monday.
Tt says:

““The minister of war, with a number
of officers, took special train for Opor-
to and arriVed there yesterday. They
were received at the station by officers
of the garrison, who conducted them to
headquarters, There they were in-
formed that a monarchy was about ‘o
be proclaimed in Oporto.

“The minister and his. suite were
able to take a train for Lisbon. #On
their way they received confirmation
of the proclamation of a monarchy in
Oporto.

“From a conversation between Pre-
mier Barboas and Ayres Ornellas, chief
agent in Portugal ¢f ex-King Manuel,”
adds the message, * it appears that the
foomer king c¢onsiders the present mo-
ment inopportune ' for an attemp* to
restore the monarchy.”

Stipreme Council Will In-
stitute Some Form of In-
vestigation, Disregarding
Exponents of Both Sides---
Danish Ambassador Tes-
tifies.

Paris, Jan. 21.—The supreme council

‘of the great powers hope to formulate

a concrete proposal on Russia at to-
morrow’s meeting. This was the defi-
nite official announcement of the com-
munique issued tonight atter the coun-
cil had been considering the Russian
situation continuously for the past two
days.

It can be added that while this con-
crete proposal was not finally decided
and reduced to writing, yet its main
features were agreed upon in principle.
The members came. from the session,
however, feeling that there was no
sovereign remedy ensuring a certain
cure for the difficult and dangerous sit-
uation, and that it waould be desirable
to embkody several lines of action in the
proposal. The first effect of this pro-
posal will be that neither Sergius Saz-
onoff, the Russian minister of foreigh
affairs before the revolution, nor any
soviet agents will come to Paris as ex-
ponents of Russian affairs, but that
some form of inquiry or investigation
of political -conditions in Russia will
e made without considering the pres-
ence in Paris of the adherents of either
side of the question at issue.

This determination is largely the re-
¢ult of a’ strong sentiment in some
quarters against having any direct
dealings with the Bolsheviki.

Lioyd George’s Plan Superseded

Early indications were that Premier
Lloyd George’s proposal to M. Pichon,
the ¥French  foreign < minister, would
again take fofm in having soviet agents
come here, and three names of promin.

finitely superseded by a plan of inquiry
or investigatiolj, without involving the
presence of soviet agents.

The Danish minister to Russia, Har-
old Scavenius, made a statement be-
fore the .executive session of the coun-
cil today; en conditions in Russia,
which also had a strong influence in
determining that soviet representatives
should not come to Paris. :

He was. the last of the ministers to
leave Petrograd, and today he emphas-
ized the futility of frying .to conduct

He read an article written by one-of
the soviet chiefs, declaring that Pr.e-
mier Lloyd-George and President Wil-
son were too conservative and r'eactic_m-
ary for the soviets to deal with. He
also gave exact data on the Bolshevik
forces, showing that they did not ex-
ceed 90,000 armed men, the remainder
being without arms or ammunition,
clothing or shwes. He declared also

LAND GRANTS TO SOLDIERS

MAY COST

MANY MILLIONS

Homesteads Being Unavailable, C.P.R. Lands 'Must Be
Expropriated at High Prices---Coming Taxation of
Wild Land Should Lower Cost.

From a World Staff Correspondent.

Ottawa, Jan. 21.—That W. F. O’Con-
nor, K.C., has been called upon to
assist thé Dominion and provincial
governménts in drafting necessary
legislation for carrying out a gener-
ous scheme of soldiers’ land settiement
indicates how delicate and important
the task must be. Mr. O'Connor is
best known to the public in connection
with his famous report on bacon, but
he is known to the government as the
most skilful statutory draftsman of
Canada. Hon. Arthur Meighen, min-
ister of the interior, is as sharp-as a
briar himself, but now and then he
has to call to his aid the razor-like
keenness of Mr. O’Connor. It was the
latter who wrote the War Times Elec-
tions Act, and wrote it so wel] that by
common consent he was made its sole
interpreter and chief administrator.
Mr. Meighen himself speaks in Win-
nipeg today on the general subject of
“Soldiers’ Land Settlement in the
West,”” but it is doubtful if he will go
much further in explaining details
than did Hon. J. A. Calder in his re-
cent address to the Canadian Club at
Toronto.

Broadly outlined, the scheme of the
government is to purchase or finance
the purchase of western lands suit-
able for cultivation, but held as wild
lands by the railway companies and
others into whose possession they
have passed. These lands were alien-
ated by the crown years ago, being in
large part granted as railway subsi-
dies to the Canadian Pacific and other
companies. It is now proposed to buy
them back, and the project is one of
such magnitude and financia! pessi-
bilities that it may involve the futuré
of more than one statesman, and the
continued existence of -more than one

government. Little as yet has occur-
fed to attract public attention, butin
the wast it is said that interesting and
even sensationa] encounters are gO-
ing” or¥ behind the scenes.

Rent Asunder.

Gossip has it that the Saskatchewan
Government has been almost rent
asunder upon some of the questions in-
volved, and the end is not yet, either
in ‘the provincial or Dominion field.
There is said to be a dusky-colored
gentleman somewhere concealed in thf:

That legislation in
effect provided that the returned sol-
dier might homestead upon any lands
belonging to the Dominion Government
and might borrow from “he govern-
ment wha‘ he needed to stock up and
get under way up to $2500, It was
an amiable and well-intent'oned ‘piece
of legislatien, and would have beeh
quite satisfactorvy had there been any
lands within reasonable dis‘ance of
civilizat'on for the soldiers to home-
stead. As was pointed out at the time,
and has been more fully dsclosed since,
there are no Dominicn lands in the
west available for homesteading ex-

{cept on what Hon. Mr. Calder describes
{as “the réemote fringes of civilization.”
{ Available lands are mainly 40, 50 and

60 miles from a railway station.

JURY CRITICIZE -
T.5R. METHODS

Dangerous Intersection Was
Cause of Conductor’s Death,
is Inquest Finding.

That the switching of street cars at
the intersection of Dupont and Bathurst
streets, is both ‘a danger to the public
and street car men, was the opinion ex-
pressed by jurymen in their verdict
last night in the morgue, in which they
strongly recommend the -discontinuance
of such practice by the railway com-
pany. The jury presided over by Cor-
oner G. W. Graham were investigating
the circumstances surrounding the

death of Conductor William McClenag-
han, who was instantly killed when
struck by a street car at the corner of
Dupont and Bathurst streets, on Janu-
ary 10. McClenaghan was switching
cars at the intersection and at the time
of the accident, he walked behind a
Bathurst car to adjust the trolley pole.
He was struck by a car coming north,
and crushed between both cars. Dur-
ing the rush hours, Bathurst cars are
accustomed to Y-ing at Dupont and
Bathurst streets in place of completing
the regular run to the end of the line
at Christie street.

Motorman Albert Stevens, who was
driving the car which ran down and -
killed McClenaghan, is being held in
cnsicdy by the police on a charge of
manslaughter, He was present at ‘he
inquest under police guard, but was
not called to give evidence by the cor-
oner,

Verdict

Following is the verdict presented to
Coroner Graham by the foreman of
the jury: “That William McClenaghan
came to his death on January 10,
thru injuries received by being
crushed between two cars of the Ta-
ronto Street Railway Company at . he
corner of Dupont and Bathurst streets
in the discharge of his duties as emn-
ploye of the said company.

“We find that the motorman, Albert
Stevens, from the evidence received,
did his utmost to stop his car, lut
owing to the condition of the rails and
the obsolete means and appliances at
his disposal was unable to do 30, and
we do not consider him negligent in
any way.

“We recommend that the Toronio
Railway be compelled (o discontinue
the practice of switching cars at the
intersection of Dupont.and Bathurst
streets owing to traffic conditions d
the danger both to the company’s r-
vants and to the public at large.”

PRICE OF “SMOKES”
COULD BE REDUCE

(Continued ‘From Page 1).

for a quarter. But the manufacturer
does not want his account and refers
him to the jobber. As one dealer put.
it yesterday: “Eliminate the Jobber
or middleman and I and other retail
cigar dea'ers will guarantee an im-
mediate reduction in price, If we,
could deal direct with the manufac-
turer we could get our goods ten per
cent. cheaper and thus be enabled to
sell fifteen-cent brands of cigarets at
two for a quarter.”
Big Retailer Explains.

The United Cigar Stores Limited,
controlling a chain of stores thruout
Ontario, has the following contribution
to the high cost of “smokes”:

“As you no doubt refer to this com-
pany in a paragraph under the head-
ing, “Why Have Smokes Jumped in
Price?” we thought it advisable to
inform you of certain conditions in
the tobacco market of which you are
apparently not aware.

“First. we might state that you refer
to selling certain brands of cigarets in
Hamilton. two packages for a quarter,
This was done as an advertising cam-
paign, and if we sell cigarets “or a
certain period at a loss, which this
price entails. the consumer ought to
be thankful to have any temporary
benefit. It must be borne in mind that
the war tax is not the only increase
in the price of tobacco, as you are no
doubt aware that labor, and the coast
of tobacco itself is up from one hun-
dred to three hundred per cent,
whereas the retail price, roughly
speaking—has advanced only 50 per
cent. over pre-war prices.

“In 1914, a takx of thirty cents. a
thousand on cigarets was put on,
which the dealers stood until last
May, when there was an additional
tax put on, which you seem to ignore.
When you come to take into. consider-
ation the increase in other commodi-
ties that are on the market you will
agree with us that the consumer has
not a very large complaint to make.

“Speaking from a dealer’s stand-
point, the percentage of profit is
actually less than it was previous to
the war, whilst the expenses are
greatly increased.

“Personally, the writer would far
sooner 'see you agitate as to why the
necessities of life, such as food, are
up about one hundred per cent., or
more in price, instead of raising the
question on the matter of a luxury.
Of course, the principal item which
causes this increase from the planting
of the leaf unt#l it reaches the con-
sumer, is the high price of labor. We
really have no doubt that when wages
are reduced say 50 per cent., then
these luxuries will also be reduced in
a like proportion. i

“The reason the boys at the front
were able to obtain cigarets, as you
state for 1llc, was owing to the fact
that the government very generously
allowed these to go forward duty free,
and we understand © the factories
either sold the cigarets at cost or
very nearly 's0.”

To those cut-rate tobacco
which operate in Toronto, the Im-
perial Tobacco Co.of Montreal, which
controls in a large measure the trade
of the country, will not sell direct, and
the cut-rate dealer is forced to aug-
ment his stock by selling independent
manufacturers’ brands.

Heavy Excise Duty.

William Goldstein, of Goldstein &
Co., tobacconists, referred to the ex-
orbitant excise duty levied by the gov-
ernment on cigarets. For instance, the
tax on a box of Players’ cigarets, con-
taining ten, is 7 1-2¢, exactly half the
amount charged the consumer. The
"duty on imported tobacco is 95¢ a
pound.

The tobacco situation was explained
by Mr. Goldstein. ‘In Cuba during the
war the growth of tobacco was un-
profitable, owing “o the fact that it
could not be shipped, as sugar, a ne-
cessity, was given the preference. The-
planters, therefore, turned their to-
bacco plantations into sugar fields, and
it will take some :years before thev
can switch back %o tobacco. In the
Balkans, Turkey and southern Russia,
where the well-known Turkish tobac-
cos are grown, the peasants were
forced by food conditions to dispense
with tobacco cultivation and grow
grains. This accounts somewha* for
the shortage, he thinks. :

Great quantities ‘of tobacco
shipped overseas to the soldiers,
while the manufaéturers may have
made a good profit on these, there is
a very small margin on goods sold in
Canada. Mr. Goldstein’s attention was
called to the fact that in some in-
stances cigarets were being sold cheap-
er in Hamilton than
which he replied that when two boxes
of 15¢ cigarets were ®old for a quatter
the cost to the dealer was 24 3-5¢. a
profit of two-fifths of a cent. “This
canno: last Jong; it means bank-
ruptey,” he added.

Yesterday we again called up his
office, and was told to go out right
then, and we would see him.

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Many ' Propagandists Seat fo
Britain “ and  France by
Underground Routes.

VEXED AT GERMANY

i ; %
Disappointed  Because  Social
Democrats Still Control, Says
¢ Danish Minister.

Copenhagen, Jan, 21.—Bolshevik
propagandists were $ent from Russia
not only to Germany, but to China,
England and France, says Harold de
Scavenius, the Danish minister to
Petrograd, who has just returned
from Russia, together with the staff
of the Danish legation, While at
the Russian capital he had been act-
Ing in behalf of the entente powers.
Four hundred Russian propagandists
he declares, were in Berlin before the
German revolution began and In-
structions were given for numerous
Bolshevists to be despatched to Eng-
land and France by underhand routes.
Recently, he added, a number of re-
patriated Chinese were sent home
from Russia and among them were
numerous propagandists,

The Soviet Russian Government, ac-
cording' to M. de Scavenius, ' under-
stands very well that its only possi-
bility of maintaining its existence is
in an international revolution and
while the German revolution Wwas
nearing its apex the Bolshevik lead-
ers rejoiced in its progress, but were
disappointed in the fact that the Ger-
man administration remained in the
hands of the social democrats.

“They emphasized,” said the Danish
diplomat, “that Germany was only in
her ‘February revolution’—her Keren-
sky revolution—and they predicted
that she soon would have her ‘October
revolution’ and more speedily than

| was U?e case in Russia.

Only Cloud in Sky.

“The only cloud upon the sky of
their hopes is the position of ¢the
entente. They say that if the en-
tente will do ag Germany did and oc-
cupy the Baltic provinces and the
Ukraine there is nothing to fear be-
,cause in that case they would be able
in a few months to revolutionize the
French and British troops as they
claim they already had revolution-
ized the German troops. Their only
alarm was lest- the entente should
occupy Petrograd and Moscow, be-
cause they knew their only weapon
was propaganda. Bolshevists are
masters in revolutionary propagandya.
and at the head of this institution is
an Austrian named Radek, whe In

foscow founded an ‘international fed-
eration’ with members from the peo-
ple of several mations.

“Organization and production are
impossible in Russia because Rus-
sian workmen have no sense of fel-
lowship. It is impossible for the
Russian Government to reorganize
industry and trade according to com-
munistic principles as long as’ other
states have mot accepted like prin-
ciples of government. Until ‘now
Russia has maintained life on pre-
war stores, but this soon. will be ex-
hausted. The Russian 6reignA min-
ister once said that the Soviet re-
public was a ‘foreign substance’ In
Europe.” :

M. I:ie Scavenius sald he did not be-
lieve conditions in Russia would be
altered without foreign imtez:vemion
and he added that in his vpinion im-
mediate intervention would not meet
with any considerable resistance.

The bulk of the soldiers at all in-
clined to agriculture may prefer set-
ting in the treeless west
land in other parts of the country.
Many of them are western men and
most of the others have probably had
the western fever at one time or an-

If we are to count upon 40,000 sol-
diers settling on the land, and eaeh
veteran is to be given or sold 320
acres of land, fairly near existing
railways, it will be seen that no less
than 12,000,000 .acres of land in Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan and Alberta will
have to be purchased by the Dominion
and provincial governments, the total
cost of which may amount to or ex-
ceed $250,000,000.

It is said that a large part of this
vast purchase will be negotiated with
the Canadian Pacific Railway Co. and
it is said that the company will not
be averse tg selling the 8,000,000
acres of land which it still holds in
the prairie provinces at an average
price of $20 an acre, This would
bring into the treasury of that thrifty
company something |like  $160,000,000
in cash, or governmefit securities con-
vertible into money,| and probably
better than money itseif.

May Be Taxed

The wild lands of the. Canadian
Pacific Railway in the west are, of
soon will be, subject to taxation. The
20-year exemption period is expiring.
Some far-sighted men in the west be-
lieve that these lands should be forced
on the market or brought under culti-
vation by 'a drastic direct tax on un-
cultivated land. This woull mean
either a big revenue for the province
or the .chance to buy the lands at a
moderate figure. On: the other hand
powerful influences are at work to ex-
propriate thé wild lands of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway at a price to he
fixed by arbitration. .

This may be the secret of the goV-
ernment’s delay in definitely formulat-
ing and announcing the ‘details of its
plan for settling the returned soldier
on the land. Five thousand veterana
are now ready to enter on the land wnd
to buy it from either the Dominion or
provincial governments, on the amor-
tization. plan, paying annual instal-
ments which will finally wipe out the
entire debt, principal and interest, in
40 years! They chafe at the delay oc-
casioned by what is going on behind
the wscenes,

For this delay the Ottawa govern-
ment may not be responsible.., Natur-
ally it has to deal with the govern-

ments of the  western provinces and
these governnients are badly divided
way to work out the ]

on the prope

plan. Every one agrees that it is de-

sirable to expropriate lands near the

railways on which to settle the wmol-
diers, but many regard $20 an acre as
an absurd price to pay. It is claimed
that by imposing severe direct land
taxation on theses wild lands of the
Canadian Pacific Railway it will be
possible to acquire them at one-fourth
that sum.

The one thing certain seems to be
that the Dominion Government will
not act by erder-in-council but will

bring down legislation at the coming
Arthur

session of parliament. Hon.
Meighen, assisted by W. F. O'Connor,
K.C., is busy drafting that legislation
and Mr. Meighen’s deliverances in the
west will therefore be awaited with
much interest. Beyond question the
public will approve of any policy which
will settle our soldiers on good land
near the railways instead of exiling
them to the “fringes of civilization,”
but many think that this progressive
policy should be carried out without
cutting too big a melon for the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company.

EXORBITANT TAX ON TRUCKS.

A meeting of the Toronto Cartage
and Warehousemen’s Association was
held last evening in the offices of E.
M. Rawlinson & Co., Ltd. The prin-
cipal discussion centred around the
increased license tax on heavy com-
mercial trucks, which is declared by
all members to be exorbitant. At pre-
sent they state the license costs $5 a
ton, welght of truck and carrying
capacity combined. Thus if a truck
weighs five tons and will carry three
tons the license will cost $40.

A committee was appointed to wait
on the minister of highways at the
parliament buildings, whe, it is under-
stood, has jurisdiction over the issu-
ing of licenses. In the meantime Mr.
Chas. McMillan of MoMillan & Co.,
1289 West Queen street, is endeavor-
ing to rouse interest.among owners
of large trucks.

NOTHING DOING.

A deputation from the Retail Mer-
chants’ Association waited on Dr.
Hastings, M. O, H. yesterday, to ask
that the restrictions enforced in re-
gard to foodstuffs be vrelaxed. Ob-
jection was taken to the requirement
that confectionery and candies be kept
in glass cases, and that the windows
had to be closed. Dr. Hastings was
not inclined -to earry out their re-
quest. Others had ecarriel out the
requirements, and in the interests of

public health they should be enforced.

The little Na-
poleon has been determined to own the
Giant club that his genius built up, and
he is a hard man to keep from gaining
any end upon which he has set his mind,
But the deal as it was consummated the
other day was indirectly due to Mike
Tiernan, now lying cold in death.
Charles A. Stoneman, the new presi-
dent of the Giants, is a curb broker, of
41 Broad street. .He is also reputed to
be many times a millionaire,
His interest in baseball, until he
bought the Giants, was that of a fan.
And Charles A. Stoneman was, and will
always be, a Giant fan because of Mike
Tiernan,
‘‘Poor old Mike is responsible for my
entry into baseball as part owner of the
Giants,”” says Mr. Stoneman. “I am
sorry that he could not have lived to see
me in control of the New York club.
“Of course I have been\a close friend
of John J, McGraw's for twelve years or
more. It is only because of my confi-
dence and belief in him that I agreed to
finance the buying of the Giants and
assume the presidency of the club. But
I would probably never have known Mec-
Graw but for Mike Tiernan.
“When I was a boy in Jersey City,
back in the '80's, Mike Tiernan was my
idol. He was with the Jersey City Club
then. Those were the days of great bat-
ters, but to my youthful eyes there was
no hitter quite like ‘Silent Mike.”

% came the time when Mike went
away from Jersey City. He was taken
by the Glants. I can remember well
now how wrathful I felt at the New
York club for grabbing him.

“After a while I decided that whatever
team Mike Tiernan played on was my
team.

I saw the club in the rut
when John J. McGraw came to New York
im 1902.

Story of Murder.

In addressing thé jury, Mr. White
cautioned the jurymen of their oath to
carry out the law to the best of their
ability, and the responsibility which
Tested on them in the trying of the
accused. He related the story of the
murder, how Williams, on Nov. 19, had
traced McCullough, and a companion
mamed Johnson, who was still at large,
to a livery stable on King street own-
ed by- W. D. Cross. How the young
officer waited in the stable for the
two men and of their subsequent ar-
rest when they came back to the liv-
ery stable to turn in the buggy they
had been using to get around the city
in, while they tried to dispose of vari-
ous stolen articles, was graphically
depicted by the crown prosecutor, not,
however, before he had been several
times interrupted by Mr. Robinette,
who objected to the way Mr. White
was presenting the case to the jury.
His objection was overruled.

In further elaborating the prosecu-
tion, Mr. White told of the fight be-
tween Williams and McCullough, and
how accused had eventually drawn a
revolver and shot his captor dead.
After the shooting McCullough had
tried to make a getaway, but in his

‘mad rush had collided with a news-

boy, and was heavily thrown to the
ground, where he was retaken by Po-
liceman Holmes, who. had been sum-
moned by spectators.

The first evidence to go before the
court was of a medical nature, and
Dr. Harrington, who performed the
post-mortem examination, told the
court that he had taken two bullets!
from the body. The clothes of the
dead officer were produced and the
course taken by the bullets as they
plowed thru were plainly seen.

Chief Grasett Thinks News- |
paper Réports Are Not -

'STRONG MEASURES
Controller Cameron Suggests

That Deportation is Best
Remedy.

Action.against the Bolsheviki meet-
ings held in Toronto was again the
most, important discussion béfore the
beard of' control at their meeting yes-
terday. = When the discussion waxed
hot the chief of police was again-call-
ed in. The trouble started when Alder-
man Winnett’s motion-that such meet-
ings should not be allowed was' taken
up. The alderman contended that

meetings of this nature were injurious
to public welfare and should be’styp-

ped.

Mayor Church: ‘“The police cominis-
sion has the question under considsra-
tion. They are meeting this afternoon.”
Controller McBride: “If the police
commission won’t take action perhaps
we should call on General Gunn. Per-
hdaps the police commission are no
longer capable of handling the situa-
tion? The meeting in Broadway Hall
on Sunday night was a disgrace to
Toronto.” i
Controller Maguire: “Perhaps ‘it
would be better to, have a conference
with the police commission.”
Contreller Cameron: “There is a dif-
ference between free speech and trea-
sonable talk. If these people are un-
checked it will lead to serious conse-
quences. I think they should ve de-
ported.”

Controller McBride then moved that
no halls be rented on Sunday e¢xc:pt
for religious services. Controller Rob-
bins objected: “That would be inter-
fering with other people’s rnights,” he
claimed.

The chief of police was then called
and asked about the meeting in Broad-
way Hall on Sunday night. Controller
McBride read a newspaper report of
the affair. The chief of police stated
that his men and a stenographer were
there and had a full report .f the
meeting. “Only one man said some-
thing that should not have been said
and even then his remarks were not
illegal.” he added.

“But they "were disgraceful,”
marked Controller Robbins.

“He called on the meeting to hzlp
Germany,” added Controller McBride.
Nothing lllegal
Chief Grassett: “I do not-take news-
maper reports as authentic. My men
go- a full report of the meeting, and
there was nothing said that was ille-
gal. We had no right to stop the mzet

ing.”

Cont. Robbins was appointed to the
transportation commission.

Robert Edgar, superintendent of the.
government employment bureau, ask-
ed the board that the ciiy proceed with
public works so as to provide em-
ployment. He said that it would be
better than spending money. opening
up soup kitchens.

The board promised that the city
would proceed with a reasonable
amount of work and thereby provide
employment for as many as possible.

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SUNDAY SCHOOL
CONVENTION MEETS

Report Shows Over Eighteen
Million Teachers and
Scholars in America.

Representatives of all the evangeli-
cal churches in the United States and
Canada attended the opening of the
ninth annual meeting of the Sunday
School convention at the Wesley
building, West Queen street, yester-
day morning. It was announced that’
the next World's Sunday School con-
vention would probably be held at
Tokio, Japan, béginning on May 20,
1920.

Owing to the illness of his wife,
President Rev. L. Brabner was ab-
sent. The acting president was {Rev.
Dr. R. M. Hopkins’ of St. Louis.

Rev. Dr. G. T. Webb, secretary of
the council, is a well-known former
Toronto clergyman, having been pas-
tor of Parkdale Baptist Church, when
appointed to his present office. In
presenting his annual report Rev. Dr.
Webb said: “The conditions of the
past reached their culmination in the
great world struggle of 1914 to 1918.
We face a new world wherein all of
life must be lifted up to a plane
where the causes of war must be re-
moved so as to give the world a
place whose lasting qualities will
grow out of something better than
contracts and compacts—a peace that
is the result of the spirit of brother-
hood in the hearts of men.

At the threshold of this new era it
is good that organizations should fix
the pace and tend to their <uture
activities. This is particularly true
of the Sunday school council, where
functions have to do with millions of
young people. as therefore exerts so
great an influence in the future well-
being of the national life of Canada
and the United States.

’ Past Year. X

“The past’ year has been one of
peculiar difficulty in the work of the
Sunday schools of the United States.
The republic’s call for men Zor army
and navy service took the best out of
the Sunday schools. The co-operation
of young ‘women in war work made
similar inroads. In this, the United
States learned what Canada has en-
dured thru the three earlier years of
the war. The development of war
service organizations Jemanded the
first attention of thousands of people
who are -the chief support of the
Sunday schools. In Zace of the diffi-
culties encountered during ‘the work
the demoninational reports  are 7rTe-
markably encouraging.

The statistical report showed an
aggregate of 18,729,913 Sunday school
teachers and scholars connected with
the evangical churches in Canada and
the United States. The totals for
denominations are: Methodist., 7,329,-
$32; Baptist, 4,353,969; - Presbyterian,
2,518,081; Disciples, 1,038,654; =Con-
Aregationalists, - 770,448; Episcopalian,
659,169; TUnited Brethren, 432 445;
other denominations, 1,625,323. '
