. Peat is of a fibrous, clinging nature,
however, and it is impossible to expel
y pressure more than a small propor-
tion of the water it retains after drain-
ing. It has been found, therefore, that
the essential quality of density cannot
‘be obtained by any process which in-
volves .the pressing of the peat in a
moist condition and the drying of it
afterwards, either by the air or by arti-
ficial heat.

A Tempting Ofter.

Abortive Efforts.

In his work, Facts About Peat, pub-
lished in Boston in 1867, T. H. Leavitt
thus sums up the history of the attempts
to prepare peat fuel by the process of
pressing while moist: “Quite a nu

of presses, some of them exceedingly in-
genious in device and construction, and
powerful in their operation, and suppos-
ed to be so arranged as to press the
water out of the mass and leave the
material nedrly or quite dry, have been
built and tested, with failure of success
as a uniform pesult; and . althongh the
records and reports of such ecases, both
in Europe and this country, are suffi-
ciently extensive to explode the idea
that any profitable result can be obtain-
ed by pressure alone, there are, never-
theless, thosé who 'are still persistent
in their efforts to accomplish ‘it by such
means, and are now devising new me-
thods of applying powerful pressure,
which, were they to consider but for a
moment the nature of the material in
its crude state, would be seem at once
to be clearly of no avail. * * * * A

0ld-Time Methods,

Most of us have learned all we know
of peat from what we have been told
of the burning of dried turf or sods
cut from the surface of peat bogs, by
our Old Country ancestors. But though
in its way this was a fairly good fuel
for purely domestic purposes, and on the
principle illustrated in the Irish proverb,
“When all fruit fails we welecome haws”
it was very acceptable—such a fuel
would clearly be next to worthless for
manufacturing purposes or even for thg
domestic purposes of our time and
coun«trz. Recognizing the necessity of
in somé way concentrating and“tondens-
ing it, if peat was to be made into a
transportable and commercially valuable
tuef-attempts were made to reach the
desired end by reducing it to a paste
by the addition of water ‘and tramping
it in pits, "and then, after moulding it
by hand into lumps, leaving it to dry in
the sun. Later on labor-saving machin-
_ery was introduced and the wet, plastic

i

condensing it, and he constructed a ma-
chine for this purpose. All that Mr.
Leuvitt's machine accomplishes appears to
be, after all, reaching by a more y
and less expensive process the same re-
sult that was obtained by the fpuddling
procesg.or rather by that process supple-
mented by a method ~of manipulation
quit¢ common in Ireland and Holland,
by which “hand peat” is produced. By
this process the mass is taken, after be-
ing reduced to the cossistency of stiff
mortar by the puddling, process, in
quantities about the sizesof an ordinary
brick, ménipulated rapidly by the hand
g0 as to form it into oblong blocks of
somewhat uniform size and shape, and
afterwards dried and stored for use.
This is what Mr. Leavitt’s machine does

by a quicker process and at comsider- |,

ably lower labor cost, his finished pro-
duet differing in no essential from “hand
peat.” It may be somewhat more solid,
as it is claimed that the original organi-
sation of the peat is entirely destroyed
and the air contained in the cells ejected,
which is probably less perfectly done
by the hand process; though where
the air comes from he does not explain.
1t is evident, however, that, like the
compression process, which he claims
must be of necessity a failure, Mr. Lea-
vitt's condensation process leaves it

. necessary to dry the bricks before they

are fit for fuel. Kxperience has demcm-
strated that mno permanemcy can be
given to blocks of peat, which have to
be dried after they are formed. Neither
by compression nor yet by condensation
can wet or moist peat be sufficiently
consolidated to meet the requirements of
a commercial fuel.

A Montreal Experiment.

As far back as the early sikties, Mr,
James Hodges of Montreal, after hav-
ing given much consideration to the
many difficulties which had hitherto
stood in the way of the successful manu-
facturing of peat, came to the conclu-
sion that it might be successfully pre-
pared for the markets by constructing a
manufactory complete,which would float
upon the bog, excavating, pulping, manu-
facturing and drying the peat until
some seventy per cent. was: evaporated
and the manufactured article rendered
fit for carriage to markety/ Some of the
Montreal papers of that t
teresting accounts of the
Hodge's experiments, a
scem to show that he succbeded in pro-
ducing a fair quality of fuel from the
extensive bog at Bulstrode, "on the
Three Rivers and Arthabaska branch
of the Grand Trunk.

overcome ite natural disadvantages, ow-
ing to its bulk and loose and dusty
condition in its erude state—able to sup-
plant or supply the place of coal.

A National Need.

In the report of the Ontario Bureau
of Mines, what is perhaps our greatest
national need ig thus spoken of :

“A process which would put us in pos-
gession of a good and cheap peat fuel
would be a national benefit to Ontario,
destitute as the province is of workable
beds of coal.” Lo i

This process is just what Mr. Dick-
son has given us, Though success only
came after years of labor, effort, study
and experiment, and after the expendi-
ture of many thousands of dollars, Mr.
Dickson’s discovery is, like all great dis-
coveries, a very simple one. At least
it seems gimple enough to anyone who
examines his machine and views the ac-
ccmplished result

Mistakes Avolded.

He appears to have speedily reached
the same conclusion a Mr,.y vitt,
that it was beyond yrange of possi:
hilitles to condense péat by pressure,
while in a molst condition, to the density
requisite for fuel purposes, but he did
not repeat Mr. 'Leavitt's mistake of
jumping to the conclusion that, because
this was not possible, thevefore, ail at-
tempts to secure result by
pressure must necessarily fail. He di-
rected his experiments to discovering a
means by which the peat could be com-
iweased after being dried by evaporation
n the open air. Other experimenters
had traveled in somewhat similar paths,
but they fell into the mistake of sup-
pesing that artificial heat would be

bring the peat into a condition which
would enable it to retain its form after
pressure. This artificial héat had an in-
Jjurious effect upon the peat as fuel by
diseipating much, 6f the:valuable volatile
matter contained in it.

Years of Experimenting.

Mr. Dickson conducted experiments
upon both old and new lines. These ex-
periments covered a number of years,
and many of them which seemed to give
promise of success had in the end to be
abandoned. Ultimately he arrived at the
conclusion that it was absol
spry that, while the ecrude
must be freed from extraneous mois-
ture, this must not be done by drying by
artificial means. Having reached this
conclusion Mr, Dicks&'%umed his atfen-
tion to discovering a fieans by which
the peat, air dried, might be com-
pressed into blocks of suitable size for
use as fuel, and after much experiment-
ing, labor and anxious thought he evoly-
ed the process which he has patented
and which we shall now proceed to des-
f,)rihe as briefly and succinetly as may

e,

The TProcess ‘of Manufacture.

The peat is first excavated from the
bog by hand labor or by a dredge
epecially constructéd for the purpose,
and gpread upon the surface of the
ground or in open sheds, to dry matur-
ally in the open air until it retains only
approximately the same humidity as the
atmosphere. Not only is this absolutely
necessary for successful treatment and
to secure the best results, but it is much
the least expensive preliminary opera
tion. Up to this point Mr. Dickson’s
precess does not differ essentially from
that of some other experimenters. Mr.
Hodges for example, but from thie
time forward, his method is unique.
Having become as dry as it can be made
in the open air, Mr. Dickson’s next step
is the reduction or disintegration of the
dried mass until it assumes a pulver-
ized character. This is accomplished
by means of a breaker, which revolves

the material to powder. The fibre, how-
ever, is preserved free from any undue
fracture, the indigenous or inher-
ent - combustible matters mnot being
liberated- From the breaker the powder |
is conveyed to a large hopper, from
which- it descemds to a vertical press,
where it is stamped into cylinders, two |
inches in diameter, and of the same
length, This stamping or compressing
is ,done in a tube without a bottom,
the resistance to the enormous pressure
of some thirty tons being entirely ob-
tained by the frietion of the material
against the side of the tube. The redue-
tion of bulk from the raw material
to the finished block is in the propor-
tion of 6 to 1. The product ready for
burning is very -hard and dense, and
contains all the fibrous. carbonaceous,
volatile and othér materials and ele
ments which are originally embodied in
raw peat, and an amount of moisture
only corresponding approximetely with
that in the sorrounding at re. It
is now an ideal fuel weighing somewhat
more than bituminous and somewhat

Last year
the Dominion imported of coal and coke
for home co wption nearly nine wvnd
a quarter millions of dollars _wo{th. and
our imports of fuel have been ‘increas-
ing out of proportion to our increase of
popnlation as the wood supply has
diminished. By utilizing peat all these
millions can find their way into the
pockets of our own people instead of
into those of foreigners.
For Smelting Purposes.

But this is not all the- benefits which
Mr. Dickson’s discovery may confer
upon the Dominion. If it shall turn
out that the new fuel can be success-
fully used in the smelting and manu-

facture of iron and steel, -and of other,

metals as seems more than probable,
the importance of the discovery from
a national point of view will become
well nigh  unthinkable. As to the
suitability of the new fuel for these pur-
poses, we have, of course, no reliable
or definite data, as yet.

They
could produce iron with peat, from the
worst brands, which would almest
equal the best Swedish or Russiam irom,
simply owing to the absence of these
wleteriorating chemical agents which ex-
isted in coal.” 1In a report' made to an
English company, Mr. Sanderson of
Sheffield said: “All iron metallurgists
heve agreed in one opinion, that if peat
by any means could be produced of suf-
ficient density to enable it when char-
red to stand the blast necessary for the
production of iron, the iron so produe-
od would be of a very superior quality.”
Mr. Dickson seems to have supplied the
" kind of peat fuel which this expert de-
manded, for, as has been seen, his fuel
is as dense as coal itself.

What was Done at Montreal. *

In 1866, experiments were made in
Montreal by Mr. McDougall of the Cal-
edonts  Iron Works, and by Messrs.
Morland, Watson & Co. in the smelt-
iIng and puddling of iron with air-dried
peat- At the Caledonia works peat
and anthracite coal were used together,
and the time required to smelt the ore
was forty minutes less than with coal
alone, and the iron produced was of
much better quality. At the works of
Messrs, Morland, Watson & (o., iron
equal in quality to the Dbest Swedish
was produced from blooms made with
peat fuel alome. Speaking of this irom,
a writer in The Montreal Gazette said:
“It wre bent, when cold. by a vise, and

an edge without a crack or flaw appear-
ing,” the outer edge remaining snwooth
and sharp. * * * No irop manufac-
tured from coal in this (*o?l&ltry would
stand such a test.” All this would seem
to show that, if only peat fuel’ of suffi-
cient density can be obtained, the smelt-
fng of iron by means of its use will be
an assured suceess. Mr. Dickson, as
has been already said, has solved the
problem of density.
