position is worth $2250 a year and ‘s
only second in rank to the coliector
himself,

Mr. Douglas, when asked by The
‘World last night as to the accuracy of
the despatch, stated that he had askad
to be retired, owing to his advancing
age, he being now in his- 79th year. He
hoped, however, to complete his fifty
years’ service, which will be in No-
vember,

Mr. Douglas is one of,if not the oldest
servant in Canada. Coming
to Canada from Edinburgh in 1854,
when 28 years of age, he arrived at
Montreal, came on to Hamilton and
then to Toronto, where he was given
the position of landing waiter in the
customs service. It was not long be-
fore he was advanced to a clerkship,
and in due time he became chief clerk,
When T. C. Scott died, Mr. Douglas
succeeded him as_ surveyor, the ap-
pointment being made by the Macken-
zie government.

Alien Clause ss Against U. 8.
Not Particularly
Necessary-

Canadian manufacturers have ex-
pressed great satisfaction at Sir Wil-
liam Mulock’s amendments to ‘the
alien labor bill. The fact that two
clauses have been struck out—the first
requiring that a manufacturer in need
of labor should first obtain an order
from a county judge before being al-
lowed to import skilled labor, and the
second that the bill is made to apply
only to the United States, is receiving
the approval of the manufacturers
thruout the country.

Speaking of the matter P. W. Ellis
said:

“The manufacturers are not anxious
to have the law made so that in case
of strike they could import. unskilled
labor with a view to breaking the
strike. All ‘they want is to be able
to bring in skilled labor in time of
peace for the purpose of extending
their lines of business.”

Lobor Thinks Otherwise.

The points that please the manufac-
turers have a directly opposite effect
on organized labor. The clause that
would have pleased the union men, Sir
William Mulock has succeeded in elim-
inating from the bill. The clause
which prohibited manufacturers from
importing labor wmnder contract has
been dropped except in the case of the

MULOCK HASN'T SATISFIED LABOR
ANTI-CONTRACT LAW IS DESIRED

United States. It is with the latter
country that no such law is particu-
larly necessary. The recent alien im-
portations which- have been causing
the trouble are from England, Scotland
and other European countries, Condi-
tions are so good in the United States
that few men are willing to come to
Canada.

‘““What we want is not so much an
alien labor law as an anti-contract
law,” said James Wilson, editor of
The Toiler. ‘“Organized labor is not
opposed to the importation of foreign-
ers, but it does object to fmportation
under contract- The objection is not to
such an action in times of peace, bhut
when there is a strike on. The Scotch-
men who were imported to break the
strike at Gurney’s a couple of years
ago were an example of this. The
facts of the case were misrepresent-
ed, and when they came here and
found out just how things stood they
wanted to quit, but they were forced
to carry out the contraet.

“It is this wmisrepresentation and
system of contracting that organized
labor strikes at. The trades and labor
council has made representations c¢n
the subject to the"” legislature, ask-
ing that such misrepresentation be
made a punishable offence, but as yet
the resolutions have been ignored.

““The big thing that will appeal to
labor men is that we have an alien la~-
bor law instead of what we wanted—
an anti-contract law.”

OFN. AIKING PASSES ANAY
HAD LONGPOLITICAL CAREER.

e

Appointed Secretary of State in 1869
and Later Was Lieutenant-
Governor of Manitoba.

‘The Hon. James Cox Aikins died at

his residence in Wellesley-street, To-
rorto, on Saturday at 6.30 p.m., after
a lingering illness. Mr, Aikins was a
son of James Aikins, who left the
County of Monaghan, Ireland, in 1813,
and after residing in Philadelphia for
four |years, came to Canada and s2t-
tled in the Township of Toronto (now
in the County of Peel), where Mr.
Aikins was born on March 30, 1823, Mr,
Aikins received his education at the
lecal  schools and at Victoria College,
Cobourg, from which university ne
held the degree of LL.D. After leaviag
college he became a successful farmer.
He early entered politics, and sat for
the County of Peel in the Canadian
assembly from 1854 until the general
election in 1861, when he wis defeated
by thé late Hon. John Hilliard Cam-
eron, but was afterwards a member
for the “home” division of the legisia-
tive council from 1862 until the union,
and was called to the senate by procia-
mation in May, 1867, and retired to as-
sume the gubernatorial chair of the
Province of Manitoba.

Mr, Aikins entered Sir John A. Mac-
donald’s administration as secretary of
state and registrar general of Canada
on Dec. 9, 1869, and continued in these
offices until the resignation of the gov-
ernment on Nov. 5, 1878. On the re-
turn of the Conservative party to pow-

er, October, 1878, Mr. Aikins was again
appointed secretary of state. As a
miinister he framed and carried thru
parliament the public lands act, 1372,
and after the acquisition of the North-
west Territories by Canada, he organiz-
ed the Dominion lands bureau, nov
the department of the Interior. Prior
to 1869 Senator Aikins had been idenii-
fiect with the Liberal party. As secre-
tary /of state he held office until he
was appointed lieutenant-governor of
Manitoba.
‘" His Change of Party.

His reasons for changing his party
affiliations at that time are fairly sef
forth in Pope’'s “Life of Sir John A.
Macdpnald”:

“The effect of the elections in that
(vear! was to reverse the relative
strength of the Reform and Conserva-
tive  supporters of the government,

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Almost Gale of Wind — Noorna, Handi-
capped and Bad Start, Loses
Second Race.

Montreal, Que., Aug. 6.—After one of
the most exciting races ever held in
the Seawanhaka Cup contests, the
American yacht from Inland Minnesota
flew over the finish line on Lake St.
Louis a winner by -a little over a
minute. It was a grand race, with all
the wind that even the most ardent
.yachtsmen could want. The pace was
‘a record’ breaker, and Noorna hung
on her rival until the finish. The re-
ception accorded the victorious yacht
was even more hearty than that which
met the victorious Canadian yacht yes-
terday. The White Bear crossed the
finishing line at 2.49.27, and the Noorna
at 3.50.20. The race was run in alniost
a gale df wind, and the American boat
showed that she was a splendid craft
under such weather conditions, To-

day's race was over a -triangular
course, each leg of which was one and
a third miless The course was sailad
three times over, or a total distaace
of twelve miles. The start was made
at 2 o’clock, and the White Bear cross-
ed first. with Noorna a minute after-
wards. As the starting moment ap-
proached Whije Bear being close to the
buoy, the Noérna, which had followed
her round from the windward side of
the starting line, blew along with the
gale and passed to leeward of the
mark. When within a couple of se-
conds of the time, White Bear made
an attempt to get under way, but in
the heavy wind experienced some dif-
ficulty in doing so. This delayed her
about fifteen seconds. : Noorna was
even more unfortunate than this. For
some unexplained cause, she continued
to drink before the gale, even after
the signal was given. Possibly the hard
blow may have impedéd her move-
ments. She did not come about for
about twenty . seconds. Ther she
made for the mark and passed it about
a minute after White Bear. Both boats
held along on an angle across the
lake with the wind over their star-
board bows. White Bear had a good
lead. After holding on for about six
minutes on the starboard tack, the
boats went to port and stood in  for
Pointe Claire. White Bear was well
up to windward. Five minutes or so
later Noorna went again on the star-
board tack. The boats converged.
What had previously appeared a very
considerable distance between  them
grew less every minute, Apparently.
Noorna had been closing up on her
rival. White Bear went about on port
tack also and from the shore was the
picture of the two racers. White Bear
still had a good lead of some lengths.
Once and then many times the érews
had to hike out to save boats from
going over. As they approached the
buoy White Bear keeled nver till her
entire bottom glistened in the sunlight.
Just before they reached the one and
one-third buoy they went on the port
tack, and’'at 2.23 White Bear turned it.
Noorna followed a few seconds later.
After passing the buoy Noorna almost
immediately gained a weather buoy and
got ahead. Not for long, however, the
White Bear, going like a race horse,
passed Noorna again. Within a min-
ute White Bear seemed to open up
the lead several'boat lengths, and fair-
ly leaped ahead. When the leg, which
was a reach, was. half way completed,
White Bear was: still increasing her
lead, showing hefself to be unusually
fast on a reach.

As she approached the end of the leg
there were many conjectures as to
whether she dared jib or would come
about. She dared it. Her main sail
hung for a moment, and then went
around with a whip as the boat,
answering to her helm, brought the
wind on the starboard quarter. No
attempt was made, however, to hoist
any additional canvas. The White
Bear jibed at 2.29.50, and Noorna fol-
lowed her a minute and five seconds
As she approached she had to
ease down to the buoy, having been
to windward -of White Bear. All the
way across from the first buoy she
followed the same tactics as White
Both boats scudded along the
lake shore under reefed mainsail and
storm jib wonderfully fast. They fair-
ly boiled thru the water, and did the
third leg in only about seven minutes.
White Bear reached the four mile buoy
and turned at 2.36.30, and Noorna turn-
ed forty-five seconds afterwardts, Both
boats stood out as at the beginning
of the race on the starboard tack. The
two next rounds were almost repeti-
tions of the first. The White Bear fin-
ished the second round, eight miles, at
3.14.50, and the Noorna at 3.16.30. The
Noorna kept after her rival and suc-
ceeded in reducing her lead. But the
American boat, which- was splendidly
sailed, maintained a lead and finished
the fourth round and crossed the fin-
jshing line about a minute ahead of
the defender.

image of Christ upon the cross appear
before their eyes. :

How long the picture will remain in
its present form no one who has heen
cornected with the remarkable case
cares to predict, but so far it has given
no evidences of a tendency to disap-
pcar or even to fade.

Scientists who may try to explain
the phenomenon from the fact of the
nearby crucifix, of which the picture
upon the man’s back might be a some-
what distorted photograph, will find
it almost as difficult to solve the mys-
tery as if the crucifix did not enter
into the case.

Parker was struck by lightning as he
stood beneath a large maple tree, un-
der whose branches he had sought
shelter, His clothes were partly torn
from his body and when he was picked
up it appeared that his back had been
burned severely. !

But at that time thére was no pic-
ture of the crucifixion to be seen, nor
anything resembling it. . Persons who
saw the man immediately after he was
struck agree that his back was burned
évenly—that is, the pink shade was
distributed regularly over that part of
his back above the waist and appearsd
in the form of little spots.

Within a short time the man was
removed to All Souls’ Hospital, where
hia burns were dressed, and it was only
during the operation of bathing his
beck with alcohol and water that the
picture of the crucifixion began to ap-
pear, faint at first, but soon clear and
distinct in detail. [

At least thirty minutes passed from
the moment when Parker was struck by
lightning before the picture began to
Be visible, and it did not appear at all
vLtil after he had been lying on a bad
in the hospital with the crucifix hang-
ing directly above his head.

May Be Skin Phetograph. |

Scientists will attempt an explana-
tion by declaring that the man’s skin
had become sensitized by the lightning,
and when exposed to the crucifix, which
was the most prominent object near
where he lay, acted as a slow photo-
graphic plate, but photographers will
suggest that sensitized plates will not;
take a picture without the aid of a lens.'
and in-this instance there is nothing
which can correspond to a lens.

On this point Dr. J. B. Griswold, the
physician who has had charge of Par-
ker, is as much’at a loss as would
be one who knew of the phenomenon
merely by hearsay.

“The man’s back was not exposed to
th~> crucifix for any considerable time,”
szid Dr. Griswold. “When he was tak-
eh into the hospital and laid upon his
bed he lay at first on his back. As he
was. being bathed he was turned mote
or less from side to side, but I do not
think that he was at any time laid
directly upon his stomach.

“From the first I have maintained
that the picture was not the result of
tettcoing, but of course I have no ex-
rert knowledge on the subject. Now
that the expert has seen my patient

| and has said positively that no tattoo-

iny has been done, my belief is, of
ccurse, confirmed.

“There are so many mysterious fac-
tors in the case that one can only ac-
cept the facts as having occurred, and
admit that the explanation of tham
is beyond him. Of course, the light-
ning is responsible, but how it wrought
this miracle is another matter entirely
and one which I shall not attempt to
explain. '

“All T know is that when I first
saw the man, a few minutes after he
had been struck, there was not a sign.
of anything except what appeared 1o,
he burns. and that it was several hours

afterward before I was notified that|

the picture of the crucifixion had ap-
peared on his back.

“What saved the man’s life undoubt-
edly was the fact that he was wearing
a rather heavy coat, which had become
scaking wet. When the bolt of light-
ning struck him the water in his coat
proved so good a conductor that most
of the electricity was carried down
the coat, and thence to the ground.
Ctherwise it is probable that he wouid
have been instantly killed.

SCOTCH CHURCH MIX-UP.
¥ictorionus Minority Expected io‘,Act
in Moderate Spirit. :

London, Aug. 7.—The leaders o‘f the
United Free Church of Scotland have
issued a manifesto which’was read in
all the pulpits to-day. It does not re-
fer to any prospect of reversing the
house of lords decision, which, when
put into effect, will deprive them of
their churches, manges and funds, the
value of which is variously estimated
at from five to ten million pounds. It
even points out that the material losses
have purchased spiritual gain and de-
precates all bitterness, anger ang cla-
mor against the victors.

What steps the twenty-four High-~
land ministers, who are now empower-
ed to administer the great church pro-
perty, fwill take has. not yet been

settled. Briefly put, their claim to be
recognized as the Free Church and,!
therefore, alone entitled to the Free !

in the Free Church trust. In law
every church is an association formed
on certain articles to hold property for |
certain doctrinal issues narrowly de- |
fined by a trust, expréssed or im-|

One of the main points at issue be- |
tween the sturdy twenty-four and the |
rest of the church is the recognition of |
the possibility of the disestablishment |
of the church. This, in' ‘the ey2s of
the old Free Church, is the rankest
heresy. It also holds to absolute al-
vinism and predestination. Having
tollowed in the lines of modern de-
velopments on such and similar ques-
tions, the United Free Church no :ong-
er belongs to the association which
formed the original church.
While there is widespread demand
for an act of parliament which shall
nullify the effect of the house of lords
decision, the difficulties in the way of
this are generally recognized, and the
victorious little minority are urged to
act in a moderate spirit. The present
idea is that they shall take posses-
sion in October of all funds connected
with the Free Church which will be
administered: ag now but subject to
Free Church principles; that is, those
who partake of the funds must aban-
dan any agitation in favor of disestab-
ijshment. In regard to the churches as
a whole, they possibly may be left to
the occupation of the present minis-
ters and congregations. i

authorities here. It is believed, how-
ever; that the hill in the fighting has
lasted about as long as possible, and
that the forces around Liaoyang are
now on the eve of a desperate and de-
cisive ‘engagement.

The pause of the last few days ig be-
lieved to have been long enough to
enable the Japanese to assume their
formation, bringing up supplies and
make ready for a grand assault upon
the powerful positions girding Liwo-
yang, and the battle of the war is hour-
iy expected.

An issue of such importance momen-
tarily eclipses interest .in the siege of
Port Arthur. The fate of the latter
place is not likely to influence the im-
mediate destinies of the campaign, but
Liaoyang is closely tied up with the
Kussian plans that the loss of
such a position, with its vast accumu-
lations of stores, would immediately,
and perhaps irreparably endanger the
main Russian position in Manchuria.,

The military authorities do not en-
tertain the slightest doubt of General
Kuropatkin’'s ability to repulse an at-
tempt to capture and cut off Liao-
yang. The defense there has an im-
mense advantage, operating witn.n the
small radius of 20 miles, thus enabling
Gen. Kuropatkin to reinforce promptly
any weak point. The army at his dis-
posal is estimated at 150 battalions,
besides cavalry and artillery, altogether
not far short of 200,000 men. The pick
of Kuropatkin’'s troops, the newly-arr-
ived European regiments, are stationed
at Anping and Anshanshan, where ths
hardest-onset is expected.

Experts at the war office are Adis.
cussing the probable course of the im-
pending operations. They say that the
Japanese will try to capture either An-
ping or- Anshanshan, whence they will
be able to strike Liaoyang, and think
it more likely that Anshanshan will
be selected because that place is in the

They
will carry fourteen big armor pierc-
ing guns.
Most Powerful Weapons, -

The advantage in the new ships lies
in their greater number of 9.2-inch
guns. This weapon is the most power-
ful in existence, firing a 380 pound
shell two or three times a minute, and

driving it thru thirty-five inches cf
iron. ‘It is more powerful than ny
gun of similar /type mounted in foreign
battleships. The four 12-inch guns fire
§50 pounds shélls thru some four feet
of iron.

The four new armored cruisers are
also to be remarkable for size, being
the largest cruisers built for the Brit-
ish or any other navy. They are 1o
be known as the Minotaur class, and
will steam twenty-three knots. They
displace 14,600 tons each, or 400 tons
more than the! Drake class. They wiil
carry four 9.2«inch guns each, of the
, same type as ithose in the Lord Nel-
‘son class, and ten of the new 7.5-inch
guns, which fire four 200 pound shells
a ‘minute thru more than two feet of
iron. .
