HEALTH OF THE PROVINCE

No Reduction in Smallpox During De-
cc.mber—l-low Disease Spreads.

According to the reports of the pro-
vineial] board of health the returns
from 7056 divisions of the province show
no reduction in the number of small-

pox cases compared with December,
1907, there being 118 cases and 1 death
reported, and this by no means repre-
sents all the cases that have occurred
thruout the province. Owing to. the
mild. type of the disease many house-
holders consider it chickenpox, and fail
to report it to the local boards of
health, hence: no quarantine is en-
forced and the disease is allowed to
spread.

The deaths from all causes gvere
2002, (from a population of 1, 00,
making a death rate of 12.6 in 100¥; and
for December, 1907, 2117 deaths were
reported, with a death rate of 12.9.

This is more particularly de-
sirable in the case of treaties negotiat-
ed by the United States Government,
sfiice’ before these become binding on
the republic they must be approved by
the senate. This is due to the provision
‘of the constitution empowering the pre-
Bident, “by and with consent of the
sénate, to make treaties, provided two-
; tlgli‘da of the senators present concur.”
Whatever may have been the intention
of the framers of the constitution, the
résijlt has beén to make the senate in
effect a court of revision for all formal
international - arrangements affecting
United States interests.

The point raised by Mr. Borden is not
2.pew one, so far as the imperial gov-
ernment is concerned, and only a short
tinf® ago the conventional British usage
was modified to meet the special United
States conditfons. The British Govern-
ment recognized the unfairness of one
pdrty being bound while the assent of |
the other was held in suspense pending
consideration of the particular treaty
by a practically independent body de-
termined to act on its own initiative’
and holding itself under no obligation
to'follow the leading of the president.
And the United States agreed that any
treaty ' entered into with the United
Kingdom should not become binding on
either party until it bound both, and
further accepted the condition that
where the interests of any other of the
British, self-governing states were in-
volved it should not become operative
until the approval of that “state had
been. obtained.

\."T'hé British practice of not communi-
cating ithe terms of a treaty to parlia-
ment’ until ratification has frequently
been _the subject of parliamentary an-
imadversion. Strictly speaking, it is
contrary" to democratic principles, s and
#t' hds never'been defended, except on
grounds of expediency. - The imperial
government has to deal with nations
under autocratic rule, whose govern-
ments have the strongest objections to
publie discussion of matters under ne-
\gotiation, and. insistence upon parlia-
mentary approval being ‘ obtained be-
fore ratification would greatly hamper
the foreign minister, and might be pre-
Judictal to- the interests of the state.
This objection, however, does not in
the least apply to negotiations between

Canada and the United States, and.the
Canadian public will gpprove the - de-
.'c}gr&tions of the premier and the leader
of  the opposition, to .the effect that
treaties affecting the interests of the
Dominion should not become finally
opgrative until ratified by the federal
pariiament, .

Remarking on the favor which
reforms along the above lines have
elicited, Mr. Paine said that “‘the popu-
lar votes accepting direct legislation
generally have been overwhélming, No
instance ‘is known where the system
once established and tried has been re-
pealed. Many other cities are actively
considering its a.dopt.lon to-day.”

THE DOMINION BANK.

From the report and relative finan-
cial statements of the Dominion Bank
published elsewhere in this issue it
will be seen that the business done
was of a very profitable character not-
withstanding the general adverse in-
dustrial and commercial conditions.
But in common with other Canadian
banking authorities the Dominion di-
rectors note that there is an improved
demand for banking accommodation
and confldently look for a gradual ex-
pansion in business. They also find as
the result of a crop above the average
and the distribution of its proceeds
thru the country that deposits have
largely increased and in consequence
that the cash reserves have been par-
ticularly strong for some months and
the percentage of liquid assets is unus-
ually high. This leaves the Dominion
Bank in an exceptionally strong posi-
tion and the . directors consider it
worthy of note in connection with the
issue of $1,000,000 of new capital stock
-in 1907 that the amount subscribed
for has now been paid in full.

- The net profit for the year closing
Dec. 31 last, after deducting charges,
etc,, and making provision for bad
and doubtful debts reached the sum
of $641,318.11, to which fell to be added
$235,140.61, brought forward at credit
of profit and loss, and $148,274.75, the
premium received on new stock, thus
making up $1,234,733.47 available for
disposal. Of this the twelve per cent.
dividend accounted for $473,462.64, there
was written off the cost of bank pre-
mises $100,000, and transferred to re-
serve fund $148,274.75, leaving the large
balance of $302,996.08 to be carried for-
ward. With the above transfer the re-
serve fund now stands at $4,981,737.62,
as against a paid up capital of $3,983,-
392.38. Deposits bearing interest as at
the date of closing accounts stood at
$32,799,056.46 and deposits not bearing
interest at $5,114,040.35. The directors
note various branches of the Sovereign
Bank taken over and new branches
opened. Altogether the report and
statements are of a highly satisfactory
character.

GARRISON COMMONS DELAY

Denl Will Spon Be Completed Says Sir
Fred Borden.

OTTAWA, Jan. 27.—(Special.)—In reply
to Claude Macdonell in the house to-day,
Sir Frederick Borden sald an order-in-
council was passed on May 16, 1904, au-
thorizing the sale of the Garrison Com-
mon property to the City of Téronto,
under certain donditions.
