Register all valuable lette s.

In addressing letters add ‘he name
of the County in which the Post Oftice
addressed is situated, if to a city add
street arid number.

Letters for the United States should
be addressed to the State as well as to
the Post Office,

A letter onee posted becomes the
property of the person to whom itis
addressed, and must be forwarded ac-
cording to its direction. On no appli-
cation, however urgent. can be de-
livered bavk to the writer, or toany
other person,

Letters containing gold or silver
money, jewels or anything liable to
Custom duties, cannot be forwarded
by post beyond the Dominion, except
to the United States.

Letters addressed to Canada and the
United States.

NEWSPAPERS AND PE-
RIODICALS,

A newspaper or periodical must
have no cover, era cover open at both
ends, which can easily be withdrawn.
It must contain no enclosure. It must
have no writing thereon but the name
and address of the person to whom it
is sent.

Transient Newspapers within the
Dominion, the United States or New-
foundland, 1 cent per 4 oz. or fraction
thereof. A single paper weighing less
than one oz. will be forwarded for &
cent. Newspapers posted for city de-
livery must be prepaid 1 cent each,

To the United Kingdom and all
Europein countries, 1 cent for each
newspaper net exceeding 2 oz. A
single paper weighing more than 2 oz,

PARCELS.

Parcels are sent to places within the
Dominion of Canada (only) and should
be plainly addressed, marked ‘‘ By
Parcel Post.” The sender's name
should be written on the lower left
hand cerner. A parcel must not con-
tain a letter or any correspcndence—
postage 6 cents per 4 oz. or fraction of
4 oz. ; limit of weight 6 lbs., except
to British Columbia, and the Nortg-
West, which is 2 lIbs. 8 0z. Parcels
may be registered—fee b cents.

PATTERNS AND SAMPLES.

Bong fide Patterns and Samples of
Merchandise, not exceeding 24 oz. in
weight, may be sent to any place in
Canada and Newfoundland at 1 cent
per 4 oz.  Goods sent in execution of
an order, however small the quantity
may be. or articles sent by one private
individual to another, not being actual-
ly T'rade Patterns or Samples, are not
admissable as such.

Progress of the Queen Uity of the
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REGINA.

BY A. 8.
(Communicated to the LEADER.)

In the Summer of 1882 His Honour
Lieutenant Governor Dewdney fixed on
the spot where the railway would inter-
sect Pile of Bones Creek as the site of
the capital of the North-West. Many
persons had been anxious to find out
where the capital would be and a number
of enterprising gentlemen, known in his-
tory as the Regina Squatters, had pitched
their tents here and taken up land. We
utterly disapprove of the policy, endorsed
by both parties, of a Government trying to
make the lzst penny out of town sites.
This is strengthening the head at the ex-
pense of the extremities. We think it
a pity the Squatters were not allowed to
have their land. In the end the Govern-
ment would have had as much and more,
a number of intelligent and enterprising
men would have been saved two or threc
years suspense and Regina would have
more substantial citizons than she has.

The moment the site was fixed on the

pioneer trader appeared with tent stores
and tent hotels. For some time Regina

was the end of a division and there was
not less than twenty mile of siding north
of tke present track. In addition to the
trader and the genuine settler there was a
large fluent population of a speculative
class. In the Autumn of 1882,
Mr. W. B. Scarth, and his brother;
Sir Roderick Cameron of New York;
the Honourable Mr. Vernon (Son
of Lord Vernon); Dr. Rae the Arctic
explorer; the Lieutenant Governor of
Ontario, and the pruseat proprietor of the
LEADER, came up to the North-West in a
special car for the purpose in part of
holiday, and when they looked out in the
morning on Regina they saw a lot of tents,
some on what is now known as South
Raiiway Street, others on the present
gore. The Criterion which was run by

“hajor Granville,” a scion of the English
nobility, was considerad the leading hotel
and ir this tent the visitors had dinner,
and invited the principal inhabitants to
be present. The nephew of an Warl
waited en that occasion and when one of
the visitors said :—‘These seem very
gentlemanly waiters,” the reply was, ‘1
should think they are.

Owing to the
removal of the end of the division to
Moose Jaw that circulation was not kept
up but the paper has at present
a larger circulation than all the
other papers in the North-West put
together. There is no paper in the
Dominion of Canada better established ¢r
more widely quoted. It isa power. It
was owing to its advocacy that the Capital
was not moved away from Regina; that the
mile Belt was thrown open for settlement;
that Southern Manitoba was reopened;
that the sz¢tlers around Regina and the
other town sites along the line were fairly
and liberally dealt with; that au appeal
was secured from the decisions of ignorant
magistrates; that the doubt on the power
of muricipalities in the North-West
to levy and collect taxes was To-
moved. The Leaper has led the
agitation for representation. Its criti-
cisms on the Mounted Police have
greatly tended to bring that body into a
state of efficiency; ncr is there a wise
measuve in the interest of the North-
West, that it has not advocated. It has
heen the foarless exponemt of settlers

no matter by whom has had its columns
open to him, and, if wronged, its
advocacy at his command. It was owing
to its exertions that the land was obtained

THE COUNTY SURROUNDING REGINA.

The country for forty miles around
Regina, is now widely known, to be one
of the richest wheat growing countries
inthe world. The soil which 1s so admir-
ably adapted to the raising of crops, is
from six to fourteen feet in depth,
slight), undulating, and of a natute that
retains the heat. The water supply is
abundant. To the south is the Wascana
river, and to the north is the clear and
sparkling Boggy Creek which is a stream
of pure spring water. Water can also be
obtained anywhere on the prairie at a
depth of from 24 ft. to 100 ft. Wheat and
oats can be sown in some places in the

beginning of March, and by the 15th of
April seeding is universally cowvleied.
The yield of wheat is from thirty to forty-
five bushels to the acre on broken and
backset land. Oats will yield seventy-five
bushels to the acre. The land to the
north is well adapted for the raising of all
root vegetables. We have frostin Septem-
ber, and farmers who through aegligence
or otherwise sow their grain late are the

late, it is bound to grow, yet it leaves it too
late for ripening, and this is the only
chance for grain to get frozen in the
field. Now that the Long Lake and
Prince  Albert branch of railroad
is under rapid construction—the start-
ing point being from the Queen City
of Regina—we may look forward to a fast
developmert of the great stretch of coun-
try to the north. In a very short time
we shall see flourishing industries on all
gides. Farmers may rest assured of a
home market for their produce.
