CGhairman Sharpe So Figures It

‘Revised Valuation Will
Be Necessary

INCREASE IS ABOVE $24,000

Raising The Rate to Limit of
~ $1.98 Would Not Provide For

Some Thousands of This—The|

Matter of General Revenue

When Chairman Sharp of the board
of assessors got to work on the civic
estimates as finally adopted by the coun-
cil yesterday, he made the increase
much larger than it appeared in the
morning papers. Mr, Sharpe corrected
a statement as to last year’s interest ap-
pearing in a comparative statement as
$35,258.11, and says the correct amount
of the levy was $28,638.35. The addi-
tion of approximately ten per cent to
the estimates would also have the result
of swelling the increase as the percent-
age added to the larger amount would
thus make the disparity greater,

Exclusive of county figures, Mr., Sharp
figured this morning that the city in-
crease would be about $19,000. It was
useless to figure on the county, he said,
until the returns had been made by the
county secrefary as to the exact amounts
to be levied on the city, but he undes-
stood the increase was about $5,000,
making a total increase of about $24,000
‘or an increase of seven cents in the tax
gatc. ’

As the law allows an increase of only
six, a revised valuation would still have
to be made to provide for the few ex-
tra thousands. The only recourse would
be to order a still greater tax on gen-
eral revenue, which was already bearing
a heavy load.

General revenue is made up of harbor
receipts, license fees, head fax, etc,
and the mayor said this morning that
the receipts from the head tax this year
at least would amount to a very small
sum, as few outside men had applied

about $22,000 into general revenue last
year, after paying all expenses, except-
ing interest, and Commissioner Rusself
hopes to do as well this year, The may-
or’s salary, the up-keep of the financial
administration, and sich expenses are
also paid out of general revenue, while

They
crossed the North Sea in company and separated about thirty miles
from the coast. One made for Yarmouth, one made a tour of the
coast towns of the Wash and the third went overland to Sandring-
ham and Kings Lynn. °

killed; a Baby girl and ‘thirty one adults injured; some thousands
of pounds worth of damage done to property.”’

Russian Steam Roller
Is In Operation Again

London, Jan. 23—Russia’s threefold assault on the Germans and allies has,
in the opinion’ of British observers resumed its steam roller characteristics, alike

Editorials Rake Them
For Savagery In
Air Raid

ONLY HURTING THEMSELVES

Prominent NewYork Papers Speak
of Barbarous Acts and Say
German People Will be Long
Wiping Out the Stain — Berlin
Gloats Over It

New York, Jan. 21—Following are
some American editorial opinions of the
air raid of.the Germans on non-combat-
ants in undefended English towns:—

THE BROOKLYN EAGLE:—

“The net results of the raid will be a
stiffening of tNe national resolution to
‘see the war through’ Neither England
nor any other belligerent, for that mat-
‘ter, can be terrified or disheartened by
‘the slaughter of civilians and the de-
.struction of homes. Other aerial raids
‘may do infinitely more damage than
: this one, but the military gain to the ag-
gressors will be nothing unless they di-
rect their attacks against fortified posi-
tions, military depots or warships. In
fact, they are only an impetus to British
recruiting, and hurting themselves in the
eyes of neutral nations, resentful of the
barbarious and useless killing of non-
combatants.”

THE NEW YORK SUN:—

“The raid, in so far as it is possible
to judge of it at present, ‘was wanton
and as insignificant as the recent naval
raid; even less purposeful, perhaps, for
the attack on Scarborough may have
been undertaken in the hope of drawing
out a part of the grand fleet and leading
it. into mine fields previously prepared,
while the air raid could not have been
undertaken for any purpose beyond pure
destructiveness. The one thing certain
is that the raid was a miserable fail-
ure.”

THE EVENING POST:—

‘The world will wait with interest for
an official justification from Berlin, of
the German air raid upon non-combat-
ants in undefended English towns. In
truth it camnot be justified. ¥t has nc
warrant in international Ilaw. It  is
against both the spirit and the letter of
the Hague convention. No military ne-
cessity can be pleaded for it. It is a bit
of pure savagery in warfare and what
shall it profit Germany to terrify a few
sleeping villages in England, if thereby
she gets the repute, throughout all na-
tions, of being willing to violate the rules
of war and of making a mockery of her
own professions of humanity ?”

THE TRIBUNE:—

“But one purpose could possibly have
dominated the expedition—the desire to
terrorize England and raise a cheer in
the streets of Berlin. A wanton and
brutal disregard of Hague rules and
humane principles, the raid belongs with
the worst acts of German militarism in
the present war—with the invasion of
Belgium, with the burning of Louvain,
with the bomb dropping on Paris, with
the destruction of the Rheims cathedral,
and with the Scarborough-Whithby
bombardment.

“It is a grevious list, an indictment ot
German militarism which the friends of
Germany cannot attempt to excuse. It
is savagery which the civilized opinion
of the world has already condemned—
which must stand condemned for all
time. T'he stain of it the German peo-
ple will be long in wiping out.”

Berlin Brags of It.

Berlin, via Amsterdam and London,
Jan, 21—“The isolation of the British Is-
lands is conquered successfully,” says
the Morgen Post in comment on the air
raid.

A. W. Sharp, chairman of the board
of assessors, took exception this morn-
ing to remarks of Commisisoner Mc-
j.ellan at yesterday’s council meeting in
which the commissioner criticised the
methods of the assessors, said they spent
their time sitting in their office and
charged that many of the men interested
in the agitation for tax reduction were
themselves not properly assessed on in-
come.

“The question at issue was the reduc-
tion of estimates by the commissioners,
not the system of taxation nor the me-
thods of the assessors,” said Mr. Sharp
today. “I want to say that since the
last assessment was collected the asses-
sors, three of them at least, have gone
over every part of the city carefully with
the sole exception of that district be-
t+ween Millidge avenue and Ragged
Point. In Stanlev ward we engaged a
team, but in other parts, including the
West Side, the assessors have spent day
after day on foot, inquiring as to rentals,
making notes of new buildings, and of
repairs and generally gathering inform-
ation.”

Mr. Sharp showed the book in which
the notes had been made.

“Now, with regard to income, it is
possible that some doctors and lawyers
are not paying on their full income, but
it must be remembered that doctors
must be charged only on what they col-
Ject, not on what their books show. As
for business men, the law directs. and it
is plain that their income is to be judged

as to what their time is worth or what
it cost for them to put another man in
his place. If a man clears $50,000 a year
on his business we cannot charge him
on $50,000 income, particularly in view
of the fact that the stock on which that
profit is made is also assessed.

“As for personal property we can
only judge from the statements submit-
ted to us and we have flo authority to
compile these. Cases of large estates
greatly undervalued have been cited. but
I think it will be generally admitted
that in one case at least the size of the
estate when probated was a surprise
even to the man’s closest friends and I
believe the greater part of this was made
within a few years.”

Asked as to the statement that even-
tually the city assessors must accept the
valuation of the board of valuators ap-
pointed by the municipal council, Mr.
Sharp said: “It is natural that when the
valuation of this board becomes avail-
able we will compare it with our own
figures and look up any notable dis-

SHUT OFF THE SALE OF
LIQUOR DURNG WAR

Province-wide Prohibition Being
Asked For in Quebec

-To get province-wide prohibition till
the war is over was the aim of a reso-
lution passed by the Montreal Protest-

ant Ministerial Association this week.
While the degree of prohibition or lim-
i'tation of the sale of liquor was the sub-
Ject of debate, and five of those présent
expressed themselves as being opposed
to a request for total prohibition on the
ground that by asking too much they
would get mothing, a large majority of
about twenty-five ministers present
strongly hacked the request for total-
ly stopping the sale of drink. The min-
ority of five were equally firm in main-
taining .their stand.

A committee consisting of Rev. Dr.
Rose, the president of the association;
Rev. Dr. Johnston and Rev, Dr. Wal-
lace was appointed to bring the motion
before the provincial government and to
ask that steps be taken to have its ob-
ject enforced. The resolution was as
follows:

“Whereas it has been pointed out /by
army, naval and military leaders that
total abstinence from intoxicating liqu-
ors on the part of British soldfers is ab-
solutely essential to their efficiency on
the field and therefore, to the success of
British arms and the victory of the al-
lies, and whereas the presence of open
bar-rooms is a terrible source of temp-
tation to the soldiers of Canada who
have volunteered and are mow in train-
ing for active service, who_suffer greatly
through the mistaken kindness of many
civilians who indulge in the treating of
soldiers; and whereas no sacrifice on
the part of those who stay at home can
be too great if it serves to strengthen the |
hands of those who are fighting the em-
pire’s battles at this time;

“Be it resolved, that the Quebec
provincial government be memorialized,
earnestly appealing to them to prohibit|
the sale of all intoxicating liquors dur-
ing the period of the war.” !

MERELY A SLAV BUT A HERO
Shot to Death

By Germans for Doing
His Duty.

Lodz, Russian Poland, Dec. 29—(Cor-
respondence)—Major von H. had an
important appointment at eleven—a
court-martial—and the visit to one of the
Lodz battlefields had to be cut short for
a rapid run back to Lodz. After the
court-martial the assistant judge said in
response to a question: “Death sentence.
He confessed.”

“He,” was a Polish civilian, a clerk
in the Russian postal service, and the
offence for which he was to suffer death
was shooting at a German aviator a
fortnight earlier. Some one in Lodz de-
nounced him to the military authorities.
He was arrested and ‘at' first stoutly de-
nied all guilt. At the court-martial how-
ever, he admitted firing the shots at the
aviator, stating that he had been order-
ed to do so by some one higher in au-
thority. He heard his death sentence
with characteristic Slav stolidity.

At.four o’clock the same afternoon the
condemned man was led out into the
yard of the municipal prison, where the
squad of nine bearded Landsturm men
awaited him. He seated himself in a
chair against the wall and passively al-
lowed his eyes to be bound. Only at the
last moment did he exhibit any emotion,
when he suddenly tore the handkerchief
from his eyes, thrust his hand into his
pocket” pulled from it his pocket-book
and handed the sixty copecks it contain-
ed to the assistant judge-advocate. Why
he did it mo one knows, for he said no-
thing,

The handkerchief was re-ggigsseé and

a volley rattled through the & walled

courtyard.

Estimates i Final Revision Brought
Down to LastYear's-—Witheut Higher
Valuation, Tax Rate Will Be Up
Three Cents and Half

The city commissioners . made their
final cut in the civic estimate yesterday
and succeeded in getting down to with-
in $8,878,66 of last year’s figures while
an increase of $4,950.80 in the city’s
share of tae county assessment makes
the total increase $18,829.55, equivalent
to an increase of 8 1-2 cents in the tax
rate. The revised estimates were ad-
opted in council. 3

As the Times forecasted yesterday all
increases to the police force were aban-
doned, the fire estimates brought down
to last year’s figures, the ferry cut in
half, the grants for sewerage mainten-
ance and fire hydrants reduced while the
school board was asked to make a re-
duction of $10,000.

The civic grants, amounting to $18,600
were wiped out including those to the
Horticultural Assotiation and Play-
grounds Association and Free Kinder-
garten. ‘The grant of $1,000 for band
concerts remains.

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: THOSE AIR-SHIP RAIDS

It is exceedingly difficult to conceive of
anything the Germans can hope to gain
by airship raids upon England. Possibly
they mean to undertake the sending of a
large fleet of these craft to keep close
together and drop great numbers of
bombs upon London or some other city,
doing a large amount of damage and de-
stroying many lives. Even assuming,
however, that it would be possible for
a large fleet to cross the North Sea and
raske a concentrated attack upon Lon-
don, and to do a vast amount of damage,
it would not in any way affect tae for-
tunes of the war on the continent. More
and more British men would enlist to
force the fighting against the Germans
in their own territory. There is no
reasonable possibility that Germany
could Jand an army on British soil and
maintain it there with the smallest de-
gree of success. The -slaughter of the
innocents by bombs dropped from air-
saips is not only & crime against hu-
manity, but it does not serve any useful
military purpose, and therefore cannot
be justified even on the ground of mili-
tary expediency. It is a gross violation
of the usages of civilized warfare, and
stamps the Germans with a reputation
for savagery not
nals of warfare in any period of the
world® history. It adds, however, to
the heavy score Germany will be com-
pelled to pay in the day of final settle-

ment.

LOYAL INDIA .
The news from India is a soujce of
great satisfaction to British people
everywhere. The fighting. races of India
gre rallying to tae colors. They are
‘eager to fight in defence of British insti-
tutions. 'The great princes
have practically placed their treasuries
at the service of the Empire. The In-
dian troops at the front have proved
themselves to be gallant soldiers, hold-
ing their own in the trenches#with cour-
age and tenacity not surpassed by any
otaer troops. Those who, have been in-
valided home have told of the good
treatment they received from British of-
ficers at the front, and the care taken
for their comfort under very trying con-
ditions. The whole of‘India appears to
be not only thoroughly loyal in this
crisis but ready to make great saerifices
for the Empire. The promised holy war
ihag had no effect upon the minds of the
Mohammedans of India, and the men of
all races and all religions: in that eoun-
try desire the triumph of Britain in this
war. The fact is the. most striking tri-
bute ever paid to the wisdom of British
* rule in that country.

SHIFTING THE BURDEN
The gentlemen of the board of trade
have fad their way. The taxes for the
vear 1915 will not be appreciably in-
creased, The various departments will
be to a certain extent starved to meet
the demand for interest charges. There
will be much less work for men and
therefore much less money paid out in
wages. So far as the’ public services are
concerned, they can of course be allowed
to run down, and reach a condition
whica will make necessary a much
heavier expenditure in the future, but for
the moment payment may be deferred.
In the case of the men thrown out of
employment they present a problem
which cannot be passed on to next year
or the year after. Their families must
be supported, and if they cannot find
work the community must provide the
support. The problems confronting the
city of St. John were by no means solv-
ed when the pruning knife was applied
at the city hall and the municipal coun-
cil chamber. It may be hoped that the
citizens who are most able will also be
the most generous when it becomes nec-
essary to appeal to them in behalf of
any cause or any individual suffering
from the wave of economy that has had
_such a remarkable effect upon the civic
and municipal estimates. The burden
has been shifted—but not removed.

Russian territory, but after the disasjers
at Ardahan and Sara-Kamysh only the
remnants of two corps could join the
Eleventh Turkish Corps, waich was the
reserve of the invading army. It is this
combination which is now retreating
hestily on the road to Ezeroum, with its
rear-guard annihilated and Enver him-
self hurrying to Constantinople. The
German general, Lange, has been left to
try to extricate the Turks from com-
plete destruction. They 'aave thrown
great numbers of their guns into their
deep, snow-covered ravines.

The Russians are now inside Turkish
territory, within four marches from Er-
zeroum. The garrison there amounts to
80,000, with ample artillery, but is de-
prived of ammunition supplies from the
coast, and is still more isolated by the
winter conditions on the- land routes
conditions on the 1dnd route across An-
atolia. :

The Turkish redif (reserve) prisoners,
of waom many thousands are now in
Russian hands, have neither uniforms nor
tents. When the Russians surrounded
them in the forest they found 900 frozen
corpses with rifles in their hands. The
Turkish troops from Bagdad were much
better equipped, but were
withstang the cold. Tae captured Kurds
are all dressed in sheepskins, but many
of them do not spéak Turkish and evi-
dently they believed they were on a
brigandage expedition.

The fiasco of Enver’s partnership with
the German staff is reacting widely
among the Mohammedans.

Among the trophies taken to the Rus-
gian quarters is a great procession of
mules laden wita artillery shells in bas-
kets, and camels carrying parts of guns.

TODAY'S BEST RECIPE TO

German Coffee Bread.

This delicious fancy bread, excel-
lent to serve for a change at break-
fast, luncheon or supper, will cost
only about nine cents a loaf, if the
itemized expense is totaled iup as in
the first day’s recipe. Variety is an
absolute necessity in the family menu
and it is poor economy mot to obtain
it, even at the cost of a few extra
pennies a week.

The ingredients are one cup of
milk, six tablespoons lard, two cups
sugar, half teaspoon salt, one egg,
one-third yeast cake, one-quarter
pound raisins, three tablespoons but-
ter, one-third cup of sugar, and three
cups ‘of flour.

Christmas Peace at The Front

Notable Scenes When British and German Sol-
diers Fraternized

(London Times)

‘An officer in tae R. F. A. writes on
December 27:

“On Christmas Eve things were very
much as usual; it was a ‘glorious after-
noon and several aeroplanes were up
which were duly shot at by the Ger-
mans. I went down to pass the time of

day with an infantry regiment cown the| per

road. ‘The battery was firing, but it vas
* pn a particular place which I could rot
observe. About 6 o’clock things went
positively dead; there was not a sound.
Rven our own pet sniper went off duty.
Aé a rule he is relieved at 7.15 and sends
what tae telephonists call a ‘good-night
Iiss’ at 9.15. We sat round a fire all
evening, and about 11 o’clock a very ex-
cited infantry officer came alorig and told
us that all fighting was off, and the men
were fraternizing in between the trench-
es. We had seen lights flashing on the
Eu-n.pets earlier in the evening and there
ad been a good deal of noise going on.
Shouts from the Germans: ‘You English
why don’t you come out? and our brigat
knaves had replied with yells of ‘Wait-
er!” but that had all been a good deal
earlier. I walked down to the trenches
with the man; we did not worry about
sneaking down a communication trench,
we just walked across a couple of flelds,
mped over the parapet of our fire
trench and went out beyond our own
barbed wire. By that time all the men
were back in thelr trenches and there
was notaing much doing. They had
lights on the parapets, and there was
still a certain amount of noise, but no
shooting. It had been agreed between the
soldiers on both sides that there should
ge no firlng until midnight Christmas
ay.

“We went back to bed about 12.30 a.
m., and stood to arms as usual on
Christmas moming. I had s look around
and as nothing seemed to be doing went
along to see some other people; they

i confirmed tae news of the truce. It was
all privately, and started by
one of our fellows going across! I think
he was rather brave to be the first to
do it. I arranged to go down tq their
trenches after breakfast, as they have a
place where they are only about 70 to
80 yards apart. Then the Colonel and
——came out to see the fun. They ar-
rived about 11 o’clock and T was on my
way back. You can hardly imaging it;
the only sentries were two unarmed
ones to keep our men from straying out
beyond the barbed wire! All our fellows
were digging in tae open and theirs weve
doing the same. The only thing forbid-
jen was to make any improwement to
the barbed wire. Further they agreed
that if by mistake a single shot was fired
It was not to be taken as an act of war.
and an-apology would be accepted; also
that firing would not be opened without

ue warning on both sides.

“Finally we all walked out and one of
their officers came to meet us. We all
saluted, shook hands, and exchanged cig-
arettes. Unfortunately they understood
no French or Englisa, and we could not
muster a word of German between us.
You will rather gather that conversation
languished. Finally they got a man out
of the trenches who had lived for some
years in America, and he acted as inter-
preter. The officers were little more
than boys, and one of them had already
been wounded. They were intensely po-
lite and there was any amount of click-
ing of 'icels. The soldiers all seemed ra-
ther young,but they did not appear
very despondent or underfed. One man
informed us that he had been told that
Russia had been defeated, and that the
war would be over in three weeks. An-
other begged an officer on our side to
send his photograph to his sister, who
lives in Liverpool. I know that is true
because the officer showed me the photo.
Secems a strange idea to take a stock
of one’s photographs on active servite,
but taere you are! One thing we did
notice was that some of them were shy
of uniforms, but that may have been
merely owing to the fact that they were
in the trenches and trying to save their
uniforms. The Germans were ‘all for
the truce lasting for 48 hours, but we
stuck out for midnight on Christmas.

“Then we had lunca—pheasant and
partridge; plum pudding and pate de
foie gras, washed down by rum and hot
water, eaten in a house which really as
a house is wasting its time. The upper
floor has simply gone, and certainly half
one wall of the room they live in. The
pictures you see give you a fair idea
of what the places are like and I sup-

pose there is a-risk in indabiting them.
They all have “funk holes” dug close at
hand, and if Johnson gets busy every
one clears out. After lunch I went back.
to the observation post. The road along
there is honestly, as a rule, rather. infest-
ed with bullets; it seemed so strange;to
walk along it and never hear the whis-
of ome. —prought tae sergeant-
major out in-the afternoon, and we walk-
ed along the front of our trenches for
nearly two miles!: The sergeant-major
has not got over-it yet; his remarks
were, ‘It is ’ardly credible’ and ‘I never
would ’ave believed it ”

An Exchange of Cigars:

A major in the Leigestershire Regi-
ment writes on Christ Day:

“Even out here there is a time of peace
and ‘good will. DI've just -spent an- hour
talking to'the German officers and men,
who have drawn a line half way between
our left trenches and theirs and have all
met our men and officers there. We ex-
changed cigars, cigarettes and papers.
They are jolly, cheery fellows for the
most part, and it seems so silly under
the circumstances to be fighting them.
Firing hes practically stopped, and it
is 'only when our men start repairing
wire entanglements that they send along
some warning shots. Last night a select
band of officers and men sang carols to
them and they did ditto.”

A major in the R. A. M..C. writes
on Christmas Day: ' ,

“The most extraordinary scenes. took
place between the. treriches. In front of
our bit our men and the Germans got
out of their trenches and mixed together
talking, exchanging cigaréttes, etc. Some
of our people actuslly went into their
trenches and stayed there for some time,
being entertained by the' enemy! All
joined together in a sing-song, each side
taking it in turn to.sing a song, and fin-
ally they ended up with ‘God: Save the

.’ in which the ‘Saxons sang most
heartily! This is absolutely true. One
of our men was given a.bottle of wine
in which to. drink the ' King’s health.
The —— Regiment actually had a foot-
ball match with the Saxons, who beat
them 3-2! These people said they would
not shoot our men, but warned: them
against those on their (Saxon’s) left.
Some men of one of our regiments op-
posite them went out of their trenches
just as the ‘others had dane, but the en-
emy—now thought to be Prussians—told
them to go-back and fired on them' be-
fore they had regained their trenches.
The Saxons and our, people opposite
them have arranged a sing-song for to-
night, having mutually agreed:not ‘to re-
open hostilities before midnight.”

A Remarkable Photograph.

A member of the London Rifle Brig-
ade writes: b i

“We had rather an interesting  time
in the trenches on Christmas Eve and
Christmas Day. We were in some places
less than 100 s from the Germans,
and held conversations with them across.
It was agreed in-our part of the firing
line that there should be no firing and
no thought of war on Christmas Eve and
Day, so they sang and played. to us sev-
eral of their own tgnes and some of ours,
such as ‘Home, Sweet Home,’ “Tipper-
ary; etc, while we did the ssme for
them. The regiment on our left all got
out of their trenches, and every time a
flare went up they simply stood there,
cheered, and waved their ‘hats, and not
a shot was fired on them. The singing

!and playing continued all night, and the

next day (Christmas) our fellows -paid
a visit to the German - trenches, and
they did likewise. Cigarettes, cigars, ad-
dresses, etc., were exchanged and every
one, friend and foe, were real good 1s.
One of the German officers took a photo
of English and German. soldiers arm-in-

iarm with exchanged caps and helmets.

“On Christmas Eve the Germans burn,
ed colored lights and candles along the
top of their trenches, and on:Christmas
Day a football match was played be-
tween them and us in frqnt of the
trench. They even allowed us.to bury
alk our dead lying in front, and some of
them, with ‘hats in hand, brought in‘one
of our dead officers frgm behind their
trench, so that we could bury him de-
cently. They were really. magnificent' in
the whole thing and jolly'good sorts. .1
have now a very different opinion of the
German. Both sides have started. the
firing, and are already -enemjies, again.

Strange it all seems, doesn’t it.”

their nephew, Private Peter Connor, of
Company C. of the Indian Expedition-

ery Force now fighting in France. He is
a native of Pollokshaws, Scotland, and
is only twenty-two years of age. He
had just completed a course of study at
Lucknow last August when his regi-
ment was ordered to prepare for active
service. On August 17 they sailed from
|Bombay to Egypt. Upon arrival they
disembarked and made ready to repel
a strong force of Turks then said to be
marching towards the Suez canal with
the intention of destroying it. The let-
ter in part continued as follows:

“We stayed there for three months,
but we did not encounter any Turks so
we were ordered to sail for France. When
we arrived there it was raining heavily
gnd still continues to do so. 1t is also
very cold. but we do not mind that as
much as the rain, which makes life mis-
erable. Soon after my arrival here I re-
ceived a letter from mother saying that
my young brother Willie had returned
from the front wounded in the back and
hand. He was a member of the Black
Watch, and is now in Cambridge Hos-
pital, where he is rapidly recovering.

My regiment has just come out of the
trenches where we have been for the
last twelve days. The work is hard and
serious. In our first engagement we lost
nearly 400 men killed, wounded and cap-
tured. The fight took place in pitch
darkness, and the battlefield in the
morning was a terrible sight with the
killed and wounded strewn about every-
where. 1 was very lucky and did not
get a scratch. We are now resting in a
French village for a few days before we
go back to continue the fight. It is
very hard‘to say when this war will
end, but I think that the end of the
coming summer will see peace.”

Miss Lauretta Burke, of Newbury-
port, Mass., formerly of this city, writes
to the Times that she has received a let-
ter from one of the Canadian soldiers at
Salisbury Plain, George G. ‘Williamson,
of West St. John. In the letter he gave
some particulars about the life at Sal-
isbury Plain, and also about a trip to
London. He wrote that he had been
promoted to the field ambulance corps.
Charles Chase, another St John boy,
who is also a member of the Canadian
contingent, also wrote to Miss Burke’s
sister said that he was well and wish-
ed to be remembered to St. John friends.

The annual meeting of the maritime
division of tne National Council of the
Y. M. C. A. was held yesterday in
Truro. The national councll was repre—l
sented by Charles W. Biship of Toron-
to, general secretary for Canada, and A.
S. McAllister maritime field secretary.

J. F. Fraser of Halifax, . chairman of
the maritime committee, called the meet-

ing to order. There were representatives
from all the principal cities and most of
the important towns in the taree prov-
inces.

The opening devotional exercises were
in charge of J. W. McKeen of Halifax.
He gave a stirring address on humility
and service.

The report of Field Secretary McAl-
lister contained a resume of tae varied
and extensive programme of the last
year. He told of the older boys’ confer-
ences held in conjunction with the Sun-
day school associations. More than 800
older boys attended these conferences
and 262 of them took forward steps for
the Christian life. These conferences
brought the Sunday scaools and the Y.
M. C. A. very close together.

The Maritime Boys' Camp was a most
successful feature. It was seen on an in-
stitute basis this ‘year and forty older.
boys pledged their lives to definite
christian service.

At the New Brunswick Cadet Camp
for the 865 boys who attended, a pro-
gramme of games, athletics and charac-
ter talks was provided.

Work Among the Soldiers

Fifteen secretaries were employed to
carry on a Y- M. C. A. programme’
among the 5,000 men in the militia
camps at Aldersiot, Sussex and Char-
lottetown: The religious meetings were
attended by many and upward of 100
men made a decision for the christian
life. Reference was also made to the ex-
cellent work being carried on among the
men of the second contingent at St.
John and Halifax. i

Tn Student Work Y. M. C. A., work is
taking an important place in nine of the
institutions, of higher learning in the
maritime provinces. ' A very significant
fact was that this year for the first time
a team of Y. M. C. A. workers attended
the Canadian summer training sc¢aool a.t]
Lake Couchiching, Ont.

In Industrial and Immigration work
W. W. Lee did excellent service but had
to drop his: work to join the overseas Y.:
M. C. A. staff, which went with the
first contingent. !

Mr. McAllister thanked the press of '
the provinces, the local Y. M. C. A’s and
lthc clergy for taeir support and co-op-|
peration. e

The principal address of the confer-|
ence was given by Mr. Bishop. He re- !
ported on the outstanding problems and
achievements of the Y. M. C. A., work
for Canada. He said the situation creat-
ed by the war had proved the adability |
of the Y. M. C. A. to a new emergency.
Two weeks after the opening of the Val-
cartier camp thirty Y. M. C. A. secre-
taries were on tae ground-and soon there
was more than eighty men conducting |
a Y. M. C. A. programme for the first|
contingent. At present there were seven
Canadian secretaries at Salisbury Plain |
and the English Y. M. C. A., was spend- |
ing $100,000 for work among the men of |
the first contingent from Canada. At|
present there were sixty-eight secretaries |
at eleven points in Canada, doing work |
among the men of the second contingent.
Mr. Bishop also spoke of the religious
work of the organization. Tae 1500 de-
cisions made for the Christian life by the
Canadian soldiers were indicative of the
high religious tone. There was also rap-
idly developing a closer relationship of
the Y. M. C. A. to the church.
