A $50 Contribution From Boston—
Question of Objections Dealt

. With — Commissioner Says
There ‘Must be Some Misunder-
standing

Editor of the Times,

Sir:—Would you kindly allow me
gpace for an explanation of a project
which seems to be creating quite an in-
terest.

The Animal Rescue League, which the
ladies of the S. P. C. Auxiliary propose
starting is not a new preject. Ever since
Mrs. Huntington Smith, president of the
Animal Rescue League of Boston, was
here and lectured last autumn, we have
wished to start such a place as we had
long seen the need of it.

After Mrs. Smith’s return' to Boston
she wrote that a wealthy member of
her soc}ety had offered to glve $50 as a
contribution toward a shelter for anim-
als either in St. John or Halifax, and
Mrs. Smith kindly gave us the first offer.
" At a meeting of our society we de-
cided to accept the contribution. The
members pledged to collect a certain
amount in addition and we would go
ahead with the work, We also gave a
})cneﬂt concert, which was quite success-
ul.
The next thing was to get the place
and a suitable person to take charge;
there came the trouble, everyone says it
is a needed work; all say they are in
sympathy with it, but all say this is not
the place, get some other Jocality.

Now, why there should be more ob-
Jection to a place where homeless, lost
animals can be taken and made com-
fortable until humanely . disposed of,
than to those same cats and dogs
swarming our back yards and streets, in
search of food and water, mangy, dis-
tressed and starvihg, often played with
by the children, keeping us awake at
night and making us sore at héart when
we go abroad in the city, is hard to see.

The home in Boston is in 2 most cen-
tral part of the city. There are receiv-
ing stations in' all the suburbs and at
“the beathes; probably larger than any-
thing we could start in St. John. It is
there, a work of wide scope and sup-
ported by the best and wealthiest people
of Boston, visited by people from all
over the world. Other cities in the
United States and Canada have started
similar shelters with general appro-
bation. Is there no room for such a
place in St. John?

“How can we teach our children
mercy when in all this city there is no
place to which a suffering, wounded an-
imal may be taken, or a homeless one
sheltered till it can be mercifully put at
rest. Our work is condemned as a
nuisance before we even begin. Is this
Jjust? Few men would have kept at it
as patiently and persistently with so
many discouragements, and ‘now shall
we give up, return the fifty dollars and
let Halifax have a trial?

“There must be a misunderstanding if
the S. P. C. is under the impression that
the city is to turn over to them all the
dogs caught in the streets,” said Com-
missioner Potts with reference to an an-
nouncement made yesterday regarding
the plans of the society.

“The law provides certain regulations
for rounding up dogs and for their df3-
posal after being caught and it is- my
intention to carry out the law. The sug-
gestion that a dog pound would be lo-
cated in a residential district next door
to private houses was never made or en-
tertained at City Hall, and we have no
intention of encouraging such an idea.

“I was approached by representatives
of the soclety with reference to the de-
striction of worthless animals for which
purpose they are providing a mbdern
electric cage which would put the dogs
out of misery instantaneously and pain-
lessly. 1 willingly agreed to turn over
to them all dogs which could not be dis-
. posed of in any other way and on which
the ‘death penalty had been passed, but
there was no suggeation tbwt the live
animals should be turned over to them
also.”

YEARS AT HEL

Few Premiers Have Longer Record
—As Political Tactician, He is
Unequalled

London, July 4—Premier Asquith has
now held office for just six years, thus
exceeding in length the administration
of D’Israeli, who occupied the office from
1874 to 1880. - Since the days of Lord
Liverpool, who was prime minister for
fifteen -years, there have been only three
statesmen who have held the office for
a longer period , without a break, than
Mr. Asquith. Two of these, Lord Mel-
bourne and Lord Palmerston, each was
primé minister for about two months
longer than Mr. Asquith has been so
far. The third case is thot of Lord Sal-
ishury, who jvas prime minister for ex-
actly. seven years, from 1895 to 1902.

Lord P fy-during his long term
-of :power, was, like Mr. Asquith, leader
of the House of Commons, as well ds
prime minister. The others, however,
sat in the quietér atmosphere of the
House of Lords . The present prime
minister, too, has taken an extra burd-
en of the office of secretary of war, and
his administration has been at least as
full of hard work as any in modern
times. ! -2 {

Through it all Mr. Asquith, although
seems to
thrive. He has certainly aged somewhat,
but so have all those who have gone
through the last few strenuous years
with him. He is still the master of the
House of Commons, having no equal ex-
cept, perhaps, Mr. Balfour, in debate,
while' as a political tactician none come’
within miles of him.

QUARTER OF BEEF FOR 18
YEARS N COLD STORAGE

London, July 4—A_ quarter of beef
kept for eighteen years in cold storage
was exposed to the public view for an
hour and a half at the Smithfield mar-
kets recently. No test of its eating
qualities was ma({‘e, but the meat ap-
peared perfectly sound, although slight-
ly faded. It was put back into storage
to remain an object of curiosity, the
owners hoping it may be allowed to
complete a century,

The quarter was shipped from Bris-
bane, Australia, in February, 1896, to a
firm of military contractors at Malta,
who used it for experimental purposes.
When the government recently took over
the storage at Malta, the firm shipped
the piece to London.

INVESTIGATING AMERIGAN
BEEF CONTROL IN ENGLAND

London, July 4—The Corporation of
the City of London is holding a private
inquiry into the alleged control of the
English meat supply by the hig Am-
erican beef companies. It was proposed

at a recent meeting of the corporation!

that the development of these companies
be clipped by placing a limit upon the
number of stalls they may hold in the
Smithfield market, but upon adverse re-
port by a specia] committee, it was de-
cided not to interfere. 'The committee
reported that the conditions of the busi-
ness and the nature of the trade have
very materially changed during the last
ten years, and that the tendency to elim-
inate the middleman, or commission
agent( and to cencentrate the trade into
fewer hands had affected the meat trade
as well as other industries.

The corporation decided, however, by
ninety votes to seventy, to have a priv-
ate inquiry to ascertain which sections
of the market, if any, are under Ameri-
It is asserted that many of
the Smithfield salesmen are financed by
what is called “trust funds” but the ex-

GANADIANS WORKING IN STATES
MUST PAY INCOME TAX

Detroit, July 4—According to an in-
| terpretation of the income tax law,
iwhich has just been made by the De-
|partment of Internal Revenue at Wash-
lington, all Canadians employed in
American cities, but holding residence
in Canada, are subect to the tax of one
per cent. on their incomes. There is no
exemption granted up to any stated
amount of wages or salary as in the
case of Canadians living in the United
States, but the tax must be paid upon
an income of any kind, whether it be
the shop girl at a salary of $5 per week,
or the capitalist in receipt of his thou-
sands. All must settle.

It is estimated that more than $2,500
residents of Windsor will be affected by
this ruling.

‘T. J. Carter, Bsfore Royal Com-

mission, Somewhat Astray

Eridenpe Bears Out Telegraph
Report and it Will be Seen
That What Defence Counsel
Says Does Not Square With
Facts

In its report of the evidence before the
Royal Commission the Standard this
morning says:—

“Mr. Carvell was going on to make
a statement to the effect that Mr. Gould
had left the country, when Mr. T. J.
Carter, K. C,, said that he wished to call
the attention of the commission as to
what he declared to be an “absolute
falsehood” appearing in the St, John Tel-
egraph, when it appeared in headlines
that Mr. James H. Corbett had “left the
country.” As a 'matter of fact, Mr. Car-

vell said that, instead of leaving the .

country, Mr. Corbett had not been here
since. August of last year”

What the Telegraph did say regarding
Mr. Corbett was as follows:—

“The evidence shows that Mr. Corbett
left Canada about the same time as the
royal commission got to work and has
not returned since.”

It was also shown in evidence by Mr.
Corbett’s son. that Mr. Corbett sent a
letter to his son requesting him to see
Mr. Carvell and ask him not to sub-
poena him; but Mr, Carvell sent the

mcssenger all the way to St. Catherine’s,

Ontario, with the summons, and found
that Mr. Corbett had left the country.

Although
treated with derision even by its inven-
tors the new craft showed the possibili-
ties of the type and was the daddy of
the later models which have made such
a sensation.

From this beginning the idea was de-
veloped and improved until Mr. Hick-
man hit upon the present model “an
amazing craft that, in every feature, was
the reverse of an ordinary boat. The
new craft, which looks like an ordinary
boat split length-ways and then put to-
gether with the curving sides joining,
has surface propellors, the blades of
which are only half buried in the water,
side-plate rudders and a new style of
engine, with the result that there is “no
remnant of resemblance to anything be-
fore that ever sat the waters.”

Mr. Hickman’s aim has been to de-
velop a craft that will be as fast, as
safe, and as comfortable for water travel
as a motor car is for use on the land,
and he believes that he has achieved this
in his latest model.

Associated with Mr. Hickman in the
company which is marketing the new
boat, is former Governor Foss of Massa-
chusetts. Mr. Hickman’s engagement to
the daughter of Mr. Foss was announced
a few weeks ago.

are worth watching. The whole trouble
" with the Standard is that it does not
want the truth to come out, and every-
body knows that this is the trouble with
the Standard. If, however, too many of
the witnesses do not cross the border
or stay across the border there is a very
excellent prospect that the truth will
come out. The members of the Royal
Commission appear to be of the opinion
that somebody in this province could in-
duce Mr. W. H. Berry to return to give
evidence. Mr. Carvell says he is con-
vinced that a telegram from Premier
Flemming would bring Mr. Berry back.
Just what could be done to insure the
presence of Mr. James H. Corbett, Mr.
A. R. Gould and two others who have
not responded to their names the pro-
vincial governmenet might perhaps be
able to suggest, as these gentlemen have
government contracts and should be
willing to meet the wishes of the gov-
ernment in so small a matter as that
of telling what they know about the
‘financing of the Valley Railway.
Usually at this season of the year
there is a movement of tourists from
the United States into the balmy cli-
“mate of New Brunswick. It is to be
regretted that during the present season
there has been so marked and:so no-
ticeable a movement in the other direc-
tion ,although there might be of course
worse things than an exodus of con-
tractors and that sort. The Standard
miust surely see how important it is in
‘the interests of truth and justice, and in
'support of its contention and its boast
that there is nothing to conceal, that cer-
‘tain gentlemen now on the other side of
the line should be brought before the
Royal Commission. Who knows but
that their presence might even wWorse
confound the “blatant” Mr. Carvell, and

the utterly abandoned Telegraph and |

Times. FEven the faintest hope of such
a result should, one would think, inspire
the Standard to send a special commis-
sioner to beg them to return.

BRITAIN AND HOME RULE

--A  significant statement is made
relative to the attitude of the country
generally, in regard to Home Rule, by
the Manchester Guardian, in a review
of a recent pamphlet by Mr. J. A. Hob-
son. Mr. Hobson is an unsparing eritic
of the tory party. Pointing out that un-
til a few years ago that party believed it
held in the House of Lords an effective
check on democratic legislation, and that
its hopes were dashed by the Parliament
Act, he says that since that time the
tory policy has been to seek a substi-
tute for its old instrument of ascend-
ancy, and that in taking up the cause of
Sir Edward Carson and the extremists
in Ulster it was not actuated by a de-
sire to secure better terms for Ulster but
to regain in some way its old control
of -the machinery of the Constitution.
Having failed to break down the Par-
liament Act, and failed also to induce
the king to exercise the prerogative of
the crown, it fell back upon the army,
and the Curragh incident was the result.
Then came the gun-running episode and
the boast that the government was pow-
erless.

But while Mr. Hobson thus scathingly
denounces the tory party he also severe-
ly criticises the Asquith government for
its failure to take prompt action when
preparation and defiance were succeeded
by overt acts of violence. Where, he
asks, is the inaction or cowardice to
cease? In his view the failure of the
government to use the strong arm gives
encouragement to every lawless party
or movement in the state, and teaches
the lesson that the really effective argu-
ment against the government is the
argument of force.

The Manchester Guardian agrees with
Mr. Hobson that the government has
pursued a mistaken course, but has not
lost faith in its ability and determination
to meet the situation and take stern
measures, if in the end that course
should become necessary. We quote:—-

“As regards the immediate issue,
we do not share Mr. Hobson’s un-
ecompromising view. Mistakes have
no doubt been made. The Cur-
ragh incident was  preposterously
mismanaged, but that was
more by the government’s agents
than by the government, and the mis-
take is one which we should hope will
never ‘be repeated. The defiance of the
gun-running exploit ought, as we have
before urged, to have been met by the
strengthening of the Ulster garrisons,
and by any necessary changes in the
control of the police. Whether the whole
volunteer movement should have been
suppressed two years ago is a question
which may well be argued, but at least
the government may say in defence of
their refusal to do this that everybody
in Ireland was opposed to it. But these,
after all, are mere preliminaries, and the
real conflict has yet to come. The gov-
ernment, with the assent of the Nation-
tlists, have gone far in concession. In
sur judgment by so doing they have not
veakened but have strengthened their

done

position. It may be—the present temper
of the opposition appears to make it not
unlikely—that all possible concessions
will be refused. Then will come the test-
ing time. Will the government give way,
against their better judgment, in face of!
threats? We do not believe it. If they
do not give way will Ulster revolt? It
is possible. And then? That indeed
will be the moment when much, perhaps
all, that Mr. Hobson argues will be at
stake. If then the government were to
show themselves wanting they would
deserve all and more than all that he
has said against them. But if unhappily
that crisis should come we have faith
that they will do their duty, and most
assuredly the country will back them.”
If the crisis should come, says the
Manchester Guardian. “we have faith
that they will ‘do their duty, and most
assuredly the country will back them.”
It is because the Unionist leade’rs in the
House of Lords realize that the country
will back the government that they are
now endeavoring to undo’some of the
mischief which has been done with their
open or tacit approval.

his eyes, his ngse and mouth, and the
dock. Wash his feet but not his legs.

5—If the thermometer is 75 degrees
ot higher, wipe him all over with a wet
sponge. Use vinegar water if possible.
Do not turn the hose on him.

6.—Saturday hnight gre him a bran
mash, cold; and add a tablespoonful of
salt-petre.

7.—Do not usé a horse-hat, unless it is
a canopy-top hat. The ordinary bell-
shaped hat does more harm than good.

8.—A sponge on top of the head, or
even a cloth, is good if kept wet. If dry
it is worse than nothing. :

9.—If the horse is overcome by heat,
get him into the shade, remove harness
and bridle, wash out his mouth, sponge
him all over, shower his legs and givs
him four ounces of aromatic spirits of
ammorria, or two ounces of sweet spirits
of nitre, in a pint of water, or give him
a pint of coffee warm. Cool his head at
once, using cold water or, if necessary,
chopped ice, wrapped in a cloth.

10—If the horse is off his feed, try
him with two quarts of oats mixed with
bran, and a little water; and add a little
salt or sugar. Or give him oatmeal gruel
or barley water to drink.

11.—Watch your horse. If he stops
sweating ‘ suddenly, or if he Dbreathes
short and quick, or if his ears droop, or
if he stands with his legs braced side-
ways, he is in danger of a heat or sun
stroke and needs attention ai® once.

12—If it is 'so hot that the horse
sweats in the stable at night, tie. him
outside. ' Unless he cools off during the
night, he cannot well stand the next

day’s” heat,
ALASKA HAS BREAD LINE

(The Engineering and Mining Journal.)

When 1 landed in Juneau, Alaska,
with my family, I found more than 500
men in the bread line: A large part of
that crowd is made up of the “loaf if
possible” kind, but many are good men,
clear skin and eyed, and alert, who. are
really anxious for work, writes a prac-
tical machinist in The’ Engineering and
Mining Journal.

Having heard so much about the
Treadwell mines, I immediately applied
for work there as machine runner and
found each mine full handed, and those
working were holding up for friends
until they could get a job. I then tried
to get any kind of work, but could not
manage to be around when a man was
needed.- It takes ten minutes to cross
the channel from Juneau to Douglas and
the fare is 25¢. Douglas is the business

,ipart of the Treadwell camp with inde-

pendent stores, etc.

The living expenses in Juneau are too
high for a workingman's town ,and that
is all Juneau will ever be. For cx-
ample, a shave costs 25¢., beer 15c., ham
and eggs 35c.; hot cakes and coffee 20c,,
bank, 25¢.; bed 50c. to $1.50. No houses
aré for rent. Rooms rent from $20 a
month up, and you are lucky to find
one. Board is $1 a day by the month,
$1.35 for a single day, but it is good.
Clothing and wearing apparel is some-
what more than outside, but not enough
to warrant outfitting before coming in.

There are already more men in Alaska
than there will be jobs for during the
next year, and it is a good place for
working men to avoid unless thev are

J. O’Brien, of Frederictén,  assistant
secretary. Other directors ‘are F,
Fdgecombe, C. Fred Chestnut; C. K.

There is another very important thing
that prevents many boys and girls get-
ting good from their seaside holiday.
Many parents seem to think that it does
not matter when the children have their
meals, or what they have to eat while
on holiday.

It is a funny bhelief, and one which is
responsible for many injurious results.
Light, wholesome food should be given
to the children. Plenty of it at regular
hours. All indigestible and heavy stuff
should be taboo, se should irregular
meals.

Instead of letting them play about for
four or five hours without food, give
thém luncheon packets—some whole-
some biscuits, plain chocolate, fruit, a
bottle of milk, ete.

If the children suffer from heat-rash
when on holiday, bathe the skin with
ammoniated lavender water, and powder
with good violet powder. As a prevent-
-ion for such rashes, add a little solu-
tion of quassia chips to the washing wa-
ter, and never iet the children wash their
faces when they are overheated. .

(Continued from page 1)
Not Agreed as to Command.

As in the case with the cup defense
Yachts Resolute, Defiance and Vanitie,
there still' remains much to be done on
Shamrock IV before she sails -for Am-
erica laté this month. Several changes
in rig and ballast have already been
made -and- the experimenting and driid-
ing of the crew, will continue until the!
challenger is put under jury rig for the
long voyage to the cup course. All
this experimenting and improving meets
with the entire approval of.the English
yachting experts, but when it comes to
the crew and the skipper the same can-
fidence and support are lacking. In fact
the command and manning of the yacht
are the subject of much talk and wide
divergence of opinion. The old yachting
hands, while acknowledging that Cap-
tain Burton, who is to command, is
probably- the best racing man ‘in Great
Britain today, do not like the idea of
Captain - Sycamore, with all his experi-
ence of racing- off Sandy Hook, being
entirely eliminated.

This move was doubtless decided up-
on to avoid the friction that occurred in
1908, owing to a sort of dual command.
This year Captain Burton ‘will be in
sole command. He will have as his as-
sisbant, however, Captain Turner,. who
acted in a similar capacity for Burton
in most of the big races' in  English
witers, and recently on Sir Thomas Lip-
ton’s twenty-three metre yacht Sham-
rock in English regattas. Aside from
the-lack of experience in America Cup
races, Some doubt is expressed: among
racing vachtsmen -whether these ¢:two
will get as Tauch out of the crew as
would Captain Sycamore, who is better
known among the men forming the
crew. V7 ;

A yachtsmen who has had experience
with each of the yachts which ~Sir
Thomas ha¥ sent across the Atlantic ex-
presses the opinion that one of the chief
causes of failure in the past has been
the lack of training of the crews of the
Shamrocks, The Americans, he points
out, spend weeks in getting their erews
into training, and hour after hour they
are put through practice of lowering and
raising sails, ‘until orders given by the
captain aré carried out with a quickness
that is @ marvel and surprise to Eng-
lish yachtsmen. While the Americans
are practising, he said, the British crews
take life easy. The result is seen when
the race is on, since quickness in carry-
ing out orders marks the difference be-
tween success and defeat.

That Captain Burton realizes this is
shown by the fact that the Shamrock
{IV men are being drilled harder than
any previous cup challenging crew.
Those who are inclined to be pessimis-
tic, however, contend that the real test
wil come when the amateur skipper of
Shamrock IV endeavors to.arouse the
enthusiasm in the crew necessary to
bring about the utmost speed and harm-
ony among its individual members. They
hold to the opinion that a veteran pro-
fessional like Captain Sycamore can al-
ways get better,results from the men
before the mast than an amateur. Time
alone can solve this problem, which is of
far greater importance than would ap-
pear from surface indications

London, July 4—In all the enthusiasm
of preparation for the great yacht race
for the America’s cup next fall, it has
escaped general notice that a woman
will figure largely in the contest. On
board Sir Thomas Lipton’s challenger,
{ Shamrock IV, will be Mrs. W. P. Bur-

[ but for service at tlie wheel, holding the
stop watch for her husband while the
yacht is jockeying for position just be-
fore the start of the race. This is some-
thing which Captain Burton says he
would entrust to no one but his wife.
With her aid he is sure the Shamrock
will be close to the starting line when
the gun is fired. :

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HTORY OF HIEH SCAOOL

A Valuable and Interesting Local
Book Just Published

The history of the St. John High
School, which - has been published, is
the result of two years of arduous work
on the part of a committee of the High
School Alumni Asosciation and the pro-
duct of their efforts.is well worthy the
high standards always held by the in-
stitution whose history the book records.

In appearance the volume is all that
could be desired. It is finely printed on
excellent paper, embellished with many
photographie illustrations and bound in
grey cloth with the school monogram in
red letters on the front cover, red and
grey being the school colors.

mar School, which was founded more
than a century ago, the book deals with
the career of the boys’ grammar school
and the girls’ high school which took its
place after the destruction of the old in-
stitution by iR and continues with the
record of the present high school for
both boys and girls, bringing the history
down to the present year.

Owing to the destruction of many
of the records in the big fire and also to
the fact that records of many phases
of the work were not kept in easily ac-
cessible form, thework of the authors in-
volved a great amount of time and labor.
They have been succesful, however, in
presenting a remarkably complete ac-
count of the schools. A complete list of
graduates since 1872 is given and the
names of medal winners goes back to
1881.

In addition to the account of the or-
dinary scheol -work the history deals al-
so with the other activities of the schol-
ars and considerable space is given to
the athletic’ record of the more recent
classes. Biographical sketches of some
of the former masters also form an in-
teresting feature,

Altogether the new work forms a
valuable addition to loca] historical re-
cords and gives, in convenient form,
much information of interest to all cit-
izens and especially to the graduates of
the local high schools. Much of the}
credit for its preparation is due to Miss
Jesise Lawgon, Mrs. Harold Lawrence,
land Miss Alice K. Walker, who have
devoted most of their spare time during
the last two years to the work.

For British Farm Hands

Dominion Must Offer Better Wages and Yearly
Engagements if She is to Compete Successfully

" For English Agricultural Workers With Her Most
Active Rival, the British Farmer

(Times Specia! Correspondence)

London, June 28—Ahnost every report
from. Canada emphasises the need of
more skilled farm-laborers ‘and.the de-
parture of every steamer tfrom these
shores for Canada emphasises the fact
that the British farm-laborer does not
intend to supply the need. The an-
nouncement of the Canadian emigration
office’ that there will be two million
acres more under crop in western Can-
ada than at any previous time findicates
that this question” will become more
serfous and the time ¥s.opportune for
an extended examination of conditions
on this side. It may be unwelcome news
to the Canadian farmer, but after a care-
ful enquiry one is forced to the con-
clusion. that, wages must be raised if the
supply of British farm hands te Can-
ada js to be continued.

Let me recite the reasons which are
given to account for the reduction of
eémigration to Canada this year:—

An unusual and sustained industrial
prosperity; the adverse reports - from
Canada; the political situation in Ire-
‘land@l; the competition of Australia. All
these: have had some influence but the
governing factor is that wages have in-
creased in Great Britain and that Can-
ada’s strongest competitor for men is
the British farmer.

‘Wages Higher

The ‘cagricultura] laborer has come
into his own in so far that wages are
being generally increased and the most
ﬁownt sign of his emancipation is that

e is able to sustain a strike like any
modern trades-unionist. To the average
Canadian the increase may seem -very
‘ small but to the man ' recelving it here
it means just the difference between
sK:ding all he has to‘live and being

-able to save a little each-week. The sig-
- 'nificance-of this will -be:gathered by ‘re-
-membering that the typieal farm labor-
‘er-now is the son or grandson or- great-
grandson of men and women of the
same class who for generation after gen-
eration, have brought up families on an
average of sixteen shillings a week wages.

If the weekly increase of wages amount-
ed to only two shillings it means an ad-

dition of .one-eighth to the family’s rgv-

Canada’s demand for house seryants is |
only secondary in importance to her re-|
quirements of men, The difficulty of se-!

For
example in London alone during the last
decade the number of unmarried females
over the age of fifteen years engaged in
industrial occupations increased by 86,-
000, while during the same period the
number of female domestic servants
over fifteen years decreased by 81,000.
This means, according to the experts,.
that the time is rapidly approaching!
when the occupation of house servants!
will be placed on a much higher scale
and will be remunerated on the basis of
a day’s pay for a day’s work so that
those engaged therein 'will have equal
advantages with their sisters who .are
engaged in industria] occupations. The
Commonwealth Government arranges a
reduced fare of $15 for servant girls: and
of that amount half is paid to the ship-
ping agent.

CANADAN FINANCIAL
MATTERS IN- LONDON

Sir Wm. Van Horne and F. W.
Field Answer Stories of De-
pression

(Times Special Corr ,b dence)

London, June 23—There is a fine fla-
vor in the statement of Sir William Van
Horne who, when asked as to the alleg-
ed financial depression in Canada replied
“I had not, heard of it until I came to
London,” The name of Van Horne
stands' high in the regard of financial
men here; and the interviews he has
given are very efféctive in their brevity
and logic. i

Considerable attention has also been
given to the statements of Fred W. Field
editor of the Monetary Times, and here
again the views are accepted as those
of an expert. It is well that men com-
petent to speak with authority should
point out that much of the blame which
Canada bears should be b#rne by Lon-
don. Mr. Field says: -

“While it is true that the English in-
vestor has sustained losses in connéction
with certain Canadian' ' securities, the

{ fault in several instances has been real-

ly in London. Such was the case in the
most recent failure.”

He struck just the right note when he
said: 5 ;

“Canadians will always accept, I feel
sure, the justly formed opinions of the
London market regarding the dominion.
Canada, however, need not be made the
scapegoat in a dull market here”

In a quiet but none the less effective
way Mr. Field has got home sevéral im-
portant points which will be standard
long after he has gone.

Much benefit to Canada is expected
from the visit of Mr. Perley. He will,
1 understand, tdkeé an -early ‘opportunity
of publicly assuritig ‘financial London
that ‘Canadian ‘conditions " are healthy;

“Boss Could Not Keep Her

When the first slight. coughing com-
menced she thought-nothing of it un-
til the “boss” in-a big store where she
was on a cash ‘register told her that he
could no longer keep-her. Perhaps mer-
cifully, he refrained.from telling the rea-
son. But the girl'soon learned that. Mont-
real does not want consumptives; she
was told so inh a hundred 'different ways
by a hundred different people, and she
went, hopelessly and wearily, to the
Charity Organization Society.

By this time the cough was no longer
a little “hack” it was a racking cough
that alarmed Rufus Smith, secretary of
the association. But it was- not bad
enough. Had the girl hen a little further
advanced in the disease; had there been
no hope that good food, pure air and de-
cent treatment might restore health, she
might have found a’ refuge. Montreal has
a Home for Incurables. This girl is not
an incurable; so there is no place for her
in the big city. Soon, however, she will
be; an. incurable and when pronounced
as such by a physician, the city will take
care of her. Until then the Charity Or-
ganization Society is doing what it can.

Empire Postal Reform

Sir Henniker Heaton’s Suggestions Also For World
Wide Cable Rate Reduction

(Times’ Special’ Correspondence).

London, June 28—As the man who in-
troduced the imperial penny post and
other  valuable postal reforms,. Sir J.
Henniker Heaton 'has a prior right to
maintain a watchful eye on the activities

of the British post office. Following his
custom for many. yegrs he has just ad-
dressed his  annyal : letter to the post-
master-general,. sybmitting suggestions
for the improyement of the postal and
telegraphic . serviges.

His penny post scheme showed how
far he was in advance of his time, and
his- latest proposals reveal a mind which
leaps over barriers of entrenched custom
and declines to be surpressed by official-
dom. . The champion of postal reform
springs - several . suggestions extremely
revolutionary . in. character. Twenty
years hence these proposals may come
to fruititiod and we will have the same
feeling with regard to them as we have
in remembering . now - that less - than
twenty years ago. there was no imperial
penny post.

He scores a .good point when referring
to the postmatser-general’s attitude to-
wards empire ppstal co-operation.

“In making ‘arrangements with the do-
minions and ‘colonies,” he writes, “he
is expected to effect a good bargain for
the home government. So we witnessed
the curious -haggling with Canada re-
cently over the cost of shipping printedl
matter to the dominion. In short our
postmaster-general is governed by paro-;
chial, not imperial, conceptions of duty.”|

From his Australian experience he se-
cures many illustrations, some of which
arc of course true, of Canada.

“I. can send a telegram of sixteen
words one end of Australia to the other,
a distance of - 7,500 miles, for one shil-
ling,”, he writes. . “Our postage to
Kurope, even to:Calais or Ostend, is 2
1-2 pence per letter. I can send a letter
all over Australia (7,500 miles) for
one pence. Yet -the population of
Furope numbers 400 millions, and\
every village is connected up with the|
ramifications of the telegraph. In Aus-!
tralia there are some five millions dis-
tributed' in “the:thin red line” round
that huge, uninhabited hinterland. What
a noble lesson is set to proud, populous,
and wealthy Rurope ! If this system
were adopted in Europe, and then ex-
tended to other parts of the earth, as|
it might be the abolition of political
frontiers for postal and telegraph ser-
vices, I could send a telegram from Lon-
don to Peking or Vladivestok for one
slilling, since those places are exactly
7,500 miles from London or Paris. It
seems 40 me monstrous that a telegram
from London to India, 8,600 miles distant
by land, is charged 32 shillings for six-
teen words, whereas in Australia we
can telegraph . twice the distance at a}
charge of one shilling for sixteen words.”

His cure for the existing ills is the
appointment of an imperial postmaster
who should be absolutely independent
of the home postmatser-general.

“The imperial postmaster-general
would control all postal and telegraphic
husiness affecting the empire as a whole;
inncluding the cable system and the out-
going wireless system, with their land
connections; and the mails for and from
the dominions and colonies and foreign
countries ,the service for transmitting
money between the mother country and
the colonies, or foreign countries; and
the pocket sergice. He would take over
the staff now employed in these services,
with .a sufficient number of rooms at
St. Martin’s-le-Grand. It would be ad-
visable To place at his disposal a con-

Suppose we install a plant for $50,000
and assume that the plant will last 20
years. If will wear out at the rate of 5
per cent per year for 20 years, at the
end of which time the original plant will
have gonme, and so will the original in-
vestment of $50,000. If this annual
charge is put into a fund with which to
buy a new plant to replace the one worn
out, it is.called a sinking fund, comments
the editor of Power. -

1t should be understood that it is
most difficult to tell how long a plant
will give useful service, and therefore
deprecjation rates as usually assigned
are really only an ‘approximation. The
interest to be added to the depreciation
charge is governed by the interest rates
current in any particular locality.

Experience teaches that different ap-
paratus in any plant does not depreciate
uniformly; some kinds having much
shorter lives than others. Then, too, cer-
tain parts of a machine may wear, out
several times before the rest has deter-
iorated.” The practical result is that to
avoid great compléxity of accounts we
should and usually do, include the whole
plant in the depreeiation charge.

The depreciation charge is based on
and equal to' the life deterioration rate,
but it represents an amount of money
which is the same percentage of the or-
iginal investment, 100 per cent; as the
deterioration rate is a percentage of the
useful life of the plant, 100 per cent. The

Austria had not ranted
a similar concession fo any foreig com=
pany, and the fact that a Canadia com=
pany was successful where ewn the
permier British lines could not hbtain
an entry constituted a severe reuff to
the German shipping king Herr Ballin
who considers himself to be slpping
lord of Europe.

was used to upset the arrangemer: he-
tween the Austro-Hungarian - geern-
ment and the C. P. R. and in thiscase
he was temporarily successful.

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UNSUCCESSFUL IMPROVEMENT

Melba Has Now Promised to

Both Opera and the Classic
ot The Humblest

Sing at The “Old Vic.,” Which

Stands in One of London’s Dingiest Quarters and Provides

Drama at a Price Within Reach

Otherwise the Ro
speare can be heard for four cents,

(Times Special Correspondence.)

London, June 25—If you some day
should behold the announcement, “Mel-
ba Sings Here Tonight; ’Admisison
Four Cents,” over a decidedly dubious-
looking hall in a mean street, it would

be likely to give you “a jar,” would it
not? Well, Melba has not yet actually
sung at the “Old Vie,” ‘which stands in
Waterloo road, one of London’s grub-
biest thoroughfares, and surely is one of
the most extraordinary places of enter-
tainment—and instruction—in the world,
but she has promised to do so, and what
ijs more has just donated $250 to the
funds of the place.

Meanwhile should you pay a visit to
the Royal Victoria Hall, (to call it by
its proper name), you will be able, on
different nights, to hear grand opera
sung by really accomplished artists and
see Shakespeare played by capable act-
ors, not to mention hearing lec-
tures on all sorts of topics by men as
famous as Shackleton .at prices ranging
from four cents to fifty—the latter, by
the way, being the price for a box.

It is true that the strains of “Rigo-
letto” as performed (sometimes by art-
ists from the Royal Opera House at
Covent Garden), at the “Old Vic” may
occasionally be interrupted by a dog-
fight in the pit, and that American rag-
time may, and probably will be played
between the acts and even between the
scenes of the Shakespeare plays, but one
cannot have everything, and, on the
whole, the behavior of the audiences
there is one of the most striking things
about the “Old Vie,” which exists to
provide uplifting entertainment for the
poor inhaﬁ)ltants of the surrounding
grimy neighborhoods.

I speak from experience, for on the
night when I visited the “Old Vic” to
witness the “try-out” of a little play
written by a novelist of renown and
acted by a singer who is far from un-
known, I believe I was the least atten-
tive listener to the lecture which preced-
ed the little piece. The subject “Paper
Making,” was dealt with by an expert
in a technical fashion that was too much
for my interest, yet this audience of
slum-dwellers from the New Cut and
the dingy purlieus round about Water-
loo Station followed the speaker with,
apparently, complete enjoyment, ap-
plauding whenever a specially striking
point was made, and laughing whole-
heartedly whenever a humorous note
was struck.

On opera nights the roughest “gal-
lery-boy” who has paid tuppence for his
geat, sits spell-bound as the beautiful
strains of Seibel’s song mount upon the
heated air, and woe betide a late-comer
wearing squeaky boots. He subsides
crushed beneath the angry “shs!” and
indignant glances of his neighbors.

The “Old Vie,” in fact, which holds
2,000 persons and is almost always pack-
ed, is used quite a lot by folk who have
any kind of an artistic experiment which
they want to try “on the dog,” as it
were, and more than once an appearance
on the stage there has been the prelude,
in some humble aspirant’s history, to an
engagement in the West. End or the
provinces.

The Royal Victoria Hall has its own
opera and theatrical company,—this
week the latter have been giving
“Twelfth Night” before enraptured aud-
iences—but every now and then, as has
heen said, one of the really big stars
from Covent Garden pays a surprise vis-
it. For example, George Wilber Reed,
over whom the Berlin critics raved, has
sung in “Faust” at the “Old Vie” more
than once, and has told the writer of
coming out bhehind some of his humble
auditors and hearing them calmly com-
paring Brahmns with Bach and Verdi
with Bizet and generally talking in a
fashion amazing to folk who speak air-
ily of the ‘“‘lower clagses.”

A Checkered Career

The “Old Vie” which deserves its ad-
jective, having existed for nearly 100
years,—has had a checkered career. Back
in 1816, when the south side was the
fashionable residential quarter for the
well-to~do merchants who had business-
es in the city, the theatre was built as a
first class home for classical drama, and
rejoiced in the name of the Coburg The-
atre. Paganini played the violin there
amid scenes of wild enthusiasm, his car-
riage being dragged by cheering crowds
down the Waterloo road which was then
a widely different thoroughfare from the
distinetly unsavory one that Londoners
know today. [l.ater, the theatre became
the headquarters for blood-curdling
melodrama, until, as the neighborhood
deteriorated, it became rough and rowdy
and a proverb for all that was disord-
erly. In those days, the majoritv of
the auditors attended with hottles of
dring in their pockets. These, when emp-
tied. were aimed at the heads of the nal-

ice who attempted to keep order. On
the night when boxing matches were
held, pandemonium reigned, the gallery
had to be “cleared, and many broken
heads were the result.

After many vicissitudes, in 1881, the
hall was taken over by two ardent re-
form workers, Lord Mount Temple, and
Miss Cons, the latter of whom was the
guiding spirit of the movement till her
death two years ago. ‘It was she who
inaugurated grand opera at the “Old
Vic”—the original entertainment had
been a vaniety bill—and during her
twenty-nine years of voluntary labor, she
kept a watchful eye on all that went
on. Her tact, firmness and perseverance

| made what seemed like an almost hope-

less task possible, and whether she was
dealing with variety artists, musical
geniuses, science or temperance lectur-
ers, staff or employes, her genius for or-
ganization stood her in good stead.

It was she who induced the late Queen
Victoria to visit the Coburg, as it still
was called, in 1882,%and it thereafter took
its name from heér, and gradually got
its present abbreviation thereof. After
the death of Miss Cons, her niece, Miss
Baylis, who had helped her for some
years, took up the task with pluck and
determination, resolved, if possible, to
carry on the work which brings some
light and brightness into the lives of so
many poor folk in this rich metropolis.

FLRESTS AND NAVIGATION

(Ottawa Bulletin)

It has been urged that in the interests
of navigation the dominion government
should purchase such denuded forest

land in the eastern provinces as might

be necessary to reforest in order to pre-
vent floods and the filling up of styeams
with sediment. In this connection the
report on the Trent Watershed Survey,
recently published by the Commission of
Conservation, is of considerable interest.
In this region of Ontario, as a result of
fires, 150,000 acres are practically a des-
ert and the report urges a policy of for-
est. conservation under dominion, pro-
vinicial or municipal control, in order to
p¥eserve the ~ usefulness of the Trent
Valley canal in which more than $10,-
000,000 is invested, There are many such
barren areas in the eastérn provinces,
which with the assistance of the domin-
ion government might be made to pro-

«| duce valuable forest crops.

In Canada disastrous.floods and .low-
water stages have been largely prevented
ed by the timely action of the dominion
government in setting aside as forest re-
serves the wooded slopes where the
great rivers of the interior of the domin-
ion have their origin. On the east slope
of the Rocky Mountains over 20,896
square miles of non-agricultural = land
have been thus reserved, for the
double purpose of regulating the run-off
and of provididng a perpetual supply of
timber to meet the ever increasing needs
of the prairie settlers. In the Railway
Belt - in- British Columbia smaller re-
serves have also been set aside, chiefly
for the purpose of maintaining a steady
flow in the streams on which.the fruit-
gr?wing industry is absolutely depend-
ent.

After a struggle which lasted more
than ten years the friends of conservation
in the United States succeeded in pass-
ing the Week’s Bill on March 1, 1911,
‘for the acquisition of lands for the pur-
posce of conserving the navigability of
navigable rivers” by maintaining on
these acquired watersheds a perpetual
growth of forest which would preserve
the regularity of the stream-flow, thus
aiding navigation and water-power de-
velopment, and would also prevent soil
erosion and' the resultant filling up of
the streams with sediment.

The bill was fought bitterly by interests
who attempted to prove that forests do
not restrain floods or regulate stream-
flow, but their arguments were totally
House of Represent-
atives.

It was then sought to prove the pro-
vision for the purchase of state or pri-
vate lands by the federal government to
be unconstitutional, but the committee
on the judiciary, after thorough consid-
eration, affirmed that “congress had the
constitutional power to acquire lands
and forest reserves in a state by pur-
chase, condemnation or otherwise, as an
aid to navigation, if it be made to ap-
pear to congress that such reserves ma-
terially or substantially aid navigation.
That forests reserves had this influence
was “made to appear” to congress, the
Weeks bill was passed and since then
there have been purchased or approved
for purchase over 65,000 acres of denud-
ed timberlands in the Appalachian
Mountains, which will be, when neces-
sary, artificially reforested in order' to
bring under control the excessive floods
which have caused such damage along
the Ohio and other rivers having their
sources in these mountains.

THE BIG: LEAGUES

The Position at Present Compared
To Last Two Seasons

New York, July 4—With the major
league baseball clubs about to enter upon
the second half of their 1914 campaign
a comparison with the records of the
last two years develops some interesting
data regarding the strength and weak-
ness of the teams of the National and
American circuits. In the senior organi-
zation the New York Giants led their
league on July 1 in both 1912 and 1913.
Two years ago the McGrawites were
making a runaway race of the pennant
contest, having won fifty and lost eleven
games for an average of .880. Pittsburgh
was second with thirty-seven games won
and twenty-five lost, giving the Pirates
a percentage of .597. Chicago with .567
was third, having lost twenty-six games
and won thirty-four. Cincinnati complet-
ed the first divisjon with thirty-five vice-
tories and thirty-two defeats, the Red's
percentage being .522. Philadelphia,
Brooklyn, St. Louis and Boston follow-
ed in the order named with percentages
of .423, 407, .391 and .308 respectively.

Last season’s standing showed several
marked changes over this order, for
while the Giants were showing the way,
their lead was of the marrowest margin,
for Philadelphia was in second place and
Brooklyn following the;Quakers closely.
In fact but .120 points séparated the first
four teams against approximately. 800 in
1912. The New York club, ultimate win-
ners of the pennant, had a percentage
of .685 to Philadelphia’s .683. The Giants
had won forty games and lost twenty-
three. while the Quakers’ score stood
thirty-eight games won and twenty-two
lost. Brooklyn, which held sixth place in
1912, was but 76 points pehind the sec-
ond place club, haying won thirty-four
games and. lost twenty-seven. Chicago
completed the list of figgt division teams
with a percentage- of #65,- The second
half of the league standing'was occupi-
ed by Pittsburgh, St. Louis, Boston and

Cleveland, Detroit, New York and St.

Last season the Athletics held such a
lead that the fans were already begin-
ning to concede the pennant to Connie
Mack’s players, With forty-eight games
won and seventeen lost, the Philadelphia
club showed a percentage of .788 against
Cleveland’s .600 for forty-two games won
and twenty-eight lost. Chicago was
again in third place with thirty-nine vic-
tories and thirty-two deféats, giving the
White Sox .549. Washington, while not
going as strong as in 1912, still manag-
ed to hold fourth place, thirteen points
behind Chicago and five points ahead of
Boston, which in one year had dropped
from first to fifth place. Detroit, St.
Louis and New York brought up in the
rear as they did in 1912.

Husband of Actress, Mr. Hull,
So Testifies

WO INCOME, HE AVERS

Action to Determine Ability To
Settle $2,628 Judgment Award-
ed Woman Hurt By His Auto-

mobile

Testimony given before a referee in
bankruptcy in New York by Howard
Hull, whose wife is Miss Margaret An-
glin, actress, revealed that Mr. Hull has
been supported .by his wife since the
time of their marriage three years ago.
Mr. Hull admitted frankly and without
hesitation that Miss Anglin furnished
their house, paid his car fare, bought his
clothing and provided him with all his
spending money. He also admitted that
he did not work, and had at the present
time no means of livelihood except that
provided by his wife.

The examination of Mr. Hull was be-
fore William H. Willis, referee. It was
to determine the ability of @r. Hull to
pay a judgment for $2,628.50 obtained
dgainst him several months ago by
Katherine Cooper,  a negress, who suf-
fered permanent injuries when she was
knocked down at Fifth and Thirty-third
street on September 4, 1912, by. an auto-
mobile owned by Mr. Hull. Both Mr.
and Mrs. Hull were passengers in the
automobile at the time. - Since'the judg-
ment was obtained Mr. Hull has had to
recourse to the bankruptcy courts.

Replying to questions of Thomas P.
de Graffenried, counsel for the plaint-
iff, Mr. Hull said that his address was
No. 61 East Ninety-third street.

“Do you keep house at that address?”

Mr. Hull testified that all the house
furnishings belonged to his wife and
that she paid all necessary expenses.

“At the time you filed your petition
hereing on May 12 last, what was your
business, if any?” asked sthe lawyer.

“On what -do. you depend for your
support and livelihood?”

“Money that I get from my wife”
replied Mr. Hull.

“Do you mean to say that your wife
supports you absolutely ?”

“T do,” answered Mr. Hull. :

“How long has she been supporting
you?” .

“About ever since we have been mar-
ried.”

“Has she been paying all your person-
al. expenses?” asked Mr. de Graffenried.

“Yes,” replied Mr. Hull.

“Paid for your clothing?”

ilYes.”

“Carfare?”

“Yes.”.

In like manner Mr. Hull testified that
his. wife pays all his incidental expenses,
including his dues in the Players’ Club;
all household expenses, servants’ hire,
grocers’ and other bills.

Mr. Hull said that he was by pro-
fession an actor, but that he had had
no engagements to act for more than
four years.

“I have read plays for my wife,” he
said, “and I have helped her as one
would naturally expect a husband to
help his wife. .I might say that I was
her personal representative. For in-
stance, if you wanted to see my wife
you would have to see me first unless
you already knew her or one of her
managers. But I receive no salary for
this work.” ;
