New York, May 16—Traffic police­
men and apartment house runners and 
hall men “boost” the trade of taxicab 
companies to return for tips, the district 
attorney’s office learned yesterday in 
connection with the grand jury investi­
gation of the board of aldermen’s fail­
ure to pass a city ordinance regulating 
the taxicab rates for the public. The 
taxicab companies paid out an average- 
of $15,000 a year, giving fifteen cents 
for each taxicab call obtained frotn 
apartment house employes and more to 
a policeman.

A very-Xvorkman-like canister of ex­
plosives with a clockwork attachment, 
was found in the Rotherhithe public li­
brary in the southeast of London this 
morning. It was labelled “votes for wo­
men.”

The bomb was placed, according to 
the belief prevailing in some quarters, 
by a man. The police suspect that many 
men have been engaged by the officers 
of the militants for this work.

Another machine was found today in 
the letter box of the Wandsworth dis­
trict postoffice in the southwest of Lon­
don. It consisted of a gloss tube con­
taining fluid. A partly burned fuse was 
attached. /

Still another canister of explosives 
with a partially burned fuse was found 
in Holy Trinity church at. Hastings, a 
popular watering place on the south 
coast.

Two of the branches of the C. M. B. A. 

in the city, 133 and 134 will celebrate-the 
twenty-thjri aniversary of their foundltag 
on Tuesday and Wednesday next, May 20 
and May 21. Both are in a very satisfac­
tory condition, with increasing member­
ship, and bright prospects. The members 

! of the city branch, 134, will observe their 
j anniversary with a smoker at whicl) a pro- 
■ gramme of much merit will be enjoyed.

Of the several who formed the member­
ship on the charter roll, few are now sur­
viving either in the Carleton or city 
branch, but those who are still numbered 
us charter members retain the hearty in- ■ 
Lercst and activity which they displayed 
on joining. It was in 1800 that several 
Catholic men met in the office of Hon. 
John L. Carletbn, then a rising young bar­
rister, and now judge of the county court 
of Carleton county and discussed the mat­
ter of introducing a Catholic benefit associ­
ation into the city. A few of the bodies I 
then in existence had a sick benefit but 1 
none provided for insurance protection. 
The Catholic Total Abstinence Union had j j 
for yeans labored to provide such a scheme, 
but for various reasons had’ failed, xxfc .the 
meeting in question it was decided to es­
tablish a branch of the C. M. B. A. here. 
T. P. Taneey, of Montreal, was delegated 
to come here and on May 20 instituted 
branch 133 in Carleton, with tbfe late P.
J, O’Keefe president, organizing branch 
134 in "the city on thc: evening following, 
with J. L. Carleton as president. Two 
years afterwards the association in Canada 
left the American body, on whist-it had 
been dependant and under which it had 
been governed, and became a distinctly 
Canadian association.

Under the guidance of Judge Carleton 
the association grew rapidly, land on the 
late P. J. O’Keefe being elected a mem­
ber of the grand council he entered into 
the work most heartily, and in a few yeans 
branches became well established through­
out the Atlantic provinces. Today there 
are four branches in St. John with about 
800 members, with branch 134 leading with 
nearly 400. More .than 75,000 death claims 
have been paid to widows or orphans of 
deceased members. The organisation has 
been heartily endorsed and supported by 
the hierarchy of the church, many of 
whom are enrolled upon its membership 
register, and branch 131 has the distinction 
of the membership of His Grace Archbis­
hop Casey, His Lordship Bishop LeBlanc, 
and, nearly all the priests pf the <Ji°eese.
It is now in a state, of health and pros­
perity and since January alone its numbers 
have been swelled by more than forty. The 
lecture series instituted a couple of years 
ago and continued by the branch has been 
effective in keeping it prominently before 
the public, and the reputation of the lec­
turers with the excellence of their sub­
jects have greatly tended to cultivate one 
of the chief objects of the association, the 
advancement of the intellectual interests 
of the members.

HOUSING IN WINNIPEG
The Winnipeg Housing and Town 

Planning Association is evidently a 
vigorous and progressive organization. 
At a recent meeting there were present 
no less than three ex-mayors of'the city, 
two of whom addressed the meeting, 
and a large number of other leading 
citisens, who, iri the words of Canadian 
Finance, “are interested ip business-like 
and broad-spirited planning for civic 
growth and welfare." One subject dis­
cussed was the making of a wide mall 
and splendid avenue which will greatly 
improve an important section of the 
city. There was a strong plea for open 
spaces and playgrounds for . children, 
and the housing problem came in for a 
good deal of discussion.

The president t of the Association an­
nounced that, in order to handle the 
housing problem for the working men 
of Winnipeg, it was the intention of the 
association, if possible, “to organize a 
million dollar plan which would embrace 
the construction of a sufficient number 
of homes to take care of the ever-in- 
creasing working population.”

Of course Winnipeg is growing with 
great rapidity, and the demand for more 
housing accommodation is always acute. 
Similar conditions, however, though on 
a smaller scale, will very soon exist in 
St. John, and there will be need, not 
merely for the work of a town-planning 
commission, but of a housing associa­
tion, or some organisation or groups of 
organizations, which will undertake to 
meet the demand for houses for work­
ing men, to let at a low rental or to be 
sold on easy terms.

"It is a question which means much in 
its wide significance to Canada and Cana­
dians. to Britain and the empire. And I 
would, speaking for those whom I have 
had the honor to represent for so many 
years, earnestly and with all sincerity seek 
to give counsel. Is it not well, still at the 
threshold, to determine the landmarks 
which should guide us this day and in the 
future years?

“There hag been expressed in some quar­
ters.'' continued Sir Wilfrid, “surprise at 
the strenuous character of the opposition 
to this measure. I should have been dis­
appointed in Liberalism if it had failed to 
do what it has done. (Prolonged Liberal 
cheering.)

“We are a nation within the British 
Empire. It is one of the greatest glories 
of Britain that her colonies have grown 
into nationhood without weakening the 
imperial tie.
