the councillors but admired them in 
their Attitude. He did not think they 
opposed hydro but did oppose the prin­
ciple as all self'respecting residents of 
Lancaster should of the city invading 
the parishes for the purpose of selling 
a commodity in opposition to a cor­
poration who were large taxpayers in 
the parish.

He urged that the city 
rulers try to devise some scheme where­
by the two systems could get together.

Andrew Collins said that he concur­
red in the view experssed by Mr. 
Logan. He said street car service was 
essential to the life of the city and de­
plored what he termed unnecessary at­
tacks being made against the Power 
Company.

Mr. Baxter took the point, that the 
discussion was irrevelant to 'what the 
meeting was called for. The chair 
agreed and ruled further discussion out 
of order.

Before the meeting adjourned it was 
decided to ask one of the councillors 
from Rothesay to address a public 
meeting in the school house on the sys­
tem of village government in vogue in 
Rothesay.

A protest against consolidation of Fire 
Districts Nos. 1 and 2. in Lancaster, 
was registered at a public meeting of 
residents of Beaconsfield on Saturday 
night in the school house. A commit­
tee was appointed to interview the 
councillors of the parish and ask that 
the boundaries of the two districts be 
restored, and if they would not agree 
to this to promote legislation to com­
pel them to. This committee is com­
posed of E. P. Scully, Hon. R. W. 
Wigmore, George H. Weaver, T. E. 
O’I^ary, J. Firth Brittain and James 
Russell. 1

E. P- Scully was chairman of the 
meeting, which was attended by about 
50 property owners representing some 
quarter of a million dollars valuation. 
T. E. O’Leary was chosen secretary.

The Speakers.

The city was greatly shocked today 
by the news that Charles H.' Jackson, 
acting chief of the fire department, had 
died suddenly at midnight on Sunday 
at his. home in Hospital street. He had 
not been in his usual rugged health 
for some time and on Saturday after­
noon was seized with a heart attack. 
He was poorly all day Sunday and that 
night another attack proved fatal.

Mr. Jackson had been 47 years in 
the fire department. As a youth of 17 
he helped battle the great firê of 1877. 
He then became a Hook and ladder man 
and rose steadily in the ranks to dis­
trict engineer and since the sudden 
death of Chief George Blake, on Feb. 
2, had been acting chief. He had been 
asked if he desired promotion to the 
position of chief and had replied in the 
affirmative, as he wished so to round 
out his long term of service in the de­
partment. His father and his brother 
had both given good service as well in 
combatting fires in St. John.

In Business.
The late Charles H. Jackson began 

life as a sailmaker’s apprentice.in the 
lofts of Kis father, John Jackson, then 
of the firm of Jackson & Brundage. 
Later he opened an oyster saloon and 
lunch room on King Square where he 
remained until his death. He was 40 
years . and more on the north side of 
King Square. In this connection, too, 
Mr. Jackson became a familiar person­
ality, serving several generations of 
citizens.

As District Engineer and Suh-Qhief 
the late citizen was called upon to share 
the onerous duties demanded by seri­
ous fires with Chief Blake, who was his 
senior by only three years, a half cen­
tury all told. It is singular that both 
officials should follow one another into 
eternity within the space of a fortnight.

These two men were St. John’s oldest 
fire-fighters in point of service.

The Princess street fire, at which 
botli Chief Blake and Assistant Chief 
Jackson caught colds—a common place 
with firemen—is another singular fac­
tor in their deaths. It was, indeed, a 
fateful blaze, and though only recent­
ly recovered from a tedious illness, 
for which Mr. Jackson underwent spec­
ial and prolonged treatment, Mr. Jack- 

stood until the last in the 
blasts encased in iced clothing directing 
attentions on that part of the outbreak 
that threatened the residences and busi­
ness properties on Sydney street as well 
as the Imperial Theatre and the new 
hotel. Chief Blake was watching the 
Charlotte street end of the fire.

In other activities than fire-fighting 
Charles H. Jackson was a faithful citi­
zen. He was a long-time member and 
ex-president of the Log Cabin Fish­
ing Club, a Knight of Pythias also of 
the Uniform Rank of that order. He 
entered heartily into public celebra­
tions and formalities brought on from 
time to time in which the fire depart­
ment participated, exercising a safe 
judgment with a dependable deep en­
thusiasm. Mr. Jackson was not much 
of a talker; he was a worker.

I would only add that we do well to 
remember what Bishop Farthing men­
tions, that Catholic and Roman are 
not synonymous terms. Rome stands 
for much that is subversive of true 
Catholicity. In dealing with this sub­
ject we must never forget that, as 
Bishop Hensley Henson shows, there 
are two fundamental versions of 
Christianity represented in the position 
taken by the Roman Church and that 
taken by the Church of England and 
other reformed churches.

Rome makes the church the mediator 
between the soul and Christ, so that 
men reach the Saviour only through 
her priests, sacraments, authority, and 
treasures of merit.

The reformed churches preach a cru­
cified, living Christ to Whom each and 
every believing soul has free and im­
mediate access. The church, by her 
sacraments and ministries helps the 
seeking soul to find the seeking 
Saviour.

We see. then, the issues involved. 
I.et us keep them clearly before our 
eyes. Let us use no harsh judgments 
regarding those with whom we differ. 
We are agreed that the world needs 
the Christ Whom we all worship and 
adore. We are all conscious that the 
Kingdom of God loses much because 
the church is divided, -while selfishness 
and materialism are united to defeat 
the forces of Christ. Therefore it is 
for us to put aside all that would 
hinder the advancement of the King­
dom; and by so loving our Lord and 
Saviour, and by the exercise of faith 
and love, let us labor to bring -Him 
before men, that they, seeing Him, 

love Him, and be gathered into

Charles Major’s Exquisite Romance of Elizabethan England
day.” (b) The service of the mass was

“We demand nothing short of the old 
Catholic liturgy, performed in the old 
Catholic way, in the old Latin lan­
guage, as being the only canonical lit- 
ürgy of the Church of England, the 
only fitting vehicle of Catholic wor­
ship it has ever possessed, and the 
greatest evidence of good faith in. the 
desire for re-union.” II

In Tract No. 3 they complain in the 
bitterest terms that the mass has been 
substituted by the Protestant Holy 
Communion, and are at pains to show 
how very carefully the reformers ex­
purgated every trace of the Sacrifice 
of the Mass. Here is a sentence in 
which they sum up the case:—“There 
is in the whole service, not one word 
about the offering of the Divine Vic­
tim; (i.e. on the altar as in the Mass), 
on the contrary, all such expressions 
are rigidly expunged.”

That lias been the evangelical posi­
tion all down the ages, but it is good 
to know that these men are witnesses 
to the fact, since some belonging to the 
so-call “high” church school of thought 
deny such self-evident facts.

At the same time it helps us to ap­
preciate Rome’s stand in reference to 
our church. Rome’s position seems to 
be diametrically opposed to the Protest­
ant position as regards certain funda­
mental doctrines. Besides that, she has 
raised many man-made barriers, and, 
as Bishop Farthing of Montreal 
pointed out' in January, 1924, the 
Church of England cannot accept, 
amongst other things:—

1. The infallibility or supremacy of 
the Pope.

2. The doctrine of transsubstantia­
tion.

3. The Immaculate Conception of the 
Virgin Mary.

Yet Rome insists upon these, and so, 
for the present (whether we like it or

cuss re-union with Rome is a farce, 
and we may as well ask this question, 
How can an Infallible Church revoke 
anything?

In “English Life” (February, 1924) 
Father Knox pointed out that to talk 
about re-union with Rome was absurd, 
since there was (in Rome’s opinion) 
only one church, and that was the 
Church of Rome. He went on to suggest 
that the Bishop of R^rae would prob­
ably deal gently with any Angio-Cath- 
olics who desired to come into the 
church, and might even, under certain 
conditions, receive married clergy, and 
grant permissive occasional ûsc of a 
service in the vernacular, (i.e. in Eng­
lish) but that, of course, they must 
clearly understand that in entering the 
Church of Rome they destroyed for 
themselves all recognition of the 
Church of England as a church, or of 
her orders as valid, and so on.

One cannot but feel that this is the 
only position possible for a church 
claiming to be infallible with a history 
such as-Rome’s. She demands full and 
absolute submission. She recognizes the 
Church of England as Protestant, and 
it is good to know that there are
