HE time is now opportune for Canadian Labor to realize the
rlﬂ yeauirements of Camadianindustry and to mould their ae-
ions and influences toward a poliey that will assure the
propér prosperity of our industries -whieh, it is frm-l‘)» admitted,
we are all more or less dependent upon, and in turn Canadian In-
dustry is almost wholly dependent upon suitable tariff proteetion,

Theoretieal people often say that the policy of protection is
designed for the exclusive henefit of the manufacturer, that it ix a
wheme to put extra profits in his pocket, that, in this respeet it i
elass legisiation and should not be tolerated.

Proteetion should ensure the greater portion of the Canadian
market to Canadian faetories, so as to enable them to produce in
large Guantities and thus lower their costs and, consequently, their
selling prices. Otherwise, the manufacturers of the United States
and other countries, with their home markets highly protected by
customs taviffs, would damp their surplus production into Canada
and. drive Canadian factories out of business.

Protection should also bridge the gap between the high wages
paid in Canada and the low wages paid in European and Asiatie
countriex, and also the difference in the par values of eurrencies.

If the manufacturer is unable to” earry on, it should be quite
elear that not only will he himself suffer, but that direetly and
indirctly many other people will be affected. The ramifications
of his diffieulties will extend far and wide, so far in faet that it
may justly be elaimed that the whole fabric of the country’s husi-
ness and soeial life will be more or less affeeted.

The auestion of protection is a national one. 1t affeets lahor
vitally, as will be observed from a perusal of the articles of prom-
inert lahor leaders which have appeared from time to time in the
Labhor Press. The entirc business and finaneial systems of the
eountry, with their thousands of employes and those dependent on
them, are intimately concerned in the question because on the ae-
tivity and prosperity of industry muech of their suecess depends. |
