What Russia is Doing,

The Russians are increasing’ their
fleet in Chinese waters. Two gunboats
and_a cruiser will shortly be dispatched
to Port Arthur from Kronstadt, .and it
is reported at 'the Russian statign that
the Tsar has ordered the minister of
marine’ to complete the work on the bat-
tleships Petropavlovsk and Poltava, of
10,960 tons each, and the gunboat Gil-
vak, 963 tons, so that at the beginning
of next year they may be sent:to tlLe
Pacific to strengthen the Russiantsquad-
ron. From reports published ‘i the
Shanghai Mercury it seems that their
station in China is not so healthy as
might be .desired.

The battertes at Port Arthur, which
were destroyed by the Japanese during
their occupation, have now been repaired
snd armed. The building of new, batter-
ies is being actively carried on, and the
material for equipping them has arrived
there.

A recent issuc of the China Gazette
says that about the end of last month
a Russian force at Newchwang “num-
bering about 1,200 men, and accompan-
ied by a large staff of officers, in bril-
liant’ uniforms, marched openly from the
district that has lately been named the
‘Russian Concession,” to the series of
forts at the mouth of the river—marked
on the charts as Kaichu—and without
the slightest opposition on the part of
the large Chinese garrison, who were
supposed to be entrusted with the de-
fence of the position, gntered into full
possession of the  forts,  the Chinese
}na’}'ch'ing out as the Russians marched
in.

The greatest activity prevails in the
Russian town, which is about four miles
from Newchwang. Houses are being
built and thousands of coolies are em-
ployred on the railway.. Steamers are

According, to advices received by the
Glenogle. the rebels in Chungking are
increasing daily in strength. The Tung-

| Merchants in Chungking have sent-wo

to the coast ports stopping the shipments
of goods.

The' rebels are daily committing atro-
cities of every sort and kind. One of

Longshuichin -and demanded a large sum
of money. This was refused, and the
rebels—2,000 strong—plundered the
town, killing hundreds.

Two days afterwards they went ~ to
Tungliang and demolished all the houses
of the Christians, massacring those

,who attempted to.escape, with shocking

brutality. They then declared that they
had gone to that city specially to oppose
foreigners and Christians, Others would
not be molested unless they offered re-
sistance. On hearing this the two
French priests and a missionary of the
C. M. S. went to the magistrate Yamen
for protection. Later in the day the
rebels went to the magistrate and asked
that the missionaries be delivered up to
them. The magistrate refused, but af-
terwards relented and allowed the rebels
to enter the Yamen to take the mis-
sionaries. The Canadian missionary
made a stand at the top of the stairs,
presenting his pistol to the advancing
rebels. He was stabbed from behind
and killed. The two French priests
were bound and carried away as prison-
ers. The rebels then retired to their
camp at Wang Chiatung.

A Gruesome Tragedy.

According to reports from Chemulpo
the execution of the unfortunates accus-
ed of -attempting to poison the Korean
Emperor was a ghastly affair, They
were toin from the scaffold on which
they were to have been executed by the
mob, and then began one of the mo-t
gruesome exhibitions of downright
savagery and b.oodthi:rst ness e.er seen
in any land. The condemned men were
actually torn to pieces by the infuriated
mob, and even when life was extinet
the most devilish indignities imaginable
were heaped upon the mangled and
bleeding remains. The Russian minis-
ter, whose catspaw the leader of the
unfortunates was, on many occasions
was appealed to, and it was hoped by
the foreigners that he would intesfere.
But ‘no. - He' allowed the hellish blood-
thirstiness. to proceed- The -men who

met such a terrible fate were, according

to the foreigners, not guilty. They were
not in the plot to kill the Emperor, but
as in matters Ov¥iental there had to be
victims, it did not nratter who they
were.

IBALT CAPE SCOTT COLON

Some of the Conditions Existing Among the
Scandinavians Who Have Made a Home
on Vancouver Island.

Advantages nn(l Ng_eds of the Dwellers in the
North— Some ‘Reasons Why Discontent
Somefimes Exists There..

L)

The progress of the Scandinavian set-
tlement at Cape. Scott is followed with
interest by the majority of Victorians,
for the experiment of placing these peo-
ple upon lands devoted to their use ex-
clusively has been the first of its kind
on Vancouver island.
objectionable types of Europe which
have been introduced into the United
Stiates the representatives of the Scan-
dinavian races stand out in bold relief
as an honest, simple and industrious
people. Unlike many of the other classes
which emigrated to this continent, the
big, fair-haired, blue-eyed men from the
shores of the northern seas have not
imbibed the social and political ideas
which render some other classes so dan-
gerous.. All these characteristics  com-
bined to insure them a warm welcome
to Vancouver island, and it would ap-
pear that they have justified this con-
fidence

Mr. Jensen, one of the leaders in the
new settlement, is now in the city, hav-
ing speut over a month in vicroria, Se-
witle and other coast cities in louKing
after the interests of the colony. "The
little settlement has been already in-
creasimg in numbers, and there are a
number of projects in view as a result
of the expansion of the colony, and it is
for the purpose of forwarding these
schemes that Mr. Jensen has spent the
last few weeks in the coast cities.

The population now numbers about
eighty souls, the majority of whom have
emigrated here from Nebraska and other
American states. These are usually less
successful than those who emigrate di-
rectly from Denmark, some of whom
are expected to arrive in time to take
the Willapa on her next trip. The im-
migrants from the States are apt at first
to complain and to draw odious com-
parisons between the timbered lands of
Cape Scott and the prairie lands from
which they came, where the lands are
ready for the plow without any prelim-
inary clearing. It is different with the
old land Dane. He comes to the island
to find conditions, so.far .as the land is
concerned, little different to those to
which he is accustomed at home. 1In
the warm, salubrious climate of Vancou-
ver island alone he finds a marked dif-
ference to that of Denmark, and he
rather welcomes the transition from the
snowbound winters of his northern home
to those of the island, even with the ple-
thora of rain which falls at Cape Scott.
Another mistake which Mr, Jenson
states is made by the American settlers
is ‘that they move to Cape Scott with
all their effects before ascertaining de-
finitely the conditions which _obtain
there, and the result is offen surprise,
mental comparisen with their former
hexte, discontent, disgust, and finally
cnding in failure. 'T'his

opinion, if intending settlers weuld first
dispatch a man to spy out the land who

Lould give them .an intelligent ' descrip-

tion of the stock and effects which t

-should bring with them. He tells of one

man who not long since arrived in the
colony with four or five horses, an ‘old
reaping machine, a buggy and other
vseless implements, and one cow. 7The
result was,” as might be expected, ntter
disappointment and failure.

Among the improvemants which are
in contemplation is the erection of a
sawmill, the plant for which has already
gone north and which will be in opera-
tion this winter, for converting the tim-
ber, of which the land is being cleared,
iuto lumber. Then a co-operative cream-

hnd | ery will be started, if not this winter, at

least by spring. This is rendered im-
perative by the fact that few of the set-
tlers have more than one or two cows,
and in the summer time it is impossible
to successfully make butter owing to the
length of time the cream has to be kept
in the hot weather in order to accu-
mulate sufficient for churning. “The
cream gathering system will be employ-
ed, which will leave the milk for the use
of the settlers.

The people are showing a lively inter-
est in educational affairs, and hope ere
long to be in a much better position in
this respect than they "ave been
to. The government has supplied them
with a school teacher, but owing to the
fact that there were nof.sufficient ‘¢hil-
dren to apply for a scho6l house .the
teaching of . pupils has been carried on
1t is
expected that this drawback also will
be remedied during next year, as the
juvenile population is increasing apace.
A public library is also in contemplation,
and if the proper aid can be secured this
much needed improvement will be ac-
complished before next winter. A can-
nery will also be erected if proper findn-
cial aid can be secured, as tish abound
off the coast, but owing to the fact that
the settlement have no means of curing
them, nor a-schooner to market them in
their fresh state, the annual run-eof sal-
mon is of no pecuniary benefit to them.

The colonists, on the whole, are in ex-
celent spirits, and the land, they find,
upon being cleared, is of a black loam
and very fertile. As .the cape is cleared
also, it is believed that the rainfall will
not be so heavy, and that that objection
to the country will, in a measure, be re-
moved. The opening of the coal beds
at Quatsino and the improved trans-
portation facilities to the district which
will follow will give the colony the com-
munication with the outside world which
at present they lack, and which is one of
their greatest. needs.

On ‘Wednesday, November 16th, the head-

quarters of the Yukon & White Pass Ra'l-
way gt Skagway were destroyed by fire,
and several of the officlals had narrow es-
capes from being cremated. The most
serious loss was that of the report filed
by the chief of the preliminary survey
party,, which included data of the whole
of the work done during the summer by
the  party and which cannot be replaced.
A great many maps, reports and papers,
also destroyed, ean be duplicated with lit-
tle difficulty. The flames were extinguish-
ed, with the aid of about two thousand peo-
ple, who turned out to save the southern
end of the city from destruetion and by
whose ‘efforts the loss was confined to the
railw&y ‘company’s property.

The Shinghai Mercury prints an inter- |
view with a merchant of that city who
has recently visited Manila. He tells
of the good work done by the American
officials in restoring order and introdue-
ing American customs in the government
of the islands. One of the most striking
features is Gen. Otis's order, which lib-
crated over 1,000 prisonérs, many of
whom had spent nearly a lifetime in the
jail for political offences. . .

The .nerchant tells of a child born in
jail and never seeing more than the
Tour walls of his cell; another who had
accompanied his mother to .Jaxl when
four years of age and was liberated at
17, without any knowledge of the out- |
side world. The merchant says:

“Gen. Otis is making a clean sweep of
the jail, and he could not have done |
better. When the Americans occupied ;
Manila it was found that there were
2,900 prisoners in the jail, including a
number >f women, and many of them
were confined -for political offences. In
fact, the Manila jail was a second Bas-
tile. As a result of Gen. Otis’s investi-
gations 1,100 men and twenty-four wo-=
men have been realeased.” Many of the’
prisoners had been in, jail for over thir-
teen years on suspicion of political of-
fences and they had never .been brought
to trial. There was a case of one wo-
man who was thrown into the dungeon
and she was lately released with her
child ten years old, who had never seen
byond vhe four walls of the cell. An-

other woman was released with a boy -

seventeen years old. It is nebdless to
say that the boy had had no education
and knows absolutely nothing of this
world. -

“You can form an idea of the sanitary
condition when I say that a prisoner laid |
empty sardine tins on the ground in or-
der to raise himself from the filth.
There is (ne particular room there which

prisoness confined in it lost their sight.

“The Americans have absolutely full
control of the city of Manila. Of
course, owing to ignorance of the lan-
guage, ‘hey have retained some of the
old Spanish and native officials in such

oftice, but.they 'all work under imme-
diate American supervision, and the best
proof of this is that they are no-longer

treatmeat of the public.

“The Americans are policing the
streets and maintaining the best order
there. The streets are policed by the
volunteers, who, as you are aware, are
men of education, many of them being
university graduates, and admirable
judgment is displayed by them in all
emergencies calling for prompt action.
But the good order reigning there is
doubtless due to the regulation that all
saloons must be closed by ten at night
and sall soldiers and sailors found loiter-
ing about after that hour are arrested.

“The Filipinos have tasted the sweets
of independence and they would like to
be independent if they could, but they
are shrewd enough to_see that the next

t thing to Jindependence is to be un-
der the Americans. I do not apprehend
the least trouble when the Paris peace
conference decides that Manila is to be
retained by the United States. I went
with another American to Malolo, the
birthplace of Aguinalda, and was privil-
eged to attend the meeting of the Fili-
pino parliament there.

AUSTRALIAN COAL.

Production Has Trebled Within the
Last Twenty Years.

The coal of New South Wales wis
discovered 100 years ago by a ship-
wrecked sailor, but it has only been
worked on a commercial basis within the
last fifty years or so, says the ivine-
teenth Century. The . carboniferous
strata of Australia are said to extend
over 10,000,000 acres. The coal meas-
ures of New South Wales ‘cover about
24,800 square miles, 'with - Sydney in
the centre, although Newcastle ic the
most accessible port for the coal fields
pow. being worked. In quality the coxl
of New South Wales is reputedly not
much inferior to that of old South
Wales for steam-raising purposes, and
not at .all inferior to that of Northum-
berland. Last year a very large in-
crease took place in the output, which was
raised to’ 4,417,000 tons from 3,910,000
tons in 1896. About three-fourths of
t?e_whole output was exported to the
Pacific States.of America, to China, the
Eastern Archipelago, the Straits Settle-
ments, the Pacific Islands, and Furthoer
India. The broduction, has more than
trebled within the last twenty years,
and as yet is only a fraction of what it
is flestmed to become, Before Macauy-
lay’s New Zealander makes his appear-
ance on London bridge the Newcastle
at the antipodes will have bedome as
large and prosperous and important a
city as Newecastle on “Coaly g‘(;ne.”

. New South Wales does not monopo-
lize the coal of Australia. That of
Queensland is of enormous value,
spread over an era of some 14,000 square
miles, though as yet the output does not
exceed 500.000 toms per annum. For
certain - markets the ports of Queens-
land are favorably situated, and the
coal of Queensland is destined to play
an important part in the commerecial fu-
ture of the Pacific and the east. Viec-
toria produces a little, but not sufficient
for her own requirements, and she has
to draw from the mother colony. New,
Zealand has very extemsive supplies,
hardly as yet tapped, of very excellent
coal, Indeed the colonists are never
tired of reminding us that it was with
New Zealand coal that the -Calliope
waged her successful battle with the
eyclone at Samoa; and New Zealand
coal is regularly used by steamers in
the intercolonial and Pacific trades, In
Western Australia there are large de
posits which, when the problem of trans
port is solved, would find ready mar-
kets in the Eastern Archipelago.

'An Awfully Sudden Death Took Place

in a Cottage on Store Street
This Morning.

Samuel Coveny, late quartermaster of
the vessel now known as the Vietoria
when she was the Parthia, fell dead iy
one of the harbor cottages, where Le
had gone to visit a friend, at an early
hour this morning. Coveny had rooms
at the Empire hotel, and about 3 o’clock
went down to the cottages. He entered
the room, and it is supposed fell dead,
for when the friend awoke this morning
he found Coveny’s body stretched upon
the floor. The medieal authorities and
police were notified, the body removed
to the morgue and an inquest ordered.

Samuel Coveny had seen life in near-
ly every quarter of the globe. His father
was a coast guardsman in Ireland, and
the deceased was born in Belfast forty
years ago. He entered upon a naval
career and finally became master of 3
vessel plying between London and Aus-
tralia, and was with one of the troop-
ships in the Red Sea during one of the
Soudan campaign. He came -here in
1888 from Hongkong, being at that time
quartermaster on the Parthia, which
plied between here and the Orient be-
fore the building of the Empresses. His
papers show that he became quarter-
master of that vessel in September 6th,
1885, and was discharged on October
25th, 1895.

Since leaving the vessel in question
Coveny has been navigating on the seal-
ing vessels which make their headquar-
ters iPithis- port, ahd had shipped on
the Diana, which sails to-night. His
death is supposed to have resulted from
an attack of '‘apoplexy.

; Prospects of Rich Finds Will Tempt Thousands
| of Fortune-Seekers to the New
District in Spring.

The Tributaries of Surprise Lake Thought To
Be the Most Valuable Part of the
New Goldfields.

The season for work at Atlin has end-
ed, as all the mines thus far opened
there are summer diggings, but the early
spring will see many thousands of men
on the trail to the new goldfields. So
says a correspondent who has just visit-
ed the Atlin country. Compared with
other places in the interior, he says At-
lin is easy of access. It may be reached
in the summer in three days from Skag-
way, and throughout the winter it will
be a matter of only three or four days’
sledding over a level trail from Lake
Bennett. Old-timers say that it is too
easy to get at, and that it-will be crowd-
ed to death before spring. This seems
probable, as nearly every, one talked to
expects to go.

Atlin ig in the heart of the lake coun-
try. » It is just at the point where the
rocky coast mountains begin to blend
away into .he open country. On the one
side are the snow-capped aks; on the
other the land is fair and open, with
wide valleys and rounded hills, with lit-
tle lakes and meadow land and timber.
Thus far the gold has been found on
the little creeks that empty into Atlin
and Surprise lakes. This in itself com-
prehends quife a large territory, as. the
lakes are each from fifty to seventy
miles.long. %

To get to Tdku City, which is the first
of the two new towns, you go to Lake
Bennett and take one of the lhttle
steamers that ply there, or, to be more
independent, taKe your own canoe Or a
little boat of the kind they ‘build at Ben-
nett, always with a' small sail. You go

boo, into Tagish and past Windy arm,
along the way on which one starts to
Dawson, until you get to the Taku arm
of Tagish, where you turn squarely to
the right. Taku arm is long and nar-
row and of the shape of a lizard. " You

make a square turn to the left and follow
down a leg of the lizard to the toe—to
the very tip, where is Taku City. Al-
together the distance from Bennett to
Taku City is abont 120 miles. The lit-

FWrom Taku City there is a por-
tage: of three miles across to the lake
that gives the name to the district, but
the trail is a smooth wagon road, with-
out any perceptible elevations of land.
Across the lake a distance of five miles
is Atlin City—the country over there
seefns to be full of “cities”—and this is
near the mouth of Pine creek, on which
the first strike of gold was made.

Miller and McKinnon, who own Dis-
covery claim, about eight miles from At-
lin <ity, have employed a few men dur-
ing the summer and-have taken out more
gold, probably, than any one else on the
creek, although the amount is not made
public. Pine creek itself is of no great
extent. It is ogly the connecting link
between Atlin and Surprise lakes, and is
about twenty miles long. The upper half
of it is marshy and impracticable for
mining, but the lower part is now being
worked. Near the mouth of the creek
enters Spruce creek, . which is thirty
miles long and known to be worth min-
ing. 'There are.also a few small streams
coming into the marsh at the upper end
of Pine creek that are staked and be-
lieved to be as rich as any.

It is the tributaries of Surprise lake
that are supposed to constitutes the most
valuable part of the new district. This
lake and Atlin and Taku arm are nearly
of equal length. They lie parallel to
each other, with a trend about north-and
south—narrow, river-like stretches of
deep, clear water, abeunding in  trout
and whitefish. Surprise lake is thought
to be at least seventy miles long, but it
is only the southern end that has been
much explored. Here are at least four
tributaries; Wright and Otter on one
side of the lake and Ruby and Boulder
on the other, that have had work done
on them the last two or three months.
Of the four Wright creek is most de-
veloped, but all have made a satisfactory
showing. I have seen gold from nearly
all the different creeks where mining has
been attempted. One faet which is
known to all miners, but possibly is not
-of general knowledge, is that the gold
of any locality has a shape and color of
its own, different from that of any oth-
er. In the old California days there
were cashiers and gold weighers so ex-
pert that they could identify the product
of any particular one among possibly 100
different localities. It was so generally
recognized that convietions for robbery
sometimes hinged on this fact alone. In
the same way the gold of one place in
this seztion differs from that of another,
as it does also from the gold from El
Dorado, Bonanza or Hunker of the
Klondike district.

From the standpoint of a miner there
is hardly any resemblance between the
Atlin and the Klondike diggings. In
point of richness or of total product in
prospect it is rot claimed that the form-
er compares with 'the latter, although
Atlin is in its infancy and its possibili-
ties are yet to be defined. In the
Atlin Jdistrict hardly any of the ground
is frozen in summer, and the depth to
bedrock is only from two to eight feet,
the average depth being from four to
five. The pay dirt is of a free and
friable nature, without c¢lay, but the
gold is not distributed throughout any
thickness of the gravel. It is all con-
centrated upon bedrock or in’ crevices.

The process of mining in the new dig-
gings is of the simplest character. The
miners get rid of the gravel or drift by
other available
means, and then scrape or take up a
section of the bedrock. Actual mining
cannot begin before about the 1st of
June, although preliminary work that
would greatly facilitate matters. can be
.andertaken much earlier.
can be done more satisfactorily in win-
ter, .as water interferes with :sporadic
testing of the ground in summer. :

THE PASSING OF DYEA.
. A 5, e,
With the Building of the White Pass
and Yukon Railway Dyea’s Light
Has Failed.

By New Year’s Skagway will have its
railway extended to the summit of
‘White Pass, says a late comer from the
north. This railway, he says, has shut
Dyea right out of the race. Dyea
stands now in the attitude of shutting
up shop and turning over the keys—a
town complete and ready to have its
history written. Less than a year ago
Dyea actually was the gateway to a
wonderful country. Ships were unload-
ing people at the rate of 1,000 a day,
and as many tons of goods were every
day piled in reckless confusion on the
beach or wherever there was room.
Within two or three months miles of
houses were built. Three companies
were fighting for the right of way to
build tram roads. Skagway, the rival
town, was in eclipse. Krom the begin-
ning there was a terrific fight between
the two places, but from January till
midsummer—the time that witnessed the
passing of the crowd—Dyea held the
upper hand, because the Chilkoot was
the popular pass.

But the Yukoners disappeared over
the mountains and no more came. All
at once there was a dearth of business
in the new town, even while the ham-
mers were . still pecking away. ‘he
war came on; but, far worse than that
for Dyea, Skagway began to claim that
it had a railroad. It claimed ten mlies
of track, of course, before there was a
rail in place, and it really did get sever-
al miles built before people began to
believe in it to any extent. But even
Dyea had to acknowledge the railroad
after awhile, although steutly maintain-
ing that every reported additional mile
of track built would be the last. 4

The merchants quietly began leaving,
either for Dawson or for home. The
tram lines which had ‘been carrying
goods for several months stopped run-
ning. Of the 6,000 or 8,000 actual resi-
dents only 200 or 300 remain. ‘“This
room for lease on favorable terms. Ap-
ply to the Jones Mercantile _Company,"
reads a card on an empty building. But
it is saddening to note that the Jones
Mercantile Company is also gone.

Wﬁat Jack Dalton Has to Say of the New Dis-
coveries Along Porcupine and Other
Near by Creeks.

Hgnrzv Bratnober Locates Severdl Quartz
Claims for the Rothschilds on
White River.

Jack Dalton, known in the west ‘as

“the pathfinder of Alaska,” arrived :1tI

Seattle from the north on the steamer
Farallon from Pyramid harbor, Alaska.
Mr. Dalton left Seattle last February
with Henry Bratnober, the Pacific coast
1epresentative of the Rothschilds of
Europe. Mr. Bratnober 1s a mining
engineer of high repute, and it is under-
stood that he was commissioned to ex-
plore Alaska, ascertain its mineral
wealth and the best ‘route to build a
railway ‘into the interior. The trader
and the mining man together explored
the interior of Alaska and the Northwest
Territory, travelling hundreds of. miles
over a rough and uninhabited country,
extending from Pyramid harbor, on the
coast to the upper watérs of the White
river. M

Mr. Dalton yesterday gave the’ Post-
Intelligencer a clear and- definite | ac-
count of the gold strike on_ Pereupine
creek, Alaska, last May,in which dig-
gings “ said to be as ¥ :

500 prospectors entered
the country traversed by the Dalton trail
during the season and many. of them
made locations. ' These as a rule are far
back in the interior of the country and
the men themselves have Jkept their se-
crets well, so that there has been noth-
ing like a stampede. 1 have.yet to find
a man who is not catisfied with-the coun-
tiy and who is not goingi'to continue
work jn ‘the new districts’ now being
openped up.”

Mr. Dalten would say nothing what-
ever of, the .discoveries: of-.gopper and
gold quartz said to haye been made by
Mr. Bratnober during ‘the Season. It is
known, - however, that a great copper
ledge was found by prospectors in the
cmploy’ of Bratnober and that the lat-
ter staked & number of elaims. The
ledge is about forty miles from the coast
of Alaska, on the line of the . Dalton
trail. Samples taken from the face of
the ledge are very rich. The ve'n is said
to be over fifty feet in width. Mr.
Bratnober, it is understood, acquired
several quartz locations in the White
river country, although information on
this Int is very largely confined to
Mr. Bratnober and Mr. Dalton. The
former is now in Europe, and Mr. Dal-
lon refuses to disclose any facts regard-
ing. the investigations pursued by the
Rothschilds’ man.

The reporter was shown two sacks
filled: w'th ccarse gold by Mr. Dalton
Irom Poircupine cieek properties. The
gold -is heavy, free from quartz and of
apparently very high grade.

The Chilkat Indians have given Mr.
Dalton consilerable trouble for several
years past. They inhabit the country on
the coast of Alaska through which” the
Dalton route to the Yukon runs. Last
summer, s was told in the Post-Intelli-
gencer at the t.me, the Chilkats ambush-
ed Dalton and one of them fired point-
blank at him. One bullet passed through
lus coat pnear the heart. ‘Dalton was un-
armed, but stood his ground like the
cool, nervy man he is.  He said yester-
ddy that his enemies,  the Chikats,
fought from amnibush—they  were ‘too.
cowardly to come out'in the open. “We
had a  conference,” said Mr. Dalton,.
“and they shook hands and pretended
to be friendly. The next day they tried
to murder me. Their hatred of me is
due to the faet that in opening a road
fromy the mouth of the Chilkat T have
interfered with their river traffic. I
have traded for years with the Indians
from the interior, whose patronage the
Chilkats monopolized until I took it
from them. The autherities in the
country are no pratection to one.”

'WAS IT INCENDIARISM?

A House at Mount Tolmie Burnt Un-
der Peculiar Circumstances.

'RED RATS AND BLUE CRABS.

Some of the Curiosities of Christmas
‘ Island.

Mr. C. W. Andrews, of the depart-
ment of geology in the British museum,
has just returned from a scientific mis
sion to Christmas Island, says the Lon-
don Daily Mail.

He was 'sent by the British museun
to examine the flora and fauna of the
island, and to wrk out its geological
structure. Being specially interested
in the formation of ecoral islands, Sir
John Murray, who was geologist to the
Challenger = expedition, paid the ex-
penses - 0f the mission.

Saving the Polar regions, Christmas
Island is one of the few remaining spots
on earth which have eseaped the influ-
ence of man. Man takes with him
strange animals and strange plants. The
animalesbreed  and the plants: spreéad,
and after a while it is impossible to
separate the native frem the imported
varities.

So far as is known, Christmas Island
was uninhabited until fifteen years ago,
when a Dutch ship was wrecked off the
coast, and five sailors landed. They
were on the island for.six months, and
never went more than a -hundred yarls
from the coast, for fear of the wild
beasts® which do not exist there.

The island is now being developed by
a syndicate- for the sake of. the phos-
phate which is found on the hill tops,
in almost a pure condition. As develop-
ment will confuse the characteristics
of the island, which are typically
oceanic, Mr. Andrews was sent to make
his observations before the phosphate
workers land with their animals and

seed.

VEGETATION IN THE CANARIES.
Are Always

Three Harvests a Year
Expected.

The soil is very rich. With irrigation
three harvests a year are Tegularly
gathered on Canary and Teneriffe. ‘I'he
water supply is largely kept up by the
cloud belts, which even in‘the driest
season form almost daily over the
higher mountains, feeding the springs
there which are the life of the land.
But, as has already been said, the rocky,
voleanic nature of the coast forbids ‘the

entrance of many plants, apd this fact:?
has had great influence on the characte(xl' 5
and ;

of the flora. The' craggy - hills
stony shores have a decidedly desert as-
pect, and adaptations to drought in the
form of fleshy, hoary, and coriaceous
leaves and stems abound.

Kuphorbias take the place and have
the appearance of the cacti of Ameri-
can deserts. Fleshy crassulaceae of the
sémpervivum ~group are more abundant

here than in any other part of the world.

There are 22 species of them whieh are
foiind nowhere else, Such fleshy plants
gre not confined to the volcanic wastes
and shores. They project from the most
precipitous and rocky sides of the gorges.
The urban flora, which makes Laguna
and other old towns so’ picturesque, and
which Berthelot describes as largely a
duplication of that of the ruins of 'the
Coliseum of Rome, consists conspicu-
ously of flshy-leaved sempervivums and
senecios, whose roots penetrate the tiles
of the houses and stones of the streets.
It is curious how many of these fleshy
plants have their leaves growing In
rosettes, producing a similarity between

the members of widely sgparated orders. ;
CURIOUS EMPLOYMENT OF ANTS

Tt -is generally known that any small

dead animal or bird, when left near an
anthill, will ultimately be found picked
cléan of flesh. The ants are clever and
do their work quickly. It has been late-
Iy demonstrated that they ecan ‘be. made
useful in the direction of skeletomizing
speciments. Prof. Bernard has been em-
ploying ants as his servants. )

While in I'lorida he had a fox-squirrel
thus skeletonized in a single day. His
only agents employed were ants, Hl_s
method of procedure is to kill his speci-
men. bind it with wire in the position in
which he wishes the skeleton to remain,
and then place it near a group of ant-
hills. The voracious ants do-the rest.

The operation requires careful watch-
ing. lest the eatomological. dissectors
bereontent with simply de-
vouring the fleshyibut:should attack the
cartilage that holds the bones together.
At precisely the right moment the pro-
fessor removeés the specimen from  the
neighborhood . o2 the ant-hills, and ap-
plies a preservative and hardening chem-
ical to the ecartilage.—Popular Science

Play Havoc With the Steam Schoomer Utopia i
in the Storm-Swept Waters of i

the North. |

Steamer Farallon Arrived Just in Time to Save ,
Her From Destruction—One Passeager ;
Loses His Life. !

News of another marine disaster in
the dangerous and already wreck-littered
waters of the far north has just reach-
ed this city. The steam schooner Utopia.
one of the smaller vessels running out
of Seattle to Skagway and other ports
of the southeastern Alaskan coast, after
having lost her propeller in a fierce
northern hurricane and narrowly escap-
ing being wrecked on the dangerous reef
which extends from Point Ardona, a
rocky promontory of Admiralty island,
while she drifted at the mercy of the
heavy gale and wind-lashed seas, took
fire, and a consiGerable portion of her
was destroyed before the flames were

subdued. ¥ L

The news of the “disaster to the Uto-
pia was brought down by passengers
who arrived from the north by the
steamer Farallon, which passed down at
an early hour this morning. They say
that as the Farallon was entering Gas-
tineaux channel on the night of Sunday,
November 20th, the officers on watch,
who were peering into the inky black-
ness as the steamer struggled on, fighting
her way through the firce gale then
blowing, were suddenly startled: by
whistles. blown repeatedly—a signal
that some craft was in distress. The
whistling was repeated and as the Far-
allon irew nearer her officers descried
the lights of a vessel staggering appar-
ently uncontrollable before the wind.
This vessel, when they ranged alongside,
which, owing to the raging of the seas,
was accomplished with difficulty, was
found to be the Utopia, and it was learn-
ed that she had been drifting helplessly
before the terrible galé for some time,
for she had lost her. propeller. ' She
was then drifting towards the reef near
Point Ardona and had it not been for
the timely arrival of the Farallon she
would have been wrecked on the rocks,
and in all probability her crew and pass-
engers would have found sailors’ graves
’nciath the waters of Gastineaux chan-
nel

A hawser was put aboard the disabled
steamer by the Farallon’s officers and
the latter vessel shaped her course for
the port of Juneau with the vessel which
so0 narrowly escaped destruction in tow.

This was, however, far from being the
end of the troubles of .the Utopia, for
while she was rounding Cape Fanshaw,
thirty miles west of Wrangel narrows,
just after leaving Frederick Sound, she
was discovered to be on fire. A lamp
had exploded in one of the staterooms
and flames burst out from the forward
part of the vessel. The alarm of fire
soon roused all on board and they
fought the flames with great effect. They
were, however, unable to subdue the rag-
ing element until it bad eaten up the
pilot house, wheel gear and a number of
the forward staterooms.

During the fire Capt. White ordered
the boats and life rafts to be lowered.
They were placed ih the water and the
men in charge stood by to save those
on board shopld’ the fire get beyond the
control of fire-fighters.

In the excitement which followed,
one of the passengers, whose name was
not learned, slid down the tackle hang-
ing from the-davits. He landed heavily
on the side of one of the boats, which
eapsized and he was drowned. Every
effort was made to save him by the
sailors who were in the near-by boats,
but their efforts were unavailing.

The passengers and crew of the Uto-

ia suffered greatly during the fire, for

e gales continued to blow during that
time, chilling the unfortunates through
£nd through, for the temperature was
below zero throughout.

The cargo of the steam schooner was
badly damaged and a number of the

ssengers have lost all they had. Capt.

destroyed in the fire and they have noth-
ing left save what they stand up in.

The Utopia has been in the Alaskan
business since the rush of the spring of
1896.. She was built some years ago at
Ballard. - Since her commencement in
the northern trade she has made consid-
erable: money for her owner, who will
without doubt soon repair her and put
her-in service-again. - It was due to hér
presence in the business, together with
that of ‘several other small vessels of
her ilk which run from the Sound, that
the present cut-rates are in force. The
Tates were lowered with the ohject of
running these vessels out of the business.

Those who came down on the Farallon
report . that the weather in Alaska of
late has been unusually severe, and dur-
ing the entire trip down a series of
heavy gales and hurricanes were en-
countered. The rough weather will, it
is feared, write finis to the history of
the Brixham, for, according to those
who visited her a short time ago, she
was in "danger of breaking up shouls
heavy seas sweep over her. Kor tne
wrecked Boscowitz no such fear is en-
tertained, for ‘that vessel is lying in a
natural cradle almost as sheltered as
though she were on a marine slip.

; Geo. Imbert Hicton, of This City, Has Been

Missing oa the Sooke Hills
Since Thursday.

s

The Tracks of the Yourg Man ip the Smow
Show Him to Have Been Wazdering
iu a Circle.

Somewhere among the snow which
clothes the’ sides and summit of Sooke
mountain, George Imbert Hinton, son of
a well-known carpenter of this city, who
until a_short time ago lived in James
Bay district, is wandering, seeking vainly
for a trail to a settlement or lying in-
jured, or worse, among the trees and
brushwood which cling to the sides of
the hill. Search parties have been hunt-
ing for traces of him since Thursday
right, but so far without any success,
while to-night a strong company will go
down to Sooke and spend to-merrow in
a thorough search for the unfortunate
man.

George Hinton is a young, wiry fellow
about 25 years of age, who was supposed
to know. the Sooke hunting grounds as
few of .he city Nimrods did, it having
been his stamping ground for'years. As
one old timer put it this afternoon:
“George knew every tree and trail <n
Sooke mountain.”

On Wednesday morning a party, con-
sisting of Capt. Burms, Jas, Twiford,
George Henwood, Sam Hatherley, John
R. Robins and Hinton, left the city for
Holmes’s cabin on Sooke lake, which
they intended making their headquar-
ters for a hunting tour which was to
occupy their time for the remainder of
the week. The party reached the :abin
in due course, and after a good night's
rest prepared for the day’s sport. The
membears of the company who intended
hunting deer started out early in the
morning, taking different routes. Hin-
ton went across to the west side and
soon disappeared up the mountain side.
Sooke mountain was covered with about
a foot of smow, which extended half
way down its slope, and its crest was
hidden all day in a dense mist which
followed the hill from the summit about
half way down to the hase of the snow
line. No fear was entertained for Flin-
ton’s safety, however, as he was an cx-
perienced hunter, familiar with the
ground, and carried a compass.

By 6 o’clock that evening all thé hun-
ters had returned to -the camp, and ap-
prehension began to be felt for Hintou.
Before separating in the morning the
men.hadrmade arrangements that in re-
“tirfing in the evening each man should
#ischargé™ his rifle-a counle of times c's
‘he came down the hillside”ana ine 9th-
ers would put over with a boat to the
opposite shore and bring them to camp,
The last shot heard was about 4 o’clack
in the afternoon, when a solitary reporf
was heard up the hillside. Until after
midnight on Thursday the others kept
up a fusilade of shots in the hope of at-
tracting a reply from the opposite shore,
but all to no avail.

Yesterday a thorough search wag in-
stituted, ihe seekers not returning to
camp until after 1 o’clock this morning,
but though. abundant traces of Hinton
were found the young man himself is
as far from discovery as ever. They
traced his footprints in the snow to the
top of the mountain and there their
worst fears -~were confirmed, for ‘hey
found that the footprints began travei-
ling round and round in the manner pe-
ouliar to those who lose their bearings,
and that the strides were very long, as
though the hunter had been agitated and
had been hurrying. The trail finally
struck off in a westerly direction, the
very opposite to that which he should
have followed.

This error is an almost inexplicable
one, owing to the fact that Hinton car-
ried a compass. Old frequenters of
Sooke :nonntains aseribe no importance
to this, however, as they say that a
compass is valueless there owing to the
large amount of iron in the rock,’ which
;jergllers the compass altogether unre-
iable.

and himself one of the best informed
bhunters in the distriet, is still searching,
together with Jos. Martin, another old
hunter. They found at one place a trail
of two men and a dog, with accompany-
ing blood stains on the snow as though
they had been carrying a deer. . It is
considered improbable, however, that
this is Hinton’s trail.

Capt. Burns, one of the party, speak-
ing of the likelihood of Hinton turning
up safe and/sound, said that if he is on
the - west side of the mountain the
chances for his safety are excellent, as
he would probabiy strike the Leech riv-
er or Jordan meadows trails: If on the
cast side, however, his disappearance as-
stmes a very grave aspect, as the fusi-
lade which the hunters in camp kept: up
on Thursday night would have been

if he were still alive and able to answer.,
. Hinton was very lightly clad, not hav-
ing made any provision to spend the
night on the hills. He was slightly
built, but of a very wiry frame and of
tenacious will, and it is told of him that
on one occasion he carried a deer weigh-
ing 107 pounds from Deer creek to
Goldstream; a distance of rnine miles,
without a single stop for rest.
