The Great Seal.

It is an interesting reminder of the
changes which take place in Comstitu-
tional customs that the news that the
Great Boal is to be put into commission
during Lord Haldane’s™visit to America
has set people hunting for precedents.
Time was when this was a very-familiar
custom. In the old days the fleld of
choice was much wider than st present,
for it was by no means necessary for
the Chencellor to be a lawyer.- Dealing
only with-post-Revolution history, the
Seal was offered successively to Not-
tingham and Halifax, but both refused
it, and it was put into the hands of
three eminent lawyers, with Maynard at
their head.

For many years after this the Seal
.was generally either in commission or
in care of & Lord Keeper. In the reign
of -George L. the same rule applied, and
from Lord Cowper’s retirement till the
appointment of Lord King, in 1725, it
was in commission. After this there
followed a suceesion of Chancellors, in-
eluding .the greatest of all, Lord Hard-
wicke; but there were commissioners in
1756, and again after Yorke’s tragic
death in 1770. In 1783 Alexander Wed-
derburn furnished one of the few ex-
amples of & man heing Chief Commis-
siener who was fated eventually to be
Chanecellor. From 1793 'tfil- 1835 the
Beal was always held by a Chancellot,
but“in the latter year is was committe
to the Master of tne Rolls, the Vice-
Chancellor; and a puisne juéga.——Weat-
minister Gazette.

Worst for War.

I Bome ¢urious and rather unexpected
results have followed -experiments in
Europe for the purpose of determining
what color in a sqldier’s umiform is the
least conspicuous o an enemy.

Of ten men, two were dressed in light
grey uniforms, two in dark grey, two in
green, two ‘in dark blwe, and two in
scarlet. All were them ordered to
to march off, while s group of officers
remained watehing them. The first to
disappear in the landscape was the light
grey, and next, surprising as it may
seem, the scarlet. Then followed ‘the
dark grey, while the dark blue and the
green remeined "visible long after all
the others had disappeared.

Bxperiments in firing at blue and red
targets, according to same experimeénts,
proved that blue could be more easily
seen at a distanes than red.

It may be that khaki, which is the
faghiopable eolor mow for army uni-
forms, will have to give way to grey,
for in these days of long-range weapons
inconspieuous .clothing fa vitally neces-
sary for soldiers.
