imported, and the public paid as much on
teas as they did before. What effect Lad
this tariff upon the gemeral trade of the
country? Bank stocks fell at the very
time hon. gentlemen opposite went into
office.  To-day the value of stock of the
Jank of Montreal was 33,600,000 less than
it was just before the hon. gentlemren op-
nosite went into office. Other stocks had
zone down in the same proportion, and
threg banks had utterly failed. If he was
‘told that this was not the effect of the
tariff, he answered that the facts showed
that what hon. gentlemen predicted, and
claimed had not been realized. Among
the importing community of this country
there was a universal feeling of irritation
and indignation against the tariff. He
showed that woolens, cottons, metals of
all kinds, and other goods which were
imported chiefly from Great Britain were
heavily burdened, while goods imported
from the United States were very lizhtly
touched. The increase in duties on Brit-
ish guods was 8bout 43 per cent., while the
increase on United States zoods was only
about 1 per cent., and we were told that
this had caused no feeling of dissatisfac-
tion in Engiand. To disprove this asser-
tion it was only necessary to refer to the
speech of Lord Salisbury, delivered soma
tine ago at Manchester, in which the
noble lord expressed deep regret at the
folly perpetrated by this country, and
stated that this act of Canada had created
a deep impression on the minds of the
people of England. In the course of the
Minister of Finance's semi-royal progress
throughout the country he had visited
Yosamond’s woclen mill at Almonte. e
himself (Mr. Anglin) had visited the same
factory last summer, and was surprised to
learn that during the time the National
Policy had been in force the inen employ-
ed there had been idle two months, and
had been subjected to 3 reduction of ten
per cent in wages. When the Minister of
Finance was there, however, notices were
posted about the factory stating that there
would be an increase of 10 per cent. on the
1st of Ducember, and the hon. gentleman
came away imagining that this was an
actual increase while it was simply a re-
turn to the old rates. In the Finance Min-
ister’s own city (St. John)the number ot
men employed in the various industries to-
day was much less than for many years
past,and they were not receiving morethan
50 or 75 per cent of what they received
before the National Policy came into op-
cration. The hon. gentleman, while con-
sulting the manufacturers and employ-
ers, never asked the working man how he
was getting on, or how he liked the Na-
tional Policy. He reviewed the condi
tion of the various industries of the city
of St. John. coutending that when the
Miunister of Finance visited that city, more
people wereemployed there than atthe pre-
senttime,for,now,not more than two-thirds
the skilled labour and not more than one-
half the amount of wages was paid as in
the years before the tire, and he was sorry
to have to believe that the same state of
things existed in many parts of the Do-
minion. The miners of Cape Breton were
doing asmaller buginess and were in a
more distressed condition than for many
years back. Tt had been said that the re
sult of the late elections showed the Na-
tional Policy was as popular asever; but
he had noticed this fact —that most of the
constituencies which had of late elected
(Government supporters, were those which
had endorsed the Pacific Scandal, and he
thought it was not surprising that those
who counld swallow the Pacific Scandal
would not hesitate about the National
Policy.

Great promin-
ence was also given to the amount paid
Pisiculture branch of the Fisheries
made to that gentleman which were
much out of keeping with the avowed
purpose of the Telegraph’s article, being
conceived in a spirit of personal hostility
that could not fail to be evident to any
! reader. The Telegraph elaborated its
complaint respecting the alleged injus-
tice done to the Fisheries Officers of the
Mavritine Provinces, by giving the num-
bers of Officers in both Upper and
Maritime Provinces, comparing such
numbers with the value of the catch of
fish in each province and showing, in
its own way, not that the Maritime
Provinces were entitled to the greater
part of the award secured to Canada by
the Halifax Comumission, but, simply,
that in proportion to the value of the
Fisheries of each Province, as shown by
the blue books, Ontario and Quebec
had a preponderance of Fishery Officers
and such Officers, man for man, were
better paid than those of New Brums-
wick and Nova Scotia.

In criticising the Teleyraph's article
we neither defended nor condemned the
excess of expenditure in Ontario for
fish culture, but knowing Mr. Samuel
Wilmot sufficiently, we deemed it our
duty to say that iis attack cu him, per-
sonally, was not justified by any de-
velopments- within the kunowledge of
the public. i

Respecting the Telegraph’s remarks
and comparisons of the number and pay
of Ofticers in tbe respective Provinces
we argued that the conditions under
which they were appointed, their duties
and qualifications were differcnt and it
was these elements of difference, which
justiied the difference of numbers and
pay of which the Telegraph complained.

In reply the Telegraph quoted the

GREAT LOSS OF CATTLE AND HORSES—OUT- |

LAWS AND THEIR DOOM.

New Westminister B. C. 29th "Mar. '80.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Dear Sir: —The winter just drawing to |
a close has leen themost severe that |
Buitish Colnmbia has experienced for many
years; indeed, it is unprecedented in the
memory of the *“oldest inhabitant,”
according to any records extant.

THE LOKS OF STOCK

in the upper country has been enormous,
and many stock raisers have been reduced
from affluence to poverty, through their
imprudent dependence on_the weather,
having made no preparations for housing
their cattle, and thousands have
quently perished in the snow. The
Indiaus of the interior have also been

or

severe sufferers, the majority of their |

horses  having literally starved to death.

Pievious to last week there was no river
communication with the upper country
since December last; the river being
blocked with ice, but steamers new run

The monotony of life here has heen
somewhat disturbed lately by a trial of
exceptional interest and importance—
namely, that for murder of ‘“the Kam-
loops outlaws,” three brothers named
McLean (Allan, Cbarley and Archy) and
one Alexander Hare.

then ‘*‘go through” thein for any small
change they might have about them.

« { Ontario leads all others of the Domin-

i in the matter of Agriculture, as it

coes in many other things. . The scope
swnd objects of the Institution’s work,
were thus referred to by Prof. Mills in
ua opening address :—

The Ontario Agricultural College differ
ed from most mstnutmxh of o similar na-
tiwrein the United States, in its being
strictly an Agricultural ¢ uIIe re. -There

~vas a great teml\ ncy to mnmmw into the

~cholastic course of such institutions, much |
1hat could be obtained in other colleges or

universities. This course was for farmers
ud for them only, and it did not attempt
10 teach what was already well taught m
e High Schools and Universities.  Pro-
winence was given to agricultural science
m\ veterinary practice, and less promi-
wnce to English and mathematics. A
bortion of the time was devoted to

1dy of science, and the work was

e’as practical as possible.  While the
-Iepartment was most efficiently worked

t present, the need was felt for a more
'xtensive laboratory, and they expected to
have large improvements in that depart-

aent soon, where they would be able to
put 40 or 50 students at work. In the
veterinary department he thought they
~ompared favourably with the best of the
Iollenw in the United States. There was
a very general want felt amongst farmers
for more knowledge in this departmnent,
and he thought that in giving a good deal
of time to it they were doing a good work.
It had been urged—and with some reason
—by many farmers, that to educate their
sons was simply to create in them a
dislike for the farm, and cause them
to chouse other professions. Here they
had an institution where a man would
obtain a good education without weaning
him away from the farm. It was f.xrm
from beginning to end, and the students
went away feeling thata man could be a
zentleman of the first type and also a
farmer. He did not know whether or
uot Premier Mowatt (who was present)
was brought up on afarm, but he believed
the training there obtained best fitted a
man for the ordinary daties of life. (Ap-
plause.)”

A large nuwmber of prizes and honor
certificates were then presented to pro-
ficients in such subjects as Agriculture,
Chemistry and Zoology, Geology and
Botany, Veterinary Anatomy, Materia
Medica, English Literature and Com-
position, Arithmetic and Book-keeping,
Mensuration; Practical Examination of
Live Stock, Inorganic Chemistry,
Physical Geography, Arborculture,
Entomology, Meteorology, Veterinary,
Pathology, Mechanics, Levelling and
Land Surveying, Political Economy,
ete.

Among the speakersgwere Premier
Mowatt and Wm. Jn'ffhsrm M. A, &
distingnished Professor of Agriculture.
The latter gentleman said : —

**I1t had given him great pleasure to note
the thoroughness with which the teachers
and students had performed their duties.
But not only did it give him great plea-
sure to find that the work itself was snc-
cessful, so far as the students and teachers
of the College were concerned, but that
it was likewise a success in the estimation
of the Province at large, A great deal of
that success arose from the fact that deep-
seated in the convictions of the people of
the Province was the idea that whilst ag-
riculture was the most important industry
of the Province, the people following that
occupation . were not gradually growing
with its importance, taken as a whole.
This failing had been growing unconsciouns-
ly in the minds of the people, and it had
found its expression through the public
press and in the spoken words of public
men. He would urge upon the young
men to go into the business and make it
as successful as their fathers did, and
prove themselves the worthy sons of
worthy sires. In order to obtain success
we must not only have means in our hands,
but we must likewise have men to use
them ; and inevery business or profession
an educated man, with all his faculties
trained, possesses means for the perform-
ance of his duties, which are wanting to a
man lacking this training. This 1p;l|es
with as much force to agriculture as to

; any other calling. It was well that the
Legislature of the Province had determin-
cd that means should be placed within the
reach of farmers to educate their sons for
their business in such a way,that it would
give them a wider range of thought, and
render them perfectly fit to occupy their
proper position in the world and i
society.

Inthat matter the experience—
collected either by oral examination or by
letter—of persons practically acquainted
with the actualand comparative cost, dura-
bility, and merits or demerits of the
several descriptions of fences in nse will
be desirable. Under the head of ¢ Farm
bookkeeping” it will doubtless be the
object of the Commissioners to obtain
suggestions as to the simplest and best

Under the head ¢ Agricultural education,”
the views of any competent witnesses from
time to time before the Commissioners, as
to the best mode of extending and as far
as possible popularizing agricnltural educa-
tion will be elicited.
