A Strong Imperial Fortress—The Chinese

Vancouver, July 17.—My last letter
sald something about the gold fields
of British Columbia. Further letters
will have ‘more #o eay about
them. But it will mever do to suppose
that British Columbia ds a gold pro-
ducing province alone. A  good deal
of wealth has been accumulated by
the residents of the Pacific coast.
Much more is made every' day, and
the gold mines have no more to do
with it than several other industries
and interests. The largest fortune
made by one man in the province was
made out of coal, or at least with coal
as a foundation and: main source. The
sportive salmon ‘has mmde some men

m»nwmoha.vema 1e most in re-
cent years may have been the lnmbec :
men. Of course money has. been
gathered and lost in trade. Also of
course the gold miining industry has
beaa, with the fisheéries, the forest and
the farm, the support of trade.

Most of the men of the sixties:
have had experience in  gold
mining. The later settler may
know, mnothing about the per-
sonal hardships of a pioneer min-
ing camp, but it is pretty hard to find
a man who has not had some littie
stake in a gold or silver “proposition’
somewhere in ‘the province, Mr.
Earle, one of the representatives of
Victoria in the house of commmons, was
a pioneer. He i a comfortable look-
ing eldarly man sow, but it is plain
enough to look at him that he could
take good care of himself in any gang
of men when he was younger. He
was an Ontario lad who had come
across the Panama isthmus and up
the coast at the time of the gold craze.
He went imto #the Carriboo country
mith an  “outfit,” working his way
slowly enough with the ¢eams and
speading some two months on the
marchn. The first two trips gave young
Barle mo profit. In fact he came out
eath season poorer than he ‘went in,
though he hirad out part of the time
for ten dollars a day. This was half
wpent in buying food at the prices
svhich prevailed. One man he knew
‘spent ‘his winole ten dollars’ a day for
food and thén d&d not get all he
wanted.

To the cursory observer the Chinese
population is stil packed close. They
appear to be dwelling by dozens and
scores in very smaill apartments, The
shelf where four of them lay smoking
oplum might be eight feet one way by
four the other, while the remainder
of the room, which was kitchen, parior
and all the rest of the home, might be
eight feet square.. One gad . looking
smoker got his pipe fired and sucked
up the smoke . greedily. Then his
pained look disappeared, and a smile
. dawned on the corner of his mouth.
It spread until his whole face was
glorified. When his pipe was smoked
be handed it to his neighbor and be-

came loquacious. It was not hard.to
tollorw the pigeon English which he ad-
dressed to our guide im response to
his; question: “Snateh ’em pipe much
now?” No, no muchee, times bad,
no money buy opium.” He showed
the flittle box from which he had tak-
en the little’ portion of opium for his
pipe. It contained six emokes'and
cost “four bittie.” ‘“When lots money
smoke all that one day. Now
one  smoke .one day.” . His fifty
cents worth of opium now has to last
him & week instead of a day.

Then Sam fell to ‘moralizing, his face
still 1llumined with the angelic smile,
"Obiﬂm ;
 feel

hands, cawsing them to tremble, and
explained how the opium smokers
limbs shook when he went without the
drug. Sam disposed to dis-
cuss the effects of bad habits at great
length, as he lay on his couch appar-
ently half asleep, but we left him smil-
ing still in his divine ecstacy, while
his companions lay langourously be-
side him half Areaming, like Tenny-
son’s Lotus Baters of the ‘old days
and the old home beyond the seas,

We stralled into the premises of a
more opulent Chinese. He kept a fair
assortment of wares. Up stairs. he
has a cigar making establishment.
He kindly offéred us each a cigar of
his own make. My impression is that
only a small piece was smoked from
the end of those four cigars, but I
would not like to say anythimg to in-
terfere with the trade of the manu-
facturer. This merchant also made
complaint of hard times. Presently
there appea.red a neighbor attired in
the best of Chinese clothes. He was
a merchant also and well known in
the English ‘part of the city. His Eng-
lish was perfect, and except ‘for a
slight hesitation while waiting for a
word his language would not indicate
his foreign origin. From his point of
view bad times' largely resulted from
a reduction of ithe United States duty
on opium.  The duty was fonmerly
twelve dolars per pownd, ' The drug
could then be bought for some seven
dollars ‘in Victoria, and the smuggler
‘cleared ten dollars or €0 by shipping’
it over the line. Bt now ‘the duty is
80 low that the business does 'not pay
for the risk. Then there are no great
public works going - on, ' and ' those

“This mmvmgent Oh!namnn was ask-
&4 where his wife and family were.
*They “have gone back to China,* he
said. “I have now,’* he gravely add-
ed, “two wives in China; and not long
&go I married another who lives hére.”
He was chaffed a-littlé about his ma-
trimonial’ extravagance, but smoked
his cigar quietly and then explained:
““Phe Chiness have an idea that when
a woman is forty or fifty years ol
she is no longer active enough to at-
tend to matters about the house. They
consider ‘that it' is more—miore—con-
venient fo have a young and' strong
womén ‘to manage things.” The man
of afflairs added that his nine ‘children
‘were also in China, pres-mne.bly get-
vlng educated.

On all this coast there is a su‘ong
feeling that the Chinese should not
be allowed in the country. 'Wet those
who proclaim 'this doctrine the most
energetically employ Chinamen ‘to do
their work.’  Many families employ
them' constantly 'as ‘servants. ' ‘The
‘best are ‘reputed to be faithful and
honest, zealous ' for the dnterests of
their employers, always at hand when
wanted. They ‘are clean and are good
cooks. ' They receive about twenty dol-
lars per month as domestic servants,
and ‘probably do 'as’ well at that as
at anything. ‘But there remains this
problem, which must be solved sooner
or later: “If Chinamen are employed
inutheaamemkssmngnﬂx labovrers
and artisans how can their ‘¢ompetit-
ors preserve a standard of Nfe: ‘higher
‘than theé Chinamen?

I spare the reader any statistics 'of
ithe salmon industry. The great estab-
dishments where the fish are canned
speak for themselves, to him who sees
them. There are scores of canneries,
big and little, scattered through the
province. ", Some British Columbia
firms are canning salmon in Alaska.
‘As a token of the size of the business
it might be mentioned tthat there is at
New Westminster a factory for mak-
ing fish cans. The process is automa-
tic as far as such work can be done
by machinery, and a visit to the estab-
lishment afforded new proof of the
intelligence of mere mechanism. From
the time;.a man and a girl passed in
the tin plates to be eut into proper
slzes to the moment when the finished
cans dropped out into a box at the
other end of the mill no human hend
appeared to touch the material, The
plate is turned into hollow cylinders,
‘which are carried over a heating place,
where the side is sGldered wup. The
bottoms. have been cut into shape in
another place. The bottom and the
part . without the bottom are con-
veyed on separate belts to another re-
ceptacle, 'fromy . which ‘they emerge
yastehed togetber in the proper way.
The ‘revolving brazing furnaces are
wonderful contrivances, But the im-
portant fact that I wish to bring out
is  that the automatic can making
place produces 192,000 -salmon . cans
every day, or say 330 per minute from
morning +ill ndght. This will give as
good an idea as possihle of the mag-
nitade of the salmon industry.

Apropos of salmon ithere is in the
museum a cast of the biggest ome
ever officially weighed in this prov-
inice.. This fish was taken with a rod
on.the Campbell River by Sir Richard
Musgrove last September. This fish,
which is of the kind known as Spring
salmon, was four Teet three ‘inches
long and weighed 74 pounds. If any-
body has doubts on the subject he can
see the cast.

There
are found some splerdid mills, cutting
say 100,000 feet per day. "The logs in
the pond whence ome of ‘these mills is
supplied  are a sight for the eastern
man to behold. Douglas fir sticks four
feat across are common enough, but
one of six or seven feet diameter is a
‘better sight. A lumberman seen at
Harrison lake sald that he had sawed
down and sent to the miill trees eight
and nine feet across ‘the stump. A
mill owner tells me that he Hhad taken
‘ten thousand feet of boards from a
tree. Mr. G. 'W. Debec, who came to

for the lady bicyclist. The waier
front is mainly on what is known as
Coal Harbor, which fs an extension
of Burrard Inlet., ‘A good deal  of
money has been gpent in wharves and
other improvemenits, and the pont is
now in a position to meccommodate the
large, ships of the Canadian Pacific
line, . The d¢ity buildings are substan-
tial, being mostly .of brick, though
t,here are some very good stone struc-

es. The company,
wmdx created the town, has estab-
lished there one of the finest hotels
that is to be found in Canada.

Though Vancouwver has as many
people as Victoria, it is not nearly
so rich. If Victoria is mnot making
money so fast as it once did, it is the
home of many people who retain the
fortunes made in the happier days of
old, when money came easy. But
Vancouver, if not as rich now as its
sister ecity, is determined to 'grow
wealthy, and s reaching ' out 4n' all
directions in new entarprises. 'As the
C. P. R. terminms, and as the prin-
cipal western port on the line, it has
a geographical amdvantage ih regard
to the trade of the interior, especially
of the southerm part of the province.

“Worthy Recoumnendatlon.

dmadful mident, resulting in the
decﬂ! of ‘& bright little boy, octurred
Shorﬂy after noon * 4th’ ‘inst. in ' thHe
factory of ‘'W. H. Peirall in the rear
of his shop on Charlotte’ street.

The boy, Murray McFarlane, aged
18, yeéars, sofi of Henry McFarlane of
the City Market, was employed in
Mr. Fairall’'s factory. His duties were
to assist the engineer by helping him
tend the fires, and in his absence to
waitch  the walter and steam gauges.
He had only been employed about a
week and was strictly cautioned by
John ‘Rawlings, the engineer, and Mr.
Fairall not to trifle with the machin-
ery, but was told to watch carefully
and report if the water got low or the
steam tod high.

Shortly after twelve o’clock,  Raw-

. lings, the enginzer, went upstairs in

the factory, leaving young McFarlane
sitting in a chair i front of the en-
gine. Soon’ after he went up, the ma-
chinery suddenly gave a few jerks
and stopped.  Rawlings rushed 'down
stairs to see what was wrong. When
he eutered the engine room e .could
not see McFarlane, and going fo the
fily wheel he looked down to the pit,
anid ‘was horrified to see the boy lying
lnmheplltqmda'the fily wheel, with

that the engine was stopped. Blood
was running in a stream from the
boy’s head in the belt, and Rawlings,
realizing what had occurred, got ' a
ladder and cut ‘the belt from the
shafting above, amnd, calling the as-
sistance of Mr. Fairall and the clerks
in the store, he released the body
from under the wheel. Tt was at once
seen that the boy was dreadfully in-
jured. There were scarcely any signs
of life when he was picked up. Dr. G.
A. B. Addy, who was mear by, was
sumiraoned. He found the only indl-
cation of life was a faint beating of
the heart, and while he was making
an: examination of the injuries this
ceased, ‘and 'the bright little life had
fled forever. His head was crushed on
the .right side and there was a bad
wound under the jaw. Mhe skull was
50 badly crushed that the bomes om
the righit side of ithe head were thrown
out of place:. Dr. Bruce arrived a
few minutes later, but the vital spark
had flown. The body was laid on the
ambulance - stretcher and Coroner
Berryman was summoned. He al-
lowed the remains to be removed to
his fathar's house on St. David street.

The boy was alone when the acci-
dent occurred, and it will' never be
known just how it did happen. It is
supposed that, regardless of the
warnings given him, he got playing
about the fly wheel and fell between

the wheel and the belt, striking against

the braces of the wheel at the bottom.
The, position in which ‘the 'body was
found swvould justify this theory. It
was a terrible shock to the boy’s fa-
ther and brothers, for he was a re-
 markably bright lad of his years. The

| board.  The Vigilant did not hang on

- The boats kept on for half an hour
on this tack when the Vigilant again
tacked to the port. Then it was seen
that the erratie steering had done its

weather the Navahoe, and was forced
to ease away under her stern in the
most ignominous manner. The Nzva-
hoe ‘was then tacked on her rival's
weather, and held this position until
bith boats had somewhait overstood
the second mark, when the Navahoe
came about a.galh ‘and reached for it.
Just before rounding the bhig balloon
ji% was broken out and the Navahoe
romped ‘away for home well within
her time Ilimit. The Vigilant was
thirty seconds ' bekind, but did mnot
hoist her balloon, setting her big top-
safl jib instead.’ Theh ‘began one of
the most exciting finishes seen. for
many a day. With the lightship only
dix milés away the Vigilant started to
get by the Navahoe and make up the
five minutes mecessary to win. She
di1 the former but fell short of the
latter. ! Luffing ‘up to windward she
cut off the Navahoe's wind and then
slipped by. Captain - Crocker tried
hard to repeat these tactics, but the
Navahoe did not . have quite speed
eniough,'so’ the Gohasset skipper had to
lag on behind with the-bowsprit of the
Navahoe. over the taffrail of the Vigi-
Jant.

:Description of the Edifice—The Memorial
Windows and Other Gifts,

Andover, Aug: 2.—The new church
erected during the past year by the
Church of Emgland congregation of
Aniover was opened yesterday for
public, worship. The Rev. Mr. Neales,
who was up to a few months ago rec-
tor of this parish, but who is now in
oharge of the panish of Sussex, re-
turned to officiate at the opening ser-
vice, and was assisted by Mr. Gillies,
ley reader, lately from King’s Col-
lege, N. 8., who has been conducting
the services in the absence of a rec-
ftor.
In spi‘e of the wet weather ithe
morning and evening services were
well attended and the chur¢h was
fillel. A full choir rendered music
which 'was heartily appreciated. The
chancel, as well as the body of the
chruch, was decorated with potted
plants and: the communion table wad
embowered with flowers, .

The mew church stands back from
the main street a short distance, and
is most centrally Tocated in respect
to the village itself, dtapding as it
does very close to Curry’s corner, on
a lot forme¢rly owned by the Free-
masons. The design is of an order
commonly used of late years in the
ecention of houses of worship in the
Church of BEngland, baving the high
pitched roof with drooping eaves. The
details are carmied out in strietly
Gothiz, The late rector, the Rev.

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IN THE KLONDYKE.

Lifé and Accident Insurance
Companies

No Increase or New Policies Will be
Issued to the Gold Speculators.

The Risk is Not Considef'ed a Good One and
Therefare Will Not be Accepted.

Chicago, Aug. 3.—Inquiry develops
that many of the principal life and
accident imsurance ‘companies have
issupd instructions ito thelr general
agents in the United States and Can-
ada against assuming any risks upon
the lives of persoms contemplating a
visit to ths Kilondyke. Many of the
general agents representing eastern
life and accident insurance companies
dn Chicago have received letters from
the home office of a prohibitory na-
ture agalinst these risks. The action
takea by the Travellers’ is similar to
that taken by the Provident Life and
Trust and many of the smaller com-

i  panies. v 2

New York Life Insurance company
in Chicago, has received no instruc-
tions that prohibits him frovh dssuing
a permit to policy holdérs in that
company  to visit the Klondyke, but
he says they have positive instruc-
tions to accept mno application ' for
either an increzse of insurance or new
policies. \

The Providence Life and Trust Co.
have positive instructions not to take
any insurance of this character, while
at the office ‘of the Equitable Life In-
surance compeny they arve refusing
all such risks. The manager of . the
Equitable in Chicago is out of the
city, but his assistant stated he had
written the hame office in regard to
Klondyke insurance. In the case of
old policy holders an extra charge fis
made by the Ejuitable for permission
to visit Alaska. What this charge is
ithe Chicago representative of that
company is unable to say, but it will
be at least an addition of $5 per fhou-
sand.

The Pennsylvania Mutual is another
company which has no instructions
from the home office against taking
risks on the lives of those going to
the Alaskan gold fields. Their repre-
sentative stated today ‘that it was
their policy in the absence of positive
instructions to refuse business of this
character, He said, however, that no
action would be taken in regard to
policy holders who desired to visit the
gold fileds. y .

Many of the smaller companies, and
especially tthe local compandes, flatly
refuse to accept business of this char-
acter. . They say the risks are too
graat for the premiums.
+The action of the life insurance com-
pamies 'is' not nearly as surprising as

trat cf the acocident. The companies

carrying accident risks are even more

particular than many of those assum-
ing life risks. They go on the theory
that 'the trip overfand to Alaska is
fraught with more dangers to life and
Hmb from accident tham is possible
from- disease. ‘The  only thing that
causes the accident companies to hesi-
tate in cancelling the policies is the
extreme prudence that the policy hold-
er-has shown in the past. They do
not care to assume a risk upon a dar-
ing young prospector who will not
take even the precaution of carrying
sufficient clothing and food with him
to the Kilondyke regions. They esti-
mate that the greater portion of those
going to that eountry are persons un-
accustomed to cold and are insufi-
ciently provided with food and cloth
ing.

 DRURY'S, GOVE.

‘The noldom that every mam, woman
and: child is entitled to a yearly vaca-
thon for the sake of health, has creat-.
ed the demand for summer resorts.
As the peason approaches the inhab-

| itants. of aimost every town or city of

any considerable size begin to enquire
among themselves as to where they
shall spend the hot months, and St.
John is not an exception to this rule.
‘When the thermometer reaches thne
alarming height of §9 degrees there is
a sudden departure from sweltering
city life, and hundreds of familieg
take . up ‘there abode in Hampton,
Sussex, or - some cooler sub-
urban  resort. Westfield has long
been  known as 'a most de-
lighttul * place for rest and récrea-
tion. Red Head has been frequented
for several summers, and is rapidly
growing In popularity, while Duck
Cove is a modern Saratoga. But for
down-right convenience, comfort and
health giving pleasure and enjoyment
it is doubtful # Drury’s Cove can be
equalled or excelied.

This place is about five miles from
the city, along a road excellent for
both bicycle and carriage. Several
trains a day bring passengers from
the city and as many give opportun-
ity to return. The railway officials
are uniformily courteous and obliging
towards passengers, and in their

treatment  of the mnumerous

which are entrusted to them *in the
most irresponsible manner. Up to
date the only burdle i.:at has not
been launched on. of those baggage
cars almost invariably right side up
with care is a baby.

The walk from the station to the
€cove consumes any length of time
from five minutes to hailf an hour, ac-
cording as it is taken in the morning
singly or in the evening in pairs. A
straager about makes up his mind
that 'he has taken the wrong road, is
going nowhere and will never get there
when, passing through a narrow dug-
way, he suddenly comes upon the

cove'in all its beauty. If it should be |

the sunset of a beautiful evening it
would be some iime before he would
get beyond the entrance. There be-
fore him lies a calm, radiant sheet of
water. Directly in front an easy
slope invites the boatman to step
down for a ruw. On either side the
rock rises, in some places to a height
of 150 feet, and on what appears to
be the fbare face of the rock trees,
showing many shades of green, rise
bolily up as though proud of their
resting plaice, or else bending fondly
over the water lend grace and beauty
to the Teflection of the strong Illme
stone Tock.

The eutrance to the cove is quite
narrow. Outside is beautiful Kenne-
bedcasis. Far beyond, at a distance
of four miles, a succession of hill tops
rise oné above the othér. These are
lightened by the rays of the sun be-
fore he casts his long golden light
acrass the wide expanse of water. Al
these surrcundings make a scene that
cannot. be described by pen of man.

REQUISITE IN PRACTICE. -

An Experience and Method That Teaches
Many Things—-How One Man Went at
It and Succeeded—The Cost Can Be
Kept Down to $16 an Acre.

In the work of underdraining the soil
‘there is much to be learned, as to the
best method of excavating or digging
the ditch, the depth and width apart of
the lateral.drains. . It is now over 20
.years since 1 commenced to drain my
farm. My first impression as to the need
of the work was limited to a few wet
draws, as we called them, in the fields.
My idea of the need of drainage in-
cluded two or three lines of drains in
each field, making from fifty to one.hun-

rods, more or less. 3

The following diagram, of a sixteen-

acre field, pretty fully illustrates my
impressions of the extent of the
work to be done.

Beginning at “A” there was a good
outlet into a small stream. From “A”
to “D” the land was level. and in. the

first settlement of the country it was a
dangerous mire early in the Spiing sea-
son. Dry weather and the tramping of
stock had made it solid enough to give
Lo trouble in the miring of stcek for
years. From “A” to “D” the drain
was laid with five-inch tile; from *“D”
and along the line designated by “C,”
I used three-inch tile.. .

From “A” to “D,” the ditch was dug
two feet deep, and from “D,” along the
line “C,” the depth was not to exceed
twenty inches, if so much. On the “L”
side “of the drain there is a
small inclination toward the line
of the drain,, but more than
three inches in one hundred. feet.® To
the right “H,” “H,” “H,” the land rises
gradually *from . the line of the drain to
a height of seven or eight feet before
reaching the fence. .

had done well, guided as I had been by
my own judgment. But, alas! I soon .

It is
true that the temporary work often pays
the entire expense in a single crop, but
the cost is small and the return, in in-
creased production, though satlsfncgoxy
as far as it goes is small, too. ~What
we swant to do, as good husl‘mndmen, is
to make every rod of land in our fie.d
produce a remunerative yield every year.
To do this we must fit every rod to qu)
its best. I believe that I can safely say,
that my crops have been iucre_ased, in the
average production fully 2q per cent.

Under the system of temporary drain-
age my crops were good—excellent—
along the lines of the drains, but on-the
rest of the field tiere was no increased
production, and ne improved condition of
the soil..

THE POULTRY YARD.

ALL ABOUT FEEDING, DRESSING AND
MARKETING CAPONS.

What May Reasonably Be Expected From
Caponizing—Milk & Good Thing For
Them to Drink—The Importance of
the Last Three Weeks.

To have profitable capons ~ the
chicks t&l:.ouiﬁod be hatched in April or
May. The summer and fall hatehes can
be caponized and held for the March and
April market, but they will not be as
as the éarly omes which ¢an ‘be sold

by the holidays. A point in favor of
caponizing all surplus cockerels is tue
fact that they are growing into good
money during the fall and early winter
months while -the hens on the farm are
taking a rest from egg production and
are giving but little or no return for the
feed they are consuming.

Do not expect a 12 or 15 pound capen
from a bird that would have wi
6 or 7 pounds in his natural state. About

The road-mender is always om the
%round, and he is constantly at work.
Whenever he detects signs of .wear at
points where the water does not drain
off rapidly after a heavy rain, he mends
the break by Sflling in a barrow of
broken flint, supplies of which are stored
by the roadside every half mile, He 18
& scavenger as well as a road-mender.
He goes over the road every day and re-
moves everything which is unsightly.
Owing to his unremitting care, the road
is always free from litter, as well as in
perfect repair.

There are no ditches at the sides; there
are no ragged ruts or pools of water in
the center: there are neither stones, nor
stumps of trees, nor refuse to disﬁzure
the roadway, and there is.a homely sense
of tidiness and orderliness which is a
source of delight to everyone passing
over it.
