New York, N. Y., Sept. 4.—Governor 
Woodrow Wilson spoke for the first 
time tonight in New York city as the 
Democratic nominee for the presi­
dency. His first political address in 
the metropolis was delivered at the 
dcliar dinner of the Woodrow Wilson 
Working Men's League. Governor Wil­
son confined his remarks to immigra­
tion. He said in part:

“If we can hit upon a standard which 
admits every voluntary immigrant and 
excludes those who have not come of 
their own volition with their own pur­
pose of making a home and a career 
for themselves, but have been Induced 
by steamship companies or others to 
come in order to pay the passage mon­
ey, then we Save what we will all 
agree upon. 1 am speaking to you as 
an American and just as much Am­
ericans as myself and if we all take 
the American point of view, namely, 
that if we want American life kept 
up to its standards and that the only 
standards of American life Jhall be 
the standards of restriction, then we 
are upoif a common ground.

“1 am not saying that I am wise 
enough out of hand to frame the le­
gislation that will meet this ideal. I 
am only saying that that is the ideàt

If 1 had been content at 
any moment to stop representing you. 
the bosses would have turned to me 
with a whoop of delight. All I would 
have had to do would have been to 
stretch out by little finger, and they 
would have come to me, if I had stop­
ped representing you.”

On receiving returns from Vermont. 
Col. Roosevelt said he was greatly 
pleased with the progressive vote.

“I am greatly relieved at the result 
in Vermont,” he said. “While on my 
three days’ tour of the state.

That tl 
always in motion is evident to every­
one. Outside in the open, of course, 
this is its natural condition; while 
inside the house the difference in tem­
perature between one room and an­
other. the passing- of the Inmates 
through the house, the opening and 
closing of doors and so forth constant­
ly keep up a succession of draughts. 
Consequently, dust, more or less, is 
everywhere, except, -perhaps, in the 
air over the open sea, in the heart of 
some kinds of forests, and over some 
uninhabited mountain heights.

If dust be examined under the mi­
croscope, that is, the dust ordinarily 
found in our households, it will be 
seen to be composed of a wide but 
lather constant variety of material. 
Minute hairs, or parts of hairs, par 
tides of wool, cotton, linen, silk, very 
small scales trom the human skin 
and from that of animals, little frag 
ments of wood and coal and clay, 
parts of the leaves and seeds and 
flowers of plants, dried particles of 
manure help to make up this sub­
stance which is so common and yet 
is so often injurious to health.

It is very probable that here, as 
in many other Instances, we become 
acclimated, in a way, to dust, so that 
we do not suffer from it In anything 
like the degree that might be expect­
ed. But in order to obtain this par­
tial Immunity, two things are neces­
sary-usage to dust and good health 
in general.

There are, therefore, two classes 
to whom dust is specially injurious— 
the very young and the feeble and 
those actually sick. The former suf­
fer because it is new to them, and 
the latter because the general sys­
tem is too frail to overcome its bad 
effects. To both classes household 
dust may act as a general poison to 
the system, or an Irritant to the lungs 
or other breathing passages, or in 
both ways. It must not be understood 
from what has been said that dust 
is harmless to all but the young and 
sick. It. is only comparatively so. 
Even in the strongest, many a ' sore 
throat,” an "acute cold” and an irri­
tating cough are due to this cause.

To the careful housewife dust is 
chiefly objectionable because it is a 
species of "dirt" and soils everything 
it comes in contact with. It is, there­
fore, her special desire to get rid of 
it, and as speedily as possible. Fre­
quently, indeed, generally, this Is at­
tempted in two ways—by the broom 
and the "duster.” Both are efficient, 
for the moment, In causing a disap 
pearancc of the offending material, 
but too often It is merely to displace 
it from one situation, set It afloat 
in the air, only to settle again in the 
same or equally objectionable place.

To actually remove it dust should 
be dampened, or made actually wet. 
this makes it véry much heavier than 
the air, so that it will not readily 
float, and also renders its particles 
somewhat adhesive so that they stick 
together. Dry «-sweeping and dusting 
should be abolished. It is not, really, 
a cleanly practice and often results 
In making a "bad matter worse."

Most especial care should be taken 
In sweeping and dusting kitchen and 
dining rooms. Here, even when the 
dry method is not employed, all cook 
lng and eating utensils, and. of course, 
all food, should be carefully covered 
before the process begins. It Is very 
satisfactory to know that the feather 
duster, so popular with our mothers, 
has been largely relegated to the llm-

The splendid process exhibit In the 
machinery hall Illustrating the manu­
facture of shoes is one of the most in­
teresting spots (n the exhibition 
buildings or grounds in which to 
spend an hour. Indeed much more 
time may be profitably spent there 
and the interest in the display is very 
keen. That people who attend the 
fair are interested in the processes 
by which the necessities and luxur­
ies of fife are produced is shown by 
the large crowds which hourly sur­
round this very excellent exhibit.

In connection with the exhibit J. M. 
Humphrey and Co. are issuing a 
little booklet which accurately des­
cribes the process of manufacture 
and in view of the great interest mani­
fested In the display The Standard 
reprints the descriptions given of the 
various shoe machines used by Can­
adian manufacturers today

of the shoe in exactly the proper posi­
tion on the heel of the last, holds it 
to a machine which drives a tack 
at the back seam, holding the shoe 
upper in position at that point.

The "Mysterious" or “Gentle” art 
of making shoes 
the old Guilds of

In sewing this type of footwear the 
operator places the shoe on the revolv­
ing horn of the machine in the base of 
which there is a font filled with hot 
wax, through which the strong linen 
thread used by the machine passes. 
The machine is fitted with a straight 
hook needle, which after passing 
through the outsole and insole draws 
from the horn inside the shoe a loop 
of thread after which it moves for­
ward the length of a stitch, descends 
through the loop it has already form­
ed and immediately the first loop is 
set or drawn down tightly. These oper­
ations continue with great rapidity un­
til the outsole has been securely sew­
ed in place. This sewing leaves a 
single row of thread inside the shoe 
while the chain stitch is formed in 
the channel of the outsole previously 
described.

It Is not so many years ago that it 
was thought that no machine could 
possibly be invented that would do 
this work, but In this remarkable ma­
chine is repr 
exactness all the movements of the 
skilful hand las ter, even to the twist 
and pull by which the surplus of 
leather at the toe and heel of the 
shoe is gathered smoothly around 
these portions of the shoe. At each pull 
of the pincers a tack is driven auto­
matically through the shoe upper, lin­
ing aud insole win-re it is clenched 
against the steel bottom of the last, 
so that in the finished shoe, the leath­
er has been stretched smoothly in all 
directions.

The surplus portion of the shoe up­
per is now trimmed off and rolled 
smoothly down on the Rex Trimming 
and Pounding Machine, after which the 
heavier outsole, which has beeu cut 
to the desired -hape, is tacked in posi­
tion by a machine which forms its 
own tacks and drives them automatic­
ally.

FAMOUS INVENTOR TALKS 
OF CONQUEST OF THE AIR

Alexander Graham Bell Describes Latest Aeroplane 
Achievements--Hydroplane will Revolutionize 
Navigation, He Thinks-New Principle of Con­
struction Used.

That “Casey" Baldwin, one of the 
young men who has been conducting 
experiments with hydroplanes at Be- 
dec, Cape Breton, has discovered a 
law which seems likely to revolu­
tionize marine architecture is the 
opinion of Alexander Graham Bell, 
the famous inventor, who was at the 
Royal last evening.

Prof, Bell, who turned over his lab­
oratory to Mr. Baldwin while he went 
for a trip round the world, became so 
interested in the hydro plane experi­
ments on his return home that he 
temporarily abandoned his aeroplane 
experiments to assist Mr. Baldwin 
in his work. When seen at the Royal 
last evening Mr. Bell talked enthusi­
astically of the hydroplane experi­
ments. The 
ing on Is that the lifting power of 
water is 800 times that of air.

Experiments are being conducted 
with a boat weighing about 1,200 
pounds. With atr aerial propeller 
driven by a fifty h: p. motor, the boat 
has been lifted clear of the water 
eighteen inches, ahd while resting on 
the planes arranged like a ladder 
under it, has attained a speed of for­
ty miles an hour. With a sev®ity- 
five h. p. motor, a speed of 50 miles 
an hour has been made. The boat is 
now being equipped with a motor of 
125 h. p., and a much greater speed 
U expected.

While with a vessel in the water 
the resistance increases as the square 
of the velocity Mr. Baldwin has dis 
covered that when sufficient speed 
has been developed to lift the boat 
so that it is supported on the lower 
plane of The ladder 
mains stationary, and that conse­

quently any extra power can be con­
verted into a velocity.

''Vessels of the present type have 
attained about the maximum speed 
possible, because it requires such an 
enormous increase in power to se­
cure a few extra miles in speed," 
said Prof. Bell.

Prof. Bell expects to resume his 
aeroplane experiments in the winter 
when the ice makes. Some powerful 
motors which he secured In France 
are being used in the hydroplane ex­
periments, and he will lit these to his 
aeroplanes when the ice prohibits 
further work with the hydroplane. 
Prof. Bell's aeroplane was construct­
ed with a view to stability; it differs 
from the usual type in that it is full 
of triangular vanes, set an angle of 
about sixty degrees—something like 
a butterfly’s wings. When towed 
against the wind at a velocity of 25 
miles an hour it rises, and when cast 
adrift comes down gently on an 
even keel without wabbling. prof.
