Slowly but surely the plunge of the German Crown 
Prince’s armies is being halted by the French and British 
armies. While the momentum of the German masses has not 
at yet spent itself, there has been a notable 
advance during the past day., 
mans now seem to be devoted 
have torn in the position of the Allies between Pinon and Bri­
mont. This work seems to be progressing slowly against 
the desperate resistance of the allied forces.

The French, having fallen back from the limits of the 
city of Soissons, have stood their ground against the attacks 
of the enemy, and the German official statement fails to show 
material advances there during the day’s fighting. The French 
are here fighting on familiar ground which has been made 
historic by numerous battles, some of which are named 
among the decisive combats of history.

On the eastern end of the fighting line some of the forts 
before Rheims are said to have fallen, which was to be ex­
pected from the fact that they have been outflanked by the 
tide of invasion that has swep; far to the south of the city.

PERSON INJURED

Registration of Five 
Millions a Colossal 
Undertaking June 22

Preparations For Registration of Man and Women 
Power of Canada Proceeding Apace — Motion 
Pictures, Newspapers and Pulpit To Be Used 
—Campaign of Education Will Be Carried On.

Crash Came During Elevation 
of The Host Opposite 
Church of Blessed Sacra­
ment.

Montreal, May SO—about titty per- 
sons, mostly children, among whom 
were adults with children in their 
arms, were thrown to the grotind when 
a stairway leading from the street to 
a couple of flats collapsed last night 
just at the moment of the elevation of 
of the Host when the Corpus Chrlstl 
procession was passing opposite the 
Church of the Blessed Sacrement. 
Large crowds lined the street and 
many of them had occupied this stair­
way as a point of vantage from which 
to view the procession.

Frantic screams were heard at the 
time of the acident and It was feared 
that many were seriously hurt. After 
Investigation it was ascertained that 
only one person was slightly Injured, 
the others being more frightened than 
hurt. The steps collapsed sideways 
and downwards In the line of the 
stairway and not vertically, or there 
would have been many Injured If not 
killed. There was much excitement 
bordering on panic whilst the child­
ren were being extricated from the 
debris and their hurts were being as­
certained.

Ottawa, May 30.—Preparations for 
registration oy the Canadian registra­
tion board of the man and woman pow­
er throughout the dominion on Satur­
day, June 22, are proceeding apace. 
As every British subject over the age 
of 16 years is required to register, it 
Is estimated that the number of regis­
trations will be in the neighborhood of 
five million, and the task of taking it 
will be a colossal one. The Canadian 
registration board Is making every ef­
fort to secure the service of volunteers 
In connection with taking the regis­
tration. School teachers throughout 
the country are counted upon for as­
sistance. Already women's and labor 
organisations have responded splen­
didly to the reqeust for assistance, and 
now nearly 800,000 members of frater­
nal societies are being appealed to. On 
the Sunday before registration day, 
it Is hoped to have a message on re­
gistration delivered from every pulpit 
In Canada.

One Thousand Removed From Montemarte Dis­
trict and Sent To Central Part of France Out of 
Range of German Guns, and Others Will Follow 
As Soon As Possible.

German Bombardment of Paris Resumed Last 
Night—-Shelling of Towns Far Behind the Lines 
in Progress-Amiens Under Heavy Fire For 
Twenty-Four Hours—Panic in Mannheim.

Paris, May 30—The removal qf children from Parie wae 
begun this morning when one thousand children from the 
Montemarte district of the city were placed on board a spec­
ial train, bound for a vacation colony in the department' of 
Allier, in central France.

This is the first action taken under a plan for removing 
Paris children from the possibility of harm from a long-range 
gun shell striking a school filled with pupils, as a church of 
worship was struck on Good Friday last.

Mayors of towns within the military zone met in con- 
gtess at Paria yesterday. The mayor of Chaumont presided 
and the mayors of Verdun, Calais and Belfort were among 
the assembly. The proceedings were opened by voting an 
address to Premier Clemenceau which recognized his noble 
patriotism and his immutable tenacity. An address to the 
Americans also was voted.

Many Towns Bombarded.
London, May 31. -The Daily Mail 

correspondent at British headquarters 
in France says that the shelling of 
towns behind the lines —some of them 
very far behind—Is becoming more 
Intense.

Amiens, added the correspondent, 
has been bombarded vigorously in the 
past twenty-four hours, coinciding 
with the Increased activity of German 
air raiders.

Chicago, May 30.—Senator James 
Hamilton Lewis said in a speech 
here today that the United States 
now has 1,000,000 soldiers in 
foreign lands, and that by Decem­
ber 1 it will be numerically equal 
to that of England. He said that 
700,000,000 pounds of explosives 
are in process of manufacture. 
The ordnance department, he said, 
has spent 1776,000,000 for projec­
tiles, and 76,000,000 projectiles are 
on their way to Pershing. One 
thousand rifles are being manufac­
tured dally and 3,500,000 rounds of 
small arm ammunition has been 
contracted for. 1>sst month, ho 
said, we produced 276 million 
rounds. He placed the machine 
guns contracted for at 360,000, and 
added that 100,000 have been de­
livered. By July 1, he added, we 
shall be producing 18,000 a month.

"Beyond artillery activity on both sides, there is nothing 
to report from the remainder of the British front.”

British Headquarters in France, May 30—(Via Reu­
ter's Ottawa Agency)—We carried out a most successful raid 
at Neuville-Vitasse, penetrating six hundred yards into the 
German defenses, finding many dead and wounded from the 
bombardment. In the fighting which followed another two 
hundred were killed.

Neuville-Vitasse is one of the points in the line recently 
taken over by the Canadians.

May 30. (By The Associated Press)—
The efforts of the Germans since their 
first rapid advance appear to take a 
fan-like movement. The principal col­
umn of the Teuton divisions seem to 
be thrusting In the direction of Fere-

heavy fire.

Exten­
sive munition depots, railway trains 
and hospital establishments, with a 
large quantity of medical equipment, 
fell Ipto our possession. An airdrome 
with machines ready to start and air­
plane materials, also was captured.

THEU1It is pleasing to observe that the 
suggestion for Maritime Union is again 
attracting attention. The Maritime 
Branch of the Canadian . Manufactur­
ers’ Association, in session in Monc­
ton on Wednesday, reaffirmed the reso­
lution passed last year favoring a 
union and referring the suggestion to 
the legislatures of the provinces con­
cerned.

That many advantages would accrue 
through the welding of New Bruns­
wick. Nova Scotia and Prince Edward 
Island into one province with but one 
government and one set of administra­
tive officers is easily apparent. The

These advantages, however, are but 
small in comparison with the great 
gain to be made through a uniformity 
of thought and sentiment among the 
people of maritime Canada.

Paris, May 29—(By the Havas 
Agency)—All critics assert that the 
German drive is not yet completely 
stopped, but nowhere were our lines 
broten.

French Tenacious.
The steadiness of the Allied flanks 

under the heavy German pressure is 
one of the outstanding indications 
In the Paris official repdrt. The Ger- 
means, for instance, made attempts 
after attempt to debauch from Sois- 
Jfcua after gaining that town, but 
the determined French in the out­
skirts prevented the enemy from 
achieving this object.

To the southwest the French re­
serves are coming into play and here 
the Allies are resisting the enemy 
in engagements of extreme violence 
along the road from Soissons to 
Hartennes-Et-Taux, seven and a half 
miles southeast of Boissons.

Fere-En-Terdenois, 81-2 miles south­
west of Hartennes-Et-Taux, apparent­
ly marks the limit of the German 
advance toward the southwest, with 
Vezilly, 10 12 miles eastward, repre­
senting the extreme southeasterly 
progress of the enemy.

EALand GLASGOW TV/fORE than half the men in the banks of Canada are now on 
-Lv military service, and the number which remains is being 
steadily reduced.

Women clerks have been employed in thousands and have 
done splendidly, but they have not the experience of the men they 
replace. It would be out of the question to expect them to work as 
rapidly or with the same knowledge of banking as officers of many 
years training in the profession.

The drain upon the number of experienced officers has now 
reached a point where it is necessary to ask the public to take into 
consideration this decrease in efficiency, and to lighten, as far as 
they can, the burden thus thrown upon those left to run the business. 
Canada was never so busy as now and the volume of banking 
business is greater than ever before.

The Present Line.
From Vezilly, the front tends sharp­

ly northeastward. Brouillet is the 
next point mentioned in the official 
communique, and it lies 3 1-2 miles 
north of Vezilly and only slightly to 
the east of a north and south line 
running through the latter town.

Brouillet Is 13 miles southeast of 
Rheims, and along the ton mile 
to Thlllois, three miles east of 
Rheims, and thence trending north­
eastward above the Cathedral city, 
the Fran co-British defensive line is 
reported to have broken all the Ger­
man assaults and to have maintained 
the front Intact.
