Watchmaking in Switzerland.
[From the Swiae Times of May 30th.]

TT7E hare already drawn attention to the an- 
YV nual meeting of the Society of ArU held 
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship, of 
M. Th. de Saussure, and are now able to furnish 
some further details.

Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest­
ing report, passed in review the operations of 
the Industrial section, in reference to Com­
merce. laying great stress upon the competition 
that has taken place in the manufacture of 
chronometers. This competition was instituted 
with the object of testing the workmanship and 
precision of chronometers turned out by Oene. 
veee manufacturers, and none but those adopted 
for pocket use were admitted. They were de­
posited In obarge of the authorities at the Ob­
servatory. and underwent the most searching 
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru­
ments ofshis class. The jury specially retained 
to decide the difficult question a* to whenr ♦-
SStf jh«5r if SgttXSSS# ÇÔ.
